Most viewers of his work find it surpris-
ing that the medium he chooses to paint
in is acrylic, but when viewed in person it
is evident that he can mix colors and find
texture and luminosity that few can achieve
in this medium.

SCOOP Studios in Charleston, SC,
Offers Works by Karen Ann Myers

SCOOP Studios in Charleston, SC, will
present the exhibit, A Room of Her Own,
featuring works by Karen Ann Myers, on
view Oct. 7 - 31,2011. A reception will be
held on Oct. 7, from 5-8pm.

In this new series of paintings, Myers
continues to explore what it means to be a
young woman in contemporary society. She
investigates the psychological complexity
of women through intimate observations
in the bedroom. Myers’ large-scale paint-
ings are inspired by the cult of beauty in
contemporary mass media. Intricately
painted, decorative interiors are invented,
using collage techniques, to overwhelm and
titillate the viewer.

While Myers’ solitary female figures
are strong and confident in their sexuality,
these paintings also offer a glimpse into the
confusion and doubt felt by women in their
moments alone. In this way, her paintings
serve as psychological self-portraits. Each
one is a reflection of feelings and experi-
ences that she has gone through, and each is
a projection of the progression of her moods
and emotions while painting them. Through
this projection and reflection of herself in
her paintings, each work has a strong link
with self-portraiture.

Myers is also interested in infusing these
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paintings with a true emphasis on sex and
glamour inspired by the cult of beauty in
contemporary mass media, and exploring
how this world affects her central female
figures. The duality of these three dimen-
sional human forms and their flat intricately
patterned surroundings is a juxtaposition
that she enjoys emphasizing in her paint-
ings. By highlighting the dualities of
confident but hesitant women and flat but
somewhat three-dimensional compositions,
Myers strives to present a personal yet uni-
versal depiction of the world of women.

The title of the exhibition is inspired by
famous English novelist and critic Virginia
Woolf’s essay “A Room of One’s Own”.

Mpyers is a graduate of Boston Univer-
sity (MFA) and Michigan State University
(BFA). A Room of Her Own is her third solo
