     Nina Liu and Friends opens its doors for 
Charleston, SC’s October Art Walk with A 
Thousand Pounds of Clay, an exhibition 
of work by gallery owner Nina Liu. The 
exhibition will open on Friday, Oct. 5 with 
a gallery reception for the artist from 5 to 
7pm and will remain on view through Nov. 
15, 2012.  
     Liu obtained her undergraduate degree 
from Wayne State University and her MFA 
from the University of Michigan. She has 
exhibited her work throughout the United 
States at venues such as Mepkin Abbey in 
Moncks Corner, SC; the Roanoke Museum 
of Fine Arts (now the Taubman Museum of 
Art) in Roanoke, VA; the Virginia Beach 
Arts Center in Virginia Beach, VA; the Uni-
versity of Iowa in Iowa City, IA; the Jack-
sonville Art Museum in Jacksonville, FL;
