     The Columbia Museum of Art in Co-
lumbia, SC, will present Norman Rock-
well: Behind the Camera, on view from 
Oct. 17 through Jan. 8, 2015. 
     This is the first exhibition to explore 
in-depth Rockwell’s richly detailed study 
photographs, created by the artist as refer-
ences for his iconic paintings.
