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breakers, and bohemians,” says Will
South, CMA chief curator. “The great-
est artists are also hard workers, and that
includes Norman Rockwell. In Behind the
Camera, we get to see just how hard he
worked as he used photography to care-
fully stage every aspect of what would
become a magazine illustration. Rock-
well added and subtracted detail, moved
objects around, and tweaked the expres-
sions on the faces of his sitters until he
got it right. The exhibition is a wonderful
behind-the-scenes look into the working
method of an artist who created many of
our most memorable pictures of American
life.”

The CMA is the last venue in the
national tour of the exhibition. It is a
last chance to see the selection of photo-
graphs, paintings, and the creative process

of an American master.

“Norman Rockwell was a natural sto-
ryteller with an unerring eye for detail,”
says Stephanie Haboush Plunkett, deputy
director and chief curator of the Norman
Rockwell Museum. “This ground-break-
ing exhibition shows how that narrative
instinct found its first expression in the
artist’s meticulously composed photo-
graphs.”

Accompanying the exhibition is a
beautiful, fully illustrated hardback cata-
logue entitled, Norman Rockwell: Behind
the Camera, written by Ron Schick with a
foreword by Rockwell’s son, John Rock-
well (Little & Brown, 2009). Copies of
the book will be available for purchase in
the Museum Shop.
