In my continuing role as a cheerleader
for the developing visual art community
in the Pee Dee area of South Carolina -
here’s another story on how growth in this
area is just taking off.

The Jones-Carter Gallery, in Lake
City, SC, (home of ArtFields®) is offer-
ing the exhibition, Francisco de Goya’s
Los Caprichos, on view through Jan. 3,
2015. The exhibition of etchings is one of
the most influential graphic series in the
history of Western art. This exhibition fea-
tures a superb first edition of the complete
set of 80 etchings, which by tradition, was
one of the four sets acquired directly from

OMME

Goya in 1799 by the duke of Osuna. It
then came into the hands of Pedro Fernan-
dez Durén, of the house of the Marquis of
Perales, the greatest Spanish collector of
the 19th century and a major donor to the
Prado.

Lake City is the only venue where
you can see these works in the Carolinas.
Jump in your car and head to the city
which wants to define itself through the
arts.

Speaking of Lake City and ArtFields®,
submissions for the 2015 competition and
exhibition are now open and will be open
until Nov. 14,2014. After that - you can
just be a visitor to ArtFields®, but that’s
an important role to play in the competi-
tion as many of the awards are determined
by the public’s voting for works they like.

The competition is open to visual
artists in 12 Southeastern states, in most
media. Check out what it’s all about by
visiting (www.artfieldssc.org).

Moving over to Florence, SC, the new
Florence County Museum will open to the
public on Oct. 11, 2014, following a rib-
bon cutting ceremony at 9am. This 28,000
sq. ft. facility includes professional space,
collection storage, 12,000 sq. ft. of exhibit
space to include two changing galleries,
Education Gallery, Community Gallery,
Pee Dee History Hall, three classrooms,
kitchen, and an exterior courtyard.

Two outstanding exhibits will be of-
fered, William H. Johnson: New Begin-
nings and Selections from The Wright
Collection of Southern Art. For further
info visit (www.flocomuseum.org).

Exhibits To Go

Recently I contacted the SC State Mu-
seum, in Columbia, SC, to find out where
a couple of their Traveling Exhibits would
be showing in SC, and I found out that
some were not even booked for October -
much less - through end of the year.

The Traveling Exhibits Program at the
South Carolina State Museum provides
museums, art centers, universities and
other institutions with high quality, afford-
able traveling exhibitions. These special
exhibits provide a variety of fascinating
shows for institutions of any size, from
large exhibitions designed for major mu-
seums to smaller, South Carolina-specific
exhibits for local museums, galleries,
libraries, schools and more.

I know that many presenting facilities
in SC really depend on these traveling ex-
hibits to help them fill their yearly exhibit
schedules, but I was a little surprised to
find that two of the exhibits, that are dif-
ferent every year, were not being booked
much. One was the annual SC Watermedia
Society’s top thirty award-winning works
exhibit, and the other was the annual SC
Palmetto Hands Exhibition, a fine crafts
show. Both of these exhibits offer an
annual view of some of the best waterme-
dia paintings and best craftworks being
produced in SC.

I can understand that some venues and
their viewing public might get tired of
some of the exhibits that never change,
but these two are different every year. For

Anglin Smith Fine Art in Charleston

Anglin Smith Fine Art in Charleston,

SC, will present Structure, a new collection
of paintings by Jennifer Smith Rogers, on
view from Oct. 3 - 17,2014. A reception
will be held on Oct. 3, from 5-8pm, during
the French Quarter Gallery Association’s
ArtWalk.

Rogers is best known for her architec-
tural pieces, from roofscapes to Charleston
landmarks. For this show, each of her
works represents a structure of some sort
— though the works certainly aren’t limited
to architecture. A structure is defined as “an
arrangement of parts, elements, or constitu-
ents.”

“I love painting Charleston’s historic
homes and buildings, but for this show I
was also inspired to seek out some unlikely
architectural subjects, [such as] old seafood
shacks, rustic barns,” says Rogers. But her
concept of structure goes beyond brick-and-
mortar buildings. “Each painting juxtaposes
a man-made structure against organic struc-
tures, such as clouds and trees.”

Rogers’ life has always revolved around
art. Raised in a household of artists, her
mother Betty Anglin Smith and her twin
sister Shannon Smith Hughes are also
highly regarded artists. Her brother, Tripp
Smith, is an accomplished photographer.
The family now owns Anglin Smith Fine
Art in the French Quarter of Charleston.
Her works have been featured in galleries
along the Eastern Coast from St. Simons,
GA, to Martha’s Vineyard. Her works hang
in many prominent corporate and private
collections including Walt Disney World,
the Family Circle Cup in Daniel Island, SC,

McCrady’s restaurant in Charleston, SC,
and Stanley Furniture in High Point, NC.
An active member of Plein-Air Painters of
the Southeast (PAPSE), she is also an as-
sociate member of Qil Painters of America
and American Impressionists Society.

Harris specializes in finely detailed pen-
cil renderings. His art is inspired by both the
natural and man-made beauty of the Low-
country. The Studio show features a variety
of original works in black and white. Harris
began his career at Winthrop University, in
Rock Hill, SC, where he majored in Fine
Art. He received his Bachelor of Science
for Graphic Communications in 1986 from
Clemson University, in Clemson, SC.

Thompson’s work is in numerous public
and private collections throughout the
United States and in locations international-
ly. HUSK Charleston and HUSK Nashville
restaurants commissioned Thompson prior
to opening these award winning, nationally

top rated and celebrated restaurants to create

large monoprints - original silkscreens on
rice paper to adorn their walls throughout
the restaurant. These refreshing images
evoke the fleeting beauty of small mo-
ments in nature: the play of light on leafy
branches, the rustle of wind through grass,
the ripple of raindrops across a pond.

Thompson uses gouache and multiple
screens to orchestrate his monoprints,
carefully building and layering overlapping
elements. Each monoprint is a unique work
of art, a harmonious symphony of pattern,
texture, color, and light.

Inspired by direct observation of the
natural world, Thompson’s process begins
with a series of sketches executed en
plein air. He frequents the banks of rivers,
marshes and ponds, both in the Boston
area and in the Lowcountry. He collects
imagery from favorite spots like the Edisto
and Combabhee rivers and marshes in and
around Charleston and its barrier islands.
Back in his studio, Thompson uses these
sketches to develop the patterns and motifs
that he will later transfer onto woodblocks
and silkscreens for printing. His studio con-
tains a virtual library of matrices, depicting
everything from a few blades of grass to a
flotilla of lily pads.

Thompson’s love of materials has led
him to employ a combination of techniques
- including woodblock printing, screen
printing, intaglio methods, and freehand
painting - in a single image. His printmak-
ing process is a very physical one, entirely

“reactive to the image itself”. He actively
moves around the print as he turns a matrix
first one way, then another, adding a dash of
ink here, blotting something out over there,
and gradually adding layer upon layer to
build the composition.

Thompson’s ever-expanding library of
matrices provides him with an almost infi-
nite array of possibilities. He returns to the
same image day after day, using dozens of
screens and blocks to create a single print.
While it is easy to overwork a composition
in this manner, for Thompson, a willingness
to experiment is paramount. “I never know
what will come out,” Thompson says, “It’s
very important to take risks, to incorporate
the possibility of failure”. He is not afraid to
push the limits of the image, to be “abso-
lutely ruthless” and toss something out
when necessary.

SECCA in Winston-Salem, NC,
Features Works by Emil Salto

The Southeastern Center for Contempo-
rary Art in Winston-Salem, NC, will present
Emil Salto: Light Forms, curated by Cora
Fisher, on view from Oct. 14 through Jan.
3,2015.

For Danish artist Emil Salto, light experi-
ments are a form of intuitive, yet systematic
inquiry. The results of Salto’s experiments
are carefully modulated interactions with
light and shadow: monochromes, photo-
grams, and films. Salto uses light as an
agent, through which we can touch on
questions of time and space, optics and
perception.

For Salto’s first solo museum exhibition
in the United States, several series of pho-
tographs and films are shown together. The
artist has also created two light and color
installations that reach beyond the discrete
image to envelop the viewer and choreo-
graph shadows.

In the obscurity of the darkroom, Salto
casts light on photosensitive materials, in-
serting body into the composition between
exposures. Chance tempers the discipline of
his working process, which is calibrated to
the medium at hand - whether that is analog
(celluloid) film or handmade laminated

35mm slides, objects casting shadows, or
light itself.

Salto draws upon modernism’s language
of abstraction and, above all, its restless
spirit of experimentation. His work is kin-
dred to artists of international movements of
the 20th and 21st centuries such as Bauhaus,
the Zero Group and, more unexpectedly,
the American Light and Space movement.
These movements, like his work, are pri-
marily motivated by the question of how art
can continually shift perception, pointing us
back to the elasticity of time and light.

Salto lives and works in Denmark. He

landscapes, beach scenes, northern and
western scenery, still life, portraiture, and
florals.

Lake’s and Wanamaker’s art is influ-
enced by their shared admiration for great
artists of the past, such as Bouguereau,
Vermeer, Bierstadt, and Sargent. They are
also both inspired by modern artists such
as Andrew Wyeth, Mary Whyte, David
Leffel, and Richard Schmid.

Both artists relocated to the Lowcoun-
try from different parts of the country and
found an emerging and supportive arts
community. Lake joined the faculty of the
Hilton Head Art Academy and Wana-
maker met him when he was a student.
Lake’s mentoring helped Wanamaker
refine her classical skills, and now they
paint together as friends and colleagues,
sharing information, pushing each other
with constructive criticism, and inspiring
each other to grow artistically.

As a child growing up in Detroit, MI,
Lake was recognized for his artistic talent.
After earning his BFA at Wayne State
University, he worked as an art director in
a decorating firm. His design career was
interrupted by the war in Vietnam, and he
spent the next 20 years as an Air Force
pilot.

Lake’s love of fine art grew as he trav-
eled the world; so upon retiring from the
Air Force, he returned to school for his
Masters in Art Education. Later, while
teaching at the high school and college
levels, he began painting and exhibiting
in the Middle Tennessee region. Lake was
selected as a gilder for Nashville’s Athena
project, served as President of the Mid-
Cumberland Art League, received numer-
ous awards in juried shows, has been com-
missioned for murals and portraits, and
sells his original art work.

