a professional painter for the last 40 years. 
He is a published author on painting, 
teaches workshops around the world and 
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is represented in galleries throughout the 
south. He has judged numerous art shows 
including the South Carolina Watermedia 
Society, the Texas Tri-State Exhibit, and 
the Quinlan Arts Center Exhibit held in 
conjunction with the 1996 Atlanta Olym-
pics. 
     “When judging an exhibit I look for 
excellence in execution of the medium,”

important in achieving balance but there 
is another factor. It is the aesthetic quality, 
the sometimes undefined quality of a work 
that gives it a special beauty.
