Carving is a time-honored method
of sculpting, and Leary has found that
most people seem to recognize and ap-
preciate this traditional approach.

Quite often, forms that occur in nature
become the themes for his work. Trees,
rocks, bones, seashells, and even clouds
and waves are the fascinating inspirations
for carvings in stone and wood. Occasion-
ally, however, he enjoys the freedom of
simply beginning to carve and then “dis-
covering” the form buried in the material.

Dean Richard Leary was born in the
small town of Swannanoa located in the
Blue Ridge Mountains of North Caro-
lina. When he was very young his family
moved to Gloucester, VA, and in 1954
they moved once again to the small town
of Manteo on Roanoke Island near the
North Carolina Outer Banks.

Leary taught sculpture and three dimen-
