What better 
way to illustrate our middle class concepts 
of nostalgia and the ideal childhood than 
to merge these principles; the innocence 
of the ideal Western childhood with the 
charm, humor and imaginative aspect of 
the Medieval Bestiary?” 
     Using egg tempera and 22k gold leaf 
on wood or reduction woodcuts, Ryba 
produces a body of work that brings out 
how precious simple things have been to 
us. 
     Ryba holds an MFA from Vermont 
College and has shown in many exhibi-
tions in South Carolina, North Carolina, 
New York, Tennessee, Florida, Minnesota 
and Michigan.
