     I hope you find them hard to look at. I 
know I did. I’ve been noticing Williams’ 
images on my Facebook page during the 
last year. They’re the kind of images that 
are hard to scroll past without thinking - I 
can’t imagine ever being in that situation. 
Not because I know to respect authority, but 
because I’m a white man. 
      I love it when artists have something to 
say in their work. 

Too Much or Not Enough

     This month while working on the exhibit 
listings - my favorite job - I ran into the 
usual problem of mining for information on 
the internet about exhibits taking place in 
the Carolinas.  The websites were either too 
fancy with more whistles and bangs than a 
Shriner’s parade or hardly any info at all. 
     My biggest disappointments this month 
came from colleges and universities in the 
Carolinas - many who teach media arts. 
And, are full of tech-savvy students. Now I 
don’t expect professors who are my age or 
those who are just one year from that illu-
sive tenured position to know how to build a 
website or keep it updated, but some of their 
students should. 
     This month I was checking websites to 
see if there was any info about exhibits there 
and some provided articles you’ll be seeing 
in this issue. But most haven’t changed in 
three years or more. And can you imagine 

some colleges and universities don’t even 
have a site for their art departments? 
     I don’t know what kind of education an 
art student is getting if they know nothing 
about social media these days. 
     Now in the defense of these folks run-
ning these art departments, especially the 
gallery directors, I’ve heard the stories that 
they are not paid much, have too many 
hours in the classroom, not enough student 
help, or my favorite - their parking space is 
just too far from the media lab on campus. 
That’s right - that’s one of the excuses I got 
from a gallery director about five years ago. 
It’s a good thing they are no longer on staff 
at that university. 
     Now I’m not buying any of the excuses 
for not doing a decent job in publicizing 
the exhibitions presented at their institu-
tions. Most of the institutions claim that the 
purpose behind exhibits are - yes for student 
education, but also for the community. But 
the community has to know about these 
exhibits first before they can enjoy them. 
     And the real shame is that many of 
these exhibits being offered at colleges and 
universities (not all) are some of the best 
exhibits being offered in their respective 
communities. So the fact that the public 
doesn’t know about them is a real shame. 
     Of course, there are probably some 
trustees who are glad the public doesn’t 
know what their institution is presenting, 
but that’s a subject for another day.
     It might be just my thinking, but I feel 
that those institutions who seem to be chal-
lenged when it comes to publicizing their 
exhibitions are probably short-changing 
their art students on being educated on the 
world of social media and how to promote 
their work to the public. 
     Yes, yes, yes - there are a few artists who 
at some point in their career who will have

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     Charleston, SC, is home to many firsts, 
but it’s a little-known fact that the historic 
city was home to the first formal exhibi-
tion of Solomon R. Guggenheim’s modern 
art collection. The exhibition was present-
ed at the Gibbes Art Gallery, the South’s 
oldest art museum building, in 1936 and 
again in 1938, 21 years before Guggen-
heim’s collection found a permanent home 
in today’s renowned museum designed by 
Frank Lloyd Wright.
     This fall, 80 years later, the Gibbes will 
present a special exhibition titled Realm 
of the Spirit: Solomon R. Guggenheim 
Collection and the Gibbes Museum of 
Art from Oct. 22, 2016 to Jan. 15, 2017. 
Organized by The Solomon R. Guggen-
heim Foundation, New York, and featur-
ing 35 works by celebrated modern artists 
including Marc Chagall, Vasily Kandinsky 
and Pablo Picasso, Realm of the Spirit 
revisits the Guggenheim’s fascinating – 
and largely unknown – history with the 
Lowcountry.
      “We are honored to share much of 
the art featured in the original exhibitions 
with visitors to the Gibbes today in Realm 
of the Spirit. Through both figurative and 
abstract works, this selection from the 
Guggenheim collection emphasizes the 
timeless founding vision of the museum 
and the belief that non-objective art 
conveys the spiritual joy of creation” said 
Richard Armstrong, Director, Solomon R. 
Guggenheim Museum and Foundation. 
     After purchasing a home along the 
Charleston Battery and a property in 
nearby Yemassee in the 1920s, Solomon 
and Irene Guggenheim quickly became 
prominent figures in the Charleston com-
munity. Before becoming the first director 
of the Guggenheim Museum, art advisor 
Hilla Rebay curated the 1936 and 1938 
exhibitions, bringing international atten-
tion to Charleston and record attendance 

