Devotion and Fantasy, Witchcraft and the 
World’s End, featuring works from a private 
Charleston collection of Northern Renais-
sance Art, on view in Galleries Two and 
Three, from Oct. 9 through June 27, 2021.
     This selection of paintings and prints 
from a major, private, Charleston collection 
of Northern Renaissance art introduces a 
world of intensely, and sometimes disturb-
ingly, vivid imagery that speaks to uncer-
tainties of the period and remains relevant 
today.

For people less fortunate, home 
can represent insecurity and be charged 
with fear; and for those on the frontlines of 
COVID-19 it may be a place newly tenuous, 
frequented for momentary respite at best.
      As a formative dimension of the human 
condition, focus on home is a constant in the

arts at scales from the family residence to 
the neighborhood to the homeland.

      Robert Lange says of the exhib-
it, “Through the country’s experience of 
Covid-19 our artists have fought cancer, 
had babies, strengthened movements like 
Me Too and Black Lives Matter, fought 
for change through DACA, NARF, and 
LGBTQ legislation, bought new houses, 
created new studios, they’ve helped run 
campaigns, transformed into teachers and 
caregivers, and masked crusaders…..the 
list is endless. We wanted to give them the 
opportunity to paint about it so we asked 
some of the most emotive painters we have 
ever worked with to create one piece that 
showcases these feelings on canvas.”
     PROCESS will be a collection of works 
meant to open the hearts and minds of those 
who see the paintings as well as remind the 
artists and viewers that we are all struggling 
with the events of this year. Accompanying 
each work will be a short write up explain-
ing the source of their painting. 
     Nadine Robbins created a powerful 
portrait of a single tattered black glove in 
the shape of a fist in a work titled, His Life 
Mattered. Robbins says of the work, “As 
a nurse’s wife during the COVID epidemic, 
I isolated myself much longer. Consequent-
ly, it made it harder for me to protest on the 
streets. So painting this glove live on Insta-
gram became my way to participate in the 
Black Lives Matter movement. This paint-
ing of a black glove molded into a fist is a 
visual reminder for future generations of the 
murder of a man, a father, and how his death 
forced us to reexamine our racist history 
and our roles in it.”
     In another work Patrick Kramer has 
depicted Rembrandt’s Self Portrait with 
Two Circles coming off the substrate with 
the canvas no longer attached. Kramer 
says, “During difficult times, the occupa-
tion of artist seems silly, a self-indulgent 
luxury that is the first to go in a depressed 
economy. I’ve certainly felt frustration in 
realizing my skill set is of little benefit to 
society, my job truly ‘unessential’. And 
yet, for thousands of years, artists have 
persisted. From Palaeolithic cave paintings 
to the Sistine Chapel, artists continue to cre-
ate. In good times and bad, as impractical as 
it may seem, the creative impulse survives. 
The arts endure because they are not only 
worthwhile, but important.” 
     Robert Lange has created his most time 
consuming and largest portrait to date for 
the exhibit. He says of the painting, “In

     All of the paintings in Nature Is Nurture 
were, in fact, born in the time of Corona. 
“The pandemic and its restrictions encour-
aged my much-needed relationship with 
nature,” she says. “Since March, I walked, 

the wake of George Floyd’s death I had 
a desperate desire to listen. I decided to 
approach the BLM movement with the 
idea that I actually knew nothing about the 
challenges an entire race has been fac-
ing for far too long. I decided that I would 
make a painting about this earnest desire to 
listen. I went back through the thousands 
of portraits I have taken over the years and 
set out to make the most time consuming 
and intricate portrait of my life focusing in 
on a stranger whose story I did not know. 
I found an image of a young woman from 
San Francisco I had taken 2 years ago at 
the pride parade. Her gaze was direct and 
vulnerable, powerful and confident. Her 
hair, her eyes, her shirt all demanded an 
excessive amount of time to render and all 
the while I would listen. I listened to her 
unknown pains and joys through her eyes, 
her story and character through her hair, her 
choice of clothing. With each brushstroke 
and passing hour I felt more connected to 
this ‘someone’ I did not know.”
     Reynier Llanes’ Hidden Treasure, oil on 
canvas, speaks about nature, an apprecia-
tion for the treasures that often lie right 
before our eyes. Llanes says, “In these 
times of Covid-19 we have become closer 
and more observant of mother nature. We 
have become more appreciative of the 
importance of nature in our lives and how 
we are affected by it as much as we are 
affecting it. This piece focuses on a land-
scape, a human figure, and parallel worlds. 
It demonstrates a yearning and a desire 
for a deeper connection with nature, with 
ourselves, and with each other.”
     Mia Bergeron has created an interior 
with still life that seems like reality that has 

been disrupted. She says, “I want the viewer 
to feel that this space is both private and 
warped, creating a bit of a sea-sick feel-
ing mixed with joyous colors and familiar 
objects. Because so far, that’s what it’s felt 
like to be inside and isolated from everyone. 
There are days when my thoughts will warp 
the external world and will make it seem so 
confusing that I’m not sure what’s even real. 
And there are days I’ve delighted in all the 
privacy, all the time to work on the things 
I’ve put off for too long, all the social pres-
sures lifted.  It’s a constant shift, sometimes 
minute to minute between these two polar-
ized feelings. The visual paradox is both 
unsettling and calming to me, depending on 
where I am emotionally when I look at this 
painting.”

Kerssemak-
ers uses a long exposure technique that 
transforms iconic natural and city land-
scapes into contemplative surrealist worlds 
that seem to be untouched by humans. To 
achieve the effect, he uses neutral density 
filters and up to 16 stops with exposure 
times of over four minutes. This stillness al-
lows the viewer to experience extraordinary 
natural and historic environments without 
the distraction of people, cars, or other 
visual noise. He prints his images using a 
large-format printer to create archival works 
on canvas and fiber fine art paper. 
      Kerssemakers is an artist-owner of Low-
country Artists Gallery in Charleston, and is 
represented by MISC-Everything, Murrells 
Inlet, The Collectors Café & Gallery and the 
Waccammaw Boulevard Gallery in Myrtle 
Beach, SC.
      Stephen Vadakin is a writer and wildlife 
artists who creates sculptures utilizing the 
mediums of wood and bronze. He works in 
native and exotic woods from all over the 
world. His sculptures are sanded to perfec-
tion and finished with the highest quality 
materials.  Recently, Vadakin was featured 
on Channel 5 News with a segment about 
his newly-carved 1200 pound humpback 
whale. The tree from which the whale was 
carved came down in Hurricane Dorian. 
In The Big Splash exhibit he will unveil an 
eight foot carving of two dolphins that is 
sure to delight gallery visitors young and 
old. 
      Vadakin is also the founder of a marine 
science program from school children in the 
Midwest.

