“When you sit in a room and someone 
tells you that you have cancer, it changes 
what you think is important,” Barrow says. 
“I told myself I would do things for me. 
October almost two years ago, I picked up a 
paint brush, then joined the Artists Col-
lective. I have learned so much from the 
wonderful artists at the Collective and will 
be forever grateful.”
     The works in the exhibition reflect that 
“all things are possible,” she says. “A 
period of revolution is once around the sun 
– spring, summer, winter and fall. I hope to 
inspire people that no matter what they are 
going through, time goes on and all things

      As a child, Barrows says, she drew with 
chalk and pastels. She has been painting 
with oils for about two years.
     Barrows says she paints things that make 
her happy, and “I hope when people see my 
work it helps them remember what makes 
them happy.”

     “As a child my mother always asked me, 
what are you doing in there? I will always 
say, “I am making something,’’ says Wingo. 
“This exhibition, Making It, is a retrospec-
tive show with a group of works spanning 
my career as an artist creating drawings, 
painting, and sculptures over a number of 
years from four series of works.”
      “I have attempted to share my compel-
ling commentary on contemporary Ameri-
can social cultural issues and humanity.