After moving to Bluffton, Lake began
teaching at the Hilton Head Art Academy
in 2009 and the Society of Bluffton Art-
ists. Lake takes great delight in observing

and interpreting the world around him,
often with an eye for intricate detail and
subtle colors. Many of his works are of fa-
miliar local areas presented in his unique,
but traditional style, and show his versatil-
ity in mediums.

Heather Wanamaker, a native New
Yorker, moved to the Lowcountry to
pursue her second career in art following
many years in corporate business.

“I knew this was the time to follow my
life-long love of art,” she said. “I resumed
studying art by enrolling in classes and
investing the time I never had before to
learn and practice techniques.”

Wanamaker has won awards in New
York and South Carolina, twice exhibited
in the Hilton Head National Juried Show,
and is a member of the Art League of
Hilton Head, Society of Bluffton Artists,
Beaufort Art Association, and National
Portrait Society. She sells her original
works and Giclee prints.

While Wanamaker enjoys painting in
other genres, she finds still life allows her
to develop unique scenes that establish a
mood or tell a story. When viewers derive
pleasure from her paintings, she feels her
artwork has achieved its goal.

Southern Highland Craft Guild in
Asheville, NC, will present its Fall version
of the 67th Annual Craft Fair of the South-
ern Highlands, held at the US Cellular
Center, in downtown Asheville, from Oct.
16 - 19,2014.

Nearly 200 juried artists of the Southern
Highland Craft Guild will be selling works
of clay, metal, wood, jewelry, fiber, paper,
natural materials, leather and mixed media.
With styles ranging from traditional to
contemporary, the Fairs showcase the rich
talent, diversity and craft mastery of Guild
members.

The Fairs began in 1948 as a way to
provide a regional market for mountain
craftspeople. Since that time, the Craft
Fairs have set the standard for fine craft
shows across the country. Nearly 20,000
visitors to the Fairs each year invest in the
regional and local economies while sup-
porting artists working in the Appalachian
mountains, and by spending a summer or
fall weekend in beautiful Asheville.

In addition to providing a retail market
for juried members, the Guild hosts craft
demonstrations during the Fairs.

Feature Quilts from Gee’s Bend

The Center for Craft, Creativity & De-
sign in Asheville, NC and Warren Wilson
College in Swannanoa, NC, are present-
ing Gee’s Bend from Quilts to Prints, on
view through Jan. 10,2015 at CCCD and
through Dec. 20, 2014 at WWC.

Since their first appearance at the
Museum of Fine Arts, Houston, in 2002,
the quilts of Gee’s Bend have been the
subject of national critical acclaim and
popularity, not least demonstrated by their
appearance on the US Postage Stamp.
Made by multiple generations of African-
American women from the isolated, rural
community of Gee’s Bend (now Boykin),
Alabama, these quilts have been compared
to the likes of high modernist paintings as
well as improvisational jazz. With their
innovative compositions of bold patterns,
colors, and textures, these masterful quilts
continue to occupy the imagination of the

American public.

CCCD’s Benchspace Gallery &
Workshop and WWC’s Elizabeth Holden
Gallery will bring a selection of these
national treasures to a Western North
Carolina audience for the first time
through their dual-venue exhibition, Gee’s
Bend: From Quilts to Prints. The focus of
this show is on a series of limited edition
prints designed by four of the Gee’s Bend
quiltmakers and produced in collaboration
with Paulson Bott Press in Berkeley, CA.
Seen side by side with some of the famous
quilts of Gee’s Bend, these prints open up
new conversations about the translation
of ideas between one artistic medium to
another.

“The vision, skill, and adaptability
required to capture the essence of a large
scale work in fabric in a 2D work on

paper reveals the depth of these women’s
artistic practice,” curators Julie Levin
Caro and Marilyn Zapf explain.

The exhibition includes over 40
objects, ranging from well-known 1960s
work-clothes quilts made out of denim
and corduroy to more recently made “New
Generation” quilts, which feature improvi-
sations on traditional Gee’s Bend patterns.

Highlighting the printmaking process
remains a focus of the exhibition, which

also includes never before shown tools,
plates, working proofs, and fabric ma-
quettes. Visitors will learn about the rich
history of the Gee’s Bend community, be
able to trace the artists’ process of translat-
ing their ideas from fabric into print, and
be inspired by the stunning work of four
significant American artists.

The four artists featured in the exhibi-
tion are: Mary Lee Bendolph (b. 1935),

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Loretta Pettway (b. 1942), Louisiana P.
Bendolph (b. 1960), and Loretta Bennett
(b. 1960).

The Asheville Art Museum in
Asheville, NC, is presenting Hands,
Heart, Mind: Cherokee Artistry, an exhi-
bition celebrating the unique artwork of
the Cherokee - the longest tradition of art
and creativity in Western North Carolina,
on view through Jan. 11, 2015.

The Cherokee have long created
artistic as well as functional works. In
the 20th century, with the rise of tourism
and the increased availability of manu-
factured products, the functional and the
artistic blended together. While Cherokee
art ranges from painting to weaving, the
Museum’s collection focuses on three
areas - baskets, ceramics and sculpture
- and represents both contemporary and
historical pieces.

Perhaps the best known Cherokee
artists are the basketmakers. For many
hundreds of years Cherokee weavers cre-
ated an astonishing number and variety of
baskets. The ability to change living plant
material into beautiful and useful baskets
grew out of personal experience, technical
skill, creative vision and cultural tradi-
tions.

The Cherokee have been making
pottery in Western North Carolina for
almost 3,000 years, representing one of
the oldest, ongoing ceramic traditions in
the world. In sculpture/carving, there are
functional items such as bowls, spoons or
pipes; masks, which almost disappeared

from Cherokee culture; and carved ani-
mals, which evolved from wood carving
classes at Cherokee High School.

Many Cherokee artists take pride in
their ancestry and see part of their work as
preserving the traditions and history of the
Cherokee. They also want their work to be
considered art and for many of the artists
in this exhibition, making and selling their
work is the source of their income or an
important supplement.

This exhibition was organized by the
Asheville Art Museum.

The Asheville Art Museum in Asheville,
NG, is presenting Mary Frank: Finding
My Way Home, presents a broad survey
of Frank’s work from across her long and
accomplished career, on view through Jan.
18,2015.

Over the course of her career, Mary
Frank has worked in sculpture, painting,
drawing, printmaking and photography,
suggesting that her primary loyalty is not
to a particular way of working or to any
medium, but rather to the power of direct
expression and to the act of creation itself.
All of this work demonstrates her use of
the intuitions and improvisations that arise
naturally during the creative process.

Frank was born in London, England, in
1933 and moved to the United States at the
age of seven. In the early 1950s she began
carving wood sculpture, and briefly studied
with Hans Hofmann and Max Beckmann.
In 1969, she worked on large multi-part,
figurative clay sculptures, drawings and
monoprints, which remained the major
focus of her work throughout the 1970s and
*80s. In the 1990s, she turned to painting as
her primary medium.

Frank has been the subject of numer-
ous solo museum and gallery exhibitions
over the years, including a retrospective
exhibition of sculpture, prints and drawings
organized by the Neuberger Museum in
Purchase, NY, in 1978. Her work is in the

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Woolworth Walk in Asheville, NC, Offers
Works by Lynn August and Julia Fosson

Woolworth Walk in Asheville, NC,
will present Lynn August + Julia Fosson,
featuring ceramic artist Lynn August and
encaustic painter Julia Fosson, on view in
the F.W. Front Gallery at Woolworth Walk,
from Oct. 1 - 30,2014. A reception will be
held on Oct. 3, from 5-7pm.

Lynn August first touched clay as a
child and that experience whispered to
her throughout her adult life. She always
allowed life to get in the way and it wasn’t
until her late 40’s that she really listened.
Six years ago a cross country trip landed
her in Asheville, NC, where she currently
lives and works in clay. Not typically one
to be still in life, August sits for hours when
carving clay. It is truly a meditative experi-
ence and one that keeps her centered and
profoundly connected to spirit.

August’s designs are intuitive and each
piece is one of a kind. Her stoneware pot-
tery is reduction fired to 2400 degrees for
a wonderful deep toasty color with the
carvings accented with oxides. Her black
and white porcelain pottery is fired to 2200
degrees in oxidation and she uses under-
glazes to accentuate the carvings.

The word encaustic aroused Julia Fos-
son’s curiosity when someone told her that
her work in oils reminded them of encaus-
tic painting. It uses beeswax treated with
pigment and resin that is then heated and
applied most often to wood, though some-
times to canvas, with brushes and metal
tools. And now, after nearly fifteen years of
working in the medium she can say that this
is why she paints: that the wax takes her on

a journey.

Fosson loves the challenges of paint-
ing with wax as it quickly changes in form
from liquid to solid. There is something
about the textures and the way that light is
captured in the wax. Most of her work has
15 to 25 layers of wax because she believes
in creating a work with a solid foundation.
This technique and the way she heats the
wax allows her to constantly dig and scrape
at it until Fosson has achieved an image that
communicates the visual story she wants to
tell. Because for her, that’s what painting
is about: the expression of an emotion, a
visual conversation, a story.

Bender Gallery in Asheville, NC, will
present Spirits of the Flame, an exhibition
of flameworked glass sculpture by Karen
Buhler, Elizabeth Ryland Mears and
Demetra Theofanous, on view from Oct. 2
through Nov. 30, 2014. A reception will be
held on Oct. 2, from 5-8pm.

Flameworking is an ancient technique
of manipulating glass using the heat of a
flame. Rods or tubes of glass are softened
in the flame of a torch and then manipulat-
ed or blown into sculptural forms. Each of
the artists has her own unique inspiration
and style and the emotions conveyed from
their works range from the philosophi-
cal and reflective to the figurative and
lighthearted.

Karen Buhler is a contemporary figura-
tive artist who has been working with
glass in various forms since 1978.

Her current work is a study of the
human form and social interaction, with
a touch of humor thrown in. Most of her
sculptures feature women in bathing attire
and goggles participating in various water
activities. For instance, Catching Some
Rays depicts three women in gilded gold
bathing suits and swim caps, sunbathing at
pool’s edge.