levels for the Gibbes Art Gallery. Preserv-
ing the character of the exhibitions, Realm 
of the Spirit occupies the exact building 
of the original showing, and adopts their 
specified arrangement by dividing the 
works into “non-objective paintings” – 
abstract art that had no ties to the visible 
world – and “paintings with an object.”
     “With Realm of the Spirit, the Guggen-
heim and the Gibbes revisit the important 
intersection of our institutional histories,” 
said Angela Mack, executive director of 
the Gibbes Museum of Art. “This exhibit 
is truly a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity 
and offers visitors an authentic view-
ing experience that wouldn’t be possible 
without the major restoration work that 
has taken place at the Gibbes.”
     The Gibbes recently reopened to the 
public after a two-year, $14 million reno-

vation to restore the 111-year-old building 
to its original 1905 layout and program-
ming. In addition to the 35 paintings and 
works on paper from the Guggenheim 
founding collection, the exhibition will 
feature archival materials and historic 
photographs that document the signifi-
cant history of the Gibbes-Guggenheim 
connection, as well as a fully illustrated 
exhibition catalog.
      Home to the Carolina Art Association, 
established in 1858, the Gibbes Museum 
of Art is recognized among the oldest 
arts organizations in the United States. 
Housing one of the foremost collections 
of American Art from the 18th century 
to the present, the museum’s mission is

proven to be a brilliant artist who now 
travels all around the world for his clients.  
Dog & Horse Fine Art has grown as well, 
representing international artists and 
sources as well as clientele.  
     As a serious fine artist, Henry likes to 
take as much time as possible getting to 
know his subjects and explore the settings 
and effect of light throughout the day.   
Thus it is not surprising that his clientele 
includes luminaries in Los Angeles and 
collectors in Europe, South America, Aus-
tralia and Hong Kong. 
     Henry’s paintings amaze with his real-
istic and vibrant handling of his subjects.

     Ryba’s works are always unique.  
They are slices of the 1950s’ life raised 
to a royal level in the manner of Italian 
altarpieces. The subjects are explained 
in her following statement, “My life has 
been rooted in family issues and house-
hold concerns. These experiences are 
what shape my art making as I call into 
question embedded attitudes, opinions and 
beliefs regarding the value of woman’s 
work, the messages and myths regarding 
family, as well as how longing and nostal-
gia influence our memory.” Aging plays a 
part in the works through the examination 
of the time period and styles that formed 
the majority of us who are now in the 

prime of our lives.
     Ryba continues, “Combining animals, 
children and art is not new. Western 
societies have had an obsession with 
childhood since the late 18th century and 
ubiquitous childhood images pervade our 
culture through advertising. We ideal-
ize childhood innocence. In Medieval 
Bestiaries animal stories were used for 
moral teaching and to illuminate theologi-
cal principals. The information was not 
scientific but served as metaphor or al-
legory; stories easily remembered to show 
the appearance, strange habits and foibles 
of each creature and to liven up sermons. 
In examining images from my collection 
of vintage family photos, I began to notice 
many images of children with family pets, 
farm animals or animals at petting zoos. 
Children feel a kinship with animals; both

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are felt to be untainted by the artificial 
structures of human civilization and 
remain natural and innocent. What better 
way to illustrate our middle class concepts 
of nostalgia and the ideal childhood than 
to merge these principles; the innocence 
of the ideal Western childhood with the 
charm, humor and imaginative aspect of 
the Medieval Bestiary?”

Works exhibited 
in The Heart Has Its Reasons Of Which 
Reason Knows Nothing, explore the value 
the heart places upon a personal desire 
that literally takes over one’s life to the 
detriment of loved ones and those around 
them.

      Latin American Contemporary Art 
(LaCa) Projects in Charlotte, NC, is pre-
senting The Other Side, a first-time col-
laboration with Uruguayan artist Eduardo 
Cardozo, on view through Nov. 5, 2016. 
     In his LaCa debut, Cardozo grace-
fully integrates figurative and abstract 
paintings, depicting complex and familiar 
natural imagery that makes each piece 
universally accessible. His compositions 
exhibit layers of subdued lines, forms and 
colors, which all contribute to a weathered 
appearance characteristic of the body of 
work.