He learned the 
technique of direct metal sculpture there 
and honed his skills while attending his 
grandmother’s watercolor shows on Queen 
Street. Naturally drawn to the artist’s life, 
Smith became a part of the lively creative 

community in Charleston that supported his 
work as a sculptor. 
     As a master craftsman and fine art sculp-
tor Smith has established his own aesthetic. 
His highly coveted work is set apart by keen 
attention to detail and a commitment to 
creating delightful, museum-quality pieces. 
While the iconic human-sized copper frogs 
are widely recognized as Smith’s signature 
pieces, his repertoire includes many other 
creatures - fish, birds, and turtles are also 
carefully crafted out of copper, brass, and 
stainless steel.

     The Coastal Discovery Museum on 
Hilton Head Island, SC, and the Santa Elena 
Foundation have joined together to tell the 
story of America’s first century. The Coastal 
Discovery Museum will host this new 
1,000 square foot traveling exhibit, on view 
through Dec. 7, 2020.  
     In the 16th century, Spain claimed the 
New World, today known as North Amer-
ica, and named it La Florida. The Spanish 
founded Santa Elena on Parris Island in 
1566 and it became the first capital of La 
Florida and the first successful European 
settlement on the Southeast coast. This city 
flourished for twenty years and was then 
abandoned and lost to history.

Ongoing research has revealed 
new fragments that include the stories of the 
Native American people who lived here for 
millennia; the enslaved Africans who first 
arrived in South Carolina in 1526, and the 
French, Spanish, and English explorers and 
settlers who fought fiercely over this land 
we now call home.

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     Hampton III Gallery in Taylors, SC, is 
presenting Stories from Trees: 2015-2020, 
featuring paintings by Paul Matheny, on 
view through Oct. 31, 2020.
     Matheny offers the following statement, 
“Since the Search for Truth series began 
in the early 1990s in Rock Hill, SC, every 
painting has evolved as a result of the paint-
ing that came before it. The earliest pieces 
reflected a southern roadside aesthetic from 
hand painted signs from firework and pro-
duce stands, and disappearing conversations 
that I was fortunate to participate in.”
     “These current paintings, while still con-
nected to each of the previous pieces, have 
evolved to reflect a more ethereal, transcen-
dental thought process from my time in the 
forests, on trails, and through thoughts and 
ideas that emerge from my mind, through 
my hands and onto each panel. Most of 
the elements from my image bank are still 
used, but rearranged and rethought. These 
new paintings are visual conversations 
among the objects, interacting together, 
having conversations within each piece.  
The viewer is invited to bring their own 
perspective to each image, allowing them 
to personally connect with the narrative in 
their own way.”
     Matheny grew up in Anderson, SC, and 
is a 1996 graduate of Winthrop University. 
He has exhibited his artwork in the Caro-
linas and Georgia.

Maybe you’re the owner of a commercial art gallery and you’ve never seen your exhibits 
included with others presented in your area. You might even be an individual artist who is having 
an exhibit in a non-profit space or commercial space and you don’t see your exhibits included.

My question to you is - How long will you put up with that before you ask someone,
 “Why that is the case?” If you’re not included - it’s your fault. 

     Greenville Technical College in Taylors, 
SC, will present 2020, So Far, on view in 
the Benson Campus Galleries, from Oct. 
5 - 30, 2020.
      This year has been and continues to slam 
us with climate and health disasters to ex-
acerbate our political, racial, and economic 
divides. The underpinnings of our everyday 
lives sway under the weight of doubt as we 
question the veracity of governmental and 
scientific authorities, rethink cultural norms, 
and doubt personal and collective beliefs.  
Our movements, communications and 
proximity to coworkers, friends, family, our 
nation, the world have ceased or have been 
severely restricted. Quick definitive answers 
would be so welcome. In the spirit of full 
disclosure, 2020, So Far offers no answers.
      The idea for 2020, So Far originated 
with a visit to Hampton III Gallery’s (in 
Taylors, SC) exhibition In Times Like These 
and Upstairs Artspace’s (in Tryon, NC) 
exhibition, Jane Allen Nodine:  Reflections 
In the Age of Pandemic. Both concentrated 
on art made specifically during the spring 
2020 Covid-19 shut down. 

in reaction to the pandemic and its isolation 
specifically for In Times Like These. Added 
to the mix are photographs by Katie Fenske 
made in early fall of 2020 and paintings 
by Jane Allen Nodine made during her 
self-imposed artist residency in the spring 
2020 isolation. Each artist worked in their 
favored media; painting, printmaking, relief 
sculpture, ceramics, and photography, and 
in their favored genre from landscape to 
abstraction and in their favored subjects, na-
ture, narrative, personal iconography, color 
and shape. Most relished the shutdown’s 
isolation as added studio time. Many found 
their studio a respite from 2020’s tumult, 
welcoming a release through art-making as 
a focused, meditative task. Though all were 
influenced by 2020 trepidation and fear, 
their outlooks remain hopeful.
     In contrast, Doug McAbee’s response to 
2020 is fanciful and fun art with maybe only 
a nod to hope. His bright, color saturated 
drawings of wildly whimsical creatures 
cavort around the perimeter of Benson Gal-
lery 1. The center of Gallery 1 is anchored 
by fantastical powder-coated steel pets that 
simultaneously beg for a hug and warn, 
“hands off.” Are his bright animal creatures 
grinning in greeting or leering in lechery?