An award winning artist, Elizabeth
Ryland Mears creates glass and mixed
media sculpture primarily using the glass-
blowing technique. In her artist statement,
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Work by Elizabeth Ryland Mears

she explains that she “uses the lexicon

of Nature images to portray her relation-
ship to her inner and outer worlds” and
how she relates to them. These themes are
aptly portrayed in her “Bundle of Twigs”
series where each bundle symbolizes
some aspect of her inner or outer world.
In Extremes of Continuum, a piece in the
“Basket” series, white leaves are cradled
in a red basket. The basket represents the
heat of fire while the white leaves symbol-
ize cold ice.

Demetra Theofanous is also inspired
by the beauty of nature. As described in
her artist statement, “her work centers on
the metaphorical bridges between nature
and human beings”. Theofanous’ deli-
cate nest and flora sculptures depict the
cycle of life: birth, growth, discovery, and
renewal. Her subtle and restrained use of
color is a poetic exploration of her ideas
and aesthetic expression.

‘Art as a Prayer’ becomes the theme
as the exhibition embodies the vibration of
the voice within a painting.”

“The woven fabric, offers the observer
to ‘see beyond’ what appears to be to
what can be experienced and transformed
through the sacred voice of the heart,”
adds Carlton. “The word in script is be-
coming a lost art. My artwork is imprinted
with the expressive calligraphic text in
English to create elegant flowing abstract
compositions which are seen through
hand woven fabric adhered to canvas with
many layers of transparent paint.”

“Another layer of the creative process
in the Art Songs of the Heart series in-
cludes the process of touch drawing. This
technique is done by touch with only the
hands on transparent paper that is placed
on a thin layer of water based oils. The
expressions in the work come from the
subconscious, the heart space and from
within rather than from a plan to create a
specific image. Using movement, medita-
tion and healing sounds as a prompt to
begin the art work, my work expresses the
connection to the Divine Feminine and
Mothering Peace.”

She was one of the two American women
artists whose work was chosen to par-
ticipate in the International Healing Arts
Exhibition in Naples, Italy.

Crimson Laurel Gallery in Bakers-
ville, NC, will present three new exhibits
including: Current Work by Lynn Du-
ryea, on view from Oct. 4 - 31, 2014;

These three outstanding shows will
feature significant collections of work
both sculptural and functional with many
of the pieces made especially for these
exhibitions.

Growing up on the extreme end of
Long Island, NY, Lynn Duryea became
fascinated with transition zones, ‘“where
one reality shifts to another.” This quiet
drama of land meeting water has, in part,
led to her rich vocabulary of “softened
geometry” and exploration of the power
along edges. From a distance, her inter-
esting forms demand attention, but upon
closer inspection her surfaces unfold au-
thentic histories of accretion and wearing
away. Duryea’s surfaces suggest natural
and industrial landscape and appear to
have evolved over long periods of time.
She explains, “The nature and essence
of the feelings generated by a particular
place are as inspiring to me as he structure
and color of land, buildings and vegeta-
tion.”

Although much of Duryea’s work can
be considered functional, she says that
her “representation of function is in an al-
lusive and enigmatic sense, suggestive of
the past.” Despite evocations of melan-

choly and stillness, joy in the physicality

of construction is a main motivator for

her. Duryea writes, “I am interested in
continued above on next column to the right

how structure as well as the methods of
construction and assembly can become
part of the visual language of an object.
More than serving a compositional func-
tion, for me these elements become part of
a record of making, connections in time as
well as material.”

Currently a professor of Art at Appala-
chian State University in Boone, NC, Du-
ryea was a studio artist working in Maine
before earning her MFA from the Univer-
sity of Florida. She is a Founding Trustee
of Watershed Center for the Ceramic Arts
and was the Program Coordinator and
Artist-in-Residence for the Watershed
Workshop for People with HIV/Aids.
Duryea is a co-founder of Sawyer Street
Studios, an artist-owned ceramic facility
in South Portland, ME, a recipient of the
Maine Crafts Association 2012 Master
Craft Award, and was the first visual art-
ist to receive Portland, Maine’s YWCA
Women of Achievement Award. She was
an emerging Artist at the 2004 NCECA
Conference.

Duryea’s work is represented in numer-
ous publications including Discovery:
Fifty Years of Craft and Transformation
at Haystack, Carl Little, editor, The Best
Pottery, edited by Jonathan Fairbanks and
Angela Fina, Dry Glazes by Jeremy Jerne-
gan and a cover article by Glen Brown
in the October 2004 issue of Ceramics
Monthly, and Lynn Duryea: The Energy
of Edges. Her work has been exhibited
extensively, with solo exhibitions at
The Works Gallery in Philadelphia and
Lacoste Gallery in Concord, MA, among
others. Group shows include Contempo-
rary New England Ceramics at the Currier
Museum of Art, Manchester, NH, and
International Emerging Ceramic Artists
Invitational Exhibition, FuLe International
Ceramic Art Museums, Fuping, Xian,
China.

Lisa Clague and David Robinson
expand our understanding of what it
means to be human through vulnerable
and sometimes humorous depictions of
the human form in the exhibit, Human-
ity: Figurative Sculptural Work by Lisa
Clague and David Robinson.
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Work by David Robinson

Clague finds inspiration through her
own dreams as well as world-mythologies,
antique toys, nature, and the work of
artists as diverse as Hieronymous Bosch
and Louise Bourgeois. The daughter of a
potter and metal sculptor, Clague’s work
branches different media and expresses
her excitement about experimenting with
diverse materials. She cites solitude and
trusting her own personal vision as es-
sential to creating her uniquely powerful
work and encourages this mindset through
her work as a workshop leader and oc-
casional university professor. Childhood
games and fairytales merge with personal
visions, and nightmarish hallucinations
soften in the presence of flowing fabrics
and painterly surfaces.

Clague writes, “My work evokes a
place between the subconscious and the
intangible. My masked figures are hybrid
creatures, mistresses of ambiguity and
disguise, of seduction and deception.
These images, like dreams, are familiar
but illusive."

Clague received her BFA from the

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Cleveland Institute of Art and her MFA
from California College of Arts and
Crafts. She has been the recipient of the
North Carolina Arts Council Fellowship
and the Virginia Groot Foundation Grant
in 1999 and 2011. Clague's work has been
exhibited at the Macon Museum of Art,
Georgia; The DeCordova Museum &
Sculpture Park, Massachusetts; The John
Elder Gallery, New York and The Udinotti
Museum of Figurative Art, Arizona. She
participated in the 3rd World Ceramic
Biennale, Trans Ceramic Art in Korea and
currently resides in North Carolina.

David Robinson’s forms explore
“shared human experience, especially
the quiet struggles and obstacles we all
face.” Deepened by inspiration from the
literature of Shakespeare, T.S. Eliot and
Raymond Carver, abstracted human forms
become the stage for unfolding human
dramas. Family and other human relation-
ships fascinate him and add a personal
element to his work. Recently fascinated
by the form of the human hand “as a kind
of three-dimensional canvas from which
figures and narratives emerge,” his use of
the hand brings to mind the connection
between the act of making and processing
stories and emotions. Robinson sometimes
uses text in his work, which he says repre-
sents stream of consciousness.

Robinson says about his characters,
“They long to find peace or consolation
but this yearning is met with only a mixed
degree of success. In spite of this dark-
ness, or perhaps because of it, I also hope
to inject a bit of a sense of humor as a
counterpoint.”

Robinson has also explored drawing
and painting, but finds the most satisfac-
tion in translating his “ideas and mental
images” into permanent, three-dimension-
al forms, the way some people may keep
a diary. His rich surfaces do justice to the
emotional weight of subjects, through
combinations of engobes, underglazes,
and oxides/stains or layers of cold pig-
ment applied after the firing.

Crimson Laurel Gallery will also be
presenting the exhibit New Work: by Shad-
ow May and Jerilyn Verden. Although
each artist’s work is quite distinct, both
Shadow May and Jerilyn Verden create
pieces that are quiet tonally, allowing the
inventiveness of their forms to shine. Each
artist is equally fluent in slab-techniques
and wheel-throwing and carries a rich
vocabulary of form and surface. Soul-
ful, eggshell surfaces merge with vessels
inspired by Japanese armor; deceptively
light, organic, twisting forms lay ready to
receive a meal or to change the character
of a room. While much of the work in this
exhibition is functional, it possesses a dual
identity as sculpture.

May’s style constantly evolves with
a rare braveness born from technical

mastery through early apprenticeships and
production work. Confidence with his me-
dium allows him to work intuitively and
expressively with bold gestures and inven-
tive surfaces. May is a hard worker, doing
numerous shows every year, which gives
the rapid evolution of his work a steady,
organic feel without sacrificing expres-
siveness. May continually asks himself,
“"Did I do enough in my life? Did I live in
fear too often? Did I challenge myself to
taste greatness?" This continual questing
has led him to use 2-part car-epoxy as a
surface and to mimic wood-fire techniques
in a cone-6 oxidation environment. May’s
work has been seen in over a hundred
juried fine arts shows nationally, and he
currently assists in the Ceramics Depart-
ment at the University of Tennessee,

Chattanooga.

“Using the vernacular of the vessel,”
Jerilyn Verden uses “earthenware clay to
create intimate spaces.” Verden’s sensual
work plays with scale, “moving from
intimacy to expansion, in the way one
understands a landscape by knowing both
the small stone at one’s feet and the bulk
of the mountain far away.” Using layers of
glazes and terra sigillatta, she clarifies her
forms without erasing the history of their
making. Repeated scraping, sculpting,
pinching, building up and excavating add
depth and character to her functional and
sculptural work. Before relocating to the
Northeast Kingdom of Vermont, she was
a studio artist in Mitchell County, NC, for
10 years.

In 2006 Verden received a North
Carolina Arts Fellowship Grant. She was
an artist-in-residence at Penland School of
Crafts from 2001-2004. She received her
MFA from Southern Methodist University
in 2001. Before attending graduate school
she completed a two-year assistantship at
the studio of Silvie Granatelli, in Floyd,
Virginia. She graduated with a BFA from
West Virginia University in 1997 and has
also studied abroad at the Jing-de-zhen
Ceramic Art Institute in China. Verden’s
work has been exhibited at the Mint
Museum of Craft + Design and she has
work in the permanent collection of the
Asheville Art Museum and NCECA.