     The Still Hopes Episcopal Retirement 
Community in Columbia, SC, will present 
Abiding Trees, featuring works by con-
temporary fauvist painter Lucinda Howe, 
on view at the Marshall A. Shearouse 
Center for Wellness, from Oct. 3 through 
Nov. 29, 2016. 
     Paintings of trees from South Caro-
lina palmettoes to Southwestern piñons 
celebrate our abiding relationships with 
them. 
      Bold, extravagant color is the first 
impression of the 30 paintings compris-
ing the exhibition. A blood-red sky glows 
through green palm fronds.  Blue-violet 
shadows vibrate against yellow patches 
of sunlit ground. Upon closer inspection, 
shapes of landscapes and trees appear.  
      “Although I hardly consider myself a 
wild beast,” Howe says, “I share a passion 
for color with Les Fauves, the post-Im-
pressionist artists of the early 20th century 
whose works emphasized painterly quali-
ties and the use of deep, arbitrary color. I 
agree with JMW Turner who said, ‘Color 
was not meant to describe, but to arouse 
and excite.’”
      Painting with a local plein air group 
takes Howe to places she would not have 
found on her own and forces her to make 
a painting of whatever is there. She says 
trees often appear in her paintings regard-
less of her original intention. She says, “I 
may start out to paint a historic house or 
dilapidated barn and end up with a tree 
painting. Organic shapes come to the front 
and architecture becomes background. I’m 
also attracted to slanted light drawing me 
in to see what lies beyond an opening in a 
tree line.”
     On location, Howe paints with oils or 
fluid acrylics on a small board toned with 
a warm red to quickly capture light and 
shapes. She uses pairs of complements for

visual vibration and leaves bits of the red 
showing through areas of cool blues and 
greens. Back in the studio, she enlarges 
her plein air studies and has fun modify-
ing colors, flinging drippy paint, and 
building texture. She infuses the paintings 
with personal expression by combining 
natural shapes with subjective color.
     Often the image becomes secondary to 
color and surface texture in these pieces, 
but the painting retains an emotional 
component. The blood-red ground began 
as a way to add spice to verdant southern 
vegetation, but it has become a symbol for 
the life force within the landscape and a 
connection to the heart of the viewer.
     Who doesn’t love a tree? Trees repre-
sent the continuity of nature because they 
have long lives that span generations. 
Trees provide shelter, oxygen, and food 
for humans and wildlife. Trees have uni-
versal significance in our lives. However, 
a tree may be specific to a place or time. 
     Many of us have an abiding relation-
ship with a particular tree… a memory 
from childhood, a memorial to a loved 
one, or a symbol of growth. Howe cel-
ebrates her relationships with trees in her 
paintings. She says “I invite viewers to 

reflect on their own abiding relationship 
with trees in their personal and family 
history.”
      Lucinda Howe grew up in Gastonia, 
NC, and graduated from Wake Forest 
University in 1977 with a degree in math-
ematics. She retired as Director of Major 
Group Actuarial Services after 29 years 
with BlueCross BlueShield of South Caro-
lina. Since beginning to draw and paint in 
midlife, she has traveled and painted on 
location around the US and Europe. 
      A pivotal point in her development 
came though travels to Arizona and New 
Mexico where she painted with advocates 
of open expressive color. The spectacular 
New Mexico landscape and freedom to 
explore color led to dramatic changes in 
her work. She also discovered the truth 
of Georgia O’Keeffe’s comment “Once 
you’ve been to New Mexico it will itch 
you the rest of your life,” and has returned 
many times to paint. Howe has developed 
a unique style, painting landscapes in

inability to throw things away.

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     The Penland School of Crafts in Pen-
land, NC, is presenting Cerca y Lejos, fea-
turing works by ceramic sculptor Cristina 
Córdova, on view in the Penland Gallery, 
through Nov. 20, 2016 and Christina 
Boy - Wood, on view in the Focus Gallery, 
through Oct. 23, 2016.