     The show was curated by TSA GVL

     Constellations explores how six artists 
use abstraction as a navigational tool. The 
work in this show is developed as a way 
of feeling out relationships – mapping the 
artist’s sensory experience, cultural history, 
personal history, or understanding of life 
and the universe and their minor place in 
it. The ‘maps’ that are created by the artists 
are not meant to be a set of instructions to 
get to a specific destination. They are the 
evidence of an investigation: a charting of 
the unknown as opposed to documentation 
of the known.
     Alex Paik and Esmé Thompson both 
create their pieces by combining smaller 
units together. Thompson’s installations are 
made up of painted pieces of aluminum that 
combine elements of visual language from 
various cultures that she has encountered on 
her extensive travels. The pieces are a map 
of her visual experience during her travels. 
     Paik’s pieces are made up of simple geo-
metric forms rendered in cut paper that are 
layered and extrapolated together in such a 
way that allows his pieces to show us how 
we experience visual phenomena. 
     Juan Logan uses symbolic forms, pat-
terns, and various materials to create paint-
ings that excavate the African American 
experience. He charts connections from the 
situations of the past to the conditions of the 
present. 
     Caroline Kent and Hamlett Dobbins use 
painting as a way of investigating alterna-
tive systems of logic and language. Dobbins 
captures something elemental about specific 
experiences with specific people in his 
paintings. Kent’s work is in constant trans-
lation; each painting is the next step in the 
evolution of language. The body of work 
maps out that progression. 
     Lynne Marinelli Ghenov uses found 
paper, with its own history, as the basis for 
her work. Her drawings represent points of 
intersection between the history of the paper 
and her own personal history.
      There will be an ARTalk panel discus-
sion at GCCA on Tuesday, Nov. 17, 2020, 
from 6 to 7pm as part of the exhibition. 
Exhibition artists Juan Logan and Alex Paik 
will be joined by curator Jonell Logan and 
creative coach and poet Uchechi Kalu to 
discuss how art can be a tool for navigating 
community.
     Hamlett Dobbins (Memphis, TN) is 
native of Tennessee and has spent most of 
his life in Memphis. He received his BFA 
from the University of Memphis and his 
MFA from the University of Iowa. Dob-
bins has taught at University of Mississippi, 
Memphis College of Art, University of 

Iowa, University of Memphis and at Rhodes 
College. He ran an alternative exhibition 
space called Material and worked as a 
curator at Delta Axis @ Marshall Arts as 
well as Clough-Hanson Gallery at Rhodes 
College. In 2000 he received a fellowships 
and residencies at the Vermont Studio 
Center, the Bemis Center for Contemporary 
Art. Dobbins has received grants from the 
Pollock-Krasner Foundation, the Tennessee 
Arts Commission, and ArtsMemphis. He 
has shown his work throughout the region 
and nationally. In 2013 he was awarded the 
Rome Prize and spent eleven months as a 
fellow at the American Academy in Rome.
     Lynne Marinelli Ghenov (Knoxville, 
TN) is an artist primarily making drawings 
and works on paper. She was born in Phila-
delphia, Pennsylvania, spent most of her 
life residing on the east coast and currently 
lives and works in Knoxville, TN. She holds 
a BFA in Sculpture from Tyler School of 
Art in Philadelphia, PA (1998). Ghenov 
has shown nationally in various group and 
solo shows, including University City Arts 
League and Artspace Liberti in Philadelphia 
(PA), Tiger Strikes Asteroid and Monte 
Vista Projects in Los Angeles (CA), Proto 
Gallery in Hoboken (NJ), and Crosstown 
Arts in Memphis (TN).

      Logan’s works can be found in private, 
corporate, and public collections, including 
the Whitney Museum of American Art, the 
Philadelphia Museum of Art, the Gibbes 
Museum of Art, the Baltimore Museum 
of Art, the Memphis Brooks Museum, the 
Zimmerli Museum of Art, and the Boul-
der Museum of Contemporary Art. Most 
recently, his piece Some Clouds are Darker 
became part of the Smithsonian’s National 
Museum of African American History and 
Culture.

    Currently the Elizabeth Stone Harper 
Gallery is closed for public viewing due 
to the COVID-19 Pandemic, but you can 
watch a video walkthrough of the exhibi-
tion, filmed by art major Jackson Page, can 
be found on YouTube at 
(https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=bXkvUAJYMnI). 
     “The person who stands in front of one of 
my paintings brings their own stories,” Rico 
said. “It’s an exchange and a sharing. When 
one has a conversation like that, one often 
feels out of time. So the show’s title is both 
lament and celebration that nothing is truly 
forever.”
     Rico’s paintings are bold, broad ges-
tures in ink and acrylic paint. The titles are 
mostly names of ancient cities, like Dwarka 
and Casluhim, to allow for free association, 
Rico says.
     “Many may not recognize most of the 
cities’ names, even though they were each 
powerful kingdoms in their day,” Rico said. 
“Empire is a fragile thing that presents itself 
as an enduring thing. So this references the 
show’s title again.”
     Rico’s works are pure discovery and ex-
ploration, incorporating references to both 
eastern calligraphy and western religion. 
Everything That Was Forever spans all of 
2019 and 2020. Rico created most of the 
work “when we all thought 2020 was going 
to be an amazing year,” he said.
     While the exhibition wasn’t directly 

influenced by the Pandemic, the paintings 
in Everything That Was Forever take us on 
a journey to discover what makes us truly 
human, according to Rico.
     “One of the interesting things about art 
and about artists living in the culture,” Rico 
says, “is that good art relates to the time in 
which we discover it more than the time 
during which it was made.”
     “Because the act of creation requires 
me to be focused in the moment, it has the 
power to tell stories that are enduring and in 
a sense outside of time. So looking at it now, 
yes, I believe one could spend time with the 
work and feel that it speaks very deeply to 
being in the midst of a Pandemic.”
     “Whatever my intentions during the

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making, the work is on its own now and so 
people bring their own meaning and, more 
importantly, their own meaningfulness.”
     Rico grew up on military bases across the 
United States and has lived on both coasts 
and along both borders. He earned his un-
dergraduate degree from the University of 
Memphis in 1995, followed by an intensive 
series of studio art and art history courses at 
PC from 2003 to 2005.
     In 2016, he received his Master of Arts 
from Clemson University.

     It’s taken self-taught artist Janis McEl-
ligott nearly a lifetime, but her first public 
exhibition of acrylic paintings, Acrylic 
Moments: Emotions Remembered, will be 
on view at Artists Collective | Spartanburg 
in Spartanburg, SC, from  Oct. 6 - 31, 2020.

     “This is truly exciting,” Collective 
President Beth Regula said. “Collabora-
tion between artists is something that we 
wholeheartedly encourage and support.

The 
original attraction was the idea of presenting 
something new, way bigger in size. We both 
learned from the experience and widened 
our horizon.

once again, glass art was still calling me. I 
don’t remember how I even found glass fus-
ing but boy oh boy, did it hook me! I started 
eating, sleeping, breathing glass fusing, and 
I felt as if I’d finally found my niche!”
     Because Martin could not find any local 
educational opportunities in fused glass, she 
educated herself through reading, online 
investigation, “and probably most impor-
tantly good ol’ trial and error, learning the 
hard way what works and what doesn’t.” 
Since then, her work has been juried into the 
prestigious ArtFields art show in Lake City, 
SC, as well both of the Collective’s juried 
shows in 2019 and 2020. 
     Martin’s commissioned pieces have 
included Christian crosses, wedding center-
pieces, sports pieces, and outside installa-
tions. She has taught fused glass at Tryon 
Arts and Crafts School, Spartanburg Art 
Museum, and her studio in Lyman, SC. 
     Thomas Koenig’s career in communica-
tions and design spans more than 30 years 
and two continents: North America and 
Europe.