The building includes profes-
sional space, collection storage, 12,000 sq.
ft. of exhibit space to include two changing
galleries, Education Gallery, Community
Gallery, Pee Dee History Hall, three class-
rooms, kitchen, and an exterior courtyard.
Haley Sharpe Design was selected to design
Pee Dee History and Community Gallery
spaces.

In 2012, MB Kahn was selected as
General Contractor for the construction of
the Florence County Museum facility. A
groundbreaking ceremony was held in May
and construction began in June of 2012.

Cultural artifacts from these defining col-
lections will be presented in the museum’s
largest display case, a 250 sq. ft. central
glass enclosure with a ten-foot floor-to-
ceiling height.

2 - to exhibit the histories and diversity of
the City of Florence, and the incorporated
municipalities of Florence County. Each
municipality will be featured on the 36-
foot-wide south gallery wall, composed of
interpretive graphics, text and wall-mounted
display vitrines for exhibiting objects from
each area of Florence County.

This
permanent collections gallery will occupy
the entire second floor, east wing of the
building. Artifacts will be supported by
historical images and narrative interpreta-
tion, giving a comprehensive introduction
to the Pee Dee region from prehistory to the
present.

The west wing of the building is com-
posed of two large art gallery spaces
designed to accommodate the museum’s
schedule of feature exhibits.

The first floor Special Exhibit Gallery
will be the primary venue for temporary
exhibits of art, including exhibits traveling
from other institutions. This 1,500 sq. ft.
gallery has 13-foot ceilings, and can be con-
figured for up to 190’ of linear wall space.

The second floor Focus Gallery is the
larger of the two west wing spaces, with a
floor plan of over 2,300 sq. ft. This gallery

50 artists - including Olga de Amaral,
Robert Arneson, Viola Frey, Sam Maloof,
Richard Marquis, Albert Paley, Ken Price,
Peter Voulkos, and Toshiko Takaezu - and
highlight important studio objects made
from the mid-1960s to the 2000s with a
focus on the 1960s — 1980s, the collec-
tion’s great strength.

“The Mint’s world-renowned collec-
tion of contemporary craft is strong in
late 20th-century work, and the Eagle
collection provides an excellent survey of
American studio craft from the preceding
decades, providing our audience with the
historical perspective,” said Dr. Kathleen
V. Jameson, President & CEO of the Mint.
“Moreover, Lee and Mel are inextri-
cably tied to the advancement of craft
and design at the Mint. They were early
advocates of the Mint Museum of Craft +
Design, and were instrumental in the cre-
ation of The Founders’ Circle, its national
affiliate group. Passionate collectors and
generous friends, they continue to support
the museum’s collection development. We
applaud the Eagles for their contributions
to both the Mint and the MFAH.”

Works donated by the Eagles to the
Mint in the past include an important
group of seven ceramic vessels, c. 1900,
by George E. Ohr, gifted as part of The
Founders’ Circle inaugural gift to the
Mint. “Ceramics are the heart and soul
of Lee and Mel’s collecting, and their
affinity for clay blurs boundaries of ‘fine’
and ‘decorative’ art. Across media, they
have been trailblazers in recognizing the
genius of makers such as Olga de Amaral,
Ron Nagle, Bob Ebendorf, and Michael
Cardew. And they continue to collect at
the highest level, selectively, intentionally,
inspiring us all,” said Annie Carlano, the
Mint’s Senior Curator of Craft, Design, &
Fashion.

The Eagles continue to help the Mint
build a major collection of contemporary
decorative arts. Most recently they gifted
to the Mint a group of mid-20th century
utilitarian forms by British potter Michael
Cardew (1901-1983). “One of these is an
extraordinary stoneware stool with incised
abstract designs, and pulled straps, based

on traditional Nigerian seating furniture.
But it was made when Cardew was in the
US working with American studio pot-
ter Don Reitz, acclaimed artist and dear
friend of the Eagles. Cardew is highly
regarded - along with Bernard Leach and
Hamada Shoji he helped revive British
slipware traditions. For the Mint, and for
North Carolina, Cardew is inextricably
tied to our own ceramics history,” Carlano
said, noting he was a teacher of Mark He-
witt, a potter who has been featured in the
annual Potters Market Invitational events
held at Mint Museum Randolph.

The Museum will offer several exhi-
bition-related events in conjunction with
Beyond Craft. Visit the Museum’s website
for further info.

Leatrice and Melvin Eagle began by
collecting works of clay in 1960 and the
medium remains at the heart of their col-
lection to this day. Lee’s early training as
a ceramist led to a lifetime devotion to
clay, a passion that Mel has shared with
her over the years. As the couple became

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sophisticated observers of the field and
their preferences took shape, they suc-
cessfully assembled a museum-quality
collection of ceramics, fiber art, furniture,
jewelry and prints, paintings, and draw-
ings. Their passion grew beyond living
with objects to encompass a deep respect
for art and artists, as well as a lifelong
commitment to promoting and support-
ing their work through institutional and
personal involvement.

Beginning with the 1973 establish-
ment of Eagle Ceramics - a business that
provided the resources to make and teach
ceramics - the Eagles immersed them-
selves in the art community and began
forming relationships with many promi-
nent artists. From 1979 to 1983, Mont-
gomery College, Eagle Ceramics, and the
American Hand Gallery in Washington,
DC, collaborated to present a series of
workshops, lectures, and exhibitions
called “Making It in Clay.” These events
enabled the Eagles to meet prominent art-
ists and the couple started collecting their
works in depth.

Ralph Bacerra, Don Reitz, Adrian
Saxe, and Michael Cardew have remained
touchstones for the Eagles and lasting
friendships with the artists resulted from
these initial meetings. In the 1990s and
early 2000s, the Eagles were inspired to
acquire collection subsets in jewelry, fiber,
and furniture and expand their significant
holdings in West Coast ceramics, particu-
larly those made in the 1960s and 1970s
during the heyday of the Funk movement.

The heart of the Eagle Collection is
ceramics, particularly works made by
California-based artists, such as Peter
Voulkos and his students John Mason,
Ken Price, Paul Soldner, and Stephen de
Staebler, who revolutionized the field by
advocating a sculptural and abstract aes-
thetic rather than the functional forms that
had previously predominated contempo-
rary clay. The Funk Movement of the mid

1960s and 1970s is amply represented by
important clay works by Robert Arneson,
Clayton Bailey, Viola Frey, Michael Frim-
kess, David Gilhooly, Howard Kottler, and
Marilyn Levine.

Second-generation ceramic artists that
further cemented California’s reputation
as an incubator for innovation in the field,
including Ralph Bacerra, Michael Lucero,
Ron Nagle, and Adrian Saxe, are also
featured. In addition, clay art by ceramists
such as Rudy Autio, Jack Earl, Edward
Eberle, Ken Ferguson, Wayne Higby, Don
Reitz, Toshiko Takaezu, Robert Turner,
and Betty Woodman provide an introduc-
tion to functional, narrative, and sculp-
tural trends that were developed in other
regions of America in the post-World War
II period.

The Eagles collected selectively in
other decorative arts media, homing in on
artists whose innovations, aesthetics, and

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techniques established studio craft as a
relevant and dynamic art form. Highlights
include furniture by Wendell Castle and
Sam Maloof, two of the most renowned
American studio furniture-makers who
are represented in the exhibition by early
works from the 1960s and 1970s. Major
abstract wall-hangings by the Colombian
artist Olga de Amaral and American artists
John McQueen and Cynthia Schira make
up the fiber art in the collection. Jewelry
and metalwork by Glenda Arentzen, Wil-
liam Harper, Eleanor Moty, Albert Paley,
Earl Pardon, and Joyce J. Scott offer a
view into the diverse work of pioneering
American jewelry artists.

Bechtler Museum of Modern
Art in Charlotte, NC, Offers

Works by British Artists

The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art in
Charlotte, NC, is presenting British Inva-
sion, on view through Feb. 18,2015. The
exhibition is a representation of British art
found principally in the Bechtler collec-
tion from the 1950s through the 1970s. The
works include prints, drawings, sculpture
and paintings.

The exhibition comprises 56 works by
11 artists: Henry Moore, Ben Nicholson,
Bridget Riley, Lynn Chadwick, Barbara
Hepworth, David Hockney, Alan Davie,
Rodney Gladwell, Bernard Meadows, Vic-
tor Pasmore and William Scott.

A highlight of the show is work by Lynn
Chadwick, one of the leading sculptors of
post-war Britain. Included in the exhibi-
tion are six sculptures and four lithographs
by the artist. Chadwick was recently the
focus of three concurrent retrospectives in
London, Berlin and New York. The shows
were presented by the BlainlSouthern and
Blain/Di Donna galleries. The galleries,
along with the Estate of Lynn Chadwick,
have loaned five Chadwick works to the
Bechtler for the British Invasion show.

The Chadwick works on loan to the
museum serve to illustrate not only the
sculptor’s unerring interest in human and
animal forms (Two Dancing Figures III and
Beast VII), but the mainstay of his artistic
practice; the manner in which he blurred
the lines between figuration and abstraction
(Conjunction II). The Bechtler collection
also contains a work by Chadwick, Apollo,
an iron and composition sculpture.

More so than anything, the British Inva-
sion exhibition reinforces the notion that the
Bechtlers collected the art they liked and
were not impressed by what was considered
mainstream and acceptable. The family’s in-
terest in art ran an unusually wide aesthetic
spectrum. They showed an appetite for
multiple stylistic inquiries from realistic
to abstract. The show exemplifies how the

Bechtlers purchased works by some of the
most current artists of the era while also col-
lecting master works by established figures.

Only two living artists are featured in
British Invasion — Bridget Riley and David
Hockney. Last seen in the 2013 Bechtler
exhibition Artistic Relationships: Partners,
Mentors, Lovers, Riley’s popular geometric
work Fade has since undergone conserva-
tion work and will now appear brighter to
viewers. To supplement a Hockney print
from the Bechtler collection, Davidson Col-
lege loaned three Hockney works (including
an 8-foot photo collage) to the museum for
this show.

In addition to the Hockney loans, two
lithographs by Chadwick and two works
by Moore are also on loan from Davidson
College.

The British Invasion exhibition is funded
by Compass Group with supporting funds
from Womble Carlyle. The community
partner is the British American Business
Council of North Carolina.