     The work of ceramic sculptor Cristina 
Córdova has always been concerned with 
the human form: the figure and the face, 
gesture and expression. Her upcoming 
show at the Penland Gallery - her first 
solo exhibition in the US since 2011 - will 
present two- and three-dimensional im-
ages of her family members along with 
elements that evoke her native Puerto 
Rico. 
     At the center of the exhibition are two 
life-size, standing ceramic figures: one 
depicts her husband and the other depicts 
one of their daughters. The figures stand 
in front of wall-sized photographs of 
Puerto Rico that were taken from Internet 
sources and are presented as photo mosa-
ics. Along with these dioramas are five 
large portraits of members of Córdova’s 
family. 
     Drawn on paper using clay slip and 
other materials, the oversized faces look 
directly and unflinchingly at the viewer. 
The show’s title means “near and far” and 
refers to the proximity of the artist’s fam-
ily and the distance of her homeland.
     In talking about this work, Córdova 
notes that for her it represents a turn 
toward naturalism. “My work has been 
described in the past as having to do with 
surrealism and religious iconography. In 
this more overtly personal work, I am 
using images of real places and modeling 
real individuals.” 
     Penland Gallery director Kathryn 

move fluidly from wall to floor, she can 
study the light and create works accord-
ingly, she can force perspective, and cre-
ative narrative groupings without regard 
to conventional gallery norms.”

     Jelinek’ Neighborhood Photo Booth 
Project, “began with a goal: to try and

make a new home more inviting by meet-
ing and photographing all those that live 
in my neighborhood. I have continued 
this project for the past four years in three 
separate locations: Baton Rouge, LA; 
Brooklyn, NY; and now to my new home 
as a Resident Artist at Penland School 
of Crafts. My tools of choice consist of 
multiple film-based cameras, a homemade 
photo booth backdrop, and a sign that 
reads, Photographs for Neighborhood 
Photo Project, announcing the project 
to everyone who passes by. In return for 
helping me build a sense of community, 
I give a silver gelatin filmstrip print to 
every one of my neighbors in person or by 
mail. I see this as a chance to break away 
from today’s digital media, and a way 
to give a tangible gift that can be passed 
down for generations. This project will 
always remain free to all the people who 
sit for me. Print sales go towards funding 
film, photo chemicals, and postage for the 
project.”

     Born in upstate New York, Tamie Bel-
due (Black Mountain, NC) is a contem-
porary American artist focused in mixed 
media drawings. Beldue received a BFA 
at the Columbus College of Art & Design 
and earned her MFA at the University of 
Cincinnati. Beldue has exhibited exten-
sively in the US in group and solo exhibi-
tions, including the Fort Wayne Museum 
of Art Realism Biennial, Southern Ohio 
Museum, North Carolina Museum of Art, 
Mobile Museum of Art, the Arnot Art 
Museum’s Re-Presenting Representation 
and the Fontbonne University Fine Arts 
Gallery. Her works are in the permanent 
collections of the Arnot Museum of Art, 
The DeYoung Museum, Howard & Judy 
Tullman Collection, James T. Dyke Col-
lection of Contemporary Drawings and 
the Sandy & Diane Besser Collection.   
Currently she is represented by Blue 
Spiral 1 Gallery in Asheville, NC, and is 
an Associate Professor at the University of 
North Carolina Asheville.
     Through drawing, compiled layers of 
diligent perception are rendered to depict 
an image of a complex individual. The 
model’s independent thoughts and feelings 
are expressed through their body language 
in either fleeting or gradual changes. 
Perhaps a transitory interruption in the rise 
and fall of breath, or the disappearance 
of a bone that was once pressing against 
the skin – these subtle nonverbal clues, 
instabilities, and movements are recorded 
over time with the intention to build an il-
lusionary space of breathable air in which 
an inhale could be palpable. The artist, as 
well, also approaches each juncture with 
fluctuating perceptions demonstrating 
that reality is fundamentally immeasur-
able; therefore, the accumulation of marks 
presented extends the work beyond tradi-
tional portraiture discussing contemporary 
social contexts through distinct bodies of 
work.
     Rob Amberg was born in Washing-
ton, DC, in 1947. Educated in Catholic 
schools, he graduated from the University 
of Dayton in 1969. He moved to Madison 
County, NC, in 1973 and began what has 
become his lifetime project – writing and 