     Martin hopes patrons will see this exhibit 
as “a different way of looking at things, not 
just glass. And, it is glass like it hasn’t been 
seen before in photography.” Koenig hopes 
“it will challenge the visitor to look at things 
a different way and to experience a material, 
its color and texture differently. You could 
say it’s when details in glass enter another 
medium.”
     It took the artists a year to experiment 
and produce the works for this exhibit, 
and all of them will be for sale. The 24 x 
36-inch photographs will sell for $225 each. 
Martin’s work will range in price from $55 
to $1,200.
     For both artists, creating this exhibit has 
been a learning experience and changed 
how they work. Koenig: “It is a departure 
for both of us, because we went through the 
experience of collaborating, including aban-
doning traditional techniques and accepting 
other viewpoints as new standards.” Martin: 
“My glass is going from my well-known 
method and style to trying new ways of 
making art from glass.”
     Martin’s profession has been in sales 
and management, but about 14 years ago 
while unemployed, she scratched a creative 
itch and took a local class in stained glass. 
“I worked in that medium for a couple of 
years and then found full-time employ-
ment again,” she said. “And once more my 
creative urges had to take a back seat for a 
while. When I found myself unemployed 
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     A larger-than-life outdoor diorama, en-
titled, Tune In, is coming to the plaza at the 
Levine Center for the Arts just outside Mint 
Museum Uptown in Charlotte, NC.  
     This 4,000-pound multidimensional di-
orama created by local artist Richard Lazes 
and his studio team of fellow creatives at 
the Art Factory, is a sculpture of six stacked 
televisions from the 1960s in an enclosed 
room with wallpaper, pictures and linoleum 
that replicate a TV room of the time.
     Tune In has been installed on Wells Fargo 
Plaza outside Mint Museum Uptown in 
tandem with the grand re-opening of the 
museum, which took place last month. 
     Televisions in the installation display a 
collage of rolling snippets of media pro-
gramming from the 1950s and ’60s, includ-
ing news segments like the launch of Apollo 
11, sitcoms and tv dramas, live musical 
performances by the likes of Little Richard 
and The Beatles. It’s a reflection of history 
that is mirrored in society today, as well as 
a display of media that has - and continues 
to - heavily influence the way people think 
and act. He hopes that Tune In stimulates 
conversations among viewers to consider 
where we have come from and where we 
are going as a society.
     Lazes wanted to create a piece of art that 
put the pandemic crisis of 2020 and social 
unrest in some type of historical perspec-
tive. The massive sculpture was created 
by dissecting vintage television sets found 
in antique shops, and then assembled into 
a precarious formation indicative of the 
dysfunctional state of our society today. 
Six LED screens replace the old television 
tubes. In order to create content for the 
screens, he created a video collage mined 
from 100 hours of TV shows and news 
media during the 1960s to create iconic 
TV shows, great musical performers by the 
entertainers of that day and news clips of 
current events during that time period.
     “It’s been 60 years since these programs 
were broadcast on TV and while video pro-
graming has become more politically cor-
rect it is unclear whether American culture 
and society has become any more fair and 
equitable,” he says.
     Lazes recognizes that shows like “The 
Jeffersons,” “The Little Rascals,” “Lucille 
Ball”, and “Sanford and Son” were misogy-
nistic, chauvinistic and racist, portraying a 

very shallow and prejudiced view of women 
and blacks. “These portrayals of minorities 
were indicative of that period. While we 
have moved a long way to a more magnani-
mous and politically correct viewpoint in 
our media, I wonder if our society has really 
changed in the way we treat one another,” 
he says.
     But television programming of that pe-
riod also brought families together to watch 
favorite shows.
     “With the introduction of the internet, 
personal computers, and smartphones, we 
have become isolated and no longer came 
together with friends and families to take in 
a shared media experience. Perhaps a silver 
lining of the pandemic is that it has brought 
us back together as families to sit in front 
of the TV set as newscasters and politicians 
brief us on the status of the pandemic. With 
all of the discord and alienation in society, 
we are all in need of some introspection and 
a positive message so I hope that my sculp-
ture will contribute to the healing process.”
     Tune In is scheduled to travel throughout 
10 cities, including Charlotte, Washington 
DC, Boston, New York, Chicago, Atlanta 
and Los Angeles. At each stop of the ex-
hibit, Lazes along with co-director Aaron 
Atkinson will interview and film local 
artists to document how they are leveraging 
their creative talent to bring hope to each 
city. The documentary “Artists in Quaran-
tine: American Creativity During the 2020 
Pandemic” will showcase how creatives 
took their craft to showcase truth, justice 
and hope in a time of despair, and is sched-
uled to stream on Netflix in 2022.

Mint Museum Uptown in Charlotte, 
NC, Reopens with Artwork on the 
Plaza at the Levine Center for the Arts

     The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art 
in Charlotte, NC, is celebrating the life of  
Walasse Ting with the exhibit, 1 Cent Life, 
which honor his landmark 1964 portfolio, 
on view in the Museum’s second-floor gal-
lery, through Feb. 7, 2021.
     The exhibition presents a selection of 
color lithographs from the landmark 1964 
print portfolio, 1 Cent Life, written by 
Walasse Ting (born Ding Xionguan), edited 
by Sam Francis, and published by E.W. 
Kornfeld. 
     Developed by Anastasia James, Bechtler 
Museum of Modern Art Curator, the exhibi-
tion is dedicated to the life of Chinese-
American visual artist and poet Walasse 
Ting and follows his journey from Shanghai 
to Paris to New York City.
     The exhibition features 18 lithographs 
by 18 artists from the Bechtler Museum of 
Modern Art’s signed limited edition of the 
1 Cent Life Portfolio, as well as poetry and 
a selection of books by Ting. Artists whose 
work will be on view include Andy Warhol, 
Joan Mitchell, Pierre Alechinsky, Kiki O.K. 
Claes Oldenburg, James Rosenquist, Robert 
Indiana, Bram Van Velde, Asger Jorn, and 
Allan Kaprow. 
     Born Ding Xionguan, Ting was raised in 
Shanghai while the city was under Japa-
nese occupation. At the age of 17, directly 
following World War II, Ting fled to Hong 
Kong, then a safe haven for dissidents and 