The Museum will be offering a number
of exhibition-related programs. Check their
website for complete information.

Opening simultaneously in the 4th-floor-
gallery is The Firebird: Celebrating Five
Years in Charlotte. The special exhibition
highlights the presence of the Firebird from
its 2009 installation on the Bechtler plaza
to its current popularity with the public and
myriad photo seekers. The 17-foot whimsi-
cal sculpture was created in 1991 by Niki de
Saint Phalle and is covered from top to bot-
tom in pieces of mirrored and colored glass.

The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art is
dedicated to the exhibition of mid-20th-cen-
tury modern art. The museum is located at
Levine Center for the Arts, on South Tryon
Street, Charlotte.

The Charlotte Art League in Charlotte,
NC, will present Art from the Homeless
Community, featuring works from Art-
Works 945, on view from Oct. 3 - 31,2014.
A reception will be held on Oct. 3, from
6-9pm.

At the end of North College Street in
Charlotte, when it seems you can go no
further, turn left onto a driveway bordered
by a chain-link fence that has seen better
days. It’s there you will see what people can
do when they are motivated to discover and
express the hidden vitality living within.

The proof is in the gallery/studio of
ArtWorks 945, one of several Community-
Works programs facilitated by the Urban
Ministry Center (UMC), a non-profit orga-
nization dedicated to bringing the Charlotte

ArtWorks 945 resides in a large, well-lit
room in a refurbished train depot on the
UMC campus at 945 N. College Street.
Drop by any day of the week, and you
are likely to find 10 to 15 members of the
homeless community working intently with
brush, pencil, pen, acrylic, oil pastels or
chalk on canvas, paper, or wood. The art on
the walls is colorful, depicting a variety of
subjects in styles ranging from realistic and
impressionistic to geometirc and abstract.
Most pieces are colorful, expressive and
show movement; others are quietly, peace-

fully reflective. All seem to emit hope and
internal joy.

When UMC first opened in 1994, the
homeless created art on the property’s
concrete retaining wall, and projects
included finding junk to create 3-D objects,
according to Maria Mazzocco, Community
Engagement Coordinator for Community-
Works.

“We expanded the program because we
saw the positive and powerful impact art
made as a vehicle for self-expression and
collaboration,” Mazzocco said. The Art-
Works staff includes five core artist volun-
teers who instruct, guide and encourage the
community’s artists. Patricia Krok-Elder,
curriculum coordinator, develops classes
using art to teach life skills, such as goal
setting and achievement, and relationship-
building.

To help fund the program, ArtWorks 945
has an annual art show with sales proceeds
divided between the artists and the program.
Charlotte Art League is honored to host a
second show of ArtWorks 945, allowing
more community exposure to the dedicated
artists and volunteers in this program and to
create support for ending homelessness.

that elusive creative hand step in and work,”
says McIntosh. She has been working on
the series, “Pages,” since 2012.

“There are only 15 or so artists at Pen-
land during the winter,” notes McIntosh,
“So we all spent a lot of time and meals in
our shared dorm getting to know each other
in our down time. After one of these long
days of working, Jim and I decided to have
a show together.”

“This work was born out of some of the
images that occurred while creating an ear-
lier work, All the In Between, My Story of
Agnes, 74 painted panels telling the cradle
to grave story of a life well lived — the life
of my mother,” notes McIntosh. “Contained
in this work are several layered calligraphic
panels that serve as segues between the
important stages of her life.”

Once All the In Between was complete,
Mclntosh began to work on pieces that
combined words and mark making with rec-
ognizable subject matter, such as Anhinga
Nest. As the work progressed, the recog-
nizable subjects became less important. ““I
began to intuitively pour my thoughts onto
the surface, using different handwriting,
not caring whether it was legible or not,”
observes Mclntosh. “I could write anything
down using a variety of water media and
mark-making tools.

MclIntosh explored putting these images
into book form, but she became frustrated
with not being able to see all of the images
at once. “I became fascinated with the im-
ages that resulted from deconstructing the
large paintings in creating the signatures for
the books,” she adds. “I began to explore
options for ways to take these images and
put them back together in a way that created

larger scale.”

“Certainly, the relationships with other
artists have been cultivated through the
years I have visited the school,” says Jim
Adams. “The exchange of creative ideas
and ways of thinking about making art has
impacted me in ways that I will be discover-
ing for the rest of my career.”

“The first class I took at Penland was a
painting class with Clarence Morgan as the
instructor; the critiques we had were invalu-
able, and feedback regarding the path of an
artist and what it means to be an artist were
life altering for me,” notes Adams. “Though
I had been working as an illustrator and in
the performing arts for a decade and a half
before arriving at Penland the first time, it
wasn’t until the end of my first week at
Penland when I realized, ‘I am actually an
artist.” It was a transforming experience and
one that has directed my course since!”

Adams adds, “I have had many great
experiences at Penland since that realization
occurred, but in the Winter of 2014 I was
fortunate enough to have the Iron Studio to
myself for several weeks. It was during this
time when I met Laurie Mclntosh, who was
also wintering there as a painter. Through
our conversations over meals and wine, the
idea for this exhibition was born.”

Laurie MclIntosh has been a part of the
Carolina art scene for many years. She
graduated with a Bachelor in Fine Art de-
gree from the University of South Carolina
and has been honing her skills in the arts.

A firm believer in the process of creating,
Mclntosh is drawn to creating new visual
relationships between images. In Septem-
ber 2012, she debuted All the In Between:
My Story of Agnes, resulting in multiple
exhibitions and a hardcover print edition.

Founded in 1929 by Lucy Morgan, Pen-
land School was originally an outgrowth of
a craft-based economic development project
she had started several years earlier. When
Morgan retired in 1962, she was succeeded
by Bill Brown who updated and expanded
the school’s offerings, added longer fall and
spring sessions, and created resident artist
programs at the school. Today, Penland
encompasses about 400 acres and 51 build-
ings, and more than 1,200 people come each
year seeking instruction.

Penland School began out of a strong
belief in a few simple values which have
guided it throughout its history. Lucy
Morgan summarized these as “the joy of
creative occupation and a certain together-
ness-working with one another in creating
the good and the beautiful.”

The Columbia Museum of Art in Co-
lumbia, SC, will present Norman Rock-
well: Behind the Camera, on view from
Oct. 17 through Jan. 8,2015.

Behind
the Camera uniquely presents the long-
valued relationship between photography
and painting while delighting viewers
with the inherent charm, energy, and
warmth of Rockwell’s art.”

breakers, and bohemians,” says Will
South, CMA chief curator.

Rock-
well added and subtracted detail, moved
objects around, and tweaked the expres-
sions on the faces of his sitters until he
got it right. The exhibition is a wonderful
behind-the-scenes look into the working
method of an artist who created many of
our most memorable pictures of American
life.”

The CMA is the last venue in the
national tour of the exhibition. It is a

Sunset River Marketplace the eclectic
art gallery in Calabash, NC, is present-
ing Red Times Tvelve, a collection that
explores the significance of the color red
in art, on view through Oct. 4, 2014.

The color red, from rudimentary cave
drawings in prehistoric times to Henri
Matisse’s bold, unnatural manipulation
of color in his 1911 masterpiece, The Red
Room, to Warhol’s pop art, has played
a major role in art, as it does in life. For
this exhibition, the artists of Studio 12
each wield the power of red uniquely and
distinctively.

Participating in the show are mem-
bers of Studio 12, an art group that meets
weekly at Sunset River Marketplace. It
includes gallery owner Ginny Lassiter
(acrylic); Studio 12 founder Jill Hope
(acrylic); Sandra Petit (acrylic); Bryan
Krpejs (watercolor, acrylic); Katherine
Duckworth (acrylic); Donn McCrary
(acrylic); Marsha Thomas (decoupage,
mixed media); Pat Reynolds (acrylic);
Ellen Flynn (watercolor); Carole Barth
(mixed media, watercolor); Sally Nolan
(oil); and Sue Ruopp (acrylic).

Donn McCrary’s Lady In Red features
a sassy bold splash of a red dress. The
viewer will feel the jaunty young woman’s
joie de vivre. In Marsha Thomas’ uniquely
constructed Scales Rule, a very different
red dress depicts a heaviness that conveys
the artist’s own often painful transforma-
tions — both physical and emotional —in
her life. Swells by Bryan Krpejs features
three sailboats racing through white caps
and rough seas. The artist’s sparing use of
red on the hull helps him express both the
excitement of the race and the humbling
vastness of the ocean.

Studiol2 is a diverse group of artists
with differing goals, backgrounds, styles
and tastes. What they have in common is
a sense of artistic adventure and a love of
creativity.

Jill Hope founded the group in 2004.
She wanted to be part of a close knit
group of artists who would paint together,
share art experiences, critique each other’s
work and provide emotional support to
each other on a personal level as well.
Since then, artists have left Studio 12
and others have come to take their place,
but the group still meets every Tuesday
at Sunset River Marketplace to paint and
explore new concepts together.

Working in acrylic or watercolor,
Hope’s style encompasses mainly non-
representational art. She says, “My art
today comes from what I call the intuitive
side of thought. My pieces reverberate
with hidden meaning as the soul of the
painting is allowed to emerge.”

12 artists happily ensconced at tables in
the classroom at the back of Sunset River
Marketplace. Lassiter says, “I value my
time with this group. And I love that we
never know who will be working on what.
It’s a nurturing environment that encour-
ages exploration and creativity. It just
feels right to me.”

Hope’s style encompasses abstract and
nonrepresentational art and her medium of
choice is mixed water media. She attended
the NE Essex School of Art in Essex,
England. Hope is a member and past

Born in Rochester, NY, Hope has lived
in England, Denmark and Australia. She
relocated in 1991 from Ocracoke Island to
Calabash.

The Ocean Isle Beach resident and
native of Wilson, NC, Ginny Lassiter has

always been a creative soul. She’s a potter,

she paints, she sketches, and she designs
fabrics. Lassiter graduated from East Car-
olina University with a major in art and an
empbhasis in interior design and whenever
she has the chance, she loves helping
clients with their design needs. Lassiter is
also the owner of Sunset River Market-
place art gallery in Calabash. Currently
Lassiter works most often in acrylics and
is really taken with the abstract process.