photographing about the evolving culture 
and environment of his adopted county. 
His first book, Sodom Laurel Album, 
was published in 2002 by the Center for 
Documentary Studies at Duke and the 
University of North Carolina Press. It 
won the Thomas Wolfe Memorial Literary 
Award from the Western North Carolina 
Historical Association. His second book 
from Madison County, The New Road: 
I-26 and the Footprints of Progress in 
Appalachia, was published in 2009 by the 
Center for American Places at Columbia 
College Chicago and the University of 
Georgia Press. To complete the trilogy, a 
third book, tentatively titled Little Worlds, 
is in progress.
     Throughout his career Amberg has 
been on staff or done assignment work for 
non-profit organizations and philanthropic 
foundations. His work has largely focused 
on rural communities, family farms, and 
the environment. His work is regularly 
published in books, magazines, and jour-
nals and is exhibited internationally. He 
is the recipient of awards from the John 
Simon Guggenheim Memorial Founda-
tion, the National Endowment for the 
Humanities, the National Endowment for 
the Arts, the North Carolina Humanities 
Council, the North Carolina Arts Coun-
cil, the Center for Documentary Studies, 
and others. Amberg’s photographs are in

     Judith Belzer is an artist whose work 
has been featured in national exhibitions 
for more than 20 years. In 2014, she was 
awarded the John Simon Guggenheim 
Memorial Fellowship for the Fine Arts, 
which she used to travel to the Panama 
Canal, in order to further her investiga-
tions into what she has called “the Edge-
lands, the places where the natural and 
man-made worlds collide.”
     María Luisa Amado and Joe Jowers’ 
photographic exhibit portrays the small 
boats that transport the common people 
of Panama, juxtaposed against the large 
cargo ships that cross the Panama Canal. 
The collection tells a visual story of dis-
parity that contrasts the imposing water-
crafts with the modest modes of transpor-
tation accessible to local residents, and are 
being displayed in conjunction with Judith

· The legendary Bugatti Aérolithe, a 
streamlined, magnesium-bodied sports 
coupe that looks as though Jules Verne 
designed it.
· The radical, fully enclosed BMW R7 
Concept motorcycle, hidden in a crate in 
1935 and discovered 70 years later.
· The Chrysler Imperial Airflow, inspired 
by high-speed passenger trains - a car so 
advanced, it scared the public and nearly 
put Chrysler out of business.
· One of three surviving Pierce-Arrow 
Silver Arrows, the art moderne star of the 
1933 Chicago Century of Progress exposi-
tion.
· The last Ruxton of only 96 built, a stun-
ning, low-roofed sedan with an unusual 
layered paint scheme by interior designer 
Joseph Urban.
     In the galleries the cars and motor-
cycles will be categorized and interpreted 
based on three themes: Art Deco, Stream-
lining, and Yesterday’s Car of the Future. 
“These categories help bring historical 
and cultural context to the cars and mo-
torcycles featured in the exhibition,” says 
Caroline Rocheleau, NCMA coordinat-
ing curator of Rolling Sculpture.

      The soulful and sultry character of 
Nina Simone’s song “Feeling Good” 
inspired the exhibit title. The song evokes 
the same sense of place and people as the 
art in Scent of the Pine, which ranges from 
breathtaking views of the Smoky Moun-
tains to scenes of everyday life.
     “The variety of works in Scent of the 
Pine covers numerous styles - from real-
ism and American Impressionism to post-
modernism and folk art,” says Michael 
Ausbon, Associate Curator of Decorative 
Arts, NC Museum of History. “Art is a 
visual narrative of history. It records the 
sense of place and dignity of the human 
spirit at a particular moment in time.”
     The exhibition includes paintings, etch-
ings, a lithograph and other media from 
the collection of Jonathan P. Alcott, who 

resides in Raleigh and in Wilmington. 
Scent of the Pine was originally organized 
by the Longwood Center for the Visual 
Arts and curated by K. Johnson Bowles at 
Longwood University in Farmville, VA.
     Each artist represented was either born 
in North Carolina or lived or worked here. 
For example, Roy Elliot Bates painted 
during the winters in Bermuda but in 
western North Carolina as part of a thriv-
ing artists’ colony in Tryon. His painting 
“Cottage in Landscape” appears in the 
exhibit.