political refugees. Six years later, he moved 
to Paris where he immediately anglicized 
his name, tacking on “sse” in emulation of 
the famed painter Henri Matisse. In Paris, 
Ting met former members of the CoBrA 
group, including Pierre Alechinsky, Asger 
Jorn, and Karl Appel. Their rebellious, intui-
tive, and democratic approach to artmaking 
would greatly influence his work. CoBrA is 
taken from the first letters of the cities (Co-
penhagen, Brussels and Amsterdam) where 
the group’s founding members lived.
     In December 1956, bolstered by new-
found success as a painter, Ting boarded the 
SS Liberte in Paris for New York City. In 
1961, while living in a one-room studio near 
Times Square, he wrote a series of sixty-
one poems. Simultaneously spiritual and 
secular, these poems became the genesis 
for what would become the now-legendary

1 Cent Life portfolio. Communicating the 
wide-eyed ambition of a recent immigrant, 
the poems reference both the tone and 
metrical patterns of classical Chinese poetry 
and the rhythm of American Beat prose, 
Jazz music, and the urban environment.   
     Each page of the portfolio radiates with a 
breathless immediacy that exudes a sense of 
the vital dynamism of New York City in the 
early 1960s as Ting was experiencing it.
Soon after their completion, Ting ap-
proached his close friend, the American 
painter, Sam Francis, with the idea of invit-
ing a group of artists to create color litho-
graphs in response to his poetry. In the early 
1960s, color lithography was still a rela-
tively under-explored medium by artists as 
it was primarily associated with commercial 
printing. The artists invited to participate in 
the project were given lithographic plates, 
ink, and crayons so they could experiment 
with the unfamiliar medium and respond to 
Ting’s poetry in their preferred artistic style. 
Included in the exhibition is Andy Warhol’s 
first published editioned lithograph which 
is accompanied by Ting’s poem, “Jade 
White Butterfly.” This print is also the first 
combination of text and image on the same 
page since Warhol’s illustrated books of the 
1950s.
      The resulting portfolio printed by Mau-
rice Beudet in Paris, France and published 
by E.W. Kornfeld in Bern, Switzerland 
contains sixty-two original lithographs 
by twenty-eight artists, reproductions of 
French, Japanese, and American adver-
tisements, postage stamps, photographs, 
Chinese seals, and sixty-one letterpress 
poems by Ting set in multicolored inks. It 
is, as Ting envisioned, “as exciting as Times 
Square, color bright as neon light, hot as 
espresso.” 1 Cent Life is a vibrant celebra-
tion of art and life that acts as a testimonial 
to a brief period in time when no single 
art movement dominated, and uninhibited 

experimentation reigned.
      “Walasse Ting is an important Chinese-
American artist and poet who became an 
interlocutor between the European avant-
garde of the 1950s and the American Pop 
artists of the 1960s and while his work 
gained some critical traction in the late 
1950s, he has since been completely written 
out of the larger art historical narrative,” 
said Anastasia James, Bechtler Museum 
of Modern Art curator. “It is my intention 
to re-center the narrative of 1 Cent Life on 
Ting as the portfolio’s creator and driving 
force. 1 Cent Life stemmed from Ting’s 
desire to capture the zeitgeist of a creative 
community by inviting a group of artists to 
respond to his poetry in the medium of color 
lithography in the same manner that he had 
approached his early catalogs where he 
combined poetry with reproductions of his 
own works.”
      Home to Charlotte’s iconic Firebird 
sculpture by Niki de Saint Phalle, the Bech-
tler Museum of Modern Art is filled with 
works by Miro, Giacometti, Calder, Warhol, 
Klee, and a wealth of other 20th-century 
notables. The Bechtler collection juxtaposes 
whimsy with work of significant intellectual 
depth and historical significance. Cosmo-
politan in nature yet intimate in scale, the 
museum, designed by Mario Botta, provides 
an experience that is inspiring and ap-
proachable. The artworks were committed 
to the city of Charlotte by Andreas Bechtler, 
who, along with his family, built the collec-
tion over 70 years. Located in the heart of 
Uptown, the Bechtler is a light-filled com-
munity space created to engage audiences 
of all ages through exhibitions, jazz and film 
series, interactive art activities, and family 
days throughout the year.

     The Arts Center of Kershaw County in 
Camden, SC, is presenting Through it all, I 
RISE!, featuring works by Keith Tolen, on 
view in the Bassett Gallery, through Nov. 6, 
2020. 
     Tolen is a lifelong art teacher. He spent 
thirty years teaching at Camden Middle 
School. He is a native South Carolinian. 
He grew up in Batesburg-Leesville, SC. He 
later attended South Carolina State Univer-
sity. He currently resides in Columbia, SC.
      This exhibit focuses on the idea that 
regardless of what we do as human beings, 
there is a greater power that transcends all 
physical and even visual forms. The phrase 
“let’s keep HOPE alive” has become popu-
lar for the downtrodden. The total exhibi-
tion is divided into three major parts: past, 
new, and next. The pieces that symbolize 
the past are created using an assemblage 
technique, found objects mixed together 
to create a visual story. The stories both 
individually and collectively represent a 
glimpse, like a time capsule, into the past. 
     The new and the next stages in the ex-
hibition act as their own assemblage using 
color and shapes. Lines and colors blur the 
separation between thoughts, both real and 
imaginary. The images play the roles of 

fatigue, pain, and hope. 
     The final section represents “Four Letter 
Words.” The four-letter words act to unify 
the entire exhibition: “LOVE WILL BEAT 
HATE.” Whether we believe it is true or 
not, the message of these four words will 
always prevail. We highlight the power of a 
simple message and it is our HOPE to plant 
a seed of LOVE using the power of visual 
communication that is watered from our 
community to feed the fruits and flowers 
that will transform our times.
     The images depict my children as a pres-
ence, but this presence is at times unfocused 
and unclear. The use of the lith developer 
gives an old and grainy appearance, with 
soft white —underdeveloped highlights. 
It is a slow process, developing the image 
gradually, like an old memory coming back 
into focus. The Palladium Prints have a 
timeless and precious quality. The processes 
used are an important part of the work be-
cause of their gentle meditative nature, and 
the appearance gives an almost dream like 
quality to the images.
      The three faces shared here reflect at-
tempts to call on higher forces. The two 
black and white images reflect the action