“It is both freeing and challenging at
the same time,” Lassiter says. “Abstract
instructors Sterling Edwards and Joe
DiGuilio have created a huge excite-
ment in me and I cannot wait to get to my
studio as often as possible. I love painting
abstracts! Without a definite plan I let the
colors lead me as they develop.”

A graduate of the Fine Arts program at
the University of NC -Wilmington and the
University of Massacusetts at Amherst,
Sandra Petit has also studied at the Walter
Vincent Smith Museum of Art in Spring-
field, MA, and the Ringling School of
Art in Sarasota, FL.

A native of Maryland, Bryan Krpejs
grew up along the eastern seaboard and
has had a lifelong love for all things nauti-
cal.

After being profoundly influenced by
her father, an artist and freelance photog-
rapher, Marsha Thomas attended her first
art class at Radford College in Radford,
VA, where, she says, “I fell in love with
plein air painting.” She has a BS in Art
Education from East Carolina University
at Greenville, NC, where she studied
printmaking under Don Sexauer, another
major influence. She was later awarded
an Emerging Artist Grant in Beaufort,
SC, as well as several grants in educa-
tion. Thomas’ work was included in the
2011 State of the State/Art of the State
exhibition at the Cameron Art Museum in
Wilmington, NC.

Formerly a renowned pediatric nurse
practitioner chosen as the 1989 New York
State Regional Nurse of Distinction for
Westchester County and a lawyer admit-
ted to the bar in NY, NJ, and CT, water-
colorist Ellen Flynn also studied art and
pottery before retiring to coastal NC. She
has studied pottery with Joe Jeffcoat in
Calabash and is a member of the National
Watercolor Society. She now thoroughly
enjoys the camaraderie and support of the
members of Studio 12.

Carole Barth, who lives in Sunset
Beach, paints beautifully delicate water-
color images from nature. “When I paint,”

she says, “I hope to evoke the wonder-
ment [ was sensitive to as I captured the
splendor of the moment.”

Unschooled in
art, she brings an “outsider” stroke to her
creative pastels, acrylics, watercolors and
pencil drawings. Hers is a wildly unique
voice in the jungle of today’s art expres-
sions.

Burroughs-Chapin Art Museum
in Myrtle Beach, SC, Offers Works
by Leo Twiggs and D1x1e Dugan

The Franklin G. Burroughs-Simeon B.
Chapin Art Museum in Myrtle Beach, SC,
is presenting two new exhibits including:
Hurricane Hugo Recalled: The Batiks of
Leo Tiiggs, including nine batik paintings
and Dixie Dugan: A Retrospective, both on
view through Dec. 28,2014.

In Sept. 1989, a Category 4 hurricane
named Hugo made landfall on the South
Carolina coast. With its 135-mph winds and
20-foot storm surge, it was estimated that
the storm inflicted $10 million in damage
to the state every minute - for six hours.
Twenty-seven South Carolina residents
were killed and 100,000 left homeless.

Artist and native South Carolinian Leo
Twiggs was asked by the South Carolina
Arts Commission to donate a painting to a
fundraising project to help restore artists’
studios destroyed by the storm. The painting
he created - a work in batik, an ancient tech-
nique employing wax and dyes on fabric
- launched a series of works that became,
in the artist’s words, “an exploration of the
strength and resiliency of the human spirit
in the face of adversity.”

Twiggs, who has had over 70 one-man
exhibitions as well as international acclaim
for his work, was the first visual artist to
receive the prestigious Elizabeth O’Neill
Verner Award for outstanding contribu-
tions to the arts in South Carolina. His batik
technique, developed over a period of years
beginning in the 1960s, involves applying
wax to the surface of silk or cotton, dipping
it in a cold-water dye solution multiple
times, and then crushing the wax areas to
create the characteristic crackle of batik in
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Work by Leo Twiggs

many layers of colors. He often uses the dye
as paint instead of the customary method of
dipping the fabric in the dye.

“It is a long and tedious process,” the
artist notes, “‘but like jazz, it embraces
improvisation and contemplation, important
elements in my creative efforts.”

The paintings of Hurricane Hugo
Recalled incorporate sweeping line motifs,
ghostly outlines of figures and recogniz-
able symbols of the South Carolina Coast.
Twiggs’ works capture the spirit of the
storm and the region it swept through as
well as the ability of its citizens to bounce
back after the devastation of the storm.

Twiggs received his education at Claflin
University (Orangeburg, SC), where he
studied under Arthur Rose, creator of the
only art program then available to African
Americans in the state. Twiggs continued
his studies at the Art Institute of Chicago

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and earned his master’s degree from New
York University. Twiggs was later the first
African American to receive a doctorate
in Art Education from the University of
Georgia.

As Professor of Art at South Carolina
State University (now Professor Emeritus),
Twiggs developed the art department and
the I.P. Stanback Museum. He also serves
as Distinguished Artist in Residence at
Claflin University. In addition to numerous
exhibitions, Twiggs’ work has been widely
published in art textbooks and featured in
television documentaries. In 2002 and 2008,
he was selected to design ornaments for the
White House Christmas tree.

Dixie Dugan: A Retrospective, highlights
Dugan’s four-decades-plus career as an
artist.

As a child growing up in Parsons, KS,
Dugan had more than her share of difficul-
ties with school - which would later be at-
tributed to dyslexia. She learned to compen-

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sate using her artistic abilities.

“I bartered assignments with other stu-
dents and helped teachers by drawing maps,
making posters and helping with bulletin
boards,” Dugan recalled in a recent inter-
view. “That got me through high school.”

Dugan would use those talents to
become one of the Grand Strand’s most
prolific artists, working in a range of media
from watercolors and oil to pastel and col-
lage. “Art is not my hobby,” she says. “It is
my life.”

Dixie Dugan: A Retrospective contains
65 works created over the past 40 years, on
loan from the artist, local galleries and re-
gional collectors, as well as two works from
the Art Museum’s Permanent Collection.
They include Dugan’s first finger painting,
at the age of six, and pastel figure studies
completed during her formal schooling; as
well as many of her distinctive watercolors
of Lowcountry scenes and more recent
origami paper collages. Her subjects range
from portraits and landscapes to Asian-
inspired paintings of kimono and geishas
- not to mention her well-loved renderings
of cats.

A number of the works are watercolors,
for which she received recognition (and
commercial success) early in her career.
Many of these, including several in the
exhibition, are of renowned (and in some
cases, lost) landmarks of Myrtle Beach,
such as the Pavilion and Peach’s Corner.
One of these works formed the front and
back covers of I Remember Myrtle Beach
When by Dr. J. Marcus Smith, former
columnist for The Sun News. Two more
are views of Springmaid Villa, which
now houses the Art Museum; one of them
depicts the building while on the move from
its original site on North Ocean Boulevard
to its current location.

Dugan received her formal education at
age 50 at the University of South Carolina
and has continued to study throughout
her adult life with a long list of nationally
known artists. Now in her eighth decade
and a 48-year resident of Myrtle Beach,
Dugan is one of the brightest lights in this

area’s art scene and is also a popular teacher
and lecturer.

The artist has won numerous regional
and national awards and her works are
displayed in many private and corporate
collections, including the University of
South Carolina (Columbia), USC Medical
University (Charleston), The Sun News and
the Edgerton Burroughs Collection.

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Burroughs-Chapin Art Museum in Myrtle
Beach,SC, Features Works by Binh Pho

The Franklin G. Burroughs-Simeon B.
Chapin Art Museum in Myrtle Beach, SC,
will present Shadow of the Turning: The Art
of Binh Pho, on view from Oct. 5 through
Jan.4,2015. A reception, featuring a talk by
the artist and author Kevin Wallace, will be
held on Oct. 12, from 1-3pm.

At the close of the Vietnam War in 1975,
Binh Pho was an architecture student from
Saigon. His college education ended abrupt-
ly since, as Pho recalls, there were then only
two schools: one that taught Communism,
the other a “re-education” camp. After four
harrowing escape attempts and a year in the
infamous camp, Pho managed to flee his
homeland and emigrate to the United States.
Those experiences, along with his native
culture and philosophy, became embodied
in the abstract sculptures of wood and glass
he now creates.

Pho’s expansive approach to work in
wood and glass features a highly personal
iconography, with imagery that relates to
Asian culture and the natural world. A 2006
exhibit of Pho’s work at the Long Beach
(CA) Museum of Art titled River of Destiny,
which juxtaposed the artist’s work with his
life story, led to two books in collaboration
with curator/author Kevin Wallace. Shadow
of the Turning is a traveling exhibit (and a
new book) featuring an exciting body of
work which blends the mythic worlds of
fairy tale, fantasy, adventure and science fic-
tion. The 45 works in the exhibition repre-
sent a unique synthesis of art and literature.

Shadow of the Turning focuses on art,
philosophy and storytelling, yet is an
entirely fictional story. The story is “illus-
trated” through Pho’s sculptures combining
woodturning, art glass and painting. Each
work is a complex creation of delicate
shapes and textures and intense colors.
Many open or turn to reveal a secret interior
space or objects within, creating a sense of
mystery in each object.

“I put a soul into every piece I cre-
ate,” Pho writes in his artist statement. “I

don’t make objects; I create characters. . .
Creating figurative and abstract imagery on
delicately pierced wood vessels opens the
doors for me to share my life and interests.
There was a period of time that I looked
through the window and asked myself the
question,””What is it like on the other side
of that window?’ I then just let my imagina-
tion go.”

In conjunction with the exhibition, Pho
will give a woodturning demonstration on
the ground floor of the Art Museum from
1 - 4pm, on Saturday, Oct. 11. The artist will
demonstrate turning, piercing and airbrush-
ing a thin bowl. Internationally-known
wood turner Curt Theobald will present a
slide show detailing a turning project, step
by step. Members of the Wilmington Area
Woodturners Association will demonstrate
other turning projects such as a bowl, gob-

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let, spinning top and pen.

in graduate school in South Carolina. He
found his way to the Chicago Art Institute
(1960) and then to New York University
where he pursued his art studies under no-
table artists such as Hale Woodruff.

Twiggs secured his MA degree from
NYU in 1964. He decided to go back to his
home in SC to help educate the next genera-
tion at South Carolina State University.
While teaching, he pursued his Doctorate
in Education at the University of Georgia,
the first African American to receive this
distinguished degree at the university. He
continued teaching until retiring in 1998.