Her subjects look 
straight at the camera (and the viewer): 
openly, defiantly, shyly, proudly. “This is 
not art, this is life,” says Muholi. ”Each 
and every photograph is someone’s biog-

raphy.”
     Muholi was born in 1972 in Umlazi, 
Durban, and lives in Johannesburg. She 
co-founded the Forum for Empowerment 
of Women (FEW) in 2002, and in 2009 
founded Inkanyiso, a forum for queer 
and visual activist media. She studied 
photography at the Market Photo Work-
shop in Newtown, Johannesburg, and in 
2009 completed a Master of Fine Arts in 
Documentary Media at Ryerson Univer-
sity, Toronto. Muholi has won numerous 
awards, including the 2016 International 
Center for Photography’s Infinity Award 
for Documentary and Photojournalism. 
Her works can be found in the permanent 
collections of museums across the United 
States and Europe.
     “Muholi’s powerful portraits give 
voice to those who are often voiceless,” 
says Linda Dougherty, the NCMA’s chief 
curator and curator of contemporary art. 
“Her photographs are forms of activism, 
gestures of defiance and offer the hope of 
self-acceptance for all by society.”

     UNC Chapel Hill in Chapel Hill, NC, 
is presenting James Barnor: Ever Young, 
on view in the Robert and Sallie Brown 
Gallery of the Sonja Haynes Stone Center 
for Black Culture and History, through 
Oct. 28, 2016.
     The Sonja Haynes Stone Center in 
partnership with Autograph ABP presents 
a retrospective of James Barnor’s street 
and studio photographs, spanning Ghana 
and London from the late 1940s to early 
1970s. Barnor’s career covers a remark-
able period in history, bridging continents 
and photographic genres to create a trans-
atlantic narrative marked by his passionate 
interest in people and cultures. 
     Through the medium of portraiture, 
Barnor’s photographs represent societies 
in transition: Ghana moving towards its 
independence and London becoming a 

cosmopolitan, multicultural metropolis. 
The exhibition showcases a range of street 
and studio photographs – modern and 
vintage – with elaborate backdrops, fash-
ion portraits in glorious color, as well as 
social documentary features, many com-
missioned for pioneering South African 
magazine Drum during the ‘swinging 60s’ 
in London.
     In the early 1950s, Barnor’s photograph-
ic studio ‘Ever Young’ in Jamestown, Accra 
was visited by civil servants and dignitaries, 
performance artists and newly-weds. Dur-
ing this period, Barnor captured intimate 
moments of luminaries and key political 
figures such as Ghana’s first Prime Minister 
Kwame Nkrumah as he pushed for pan-
African unity, and commonwealth boxing 
champion Roy Ankrah. In 1960s London,

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Barnor photographed Muhammad Ali train-
ing for a fight at Earl’s Court, BBC Africa 
Service reporter Mike Eghan posing at Pic-
cadilly Circus and a multinational cohort of 
fashionable Drum cover girls.
     Barnor was born in Accra, Ghana in 
1929 and started his photographic career 
with a makeshift studio in Jamestown. 
From the early 1950s he operated ‘Ever 
Young’ studio in Accra and worked as 
a photographer for the Daily Graphic 
newspaper, as well as Drum, Africa’s 
foremost lifestyle and politics magazine. 
He left Ghana for the UK in 1959 and 
studied photography at Medway College 
of Art in Kent. He returned to Ghana in 
1969 as a representative for Agfa Gevaert 
to introduce color processing facilities in 
Accra. He is currently retired and lives

     The University of North Carolina at 
Chapel Hill, NC, is presenting Extended 
Remix: Contemporary Artists Meet the 
Japanese Print, on view at the Ackland 
Art Museum, through Jan. 8, 2017. An 
Extended and Remixed Dance Party, 
hosted by participating artist Ely Kim, 
will take place at the Ackland on Nov. 11, 
2016, from 7-9pm. 
     This will be the first exhibition curated 
by the museum’s Associate Curator of 
Asian Art, Bradley M. Bailey. Extended 
Remix: Contemporary Artists Meet the 
Japanese Print brings together six twenty-
first-century artists working across a 
variety of media, each of whom was com-
missioned to “complete” original eigh-
teenth- or nineteenth- century Japanese 
prints. These creative encounters produced 
the thought-provoking, visually engaging 
artworks on display in the exhibition.
     In the eighteenth and nineteenth cen-
turies, many Japanese woodblock prints 
were designed as multi-panel works, with 
two, three, or even up to seven prints 
forming a single composition. Often, this 
was intentional: enterprising publishers 
would order their artists to make designs 
that could be sold as either an entire set 
or as single sheets in an effort to broaden 
their pool of potential customers. Some 
multi-panel compositions were not de-
signed to be separated, though they often 
were.