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of just trying to hold yourself together. You 
have a closeup of a face with hands placed 
near the face in an act of frustration, but 
that is not the end of the story. The blue 
man is symbolic of both a silhouette and a 
mugshot. The face is in the position of the 
mugshot, but that does not mean there is 
guilt. The use of blue with the orange back-
ground challenges the viewer to consider 
oppositions and possibilities. There is an 
upward gaze that calls on hope as having 
the final word.
      The Arts Center of Kershaw County 
is carefully monitoring the coronavirus 
developments and is working closely with 
our presenting partners and any organiza-
tions attending our events. As always, our

     Chotsani Elaine Dean a ceramicist 
former of Anderson College in the upstate 
of South Carolina and now an Assistant 
Professor of Ceramics at the University of 
Minnesota. Dean notes: “The many, com-
plex layered realities of the history and 
visual archives of my communal ancestry 
form and impart creative purpose in my 
studio practice and research. Foremost in 
my research are quilts from Slavery (chat-
tel enslavement) thru Antebellum periods, 
made on and off of cotton plantations by 
enslaved and free blacks, through mid-20-
th century. The visual and historical syn-
thesis of various craft traditions, historical 
events and commodities; quilts, the cotton 
trade, Civil Rights Movement and the vast 
realm of textiles, inform and shape my 
visual ideas and approach to ceramics.”

      Craig Crawford is a painter who 
earned a bachelor of fine arts degree from 
the University of South Carolina. After 
graduation, he moved to Washington, DC, 
where he apprenticed with conservator 
Charles Olin, former head of Painting 
Conservation at the Smithsonian Museum 
and the National Portrait Gallery. Craw-
ford became an associate conservator, 
specializing in American landscape and 
French Barbizon works. Crawford later 
returned to South Carolina and opened his 
own conservation practice. 
     Moody and evocative, Crawford’s 
psychologically charged paintings explore 
his deep-rooted emotional response to 
his surroundings in rural South Carolina.  
Crawford notes: “Interpreting the land-
scape that I am familiar with through the 
use of multiple techniques, composition, 
and a great appreciation for 19th century 
American landscape painting is what 
interests me.  In 18th and 19th century 
American landscape painting artists con-
veyed a sense of mystery and intimacy 
that comes from the interplay between 
realism and personal emotional history. I 
enjoy painting the Lowcountry landscape 
and swamps along rivers since I grew up 
in Aiken, SC.”
      Anthony Modesto Milian is a New 
York City transplant living in Greenville, 
SC. His photography is the vehicle by 
which he portrays the human experience 
and individual stories. He first got his in-
troduction to artistic storytelling by creat-
ing the street photography blog “Faces of 
the Upstate”. After the untimely passing 
of his brother Milian began focusing on 
telling his own story as an Afrolatinx. He 
is an inaugural fellow at the Greenville 
Center for Creative Arts, has served on 
the creative team of TedX Greenville, and 
completed “Seeing through photographs”, 
a program sponsored by P.S.1 MoMa. 

      The gallery is elated to be able to pres-
ent the Sumter Artists’ Guild exhibition 
when so many other cultural institutions 
are not yet able to open.

their distinctive apparel designs. “Working 
collaboratively has been a primary inspira-
tion for my garment work for 25 years, 
ranking right up there with Color and Tactil-
ity.” says Spear. “Karen Swing taught me 
her ‘Inspired by Boro’ stitching at the [John 
C. Campbell] Folk School, and I’m honored 
that she enjoys stitching on my work. Creat-
ing a total piece that is greater than the sum 
of its various pieces/parts that is lacking 
only the final piece: the wearer… THIS, 
this is why I make stuff with my hands and

heart.”
     Wood artist Valerie Berlage and jewelry 
artist Linda Azar combined their culture 
and skill-sets to craft the four-piece wall 
hanging, Embrace. “Embrace is inspired by, 
and celebrates, heritage. The four squares 
are representative of a quilt, and just as a 
quilt literally wraps around or embraces 
someone, this one embraces the heritage of 
both Azar’s Iranian ancestry and traditional 
southern craft.” says Berlage. “The met-
alwork was influenced by Iranian mosaic 
tile work, a prominent decorative art form 
in Iran. Each piece is embellished with and 
suspended from delicate embroidery thread; 
a reminder of the importance needlework 
traditionally held in southern craft. Each 
quilt square is completed with a wooden 
frame, painted to mimic the weave and pat-
tern of fabric, gently worn down as would 
be a much-used coverlet.”

     “I was honored to join this collaborative 
exhibition with other SHCG fiber artists. 
Beginning with Neal Howard’s dyed silk 
weavings, we virtually joined together to 
each create masks. I felt that Neal’s weav-
ings often stood on their own as masks and 
needed no embellishment from me. I did 
print dragonflies, a symbol of change, trans-
formation, and adaptability, on several of 
the pieces before sewing them into masks. 
As I travel with you through this period of 
great change, I am using my hands and my 
skills to create masks in hopes of helping 
slow the spread of Covid-19. With each 
mask, I send out my wishes for our collec-
tive safety, strength, and healing as we all 
adapt and travel forward into the world that 
awaits us post pandemic.”

woods of Pennsylvania. His exposure to 
art, design, and ceramics started early, as he 
learned from his father about making pots. 
Matt earned his BFA in ceramics from Penn 
State University, and an MFA from Indiana 
University in 2003. From 2005–2008, he 
was the Studio Director at Santa Fe Clay. 
After his time there, he worked as a Visiting 
Professor at Indiana University, teaching 
ceramics and 3-D Design for two years, 
after which he returned to New Mexico to 
teach part-time at the University of New 
Mexico and also set up a studio in Santa Fe, 
which he shared with his metalsmith wife, 
Marian Miller. Matt has recently completed 
a three-year artist residency at Penland 
School of Craft.
     Becky Lloyd joins the market this year 
from her studio in Clyde, NC. She states, 
“My work uses a centuries old technique 
called sgraffito to create very intricate 
patterns and designs. Each piece of hand 
thrown porcelain is coated with a black 
terra sigillata slip. I then use a very sharp 
knife to cut into the slip to expose the white 
porcelain underneath. This technique allows 
me to indulge in my passion for design and 
challenge my skills at the same time. Over 
the last few years my work has become 
more personal. A refuge. An expression of 
beauty, love and grief all at the same time. 
I have always had a keen interest in ancient 
civilizations and the incredible art they 
produced. Those ancient worlds hold end-
less inspiration for me and always will. But 
I am now looking inside myself. Searching. 
Searching for what I have lost.”
     Hitomi and Takuro Shibata are Japanese 
born potters who have established them-
selves in Seagrove, NC, where they built a 
Japanese style Anagama wood kiln. “Our 
focus is to make simple and functional 
pottery by using local wild clay and wood 
firing techniques. When we started our pot-
tery studio in Shigaraki, Japan, we called it 
“Touya” - “Pottery House” in Japanese.
     Hitomi established her skill and knowl-
edge as a professional potter in Shigaraki, 
one of the oldest Japanese pottery towns.