For Twiggs, the subject of painting the
Confederate Flag initially came as a result
of the controversy of flying the flag over
the capital in Columbia, SC. The flags
date back to the late sixties and one of the
first public exhibitions incorporating the
flag was in 1978 at The Studio Museum in
Harlem. Mary Campbell Schmidt curated
the exhibition and a catalog accompanied
the exhibition.

In 2004, Bill Eiland, director of the
Georgia Museum of Art, hosted a retrospec-
tive of Twiggs’ work. Among the paintings
were the flag images. Eiland wrote about
the Gentle Irony of the Twiggs’ flags: “Leo
Twiggs, with gentle but unswerving irony,
takes the flag and claims it as part of his
Southern heritage. Tattered, disappearing
almost on its support, the standard about
which there is so much controversy be-
comes in Twiggs’ hands an ambiguous met-
aphor of unresolved conflict, yes, but also of
shared history. In addition to the Civil War,
it calls to mind equally for Twiggs the suf-
fering of slaves, the turmoil of Reconstruc-
tion, the indignity of Jim Crow and even
the promise of the Civil Rights era, and, of
course, the aftermath, when this piece of
cloth, venerated by some, reviled by oth-
ers, continues to inspire the argument and
dissension. Twiggs transforms the image
through shaping a new iconography for it,
one in which he finds the possibility, albeit

remote, of accord.”

In the flag series Twiggs stretches to
incorporate many themes. Twiggs com-
ments: “What I like to do is change the way
people perceive things,” Twiggs says. “The
X of the Confederate flag is the Cross of St.
Andrew, but it’s also a really great graphic
design. Does it have the same power if you
change its colors? Is it still the same thing?
No one sees the Cross of St. Andrew or the
cross on the Episcopalian logo as Confeder-
ate, so if you change the color of flags, it
might create a certain ambiguity. And if you
change the way you look at something, the
thing you look at will change.”

Twiggs’ decision to pursue the medium
of batik was a deliberate choice when he
was studying in Chicago.

“Very often people ask me how I came to
work in the medium of batik, why I picked
this ancient medium to explore rather than
the more traditional techniques,” says
Twiggs. “Some have even written that it
is my African ancestry that drew me to the
medium because batiks have been done
in Africa to decorate textiles. My artistic
journey did bring me to face to face with my
own African American heritage and several
works reflect that encounter. The tattered,
stained remnants of the past that seems to
lend itself particularly to the batik medium I
use have always fascinated me.”

“Frankly, all I know is that I wanted to
get a feeling in my work. We were always
poor folks and I remember there was always
a dignity in it all. Soon I came to realize that
the struggle we had was the basic struggle
of a mankind - we were not alone.”

Twiggs adds, “Thoreau once said, “The
mass of mankind live out lives of quiet
desperation.’ Perhaps it is the quiet despera-
tion I sought to portray in my work. I know
that somewhere along the way I saw the
spidery web-like linear patterns and mottled
surface as expressive of an aging process,
the struggle to survive, not just the world
but time itself. As I look back on it all,
perhaps that is why my figures evolved to
be no longer just black or brown, but purple
(lots of purple, even now I don’t know why)
red, blue, yellow, and white.”

A medium is merely a tool for the artist.
He uses it only if and when it can help him
achieve his magic.

It is noted that Twiggs’ work has been
compared to Jasper John’s, another native
son of SC.

“I want to commend you on your latest
body of work. .. And your poetic explana-
tions. I was struck by the comparison to
Jasper Johns—you are contemporaries,
one black, one white, you both have used
the flag and the target. . . But until recently
Johns’s images were depersonalized, he was
remote, whereas yours are rooted in your

personal experiences and perceptions, and
thus they are humanized. Congratulations,”
said Martha Severens, curator Greenville
County Museum of Art (1992-2010).

There is a coordinating exhibition of
Twiggs’ flags entitled Last Flags at the
Greenville County Museum of Art, on view
through Nov. 16, 2014.

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sensations and the “aha” of irony. Toys and
Games could be an homage to Duchamp.

These sculptures are probably closet kin
to music boxes, the old, possibly extinct,
“Hop Scotch”, as well as current computer
games. So the exhibition also presents a his-
tory of play from the elegant drawing room
to the bygone street play to the current rec
room video game.

David Detrich in his artist statement
records a definition of artist, “as a trickster
that employs sleight of hand.” Detrich,
Stewart, and Wood embody that definition.
Referencing his sculpture Stewart says “By
creating functional devices designed for
interaction, passive viewing is transformed
into an active, full body experience.” Ac-
cording to Wood, “I make toys with my
friends.”

Detrich is currently Professor of Art,
Sculpture and the Graduate Program Co-
ordinator at Clemson University, Clemson,
SC. Stewart, a recent Clemson MFA gradu-
ate is the Project Manager, Public Art for the
Arts & Science Council in Charlotte, NC.

The Greenville County Museum of Art
in Greenville, SC, is presenting two new
exhibits including: Leo Twiggs: Last Flags
and The Joe Bonham Project: Drawing the
Stories of America’s Wounded Veterans,
both on view through Nov. 16,2014. On
Sunday, Oct. 5, from 2 - 3:30pm, plan to
join project organizer and combat artist
Michael Fay, fellow artist Victor Juhasz,
and featured subject and Medal of Honor
recipient Lance Corporal Kyle Carpenter
for an illuminating conversation about
how art provides a powerful lens into the
realities of war, heroism, and sacrifice. On
Sunday, Nov. 5, at 2 pm, Leo Twiggs will
discuss his exhibition and reflect on how his
work, which explores the human condition,
is rooted in his experiences growing up in
South Carolina. The event is free and open
to the public

Controversial and divisive and yet at
times inexplicably unifying, the Confeder-
ate flag serves as a powerful subject for
South Carolina artist Leo Twiggs. Born in
1934, he grew up in St. Stephen, SC, and
earned his bachelor of arts from Claflin
University in Orangeburg, SC, where he
studied with Arthur Rose. After graduation,
Twiggs served in the Army Signal Corps for
two years. He returned to South Carolina to
teach high school art in Sumter; during the
summers he earned his master of arts from
New York University, studying under Hale
Woodruff.

Twiggs was hired as the first professor
of art at South Carolina State University,
where he developed the art department and
founded the university museum, eventually
becoming the chair of the art department.
During his tenure at the university, Twiggs
brought in nationally recognized artists such
as Jacob Lawrence and Elizabeth Catlett.
He was the first African American to receive
a doctorate in art education from the Uni-
versity of Georgia. Twiggs has received the
Elizabeth O’Neill Verner Award, the South
Carolina Governor’s Award and his work

has been exhibited throughout the country,
including the Studio Museum in Harlem
and the Georgia Museum of Art.

Twiggs began experimenting in the mid-
1960s with batik, a method in which fabric
is dyed using wax as resist, as an alternative
to painting. In his Last Flag Series Twiggs
contrasts the folksy quality of the batik me-
dium with the polarizing imagery of Con-
federate flags. By using the flag as a motif
in his work, Twiggs claims it as part of his
history. The artist states, “the Confederate
Flag is an icon that Whites in the South love
to remember, and most Blacks would like
to forget; yet, within the dichotomy of these
two views is the passion within us all to
remember the past and to hold on to some
special moment of triumph.” Through the
repeated image of a torn and tattered flag,
Twiggs addresses subtle issues about the
shared Southern history of African-Amer-
icans and Caucasians, and the continued
complexity of race relations.

Taking its title from the main character
in Dalton Trumbo’s 1938 novel Johnny Got
His Gun, the challenging exhibition known
as The Joe Bonham Project: Drawing the
Stories of America’s Wounded Veterans tells
the stories of America’s wounded veterans
through the eyes of contemporary artists
working in a range of styles.

Founded by Marine Corps combat artist
Michael Fay, the project is dedicated to de-
picting the stories of American soldiers who
have been seriously wounded while serving
overseas. As part of the long tradition of war
art, these images move beyond the battle-
field to portray the lengthy recovery process
of soldiers who escaped with their lives but
not without grave physical injuries.

The artists who have participated in The
Joe Bonham Project represent diverse artis-
tic styles and backgrounds. Some, like Fay,
are military artists, while others, like Steve
Mumford, are accomplished contemporary
painters who have chosen war as their pri-

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mary subject matter. Others are illustrators
and cartoonists, including Victor Juhasz, a
frequent contributor to Rolling Stone, The
New York Times, The Wall Street Journal
and many more.

The Ackland Art Museum in Chapel Hill,
NC, Offers Photographs from Its Collection

The Ackland Art Museum in Chapel Hill,
NC, is presenting PhotoVision: Selections
from a Decade of Collecting, including
over 150 selections from recently acquired
photographic works, on view through Jan.
4,2015.

The Ackland Art Museum has the dis-
tinction of holding North Carolina’s leading
collection of photographs, covering the his-
tory of the medium as an art form from its
beginnings in the late 1830s to the present.
Of the more than 2,000 photographs in the
Ackland’s rich collection, more than 500
have been added in the last decade.

“The photographs in this exhibition are
first and foremost presented as individual
works of art, as each has its own aesthetic
power,” says Ackland chief curator and
interim director Peter Nisbet. “Whether
beautiful, intriguing, or sublime, every
photograph in PhotoVision is worthy of
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sustained attention.”

From salted paper prints and daguerreo-
types to gelatin silver prints and digital
inkjet prints, PhotoVision includes works by
such prominent photographers as Berenice
Abbott, Eugene Atget, Richard Avedon,
Mathew Brady, Julia Margaret Cameron,
Philippe Halsman, Pieter Hugo, Nikki S.
Lee, George Platt Lynes, Nicholas Nixon,
Sandy Skoglund, Hiroshi Sugimoto, Wil-
liam Henry Fox Talbot, and Andy Warhol,
among many others.

Organized by evocative groupings, the
chosen photographs present the myriad
intents and processes behind, and effects of,
this powerful medium.

o “Again and Again and Again” ex-
plores photographic multiplicity.

o “Process and Product” offers ex-
amples of a wide range of historical and

modern photographic techniques.

o “Staging the Image” deals with the ar-
tificiality of photography and its constructed
or manipulated images.

o “Sacred Spaces” presents photographs
of sites of spiritual significance.

o A “Daisy Chain” links a heteroge-
neous group of photographs into a continu-
ous, associational sequence.