Kim, and New York-based experimental 
photographer Gregory Vershbow.
      This exhibition was originally orga-
nized by Bailey during his tenure as a 
curatorial fellow at the Mead Art Muse-
um, Amherst College. Bailey invited each 
artist to select one or more “orphaned” 
prints from the Mead’s renowned William 
T. Green Collection and extend them into 
full compositions however they chose. 
“The artists were given complete freedom 
to create anything they could imagine,” 
Bailey says.
      Each artist’s contribution to Extended 
Remix is distinctive. Kim responded with 
a pair of digital prints, while Yamaguchi 
produced ink-and-watercolor drawings. 
Vershbow continued the images he chose 
with drawings and then colored them us-
ing Adobe Photoshop. “After printing the 
images,” says Vershbow, “I then photo-
graphed the prints (along with a reproduc-
tion of the original) on expired, hand-
processed 4 x 5 color-positive film.”
     The UK-based Studio Swine, founded 
by Japanese architect Azusa Murakami 
and British artist Alexander Groves, 
responded with a mixed-media sculpture. 
“We took a quite instinctive approach,” 
Groves says. “The driving interests in our 
work are materials and form, so turning a 
flat print on paper into three-dimensional 
form…was really exciting.”
      Of his approach, Yamaguchi says, 
“I tried to judge the personality of the 
earlier picture, and from there, link my 
piece iconographically,” so that “a slight 
sense of a leap between the works would 
emerge.”
      Extended Remix is made possible in 
part by the Henry R. Luce Foundation 
and the Ackland’s Ruth and Sherman 
Lee Fund for Asian Art. The exhibition 
was presented at the Mead Art Museum, 
Amherst College, under the title Un-
imaginable by One Mind Alone: Exquisite 
Corpses from the William Green Collec-
tion of Japanese Prints (14 April – 24 July 
2016).

      The general Japanese public of the 
time did not regard prints as valuable 
objects; in fact, prints were even used as 
packing material for the export of por-
celains and lacquers. In the West, Japa-
nese prints found a new and enthusiastic 
audience, and some compositions entered 
museum collections, though occasionally 
with one or more panels missing. Extend-
ed Remix presents the results of an experi-
ment in filling these centuries-old gaps 
with contemporary aesthetic responses.
      The contemporary artists participat-
ing in Extended Remix are British mas-
ter woodblock printmaker Paul Binnie, 
Japanese painter Akira Yamaguchi, 
international art collective Studio Swine,

     Duke University in Durham, NC, is 
presenting Southern Accent: Seeking the 
American South in Contemporary Art, on 
view at the Nasher Museum of Art, Duke 
University Central Campus, through Jan. 
8, 2017.
     This exhibition questions and explores 
the complex and contested space of the 
American South. One needs to look no 
further than literature, cuisine and music 
to see evidence of the South’s profound 
influence on American culture, and 
consequently much of the world. This 
unprecedented exhibition addresses and 
complicates the many realities, fantasies 
and myths that have long captured the 
public’s imagination about the American 
South. Presenting a wide range of per-
spectives, from both within and outside 
of the region, the exhibition creates a 
composite portrait of southern identity 
through the work of 60 artists. The art 
reflects upon and pulls apart the dynamic 
nature of the South’s social, political and 
cultural landscape.
     “Southern Accent is an extensive ex-
ploration of southern identity through con-
temporary art,” said Trevor Schoonmaker, 
Chief Curator and Patsy R. and Raymond 
D. Nasher Curator of Contemporary Art, 
and co-curator of the exhibition. “The 
exhibition has been four years in the mak-
ing, but the timing of Southern Accent is 
especially meaningful now – in the wake 
of Charleston, Orlando, Baton Rouge and 
countless other tragedies, and given the 
tense social and racial climate during this 
presidential election year.