I want to make beautiful pots from natural 
materials and elements, and hope people 
will love, hold, and use them functionally in 
daily life.”
     Takuro Shibata holds a degree in engi-
neering and applied chemistry as well as 
an apprenticeship at local pottery studio in 
Shigaraki, Japan. In 2005, Takuro became 
the director of STARworks Ceramics center 
near Seagrove, NC. Takuro has a national 
reputation as a studio potter and as a wild 
clay specialist.

     Held over for viewing through the end of 
2020, Creative Habitats exhibition features 
three North Carolina artists who indepen-
dently present natural, created, and altered 
habitats in their chosen media. As expected 
within the galleries of Waterworks Visual 
Arts Center in Salisbury, NC, viewers will 
be inspired, and also, challenged to consider 
how their personal habitats can be designed 
and constructed to explore and nurture their 
best selves. The exhibitions will remain on 
view through Dec. 31, 2020.
     Last Seen, by artist-photographer Lor-
raine Turi, is a collection of her photographs 
taken in the last known locations inhabited 
by now-extinct species. Leading up to her 
photo documentation, Lorraine performed 
exhaustive research, creating lists of extinct 
beings, even re-tracing the footsteps of 
explorers who witnessed and documented 
the decline and destruction of particular 
species. The images in Last Seen serve as a 

memorial for, and make a visceral connec-
tion between, the lost species and humanity. 

Waterworks Visual Arts Center 
in Salisbury, NC, Has Reopened

     Turi holds a Masters of Fine Art degree, 
has exhibited and lectured extensively in 
the Carolinas, Florida, Kentucky, New York 
and New Jersey, and her photographs are in 
corporate, public and private collections. 
     Alix Hitchcock’s current colorful art 
on paper works are one-of-a-kind gelatin 
monotype prints with the themes of dancers, 
acrobats, birds, sea animals, dragonflies, 
herons, foxes, and other creatures. Cel-
ebrating their relationships to their natural 
environment, to each other, and to humans, 
Hitchcock placed her nature family in 
abstracted environments. Using a silhouette 
format, her characters appear in layers of 
transparency, recognizable but still ambigu-
ous, some with an undertone of danger or 
anticipation. Her technique is to print on a 
“gelatin plate” using hand-drawn stencils 
with water-based printmaking inks, most 
with additional colored pencil. Her quest is 
to impart to the viewer a sense of awe in the 
presence of Nature, and bring the viewer 
into each artwork’s world of movement and 
mystery. 
     With a Master of Art degree in painting, 
Hitchcock is an instructor of drawing and 
painting of figures and landscapes at North 
Carolina universities, colleges, museums, 
and design centers. Her work has been 
widely exhibited across North and South 
Carolina, and Virginia.
     “I am an outsider-visionary artist of 17 
years,” says Adam Wensil in describing 
himself.  “My art has fondly been called 
‘organized clutter’ in that I use ordinary 
objects in unexpected ways to create a new 
and memorable experience.” Wensil works 
in three areas: sculpture (the human figure), 
wire panels, and whimsy (fun, fast, anything 
goes), and his exhibition, Off Kilter (specifi-
cally referring to The Gilda House creation) 
is comprised of all three.   
     Gilda House has a dynamic, amazing 
story about five unique individuals and their 
loving pets who choose to share life togeth-
er in the Off Kilter world of Gilda House. 
A Pop Art expression, with architecture and 
furnishings inspired by Corbusier, and rich, 
Raphaelite colors, Wensil constructed Gilda 
House from items given to him by strangers 
and friends. It is an art piece, not a doll-

house. The official music for Gilda House is 
“Imagine,” by John Lennon. 
     Diagnosed with bi-polar disease thirty 
years ago, Wensil says, “My artwork is 
all about me and my interpretation of life, 
including my fears and phobias…. It is my 
expression through art that allows me to 
(be in) better control (of) my life.” After 28 
months of work, The Gilda House is still a 
work in progress. “My goal in art is always 
‘completion not perfection.’” The Gilda 
House IS ADAM. 
      Beginning Oct. 1, Waterworks’ galleries 
will welcome visitors to enjoy this exhibi-
tion and shop in the Museum Store, by ap-
pointment. Plans for a complete re-opening 
will be announced on the website

     Good as Gold: Fashioning Senegalese 
Women is the first major exhibition of 
Senegalese gold jewelry to date that focuses 
on the history of Senegal’s gold, from past 
to present, and the beauty and complexity of 
the way Senegalese women use ornament 
and fashion to present themselves. A key 
theme of the exhibition is the Senegalese 
concept of sañse (a Wolof word for dressing 
up or looking and feeling good). Good as 
Gold explores how a woman in a city like 
Dakar might use a piece of gold jewelry to 
build a carefully tailored, elegant fashion 
ensemble.
     The exhibition also looks at the intercon-
nectedness of local and global expressions 
and understanding of fashion. In addition to 
presenting nearly 120 works, the exhibition 
unveils an haute couture ensemble inspired 
by the strength and savoir faire of Senega-
lese women, designed by Oumou Sy—
Senegal’s “Queen of Couture” and its most 
celebrated fashion designer.

energy and chaos. “I think of it as making 
chaos legible,” he says.
     City in the Grass, Drew’s first major 
outdoor sculpture, is both an abstracted 
cityscape and a colorful flying carpet. Over 
100 feet long and 30 feet wide, the work is 
composed of aluminum panels covered in a 
mosaic pattern of colored sand, mimicking 
a Persian carpet. Drew wants his visitors 
to feel like Gulliver discovering Lilliput as 
they wander through his bird’s-eye view of 
a city. “In the end,” he says, “it can be your 
flying carpet transporting you to wherever 
you need to be.” Drew sees public art as a 
shared experience, and for him City in the 
Grass is not complete until the public ap-
pears and interacts with the work, making 
it whole.
      This project at the NCMA is generously 
supported by the Hartfield Foundation and 
Libby and Lee Buck. Leonardo Drew: City 
in the Grass was commissioned by Madison 
Square Park Conservancy, New York, and 
was first exhibited in Madison Square Park.
     Leonardo Drew: Making Chaos Legible