In addition, photographs from the
Ackland’s collection are specially installed
in each of the Museum’s eight permanent
collection galleries, juxtaposed in thought-
provoking ways with African, Asian, and
Western paintings, sculpture, and decorative
arts.

PhotoVision was organized by Peter Nis-
bet, interim director and chief curator, with
Lauren Turner, curatorial assistant.

“We’re now 175 years from the an-
nouncement of the discovery of photogra-
phy, and the pervasiveness of photographs
in our age of camera phones, image-sharing
apps, and media saturation is self-evident,”
says Nisbet. “This very ubiquity can stimu-
late curiosity about the evolution of the
medium, anxiety about which images are
worth preserving, and enthusiasm about the
medium’s seemingly inexhaustible poten-
tial. PhotoVision is presented with these
questions, reactions, and emotions in mind.”

In connection with PhotoVision, the
Ackland also presents Adding to the Mix 8:
William H. Mumler’s “Mrs. W. H. Mum-
ler, Clairvoyant Physician” (1870s), an
exhibition focusing on the Ackland’s recent
acquisition of a nineteenth-century spirit
photograph by the foremost American prac-
titioner of commercial spirit photography.
The makers of spirit photographs claimed
to capture images documenting supernatu-
ral presences. This example, the first of its
kind in the Ackland collection, is presented
alongside paintings and prints in which
artists of various media and cultures have
attempted to visualize the indescribable
forces purported to make up other planes of
being.

NC Museum of Art in Raleigh, NC,
Features Small Works by Old Masters

North Carolina Museum of Art in Ra-
leigh, NC, will present Small Treasures:
Rembrandt, Vermeer, Hals, and Their
Contemporaries, featuring small-scale
paintings from the Dutch and Flemish
Golden Age, on view in the East Building,
Level B, Meymandi Exhibition Gallery,
from Oct. 11 through Jan. 4,2015.

More than 60 small paintings by many
of the greatest masters from the Dutch and
Flemish Golden Age including Rem-
brandt, Vermeer, and other Old Masters
invite audiences to look closely at vivid
details and incredible technique exhibited
in tiny paintings.

These small-scale works - most of
which are less than 10 in. tall and wide
- were an important part of many art-
ists’ practices but have historically been
overlooked by scholars and museum
exhibitions. The NCMA will give them
overdue attention with Small Treasures
and its accompanying catalogue, which
will be the first publication to exclusively
explore these small-scale works and will
include full-size reproductions of each of
the paintings in the exhibition.

Curated by Dennis P. Weller, the
NCMA’s curator of Northern European art
and a specialist in 17th-century Dutch and
Flemish art, Small Treasures will show
the breadth of style and content that artists
employed for these small works and the
myriad purposes they served. Many Dutch
and Flemish artists painted small-scale
works in order to do focused studies on
specific painting techniques and subjects.
Frans Hals’ striking 6 1/2 x 5 in. Portrait
of Samuel Ampzing, for example, was
used as a study for a noted reproductive
print. Often, Dutch and Flemish painters
created small self-portraits they could use
as “calling cards” with potential patrons.
Artists whose self-portraits will be fea-
tured in Small Treasures include Gerrit
Dou (4 7/8 x 3 1/4 in.), Frans van Mieris
(4 1/2x27/8 in.), and Jan Steen (9 1/4 x
7 1/2 in.).

The majority of the works in Small
Treasures are painted on panel or cop-
per, materials with very little texture that
allowed for minute details to be brought
to life with incredibly small paintbrushes.
The works in the exhibition range in size
and shape, from Van Mieris’ tiny, oval-
shaped self-portrait to a detailed, rectan-
gular history scene by Peter Paul Rubens
that measures 9 3/8 x 7 5/8 in.

“These small paintings include
amazing details that pull viewers in and
reintroduce them to some of the most
iconic names in Dutch and Flemish
painting,” said Dennis P. Weller. “I’ve
always been interested in these works,
which were prevalent in artists’ practices
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Johannes Vermeer, “Girl with the Red Hat,”
circa 1665-66, oil on panel, 91/2x71/8in.,
National Gallery of Art, Washington, Andrew
W. Mellon Collection, 1937.1.53

but have been left out of much modern
research and are much less frequently
displayed than larger paintings from the
same period. By bringing so many of them
together, we will not only begin to rectify
the absence of scholarship in this area; we
will invite our audiences to experience a
large exhibition that encourages intimate
experiences with art in a way that little
else can.”

“At the NCMA we are committed
to advancing scholarship and providing
compelling experiences for our visitors,”
said Lawrence J. Wheeler, director of the
North Carolina Museum of Art. “Small
Treasures does both of these things: it
allows our spectacular curatorial team to
bring to light new research that deepens
our understanding of one of the most be-
loved periods of art history and invites our
visitors to have close looking experiences
with masterpieces by artists whose names
will excite them and whom they have yet
to meet.”

Additional highlights of the exhibition
include:

- Rembrandt van Rijn, Portrait of an
Old Man with a Beard (c. 1630),7 1/4 x
6 11/16 in. - recently accepted as an auto-
graph work by Rembrandt, this painting is
an example of a tronie (Dutch for charac-
ter study). Painted only a year or two prior
to the painter’s move from his hometown
of Leiden to Amsterdam, this small panel
exhibits Rembrandt’s deep reservoir of
skills, as the expressive features of the
old man are coarsely painted yet highly
descriptive.

- Johannes Vermeer, Girl with the Red
Hat (c. 1665-66),9 1/2 x 7 1/8 in. - This

continued above on next column to the right

image of a girl wearing an exotic, red-
feathered hat and cool blue brocade robe
shows her looking out with an intimacy
and expectancy unique to Vermeer’s oeu-
vre. This is the smallest work Vermeer is
known to have painted.

- Johannes Vermeer, Young Woman
Seated at a Virginal (c. 1670-72),9 7/8
x 7 7/8 in. - Owing to advances in the
technical examination of paintings, as
well as better scholarship on Vermeer’s
working process and knowledge of his late
pictures, opinion regarding the authentic-
ity of this work has undergone correction
in recent years: Young Woman Seated
at a Virginal is now fully accepted as a
Vermeer.

- Adriaen Brouwer, Youth Making a
Face (c. 1632-35),53/8 x4 1/8 in. -
Portraying the bold antics of a youngster,
Brouwer’s sparkling painting technique
is on view here and shows developments
from his earlier work, likely the result of
spending time in Haarlem under the influ-
ence of Frans Hals.

- Anthony van Dyck, Portrait of Nicho-
las Rockox (1636), 6 in. diam. (round)

- This rare grisaille oil sketch of one of
Antwerp’s most important politicians
and patrons shows van Dyck’s masterful
ability to portray intimacy. The work is a
comparatively recent addition to the oeu-
vre of Van Dyck, as it was only rediscov-
ered at an auction in 1989.

Seventeenth-century Dutch and Flem-
ish painting advanced styles and tech-
niques that left a lasting impact on the
history of painting. Though such small
works were commonly painted by the
most notable artists from that era, previ-

ous scholarship devoted to Dutch and
Flemish small portraiture has largely
lagged behind studies devoted to other
genres of the period. The research con-
ducted in preparation for Small Treasures
will play an important role in bringing to
the surface the history and depth of these
small works and an understanding of the
important role they played for artists and
patrons alike.

- “Leo Twiggs: Last Flags”. Controversial and
divisive and yet at times inexplicably unifying,
the Confederate flag serves as a powerful
subject for South Carolina artist Leo Twiggs.
Born in 1934, grew up in St. Stephen, South
Carolina, and earned his bachelor of arts from
Claflin University, where he studied with Arthur
Rose. Twiggs was hired as the first professor
of art at South Carolina State University, where
he developed the art department and founded
the university museum, eventually becoming
the chair of the art department. He was the
first African American to receive a doctorate in
art education from the University of Georgia.

Veterans". Drawing its title from the main char-
acter in Dalton Trumbo’s 1938 novel Johnny
Got His Gun, the challenging exhibition known
as The Joe Bonham Project tells the stories

of America’s wounded veterans through the
eyes of contemporary artists working in a range
of styles. Founded by Marine Corps combat
artist Michael Fay, the project is dedicated to
depicting the stories of American soldiers who
have been seriously wounded while serving
overseas. As part of the long tradition of war
art, these images move beyond the battlefield
to portray the lengthy recovery process of
soldiers who escaped with their lives but not
without grave physical injuries. Through Feb.
1, 2015 - "Andrew Wyeth: Selected Watercol-
ors". Andrew Wyeth (1917 - 2009), regarded as
one of the most important American artists of
the 20th century, launched his career in 1937
with a sold-out exhibition of his watercolors in
New York. On the occasion of the young artist’s
remarkable debut, his father and mentor, noted
illustrator N.C. Wyeth wrote him a congratula-
tory letter prophesying, “You are headed in the
direction that should finally reach the pinnacle
in American art.” Wyeth’s subjects focused on
two locations: Chadds Ford, Pennsylvania, his
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birthplace, and Cushing, Maine, his second
home since childhood. Drawing inspiration from
the distinctive characteristics of these loca-
tions, he revealed universal attributes in his
depictions of landscapes, objects, and people.
The Museum'’s collection emphasizes Wyeth’s
preference for painting intimate subjects,
including his family, his homes, his memories,
and his favorite models. He once said, “l am

an illustrator of my own life.” Through Feb. 1,
2015 - "William H. Johnson: Gifts of the Wayne
and Carolyn Jones Charitable Foundation". A
native of Florence, South Carolina, William H.
Johnson (1901 —1970) studied in New York
City with highly regarded painter, Charles Haw-
thorne. In 1926 Johnson settled in Paris, where
he experimented with French Impressionist and
Post-Impressionist styles, using bright, high-key
colors and deliberate brushstrokes. These early
European works highlighted his eager assimila-
tion of the many styles characterizing the mod-
ern School of Paris. While working in southern
France, Johnson met Holcha Krake, a Danish
weaver. The pair married in 1930 and made
their home in Kerteminde, Denmark, a fishing
village that is the subject of several paintings in
the Museum’s collection. Five years later, the
couple moved to Norway, where Johnson ex-
plored the dynamic effects of the midnight sun.