“Affirming sacred worth, 
restoring human dignity, and sabotaging the 
shame of poverty, the Haywood Street fres-
co announces, in plaster and pigment, that 
you matter,” said The Rev. Brian Combs of 
the Haywood Street congregation.
      This exhibition features monumental 
drawings, intimate portraits, and studies by 
artist Christopher Holt (b. 1977, Asheville, 
NC; lives Weaverville, NC) for the Hay-
wood Street Beatitudes fresco completed in 
September 2019. The fresco is the result of 
a two-year community project led by Holt 
with the Rev. Brian Combs, founder of the 
Haywood Street congregation in Asheville. 
      The purpose of the Haywood Street 
fresco is to honor everyday people and 
emphasize the church’s ministry, which 
focuses on helping members of the com-
munity who live in poverty and often on 
the margins of society. The congregation 
is encouraged to live by the Beatitudes 
(the blessings recounted by Jesus in the 
Sermon on the Mount), which is also the 
subject of the fresco. In the Haywood Street 
Beatitudes, Holt gracefully incorporates 
powerful portraits of the local community 
and members of the congregation in his

Their passion 
for British sporting art and culture blossomed 
taking them on many unexpected adventures 
that have led them to build a first-rate collection 
of animal and sporting paintings.

This 
selection of paintings and prints from a ma-
jor, private, Charleston collection of Northern 
Renaissance art introduces a world of intensely, 
and sometimes disturbingly, vivid imagery that 
speaks to uncertainties of the period and remains 
relevant today. This exhibition is a selection of art 
curated by Lawrence Goedde, Ph.D., professor 
of art history at the University of Virginia. The col-

Gallery 8, Through Jan. 10, 2021 - "Building a 
Legacy: The Vibrant Vision Collection of Jona-
than Green and Richard Weedman". Over the 
past forty years, acclaimed artist Jonathan Green 
and his partner and studio director, Richard 
Weedman, have amassed an astonishing col-
lection of nearly 1,300 paintings, sculpture, and 
works on paper. The exhibition presents a selec-
tion of forty-nine works of art from this significant 
private collection, offering a rare glimpse at the 
couple’s aesthetic interests and the artistic inspi-
ration behind Green’s own artwork. Gallery 9, 
Through Jan. 10, 2021 - "A Return to the Grand 
Tour: Micromosaic Jewels from the Collection of 
Elizabeth Locke". Micromosaics arrived at their 
height of pictorial perfection from the late 18th to 
the mid 19th centuries. These exquisitely crafted 
plaques, which contain up to 1,400 delicately 
shaded tiles of glass per square inch, were sold 
to travelers on their Grand Tour through Italy. 
Made into jewelry, boxes, and paper weights and 
sold as easily carried mementoes, micromosaics 
passed out of fashion toward the end of the 19th 
century and are now a lost art. This exhibition 
features 92 brilliant examples from the private 
collection of Elizabeth Locke. Galleries 1, 4, 
and 5, Permanent Exhibition - "18th and 19th 
Century American Paintings and Sculpture". 
American paintings, from colonial portraits to 
Civil War-era landscapes, occupy the Gibbes 
Main Gallery. Portraits of leading political, social, 
and military figures include works by Jeremiah 
Theus, Henry Benbridge, Benjamin West, Gilbert 
Stuart, Thomas Sully and Samuel F.B. Morse. 
The gallery also features landscape and genre 
scenes by Angelica Kaufmann, Louis Mignot, 
Eastman Johnson, Conrad Wise Chapman, and 
William Aiken Walker. The paintings collection 
is complemented by examples of neoclassical 
sculpture on view in the Campbell Rotunda, and 
decorative art objects on loan from the Rivers 
Collection. Gallery 5, Permanent Exhibition - 
"Miniature Portraits". The first American miniature 
portraits were painted in Charleston, and today 
the Gibbes is home to one of the most prestigious 
portrait miniature collections in the United States. 
Containing more than six hundred objects, the 
collection spans nearly two hundred years and 
represents the work of over a hundred artists. 
Small enough to fit in the palm of the hand, these 
tiny portraits were treasured remembrances 
of loved ones in the age before photography. 
Presented in state-of-the-art display cases, and 
in viewable storage drawers featured miniatures 
include works by Mary Roberts, Jeremiah Theus, 
Henry Benbridge, Charles Wilson Peale, Pierre 
Henri, Edward Greene Malbone, George Engle-
heart, and Charles Fraser. Gallery 6, Permanent 
Exhibition - "20th Century American Regional-
ism and the Charleston Renaissance". At the turn 
of the twentieth century, American artists looked 
to their European counterparts and beyond as 
they developed identifiably American artistic 
movements. Two particularly strong influences 
during this time period were French Impression-
ism and Japanese woodblock prints. Another 
prevailing theme during this period was the grow-
ing interest in American subject matter. American 
regionalism and social realism played important 
roles in the development of art in Charleston, 
which flourished as a destination for artists, par-
ticularly during the years of 1915 to 1945 a period 
now known as the Charleston Renaissance. 
Gallery 7, Permanent Exhibition - "Modern 
and Contemporary". Modern and contemporary 
art in America encompasses a wide range of 
styles, subject matter, and media. As a whole, the 
diversity of modern and contemporary art reflects 
the rich and varied heritage of our nation and 
the lowcountry region. Works in this gallery were 
created over the past forty years by artists who 
are native to the area, who have worked here, or 
who have created objects that reflect the complex 
story of the region. The works are grouped to 
reflect several themes including the southern 
landscape, the human figure, abstraction, and 
the legacy of slavery in America.

War". Charleston played a critical role in the 
Revolutionary War. South Carolina was the 
wealthiest of the thirteen rebellious colonies 
and Charleston was its key port to maintain 
its trade with the outside world. The British 
would make three attempts against the city 
during the Revolutionary War. Their defeat at 
the Battle of Sullivan’s Island on June 28, 1776 
was a crucial patriot victory, which convinced 
many that independence could be achieved. 
The Siege of Charleston, meanwhile, was the 
longest siege of the Revolutionary War and the 
largest battle in South Carolina. These events 
and others are chronicled in the new exhibit, 
which will also features artifacts and period 
images that have not been exhibited at the 
Museum before.
