     The Gibbes Museum of Art in Charles-
ton, SC, has announced that Angela D. 
Mack will retire from her role as president 
and CEO in October 2025. In her accom-
plished 43-year career at the Gibbes she 
served as Associate Curator, Curator of 
Collections, Chief Curator and Deputy Di-
rector of Curatorial Affairs before becoming 
Executive Director in 2008 and assuming 
her current role in 2023. The museum will 
launch a nationwide search to fill the posi-
tion.
     “We are deeply grateful for Angela’s four 
decades of dedicated service,” said Board 
President Spencer Lynch. “Her curatorial 
contributions, visionary organizational lead-
ership and successful fundraising sustained 
and enriched the Gibbes and brought a 
global perspective to Charleston while also 
showing the city’s significant contribution 
to the world through art.”
     At the Gibbes, Mack organized or over-
saw the display of over 300 groundbreaking 
exhibitions and the acquisition of numerous 
significant artworks including pieces by 
Edward Hopper, Jasper Johns, Kara Walker 
and Fred Wilson. She spearheaded an 
award-winning, two-and-a-half-year, $17.5 
million building renovation as well as com-
pleted a $14.5 million capital campaign and 
a Historic Tax Credit initiative that provided 
an additional $2.5 million for the building 
renovation. In addition, she doubled the 
organization’s endowment through legacy 
gifts.
     In 2009, Mack completed and in 2024 
oversaw the Gibbes’ third and fourth ac-
creditations with the American Alliance of 
Museums.

      The Gibbes Museum of Art in Charles-
ton, SC, will celebrate the 15th anniversary 
of the 1858 Prize for Contemporary South-
ern Art with a major exhibition highlighting 
artwork and success stories of the diverse 
group of American artists recognized by the 
annual prize. Originally established as the 
Factor Prize for Southern Art, the annual 
award, underwritten by the Gibbes young 
patrons’ auxiliary group, Society 1858, 
since 2013, was developed to recognize the 
outstanding contributions of contemporary 
artists in the South. Celebrating the 1858 
Prize for Contemporary Southern Art, will 
be on view from Oct. 11 through Jan. 12, 
2025.
     “Recognizing and supporting artists from 
our region is at the heart of the Gibbes’ 
mission,” says Angela Mack, president and 
CEO of the Gibbes Museum of Art. “The 
Prize has evolved dramatically over the 
last 15 years, and we are proud to see many 
of its past recipients recognized by na-
tional and international art entities.

     Now, Helene has done a job on many 
areas of the Carolinas, but especially in 
Upstate SC and Western NC. The Gov-
ernor of NC has stated that “All roads in 
WNC should be considered closed!” Some

numerous prestigious collections, includ-
ing the Smithsonian Museum of American 
Art, and she has received multiple awards, 
including a United States Artist Fellowship, 
an Anonymous Was a Woman Award and a 
Rappaport Prize, among others.
     The 2015 winner Deborah Luster’s 
work has been featured in groundbreaking 
photography exhibitions such as A Long 
Arc: Photography and the American South, 
High Museum of Art (2023), Southbound: 
Photographs of and about the New South, 
Halsey Institute (traveling, 2018-2022) and 
Prison Nation, Aperture Foundation New 
York (traveling, 2018-2022). She has also 
been recognized as a Ford Foundation Fel-
low, National Academy of Design Fellow 
and an artist in residence at both the Robert 
Rauschenberg Foundation (2016) and the 
Joan Mitchell Foundation (2020).
     The 2017 Prize winner Bo Bartlett 
opened the Bo Bartlett Center at Columbus 
State University shortly after receiving 
the award. Based on the belief that art can 
change lives, the center focuses on com-
munity outreach programs that help foster 
inclusivity by encouraging participation 

from diverse voices, as well as partnering 
with other institutions to provide innovative 
exhibitions that deepen the public’s under-
standing of art.
     The 2022 Prize winner Raheleh Filsoofi, 
now a 2023 Joan Mitchell Fellow, will be 
recognized in the Gibbes Museum of Art’s 
permanent collection with an installation 
created specifically for Charleston.

And, don’t mess with Mother nature.

      The City of North Charleston’s Cultural 
Arts Department is pleased to announce 
that woven fiber works by Kristy Bishop 
(Charleston, SC) and oil paintings by Anne

In 2018, we began our partnership with student bodies and witnessed firsthand how even 
small engagements can bring big results. In part thanks to our voter registration and GOTV 
efforts, the student voter turnout at CalArts (California Institute for the Arts) increased by 
43.8% from the previous midterm election, helping to flip two red Congressional districts 
blue.

In 2020, we took our efforts nationwide. We forged partnerships with art schools through-
out the country with the goal of inspiring students to vote through a series of hugely popular 
online artist talks with internationally renowned artists including Laura Owens, Christina 
Quarles, Lauren Halsey, Amir Fallah, and Ruben Ochoa. We used our online platform to 
encourage civic engagement and provided students with practical information about how, 
why, and where to vote.

Artists 4 Democracy has also built expansive and ongoing partnerships with grassroots 
organizations across the country, including ADVICE, Walk the Walk, Phone Banking with 
Artists, Swing Left, and Vote Nevada.

As we approach the elections of 2024, we do so with a renewed sense of urgency. The push 
for anti-democratic legislation at the local and state level, paired with the rollback of per-
sonal freedoms and privacy laws surrounding abortion, make it even more imperative that 
we mobilize people, especially young folks and first-time voters. This year, we are partnering 
with colleges, universities, and community organizations in California, Nevada, and other 
key states to get out the vote. Through hands-on art workshops, we combine voter educa-
tion with creative, engaging activities—everything from zine-making to tote bag stenciling.

As a multilateral network, the art community is uniquely poised to instigate change. Artists 
have the potential to reach a broad section of people across the country, and share skills 
suited to providing a creative approach to the pressing issues of climate change, income 
and gender inequality, healthcare, criminal justice, and voting rights. Artists 4 Democracy 
believes that by fostering this sense of empowerment in young artists, they will use their 
creativity to become active forces for positive political and social change.

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landscape painting, along with symbolism 
and emotionalism. Her newest work fits 
no conventional genre but is a mixture of 
abstracted ideas utilizing the careful glazes, 
brush strokes, and techniques of old master 
portraiture.

more agony than ecstasy.
     An icon defined as “a person or thing 
regarded as a representative symbol” has 
intrigued the artist coming from the influ-
ence of advertising and simplicity com-
bined. The simple Cycladic figures, as we 
see them today - clean and white not painted 
as they were- and the perfectly simple logo 
representing a company become icons, sup-
planting the older sense of specific religious 
figures.
     Early knowledge and information are 

so often ignored minimizing the approach 
to truth and beauty. What, these pieces are 
not beautiful? Then what is beauty? Who 
decides, the beholder? Maybe like sugar 
plums dancing in our heads, the pieces 
called “Degas Bathers Turned Dancers” will 
provide a lighter tone.
     The works are composed of recycled 
and natural materials avoiding plastics and 
machine or mold made reproductions.  Each 
is individually made. These creations are 
not refined or highly polished as they are 
the back to basics with human foibles and 
imperfections – perfection is something for 
striving not necessarily achieving and cer-
tainly missing in the normal human form.
     This show could have many titles such 
as “Inside the Veil” or “Beginning of the 
World As It Is” or “Hang Down Your Head” 
or even “Do you like my quirks?” What is 
a title? Is it a guide, a suggestion, a limita-
tion? The artist has always been moved by 
the stories of African tribes inviting into the 
dance an individual wearing a “grotesque” 

mask to indicate the groups acceptance of 
those with “imperfections.”  
     Corrigan Gallery has begun its 20th year 
with 36 years of experience in the Charles-
ton art market. It represents local, contem-
porary artists and those of the Charleston 
Renaissance as well as showing significant 
second market pieces.

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bicycle at the entryway and a spacious back 
yard. 
     Sue welcomes me in wearing her own 
artwork: handpainted dangly earrings and 
a silver starfish hanging on a delicate chain 
around her neck. She is a living model 
for her creativity! Compact and endlessly 
energetic, Sue shows me around. Charming 
and bright, the floorplan is an open concept 
living and kitchen area with art on every 
wall and nook. It already seems an artist’s

haven. There is her own art, which she ro-
tates through the home on its way to one of 
the local galleries, and the art of friends who 
inspire her. One especially intriguing piece 
by a friend looks like a precise painting of 
a water scene, complete with a wading bird 
and dragonfly – upon closer inspection it 
is a collage with intricate cut out pieces of 
paper, layer upon layer. This artist is one of 
Sue’s inspirations for her own multi-media 
pieces.

     Moving through the home we reach a big 
beautiful lanai with floor to ceiling windows 
looking out to a grassy expanse and tree 
line. Wonderful sunlight pours in, herb and 
pepper plants abound. The area serves as a 
lovely place to paint – the feeling of being 
outdoors but sheltered from the weather. 
      Finally we make it to Sue’s actual studio, 
designated for and filled to the brim with 
art supplies. Oh my, it is an artist’s dream! 
Tiny but very organized with peg boards 
that line two of the walls. These hold all 
sorts of tools including palette knives, spray 

bottles, shears and a blow dryer. There are 
open shelves holding every type of acrylic 
paint and medium. Jars and cans of dozens 
of brushes are in easy reach on a large desk 
type work table. Canvases and boards and 
boxes of paper are stacked along every 
square inch of space.
     Looking at this cluttered but organized 
chaos I quickly realize Sue has a passion for 
learning techniques and is always experi-
menting with mediums and new types of 
art. Even so, she has a distinct style that is 

instantly recognizable as hers. Very cheerful 
florals and landscapes, whether painted or 
collage or a combination, are obviously 
coming from Sue’s happy place in her head. 
She shows me how she started a piece with 
a bright base of complimentary colored leaf 
shapes that look quite abstract. Over that 
she will layer paint and papers, in this case 
creating negative space, leaving the bright 
base as a centerpiece of flowers. No matter 
what technique she uses she ends up with 
cheerful paintings that never fail to make 
the viewer smile. 
     Some of Sue’s art has a quite romantic 
feel. Using bits of lace as well as cut and 
torn paper, words torn from text, paint and 
charcoal a collage painting titled Lady 
in Waiting is simply gorgeous. In it, and 
other art, Sue will sometimes begin with 
a scribbled note on the canvas – perhaps 
a note to herself of the inspiration for the 
piece. Occasionally these cursive scribbles 
will peek out from behind the layers to 
tantalize the curious viewer. 
     Never missing the chance to try a new art 
form, Sue has a box of beautiful blue yarn 
that she will be trying her skill at knitting 
with. She also is experimenting with silver-
clay which is microscopic particles of silver 

(or copper or gold) suspended in an organic 
binder to create a pliable material with a 
consistency like modeling clay. The jewelry 
she has created with this is quite impressive. 
     Tearing ourselves away from the studio 
we peek into Mike Grilli’s garage work-
shop. He is the master craftsman behind 
Sue’s frames, panels and shelving for the 
studio. In fact he has had a hand in much of 
their home – remodeling the kitchen cabi-
nets and built-ins – all helpful surrounding 
the artist with a space that supports her craft 
and sparks her creativity! 
     I really enjoyed visiting this talented 
Bluffton artist and her creative workplace. 
Sue Gilli is one of six artist/owners of the 
cooperative La Petite Gallerie in Old Town 
Bluffton. She generally works there on 
Thursdays where she is happy to greet you 
and talk art. Please visit soon to see her 
work in person!

     The Greenville Center for Creative Arts 
in Greenville, SC, will present Imperma-
nence & Abject Space, featuring works by 
Brittany M. Watkins, on view in the Main 
Gallery, from Oct. 4 through Nov. 27, 2024. 
A reception will be held on Oct. 4, from 
6-9pm. An Artalk Performance & Q/A with 
Brittany Watkins will be offered on Nov. 
16, from 2-3pm. 
     Dipped in a lukewarm bath of brightly 
colored self-awareness, Watkins acknowl-
edges a contemporary world enthralled with 
the screen just a fingertip’s length away. 
It’s easier not to question; instead, we deny. 
Impermanence & Abject Space is about 
facing oneself. From abject space, found 
and discarded goods, once deemed useless, 
emerge. Piled, stacked, fragmented, stitched 
together, overturned, and slathered in layers 
of paint. This body of work examines the 
human experience scrutinizing the material 
world through a laborious analytic process 
driven by anxiety-fueled curiosity. 
     For the first time in one space, abstract 
paintings are placed alongside mixed-
media “remnant works” that blur the lines 
between painting and sculpture. Hand-
stitched fibers pushed and pulled within the 
rectangle frame of the traditionally defined, 
wall-bound painting, continue to evolve. 
This new series of remnant works use an 
expanded list of deconstructed domestic 

materials mined from past installations (all 
temporary). As each installation moves 
from the living present into memory, its 
physical form returns to waste. 
     Viewers are challenged to consider the 
who, what, where, and why of art/life within 
institutional hierarchies. Teetering back and 
forth between deconstruction and rebuild-
ing, Watkins’ process underscores alleged 
binaries such as life - death, rich - poor, 
and happy - sad offering visual contradic-
tions between worth and worthless. This 
exhibition highlights the function of art in 
contemporary society, urging viewers to 
consider widely accepted value systems that 
drive a product-based life.

Greenville Center for Creative Arts

     Brittany M. Watkins (b.1989, Carrollton, 
GA) is a distinguished multi-disciplinary 
artist, gallery director, and educator based 
in Columbia, SC. Renowned for her large-
scale installation works, Watkins has earned 
notable accolades including the South 
Carolina Arts Commission State Fellowship 
in 2024, the South Arts State Fellowship in 
2022, and the ArtFields’ Juried Panel Prize 
in 2018.
     Watkins holds a Bachelor’s Degree in 
Fine Art from the University of West Geor-
gia (2012) and a Master’s Degree in Studio 
Art from Florida State University (2016). 
Her graduate studies ignited a passion for 
fostering contemporary art in the South-
ern United States, leading her to establish 
artist-run spaces and pop-up exhibitions in 
Tallahassee. She went on to serve as presi-
dent and exhibitions coordinator of 621 
Gallery from 2018-2019 and was appointed 
Director of Goodall Gallery at Columbia 
College in July 2023. Her position as gal-
lerist, curator, and community organizer 
continues to be shaped by an examination 
of contemporary society at the center of her 
artistic practice.
     “As daily life becomes more deeply 
entrenched with the screen just a finger-
tip’s length away, the rapidly expanding 
consumer culture infiltrates the collective 
consciousness,” says Watkins. “My art 
examines the emotional, physical, and 
political detritus that overflow in present 
day America. I examine the relationship 
between private, psychological space and 
its counterpart: the public, edited, physi-
cal world through a lens of psychoanalysis 
and social critique. My process begins with 
collecting (things and information). Cast 
off materials, discarded or overlooked for 

a failure to serve the ‘intended purpose’ 
- here, a line is drawn between the object 
and the individual, connecting widespread 
socio-economic concerns to personal 
fluctuations in stability. Domestic space (the 
home) acts as a metaphor for the mind and 
gateway to the psychological.”
     “I arrive equipped with only a color and 
the edge of an idea, ready to learn from 
each place, situated in time among history 
and present day. An immersive installation 
comes to life in real time as I transform the 
space in real time. Viewers are invited to 
enter the artwork as if stepping into a paint-
ing. This reality, separate from ordinary life 
and traditional art viewing, highlights the 
social psyche linking place to the formation 
of self/identity.”
     “Vibrant colors first appear joyous and 
light-hearted but upon closer inspection, 
formal arrangements of charged marks 
highlight the underlying damage masked 
by layers of paint. Emotional tendencies 
such as insecurity and dependence emerge 
alongside a compulsive process, exerting a 
need for control like posturing the self for 
public display. This work acknowledges the 
facade of the mediated image that is further 
perpetuated by social media. The mate-
rial excess, self-aware in its presentation, 
questions narratives that equate wealth and 
external gratification to happiness. These 
experiential and abstract painted works 
focus on the present moment, imploring 
viewers to consider their relationship to the 
material world.”

     Greenville Technical College in Greer, 
SC, is presenting Mono no aware: Photogra-
phy by Leigh Mitchell, on view in the Benson 
Campus Galleries, from Oct. 7 -18, 2024.
     Fall is a season of contrasts. The days 
begin with a chill, foretelling the coming 
winter, then closing with an afternoon of 
summer heat. We sweater-up in the AM to 
then shed a layer or two by lunch. We notice 
the trees are still green, but that green is dull, 
faded, browning on the edges, ready for 
winter rest. 
     Mitchell’s photographs celebrate this 
seasonal contrast, the natural cycles of birth 
and death. Her title, Mono no aware, a Japa-
nese phrase meaning “beauty tinged with 
sadness.” Mitchell states, “More specifically 
it refers to the bittersweet awareness that all 
existence is ephemeral, and every moment of 
life is short lived.” 
     Nature’s ephemeral existence is not 
only the seasonal cycle but also the human 
sourced destruction of the natural cycle. 
Mitchell’s images of fall as beauty tinged 
with sadness conjure feelings … “of impend-
ing loss”…“feelings of vulnerability, loss, 
loneliness, precariousness and foreboding.” 
      Technically Mitchell often employs a 
Holga camera to record her 30+ landscapes. 
The Holga is a cheap, imperfect plastic 
camera with very limited control and range. 
It is plagued with light leaks and imprecise 
outcomes. The Holga, in many ways, mimics 
our imperfect, short sighted way of seeing. 
It is a metaphor for humans attempted do-
minion over the natural world with little ap-
preciation or understanding of the long-range 
outcomes of our interventions. Choosing to 
embrace the Holga as an instrument produc-
ing imperfect but visionary images deepens 
the meaning of Mitchell’s exhibition. 
     Mitchell elaborates “Another transla-
tion for ‘mono no aware’ is ‘a sensitivity to 
things,’ or noticing, identifying with, and 

having appreciation for things. As a result 
of this sensitivity, a subtle ache accompa-
nies the awareness that all things inevita-
bly change form or come to an end. The 
transience of nature/of life/of reality makes it 
both haunting and precious.” 
      Leigh Mitchell is an artist/educator. 
Mitchell holds a master’s degree in Studio 
Art from Western Carolina University. Her 
work has been exhibited at The Center for 
Fine Art Photography, Fort Collins, CO; the 
Rochester Contemporary Art Center, Roch-
ester, NY; The Asheville Art Museum; and 
most recently, in Greenville, SC, at The SE 
Center for Photography, and at the Green-
ville Center for Creative Arts.
      Mono no aware is a welcome to and 
introduction of Mitchell, as a newly installed 
full-time photography instructor, in the 
Department of Visual Art.

     Jeremy Russell completed a BFA in 
Painting at the University of North Caro-
lina Asheville. It was at UNC Asheville 
that Russell began developing a layered 
narrative of his life and family history in 
his paintings. Layered visual contrasts 
and symbolic concepts eventually led to 
abstraction. For Russell, abstraction has 
always been rooted in influential events 
and defining experiences. Always a paint-
er, Russell’s career has followed multiple 
paths that have ultimately helped him to 
develop and progress as an artist. 
     As a movie and theater set painter, 
theme park ride painter, sign painter, and 
owner and operator of a mural company 
for commercial applications, he honed his 
skills and formed the foundation of his 
process. The knowledge gleaned through 
these experiences impacted both his ap-
proach to physical application of materials 
and understanding of the diverse range of 
mediums that he employs.
      Russell states, “The body of work 
included in Listen To The Land is a 
metaphorical abandonment of modernity, 
a surrender to the natural world. Putting 
this into words is a reflection more than 
a proposal. While I can break down all 
the elements that inspire me to commit to 
this path, the most direct way to express 
the sentiment is to simply turn everything 
off and head into the woods. I put down 
my phone, turn off my computer, power 
down my bluetooth headset and just sit in 

nature. There is so much there. The poetry 
of it all is a refuge for me and I hope to 
convey these emotions through these 
paintings.”
     Russell’s process is that of an intui-
tive abstract painter. The way he paints 
is largely a reflection of his personality. 
He uses instinctual mark making and a 
sequence of edits that eventually come 
together to form a rich and layered paint-
ing. Similarly, as he’s painting, Russell 
allows his thoughts to jump from one idea 
to another in a fluid stream that follows 
the ups and downs of the paint’s move-
ment. His approach to painting is based on 
unorthodox systems that employ multiple 
mediums and homemade tools. In the end 
the meaning in the work is hidden in the 
layers of paint.

     Art & Light Gallery in Greenville, SC, 
will present Counterpoint, a solo exhibition 
of works by Jennifer Bedenbaugh, on view 
from Oct. 29 through Nov. 23, 2024. A re-
ception will be held on Nov. 1, from 6-8pm. 
      Bedenbaugh is most well known for her 
minimalist clay sculptures, which con-
vey a quiet, intimate power through their 
economy of form. Occasionally incorporat-
ing found objects, steel, wood, wire and 
ephemera, Bedenbaugh’s sculptural work 
is an ongoing exploration of the symbol of 
shelter as an embodiment of the self.  
     In Counterpoint, Bedenbaugh shifts from 
the stillness found in her sculptural work 
to the two dimensional surface of painting, 
allowing a new abstract language to emerge. 
Similar to the slow building and refining of 
a clay form, the artist encourages subcon-
scious marks to build, erode, and resurface 
in her paintings. Layers of intuitive mark 
making create a gradual accumulation 
of line and translucent washes of color, 
contrasted by areas of bold, flat color in 
intentional shapes that echo the restraint in 
her sculptural work.  

     Bedenbaugh shares, “Counterpoint is the 
embodiment of an analytical deep dive into 
the great disparity that existed between my

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past sculptural works and my new ventures 
into painting. Through my ongoing explora-
tion into the symbol of shelter as a metaphor 
for real life experience, my sculptural work 
has maintained an allegorical stoicism, a 
witness to restraint and order.

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justice and cultural problems. I began in 
1992 creating art works with an African 
American narration by placing a red, white, 
and blue target on the African American 
male figure standing, sitting, running in 
imagined inner-city or urban environment.” 
     “The target appears as a beacon to pose 
a question or reason. What inspired and 
motivated me to make sculpture using metal 
and heat? I can remember Jenkins Jr. High 
School art teacher Mr. Brooks Huggins had 
one of his bronze cast sculpture in class 
that fascinated me.: In the school’s library 
I read Ebony Magazine’s article on the life 
and works of African American Sculptor 
Richard Hunt; later my encountering an 
exhibition of African Benin bronze sculp-
tures in a museum in New York before my 
post-graduate studies in Italy.”
      “My abstract sculptures in Tetramorphic 
and Formation series depict pronounced 
concepts of futurism as seem through 
biomorphic and organic forms interact-
ing with geometric shapes expressing the 
contrast between the use of mark-making 
texture forms with highly smooth polished 
forms.”
      “The Technocratic, Cyberometic, and 
Techno-morphic series depicting and

      The University of South Carolina 
Upstate in Spartanburg, SC, is presenting 
Refuge in the Round, featuring works by 
Christina Laurel, on view through Oct. 27, 
2024.
     Comprised of mixed media collages and 
sculptural objects, this collection of recent 
works highlights the need for inclusivity 
and respite. This visual art exhibit features a 
set of wall-hung assemblages that were in-
spired and designed for visually challenged 
individuals, and offers the opportunity for 
the work to be read through touch. Similar-
ly, a Braille/English sign marking an area of 
“refuge” like the standard-issue signs found 
in many public facilities for compliance 
with the American Disability Act, welcomes 
all viewers at the gallery’s entrance.
     The center wall displays a group of 
eighteen tondos, configured in the Braille 
spelling of the word refuge. Each piece in 
the show is presented in the form of the 
tondo, (circle in Italian), mimicking the dots 
used to transcribe the language of Braille. 
Clusters of individual two dimensional 
wall-hung botanicals activate the positive 
and negative space. As a whole, the show 
feels more like an installation work, leading 
the viewer through the exhibit. A set of 
totem-like sculptures are cylindrical, featur-
ing meticulously hand-cut paper butterflies 
en masse. This unique and unexpected 
round format eschews the edges and angles 
of rectangular framing, offering a soften-
ing effect that prompts the eye to dance 
throughout the exhibit.
     Nature motifs are a mainstay element 
found in much of Laurel’s work, relying 
specifically on symbolism to reference her 
view of nature as a form of refuge from the 
effects of sensory bombardment inherent to 
living in today’s manmade world. Particu-
lar elements such as the butterfly, cherry 

blossoms or lily pads appear and reappear, 
referencing pollination and various other 
regenerative aspects found in the natural 
world. This impressive exhibit supplies all 
viewers with a quiet space to take a break 
from the stimuli of contemporary human 
life and to simply find refuge.
     Laurel practices from her studio in the 
City of Greer Center for the Arts, where 
she creates two dimensional work and 
installations. She earned her BS-Studio Art 
from The College at Brockport SUNY and 
continued her research through additional 
studies at Cornell University and University 
of Maryland. She has participated as an 
artist in residence with several visual arts 
institutions in the southeastern US, was a 
workshop presenter for SC Arts Educators 
Association in 2022-23 and actively exhib-
its her work in solo, invitational and group 
exhibits.

     Davidson College in Davidson, NC, will 
present Catherine Opie: In Dialogue, on view 
in the Van Every/Smith Galleries at the Belk 
Visual Arts Center, from Oct. 14 - Dec. 16 
and Jan. 14 - Feb. 2, 2025. A reception will 
be held on Oct. 15, from 6-7:30pm. An artist 
lecture will be held on Oct. 15, at 5pm by 
Tyler-Tallman, in the Sloan Music Center. 
     Catherine Opie is one of the most impor-
tant American photographers of our time. 
For more than three decades she has used her 
artistic practice to help us see people, places, 
and subcultures that are often overlooked. 
Opie has created seminal portraits of the 

LGBTQIA community, as well as images of 
high school football players, California surf-
ers, protesters, and tender portraits of herself, 
friends, and family. She has also drawn 
our attention to both the natural and built 
environments, capturing domestic interiors, 
mini-malls, monuments, freeways, national 
parks, memorials, and swamps. In her role as 
a witness, Opie has equally presented back to 
us both the good and the bad, the losses and 
the gains, the constructive and the destructive.
     In Dialogue presents four series from 
2016-2020. The Modernist, Opie’s first foray

into film, is a haunting narrative composed of 
more than 800 black-and-white photographs 
that speaks to the unattainable utopian prom-
ises of modernist architecture in Los Angeles. 
Opie’s Political Collages rely on The Mod-
ernist’s aesthetics of magazine and newspaper 
clippings. These quirky animations about 
serious issues, including gun control and 
environmental catastrophe are presented on 
oversized monitors that reference iPhones, a 
primary way many of us now take in news.
     Opie’s seven-part artwork, monument/
monumental, along with photographic dip-
tychs from her 2020 series, capture the socio-
political landscape during an unprecedented 
year, shot while on a road trip from Los 
Angeles to the southeastern United States. 
Through poignant juxtapositions of images 
highlighting the COVID-19 pandemic, police 
shootings, the removal of confederate monu-
ments, the 2020 presidential election, protests, 
and more, Opie captures the complexities of a 
nation divided.
      Opie’s work is as vital as ever. As the 2024 
election looms, and the personal freedoms of 
women, LGBTQIA+ individuals, and people 
of color are particularly under threat, we hope 
this presentation inspires us to come together 
and reflect on our similarities rather than our 
differences and to collectively consider ways 
to foster a more inclusive and thriving society 
for all.
     Catherine Opie was born in Sandusky, 
OH, in 1961 and earned her BFA from the 

San Francisco Art Institute and her MFA 
from California Institute of the Arts. Her 
work has been exhibited extensively at 
institutions worldwide, including MASP, 
São Paulo (2024), Heide Museum of Modern 
Art, Bulleen, Australia (2023); Henie Onstad

And, Contemporary 
Printmaking, in the Founders Gallery at 
SASi. The Exhibition of Contemporary 
Printmaking features work by student 
artists and their printmaking instructor Za-
levskaya at Gaston College in Dallas, NC. 
Both exhibitions will be on view through 
Nov. 1, 2024.   
     Artists’ Books is comprised of works 
by eleven regional artists: Mary Bartrop, 
Karen Bean, Anne Cowie, Dana Ends-
ley, Laura Gardner, Janet Kaufman, Pam 
Perkins, Jean Silver, Lore Spivey, Donna 
Vaillancourt, Peggy Williams, who work 
in paper, mylar, clay, leather, wood and 
other media to create unique books in a 
variety of forms.
     Members of the “Bookies” Group are 
a diverse group of women from varying 
backgrounds, all united by a love of mak-
ing books by hand. Some of the books are 
from handmade papers, adding content 
through artful paste papers and mixed 
media collage, for a visual Kaleidoscope. 
Some papers are embellished with inks, 
dyes, and twigs, then sewn together by 
hand for a “quieter read”. 
     One set of “books” by book artist 
Lore Spivey of Gastonia, NC, are laser 
cut circles, stacked onto a dowel rod into 
large spheres with stitching, lettering and 
photographs. The pages of these spheres 
can be separated by pegs to hold your 
place in the “book”.  
     Charlotte, NC, book artist Karen Bean 
has made a series of flag books represent-
ing the number of women killed in the 
United States by their domestic partner. 
This somber statistic is laid out on a table, 
each book equaling one month, as a star-
tling visual story that needs to be told. 

that looks quite complicated and others 
that seem simple to replicate. There are 
square books, round books, linear books 
that spread out and tiny books that seem 
impossible to make. You will find many 
different stories told within the books in 
this exhibit. And while you may expect 
each book to have content, some are left 
intentionally blank, for the viewer to fill in 
the pages with their own story. Books and 
book kits are available to purchase from 
this exhibit.
     Also, on view at Southern Arts Society 
(SASi), is Contemporary Printmaking in 
the Founders Gallery at SASi. This exhi-
bition features work by student artists and 
their printmaking instructor Zalevskaya at 
Gaston College in Dallas, NC. The prints 
vary in technique, concept, and skill level, 
showcasing techniques such as linocut, 
silkscreen, woodblock, lithography on 
polyplates, and monotypes. Some pieces 
are the first prints made by students, while 
others are by more experienced artists 
revisiting a technique. 
     The relationship between a student and 
teacher is one of exchange and nurturing, 
as it fosters growth, encourages experi-
mentation, and allows for the sharing of 
knowledge and techniques. As you view 
these prints, consider how this collabora-
tive relationship influences the artistic 
process and contributes to the richness and 
diversity of the work on display.

     Adaptation is defined as “the process in 
which a living thing changes slightly over 
time to be able to continue to exist in a 
particular environment.”
     Kenny Nguyen feels this process mate-
rialized within himself, his lineage, and his 
methodology of making.
     Born and raised on a coconut grove in 
the Bến Tre province of Vietnam, the artist 
lived a quiet rural life and later moved to 
the States at the age of 19. This dispersion 
from his homeland mapped a new internal 
geography–a subtle double-consciousness 
that the artist works with– traversing the 
spiritual and physical, the contemporary and 
historical.
     Thinking of himself as a hybrid, Nguyen 

merges his cultural traditions and the 
canon of abstract painting and fiber art in 
an innovative way. Also, in reverence of 
ancestors who endured histories of coloni-
zation and imperialism by the Chinese and 
French for hundreds to thousands of years, 
Nguyen’s work processes diasporic data 
and illuminates the shifting nature of place 
and identity as an ode to these transmuta-
tive legacies and an exploration of his own 
creative metamorphosis.
     Nguyen’s training in fashion design and 
painting pair beautifully to realize his dis-
tinct practice–one that both deviates from 
and expands on tradition, one insistent on 
adapting to change to find beauty and break 
barriers.

      Turner uses acrylics in a limited color 
palette on large scale canvases. The compo-
sitions use collage elements made from old 
paintings to create vessels and other details 
to relay the story. Viewers will observe the 
texture the collage elements bring to the 
work, along with the brush strokes used 
to create the floral elements...lots of small 
flowers to create visual space and impact.  
Intentionally placed textured dots through-
out the pieces help unify the art and create a 
subtle but evident sense of flow.  
      Within the exhibition exists another 
body of work that Turner calls the “Bird” 
series. Inspired by the poem “Thirteen

      Passion and compassion are the two 
words that immediately come to mind when 
studying the collection Harris is building 
for his first solo exhibition. Hanging in the 
expansive space of the Lusty Gallery that 
uniquely compliments any works on its 
walls, the space adds an aura of its own to 
canvases confidently vaunting a bold use 
of colors. Like many methodical pieces, 
Harris’ implies an easily exacted work 
instead of the hours of experimentation 
and fusing efforts to match the mood of his 
senses, visually and emotionally. His aim 
is to capture a previous impression, the 
visual interaction encountering a person, 
image, object, perhaps a scene. These can 
lay dormant, or in a state of contemplation, 
brewing towards a conceptual photograph 
until there’s the urging in Harris to bring the 
whole of an image into being on his canvas. 
And that is only the work’s mid-journey. 
Dimensions are required. Harris substitutes 
the paintbrush for objects, found, devised, 
created or purchased.
     Strange Fruit, mixed media on canvas, 
conjures Billie Holiday hauntingly deliver-
ing, in metaphoric verse and melody, the 
prolific occurrence of lynchings. This is a 
piece Harris felt impelled to create. “When 
I went to the Billie Holiday Theatre in 
Brooklyn, there was no painting of Billie 
Holiday.” Harris was determined to paint 
Holiday in spite of being anxious about 
undertaking a portrait.
     “I put my music on. I said a prayer and 
I went for it.” Some aspects of the shading 
took hours, shading black and white, repeat-
edly mixing those colors to create shades 
of gray.’ “Black and white on a grayscale. 
It was going to be challenging. It was piece 
by piece by piece.” His method was to draw 
the figure and then the background around 
the figure, decide on an area to work his 
way up. Holiday’s face was last. There were 
late nights. Falling asleep between the parts. 
Imploring prayers. “As it was coming to 
life, I was in awe. I shed a couple of tears 
just looking at it. I captured the energy of 
her singing “Strange Fruit.” I want people 
to capture that emotion, capture the vocal 
cords and the muscles in her throat.”
     To incorporate the mixed media that 

would complete the work, Harris wanted 
to replicate, for effect, the inventiveness of 
the woman, who years earlier first inspired 
him when he was surrounded by her work: 
Dorothy Brunson Wright, a graduate of 
Claflin College, now Claflin University. 
“Her work snatched me into it. It was mixed 
media.” Brunson was unique, and with 
ingenious cleverness created fascinating 
three-dimensional pieces for her murals 
“She blew my mind. She lit the flame. I saw 
her work and it just engulfed me.”
     For Holiday’s dress, Harris used glue, 
dry brushed it and added glitter creating a 
shimmery effect. The red of her lips and 
earrings, which Harris fashioned himself 
with rhinestones, match perfectly. For her 
hair, Harris mixed clear glue with black 
gloss paint and brushed it with strokes to 
create the illusion of hair.
     “I love mixed media,” Harris empha-
sizes. “That’s my thing. I use everything 
around me no matter what it is to incor-
porate it into my picture. I’ll meditate to 
determine what should and shouldn’t go 
into my picture.”
      For the mixed media piece, Ketonet 
Passim, Harris has employed so many 
exciting colors, exploring the juxtaposition 
of an array of pigments, that would seem to 
be his “thing” as well. The piece is Harris’ 
interpretation of a photograph of a friend 
and all-around artist, Michael Knowles, 
who devises his own outfit and creates his 
accompanying props. “Michael’s photo-
graph drew me in. He’s like the modern-day

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Joseph, with the coat-of-many-colors.” 
Harris’ goal was to capture what he loved 
about Knowles’ love of color. He obtained 
floral fabric for the shirt from Dollar Tree. 
Ordered beads and strung the necklaces. 
The hats are vinyl paper and fake leather. 
Ribbon was rolled up, painted and glued 
down. The earring is from Amazon. “It’s 
really a Bohemian earring in his ear which 
represents a real Bohemian.” The rest is 
acrylic, Harris’ medium.  The coat, requir-
ing blending, was the most challenging part. 
“It was piece by piece,” says Harris who 
also said he’s becoming more proficient 
with blending.
     Dream, the painting in acrylic of a young 
ballerina, incorporates tulle, fabric for shoes 
and leotard, faux fur for the seat, wood and 
popsicle sticks for the molding, and fabric 
from a couch for the wall décor. Here the 
vivid blends are set in the background, 
stage for a much larger three-dimensional 
involvement. The vividness of the dancer’s 
hair bows, shoulder straps, and the ribbons 
securing her shoes, bring attention to the 
muted energy of her mouth and the grace 
shaping her face. She is his dancer, deliber-
ately adorned with Harris’ eclectic touches. 
In this piece, his deeper venturing into the-

     Moving Stillness: Mount Rainier is a 
powerful video installation created by 
renowned artist Bill Viola that delves into 
themes of death and regeneration in nature. 
In a darkened room, the serene image of 
Mount Rainier, also known as Tahoma, in 
Washington State is projected onto a screen 
and reflected in a pool of water. Periodic 
disturbances to the water shatter the image 
into abstract chaos, which gradually recon-
stitutes as the water calms. This mesmer-
izing process symbolizes the cyclical nature 
of life and the inherent dualities of strength 
and fragility in nature. 
     Viola’s work, deeply influenced by the 
elemental power of specific places, uses 
Mount Rainier as a focal point to explore 
life’s fundamental cycles–birth, life, death, 
and rebirth.

     Navi Naisang is an emerging artist who 
received her BFA from Western Carolina 
University. Her work has been exhibited 
throughout North Carolina, as well as in ex-
hibitions in New York and Arizona. She has 
been awarded with artist residencies at the 
New York Academy of Art and the Vermont 
Studio Center.

As a result of this intentional work, the 
Shibata’s pottery and sculpture captures a 
natural, sustainable energy where process 
and form are one.

     Julie Wiggins grew up in Jacksonville 
NC, and began her clay journey in 1997. 
Mentored by SPPM member Suze Lindsay, 
Wiggins received a BFA from East Carolina 
University in 2001 and an honorary degree 
from the Jingdezhen Ceramic Institute in 
China. After a successful time as a potter, 
teacher, and studio manager in Charlotte, 
she moved to the Penland School neighbor-
hood “in the sweetest community of potters. 
     The support of each other is what makes 
our community of makers so unique.” 
Wiggins forms her elegant utilitarian pieces 
from porcelain clay using a combination of 
wheel thrown and hand built techniques, 
and fires in an electric kiln. Known for her 
unique hand drawn floral and geometric 
designs. She describes her work as “ mind-
fully handmade pots and wares for the 
home, inviting touch and curiosity.” 
      “In a world with so many distractions 
I’m pushed to make work that makes you 
pause and connects to your heart space.” In 

2022, Wiggins received “Best in Show” at 
the Mint Museum’s Potters Market. 
     Kurt Anderson’s unique ceramic pieces 
are primarily made from mid range red clay, 
covered with white slip, decorated with 
underglazes, finished with clear glaze, and 
fired in an electric kiln. Originally from 
California, he attended the University of 
Wyoming, Louisiana State University, and 
was a resident at Archie Bray Foundation in 
Helena, MT. 
     Anderson reflects, “Invent a universe. 
Give it its own rules, it’s own logic. Break 
the rules, bend the logic. Fill it with beauty 
and terror. Laughter and joy and misery 
and sorrow. Don’t leave anything out. The 
breadth and width of human emotions. It’s 
all valid.” Anderson’s experiences include 
visiting artist, adjunct professor, studio tech-
nician, resident artist. 
     On living and working in Spruce Pine, 
he says, “What I love most about living in 
this area is the knowledge that when I’m in 
my studio grinding away to meet a deadline, 
dozens of other artists are in their studios 
grinding away to meet deadlines. It makes 
me feel as if we are all silently encouraging 
each other.” Anderson says joining SPPM is 
“an unparalleled opportunity to be a part of 
one of the most dynamic ceramic communi-
ties in the country.”
     Stormie Burns completed her Penland 
Core Fellowship in 2019, and held short 
term residencies at Haystack School, Deer 
Isle, Maine and at Penland School Craft. 
Through the processes of mold-making and 
slip casting, she creates colored porcelain 
vessels with a focus on double walled/hol-
lowed forms. 
     Burns says, “By drawing from my 
personal vocabulary of form and shape, my 
work often holds a softness and sharpness 
at the same time.” Burns speaks engagingly 
about her community here and of SPPM, 
“I’m thrilled to be a part of this stellar group 
of artists and work together to organize and 
execute such a highly anticipated event. It’s 
something truly special to live and work in 
a community that appreciates and supports 
ceramic arts.” When not in her studio creat-
ing exquisite porcelain vessels, Burns can 
be found in her garden where she cultivates 
flowers for bouquets and arrangements.
      SPPM artists practice a wide variety of 
techniques and processes, aesthetics and 
styles. On exhibit are: sculpture, functional 
pottery, large to small scale work, work suit-
able for everything from kitchen cabinets 
and tables to mantels and walls. As well as

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     The North Carolina Museum of Art, 
Winston-Salem (formerly SECCA) is 
proud to present Tell Me if the Lovers Are 
Losers, an exhibition of paintings and 
drawings by John Brooks, and THERE, an 
exhibition of textile-based works by Jordan 
Nassar, both on view Oct. 17 through Dec. 
29 , 2024, in the Potter Gallery at NCMA 
Winston-Salem. The exhibitions are orga-
nized by the North Carolina Museum of 
Art and curated by Jared Ledesma, curator 
of 20th-Century Art and Contemporary Art. 
A dual opening reception with the artists 
will be held on Oct. 17, from 6-8pm.
     “These exhibitions celebrate two 
dynamic artists, John Brooks and Jordan 
Nassar, who bridge the gap between tradi-
tion and contemporary experience,” said 
curator Jared Ledesma. “John Brooks’ first 
museum show marks a pivotal moment 
in his career, exploring queer identity and 
community. Jordan Nassar, with 10 new 
works alongside a monumental piece, 
presents an elegant synthesis of Palestin-
ian craft, culture, and concept that speaks 
to the present moment. Together, their 
work reshapes artistic traditions to create 
something entirely their own. Devoting the 
Potter Gallery to these two exhibitions is 
exciting, each highlighting the unique vi-
sion of these phenomenal artists.”

     In the exhibit There, Jordan Nassar (b. 
1985) intricately weaves cultural narra-
tives, personal heritage, and the art of 
Middle Eastern embroidery. Nasser was 
born in New York City to a Palestinian 
father and a Polish American mother, and 
his ethnicity profoundly shapes his art. 
Drawn to tatreez, a traditional Palestinian 
embroidery, he uses this craft to explore 
the complex interplay between ritual and 
diasporic life.
     In recent years Nassar has created 
distinctive embroidered designs with the 
participation of craftswomen in the West 
Bank. This process, uniting makers across 
regions but connected by heritage, em-
bodies the concept of diaspora. Nassar’s 
geometric compositions feature traditional 
patterns, and embedded within them are his 
impressions of landscapes in imaginative 
colors. When various embroidered panels 
are combined, their imagery—which con-
trasts but also seamlessly blends—reads as 
a cohesive whole, mirroring elements of 
hybrid identity.
     This exhibition takes its title from a 
poem by Lebanese American poet and 
artist Etel Adnan, who explores themes 
of isolation and marginality in her prose. 
Featured is Nassar’s large-scale Shade of 
the Cypress, alongside a selection of new 
work. While Shade of the Cypress was 
created with craftswomen in Bethlehem, 
Hebron, and Ramallah, Nassar’s latest 
embroideries were produced solely by 
him in his New York City studio due to 
current events in Palestine. Despite these 
challenges, and perhaps especially at this 
critical juncture, Nassar’s work invites us 
to reflect on hybrid and diverse landscapes 
that, through varied perspectives, color 
combinations, and orientations, encourage 
meditation on homeland and the formation 
of selfhood.
      NCMA Winston-Salem (formerly 
SECCA), an affiliate of the North Carolina 
Museum of Art and division of the NC De-
partment of Natural & Cultural Resources 
since 2007, offers a front row seat to the art 
of our time through exhibitions, experienc-
es, and education programs with a focus on 
regional working artists. Founded in 1956 
and located on the scenic James G. Hanes 
estate in Winston-Salem, SECCA offers 
unique large-scale indoor and outdoor 
settings for exploring the intersections of 
contemporary art and culture.

     Tell Me if the Lovers Are Losers pres-
ents the work of Los Angeles–based artist 
John Brooks (b. 1978). The gathering of 
vigorous paintings, drawings, and their 
diverse subjects form a conceptual explora-
tion of the nuanced experiences within 
queer communities. Influenced by the 
daring art of early-20th-century German 
expressionists, American poets like Carl 
Sandburg, and iconic figures such as James 
Baldwin and Marlene Dietrich, Brooks 
amplifies the enduring spirit of those who 
defy societal norms through invigorating 
forms and contexts.
     Growing up in central Kentucky during 
the 1980s and ‘90s, Brooks showed an 
early interest in art but lacked a familial 
tradition to engage with it. After he made 
a begrudging attempt at professional golf 
and completed his studies at the College 
of Charleston in South Carolina, his path 
shifted with a move to London in 2005. 
Immersed in the city’s rich artistic heritage, 
Brooks underwent a transformative period 
of introspection and creative exploration, 
fully embracing his intuition as an artist.
      Today Brooks creates works that blend 
his personal history with cultural critique. 
Resisting a strictly narrative approach, he 
employs vibrant, expressive brushwork to 
craft alluring and contemplative composi-
tions wherein historical and contemporary 
figures appear side by side. This union of 
temporalities carves a queer space through 
the disruption of time. Moreover, Brooks 
highlights his subjects’ kinship as part 
of a queer and rebellious diaspora, while 
integrating those from diverse backgrounds 
and experiences to reveal the myriad inter-
sections within.

     The SC Maritime Museum in George-
town, SC, is presenting an exhibition 
focused on the “How to Build a Boat” 
project, presented by Cape Fear Commu-
nity College Boat Building School partners 
with the CEW Collaborative Arts Educa-
tion Project, on view through Nov. 4, 2024. 
The exhibit will be on view during the 35th 
Annual Georgetown Wooden Boat Show, 
taking place in Georgetown, SC, from Oct. 
19-20, 2024.
     The CEW Collaborative selected five 

high school art students from Georgetown 
County to participate in its first arts educa-
tion project: “How to Build a Boat”. The 
students participated in a skills-focused 
workshop in March 2024, then they traveled 
to the CFCC’s Boat Building program at the 
Cape Fear Community College Boat Build-
ing School on April 19th and 26th.  They set 
out to uncover the process of boat building 
literally and metaphorically in the spirit of 
two traditional creative methods. 

     The students discovered the in-depth 
history of designing and building wooden 
boats through the artistic lens of 1900-
century Renaissance drawing techniques. 
During their visits, the CEW Collaborative 
students utilized foundational drawing 
principles to document the boat-building 
process. The students drew quick sketches, 
followed by more in-depth detailed studies 
leading to final drawings.
      Charles Edward Williams, the founder 
of the CEW Collaborative Arts Education 
program, and Walter Atkins, the CFCC 
Wooden Boat Building program director, 
shared how these two historical traditional 
methods, boat-building and drawing, are 
tied to the importance of our landscape of 
coastal communities.  
     “I continue to see the need for students to 
expand themselves in self-actualization, to 
partake in the art of building, whether per-
sonally or professionally. The key is engag-
ing them through a process that correlates to 
their origins. It’s redefining the engagement 
process for why history and tradition mat-
ter,” said Williams. 
     “As a career boat builder, it is truly a joy 
to come to work every day at CFCC and be 
surrounded by my passion for boats. I have 
found the real reward of this program is be-
ing part of the transformation of the students 
into apprentice shipwrights. Helping to 
foster the growing confidence the students 
gain when they see what they are capable 
of, that’s the real magic! This newfound 
sense of confidence and accomplishment is 
something they will take with them the rest 
of their lives, and it is a beautiful thing to 
behold, says Atkins.
     Williams and Atkins met at the George-
town Wooden Boat Show, last year in 
Georgetown, SC, where Atkins displayed 
the CFCC student-built boats. The artistic 
craftsmanship attracted Williams to take 
a closer look at the incredible construc-
tion before him and appreciate the artistry 
in the functional pieces on display. The 
conversation that began between the two 
artists explored the challenges and beauty 
found throughout each of their mediums — 
woodworking and drawing. Their discus-
sions laid the groundwork for the upcoming

collaborative project between their students. 
Williams and Atkins shared their insights on 
the value of drawing in their classes, the art 
of building tradition, and preserving legacy 
individually and for the community. 
      “Exploration is a lost art, and many 
before us did so because they understood its 
importance, which was the age of enlighten-
ment,” said Williams.
     Their conversations continued, and they 
shared their mutual belief in the importance 
of workforce development in many fields 
and how continued educational opportuni-
ties open up new possibilities and directions 
for students to pursue. This deep under-
standing and the connection between the 
two instructors led Williams to create “The 
How to Build a Boat” project.
     “I love teaching and sharing my knowl-
edge of boatbuilding with others; boatbuild-
ing is my passion and a never-ending source 
of inspiration,” said Atkins.
     The culmination of the student’s experi-
ences with the boat-building program will 
be a part of a traveling exhibit and the sub-

to Build a Boat”. The book will include the 
students’ original drawings, documentary 
photographs from the visits to CFCC, inter-
views with the boat-building students and 
instructor, and work by the Collaborative 
founder and artist, Charles Edward Wil-
liams, of the oldest boat in America.  
     Charles Edward Williams holds a Master 
of Fine Arts degree from the University 
of North Carolina at Greensboro. As an 
educator, he is currently the Drawing and 
Painting Professor and an Endowed As-
sociate Chair of the Fine Art Department at 
North Carolina Central University (NCCU). 
Williams has received the Riley Institute 
Diversity Leadership Award from the State 
of South Carolina for developing enriching 
art programs within the local communi-
ties. His artistic achievements are recog-
nized across the North and Southeast and 
internationally exhibited. William’s work 
has been acquired in several private and 
public permanent museum collections. He 
is also the Founder of the CEW Collabora-
tive, a program for students pursuing an art 
career based in Georgetown, SC.

     Walter Atkins is the Program Director for 
the Wooden Boat Building Program at Cape 
Fear Community College in Wilmington, 
NC. Atkins is a career boatbuilder and holds 
a certificate in Wooden Boatbuilding. His 
roots in Boatbuilding began in Gloucester, 
VA, where he cut his teeth building boats on 
the Chesapeake Bay. Walter’s boatbuilding 
career has spanned over 30 years, which has 
allowed him to build many boats ranging 
from an 8ft sailing dinghy to a custom 80ft 
custom Carolina Sportfish.

     The “How to Build a Boat” exhibit will 
then travel to the Coastal Discovery Mu-
seum, Hilton Head Island, SC, where it will 
be open until Jan. 12, 2025.

     Coker University in Hartsville, SC, is 
presenting Michael Webster: Sonic Fic-
tions, on view in the Cecelia Coker Bell 
Gallery, through Oct. 18, 2024. 
     Sonic Fictions is an exhibition com-
prised of exhaust pipes, hunting parapher-
nalia, and fragments of imperialist monu-
ments scattered across a fallow landscape. 
Sound emanates from the components 
- recordings of insect infestations, ATV 
excursions, and foley from nature docu-
mentaries combine into a multi-channel 
audio installation. Resting on an elevated 
platform covered in mud and crisscrossed 
by tire tracks, each sculpture exists in 
limbo between life and death, culminat-
ing in a natural history display of living 
through the Plantationocene.
     Webster offered the following artist 
statement, “Through projects that span 
sculpture, archives, and cartographic 
impulses, I respond to the becomings and 
undoings of space. My work begins with a 
social conception of space, where shifting 
territorial boundaries form strata between 
people. I seek moments where boundaries 
become permeable – a place where archi-
tecture dissolves into raw matter or the 
surveyor’s tools encode a digital artifact. 
By finding residues where systems are 
revealed, I question the processes of de-
marcation and displacement that inscribe 
sites of contention on the land.”
     “My practice is responsive at its core,” 
adds Webster. “Rather than invent new 
images, I recontextualize things already 
in circulation or develop site-specific, 
participatory projects. Sometimes I will 

live with an object for a decade before 
I can meet it on its own terms. This 
responsiveness acknowledges social and 
material agency outside of myself and 
ultimately makes my practice a symbiotic 
one. Other people and other things offer 
many insights about living in fractured 
geographies. Their faint echoes reverber-
ate through every space, carrying layered 
histories to anyone willing to listen. I 
work in the amplification of echoes.”
     Michael Webster responds to the social 
organization of space through site-specific 
projects, sculpture, and lens-based media. 
His work is context-driven and materially 
attuned, investigating the effects of power 
on social geography with a focus on long-
term participatory projects rooted in the 
southern United States. He has attended 
residencies at McColl Center, ChaNorth, 
Hambidge Center, Elsewhere Living 
Museum, and Penland School of Craft.

     Megan Young’s interactive installation, 
Charting the Course, is a new commis-
sion that maps the complexity of inherited 
histories. Viewers talk with Carry, a custom 
AI StoryCatcher, to hear the multifaceted 
experiences of women impacted by migra-
tion and displacement. She invites them to 
contribute their own stories, too. The project 
explores the intersections of AI technol-
ogy, digital heritage, and our dreams for the 
future. 
     Charting the Course features various 
components introducing viewers to the 
concepts and development of a thought-
provoking AI journey. Custom Software: 
The voice-interactive AI (named “Carry”) 
is built in Python using natural language 
processing and RAG (retrieval-augmented 
generation) machine learning techniques to 
draw excerpts from participant conversa-
tions as memories. Carry shares narrative 
excerpts, asks questions, and continues to 
learn and grow through every interaction. 

lations that critique unjust social structures. 
She produces experimental videos, immer-
sive experiences, and game-like scenarios 
that position viewers as crucial decision-
makers. Notable works include “Longest 
Walk,” challenging US police militariza-
tion; Cloud of Whiteness, demonstrating 
how camera vision systems uphold and 
privilege whiteness; and “Sign Stealing,” 
investigating how surveillance systems 
reduce our presence to mere data. She has 
presented through Art Souterrain, Arme-

      Born into a politically active family in 
the Philippines, Victoria Primicias’ early 
life was shaped by the chaos of electioneer-
ing, riots, and Martial Law. This environ-
ment sparked her passion for art as a form 
of expression and escape. Despite family 
reservations, she pursued a career in graphic 
design, earning a degree from George 
Brown College in Toronto. She later earned 
a BFA from the University of Toronto, 
including a summer program in Siena, Italy.
      After moving to Raleigh, NC, Primicias

shifted her focus to fine art. Her composi-
tions create a peaceful retreat in a tumultu-
ous world, blending spontaneity and inten-
tional design. Drawing inspiration from the 
unpredictable patterns in nature and urban 
settings, she invites viewers into a space 
that celebrates imperfections.
      Primicias’ work has been featured in 
collections including Oregon Health and 
Science University, Salt Lake City Airport, 
and Virginia Commonwealth University.
     Peter Butler, a resident of Clinton, NC, 
for over 30 years, has been painting for over 
five decades. A graduate of the University 
of North Carolina-Chapel Hill with a BFA 
in 1976, his work is part of collections 
across the country, including Duke Chil-

dren’s Hospital in Durham, NC. As a former 
competitive swimmer and coach, Butler 
often incorporates themes of swimming and 
water in his art.
     Butler describes his work as “some ver-
sion of figuration,” focusing on hard-edged 
forms presented in soft light. He prefers to 
let viewers interpret his symbolic subjects, 
leaving their meanings open. He empha-

sizes that his images are bold, with clearly 
defined forms and a sense of mass that 
creates space. “For me, this is the way the 
world looks, and it doesn’t look some other 
way,” says Butler.
     Mark Weber’s artistic range can be hard 
to pinpoint, as he adopts a variety of styles 
and approaches. Known for his vibrant, 
whimsical animals in lush tropical settings, 
Weber also produces beautiful, moody 
pieces in ink and wash, blending dreamlike 
scenes with reality. Since moving to Wilm-
ington, NC, in 2010, he has also painted 
scenes of everyday Southern life, reflecting 
his new home.
      Starting his career as an illustrator, 
Weber worked for prestigious publica-
tions such as The New York Times, Roll-
ing Stone, The Wall Street Journal, and 
The Washington Post. He later illustrated 
children’s books, including Little Toot and 
the Lighthouse and The Pirate Princess. 
From 2005 to 2010, he illustrated the entire 
King School Series, a set of books aimed at 
educating young urban youths.

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      Weber’s paintings are held in private 
and corporate collections across the USA 
and Europe. He continues to work as both 
a fine artist and illustrator, embracing new 
projects and challenges along the way.

     In the words of Dr. Emily Gerhold, 
Assistant Professor of Visual Arts and 
Director of Sechrest Gallery at High Point 
University, NC, “This collection of work 
by Scott Eagle engages complex ideas tied 
to dualities like life and death, power and 
submission, nature and artifice, creation, 
and destruction. In anthropology, liminality 
is the quality of uncertainty or disorientation 
that occurs in the middle stage of a rite of 
passage, when participants no longer hold

their pre-ritual status but have not yet begun 
the transition to the status they will hold 
when the rite is complete.”
     Eric McRay is a celebrated artist and an 
educator. His work is included in collections 
regionally, nationally, and internationally. 
Eric McRay’s exhibit, Cultural Ancestry 
is rich in storytelling through imagery. 
McRay’s Guiding Principle — An Artist’s 
style is his visual language by which he 
communicates. Thus, Eric McRay is mul-
tilingual. Openness and exploration rather 
than a dedication to a particular style best 
characterize his work. “I believe there is no 
single correct pictorial solution.”
     Unlike most painters who have a single 
style, McRay has a range of styles and im-
agery through which he works up and back. 
He has a powerful pictorial discernment that 
enables him to go from paintings with a lot 
of splash and spontaneity to images with a 
sense of organization and reason. McRay 
works in themes and variations to empty 
himself of images.
      Also on display are the works of Erin C. 
(Stewart) Day in her exhibit, Deeply Root-
ed. Day is originally from Rocky Mount, 
NC. She received her BFA in Art Education 
from UNC at Greensboro, NC. Her inspira-
tion can be found in nature.

     Lady Natalia Perez Lozano offered 
the following artist statement: “My art is 
deeply rooted in the power of emotions 
and the inherent magic of nature. I believe 
that emotions are the driving force behind 
humanity - they shape our experiences, our 
relationships, and our understanding of the 
world. Nature, with its profound beauty and 
complexity, serves as a constant reminder of 
the wonder that exists in our everyday lives. 
It is the perfect counterpart to the emotional 
landscape I seek to explore.”

During the 1950s and 1960s, the “floating head” 
poster was created where a photograph of the 
candidate was used, eliminating the need for an 
artist. Between 1968 and 1972, many famous art-
ists designed posters for fundraisers. However, 
popularity of political posters began to fade, as 
marketing candidates moved to television and 
then social media. McKissick Museum’s political 
collection began when the museum was founded 
in 1976. Over the past forty plus years the collec-
tions have grown to over 10,000 items. Most of 
the collection features ephemera from presiden-
tial races.

William H. John-
son (1901 - 1970) was a man between worlds: 
raised in the rural South, but educated in New 
York; black, but his unknown father was white; 
American-born, but lived much of his adult life 
in Europe. This diverse heritage gave Johnson 
a unique perspective and insight, but at times it 

was also a difficult shadow which followed him as 
he traveled the world in search of his true artistic 
voice. Eventually, after many years away from his 
hometown of Florence, SC, Johnson returned to 
the United States. Although living in New York, 
his art began to focus almost entirely on the lives 
and experiences of African Americans in the rural 
South. "My travels taught me that an artist must 
live and paint in his own environment… This 
development shall continue for the rest of my life, 
and it is the painting of my people," said Johnson 
in 1941. Special Exhibit Gallery, Through Feb. 
23, 2025 - "Edward Gay: An American Land-
scape Painter". New York based artist Edward 
Gay (1837 - 1928) began visiting and painting 
in South Carolina after his daughter Vivien, an 
architecture student at Cornell University, was 
married to James Lide Coker, Jr., of Hartsville. 
Years later, the artist’s son Duncan married 
James Coker’s sister, Jennie. Because of these 
intermarriages, many of Gay’s paintings entered 
Southern collections. “There’s a story to be told 
here,” said museum curator Stephen W. Motte, 
“This is an exhibition we have been looking 
forward to for a long time.” The museum worked 
with descendants of the Gay family, as well as 
several art institutions and representatives from 
Coker University in order to bring the artworks 
together. Educational Gallery, Through Dec. 12 
- "Recollect". Celebrating 10 years in its current 
location and almost 100 years as an institution, 
"Recollect" describes the history of the museum.

After 
attending the University of South Carolina, he 
relocated to New York City, where he gained 
prominence in the mid-1950s for his paintings 
of American flags, targets, alphabets, and 
numerals (“things the mind already knows,” as 
Johns famously said).

McKoy graduated in 1965 from Edmunds High 
and has spent most of his life in Sumter. After 
studying architecture and biology at Clemson 
University, he joined his knowledge of the 
sciences with his uncanny skills as a carver, 
draftsman, and painter to achieve unique sculp-
tures that fool the eye and defy gravity.

Born in Brooklyn, NY in 1920, 
Krisel’s interest in art and design started at a 
young age. He attended the American Artist 
School in New York city as a teenager where 
he met renowned modern artists, including 
Piet Mondrian, who greatly influenced his 
abstract style. After studying architecture at 
the New Bauhaus in Chicago from 1946-1949, 
he received his graduate degree from Illinois 
Institute of Technology in 1952. The following 
year, he began working for architectural firm 
Skidmore, Owings and Merrill when Roger 
Milliken hired them to design Milliken’s new 
research facility in Spartanburg. Upon realizing 
Krisel was also a sculptor, Milliken hired him to 
design the spray fountain outside of the facility 
which functions as a recycler of air conditioning 
water.

"American 
Made" provides an in-depth look at the evolution 
of American creativity from the Colonial era to the 
early 20th century. The highlights include portraits 
by masters like Benjamin West, Thomas Sully, 
and Sarah Miriam Peale. There are sweeping 
landscapes by Thomas Cole, Asher B. Durand, 
and Jasper Francis Cropsey, and still lifes by 
Severin Roesen, Charles Ethan Porter, and 
Adelaide Coburn Palmer. The exhibition also 
features captivating genre scenes and the work 
of American artists who traveled to Europe, such 
as Mary Cassatt, John Singer Sargent, and

"Bill Viola’s Moving Stillness: Mount Rainier". 
Both exhibitions explore our unique connections 
with the environment through art innovation. 
These exhibitions invite visitors to engage with 
innovative art that bridges technology and nature, 
reflecting our profound connection to the environ-
ment. Ruffner’s work emphasizes themes of re-
forestation and environmental awareness, while 
Viola’s installation offers a meditative exploration 
of human consciousness and examines our un-
derstanding of the natural world. The Van Winkle 
Law Firm Gallery, Through Oct. 21 - "Honoring 
Nature: Early Southern Appalachian Landscape 
Painting". This exhibition explores the sublime 
natural landscapes of the Smoky Mountains of 
Western North Carolina and Tennessee. While 
there were several regional schools of painting 
around the early 1900s, this group is largely from 
the Midwest, and many of the artists trained at 
the Art Institute of Chicago or in New York City. 
Through their travels, they captured waterfalls, 
sunsets, thunderstorms, autumn foliage, lush 
green summers, and snow-covered mountains—
elements that were novel for viewers from cities 
and rural areas. Though some of these paintings 
include people, they are usually used for scale 
and painted with little to no detail, highlighting 
the magnificence of nature. Debra McClinton 
Gallery, Through Mar. 31, 2025 - "Forces of 
Nature: Ceramics from the Hayes Collection". 
Ceramic artists throughout history have become 
masters of all four elements - creating clay from 
a mixture of earth and water to shape their work, 
drying it in air, and hardening it in fire. Throughout 
this process, the artist decides which aspects 
of the work will be tightly controlled, and when 
the elements can step in to leave nature’s mark. 
This exhibition traces the historical, stylistic, and 
conceptual origins of work that either embraces 
or refuses the element of chance in ceramics, 
looking at modern and contemporary work made 
in Western North Carolina. The ceramics in this 
exhibition are all drawn from the robust collection 
of Andrew and Hathia Hayes, who have been col-
lecting important regional pottery and sculpture 
for decades. Through their close relationships 
with artists, they have brought together works 
that show not only the different aesthetics seen 
in the region, but also a picture of the ceramics 
community. Regional artists including Cynthia 
Bringle, Donna Craven, Mark Hewitt, Fred 
Johnston, Ben Owen III, and Norm Schulman 
will be on view, demonstrating the many different 
approaches to ceramics in this region. Judith S. 
Moore Gallery, Through Oct. 7 - "Western North 
Carolina Glass: Selections from the Collection". 
Western North Carolina is important in the history 
of American glass art. Several artists of the Stu-
dio Glass Movement came to the region, includ-
ing its founder Harvey K. Littleton. Begun in 1962 
in Wisconsin, it was a student of Littleton’s that 
first came to the area in 1965 and set up a glass 
studio at the Penland School of Craft in Penland, 
North Carolina. By 1967, Mark Peiser was the 
first glass artist resident at the school and taught 
many notable artists, like Jak Brewer in 1968 and 
Richard Ritter who came to study in 1971. By 
1977, Littleton retired from teaching and moved 
to nearby Spruce Pine, North Carolina and set up 
a glass studio at his home. Since that time, glass 
artists like Ken Carder, Rick and Valerie Beck, 
Shane Fero, and Yaffa Sikorsky and Jeff Todd—
to name only a few—have flocked to the area to 
reside, collaborate, and teach, making it a sig-
nificant place for experimentation and education 
in glass. Ongoing - The Asheville Art Museum, 
the hub for 20th- and 21st-century American art 
in Western North Carolina, has re-opened to the 
public. The $24+ million, state-of-the-art facility 
encompasses 54,000 square feet and adds 
70 percent more Collection gallery space. For 
the first time in the Museum’s history, it has the 
capacity to host major traveling exhibitions from 
nationally recognized museums.

Fort, Atwell, & Rankin 
East Galleries, Through Jan. 5, 2025 - "The 
Hard Edge & The Soft Line: A Retrospective of 
Maud Gatewood". Maud Gatewood (1934–2004) 
is an exceptional figure in the art history of North 
Carolina and the American Southeast. A painter 
of exacting technique with a keen eye for com-
position and cultural commentary, her pictures 
capture the Carolinas (and the expanding world 
beyond) across much of the 20th Century. A 
native of Yanceyville in Caswell County, NC, 
Gatewood’s paintings reveal rural landscapes 
and their denizens in the midst of transforma-
tion while also cleverly framing the experience 
of modern life with acerbic wit and a surprising 
wealth of empathy. "The Hard Edge & The Soft 
Line: A Retrospective of Maud Gatewood" is a 
major undertaking by BRAHM. This retrospec-
tive project provides a comprehensive narrative 
of Gatewood’s career, considering the evolution 
of her oeuvre and her significant contributions, 
as an artist and an educator, to the field of 
contemporary representational painting in North 
Carolina and the region.

She stated vehement-
ly that all the Confederate Monuments needed 
to come down. Now. Although I understand the 
conflict that the monuments present, my gut 
reaction was, ‘No damn Yankee is going to tell 
me what to do with my statues!’ As a South-
erner, I often felt that most Northern attitudes 
toward the South were misconceptions. Now 
I see those misconceptions have dark truths 
behind them. I struggled with that reaction 
because I have no real connection to these 
monuments.” Gallery A and Petti/Peiser Gal-
lery, Through Nov. 2 - "2024 Art Department 
Faculty Biennial". The exhibition showcases 
the work of Appalachian State University’s 
talented multidisciplinary faculty, including 
Jessica Greenfield, Jody Servon, Daniel Rich, 
Erin Ethridge, and Greg Banks, working across 
art and design.

Flowstone grows approximately one inch every 
one hundred years. In one hundred years, how 
many societal changes have occurred in one 
place? Flowstones is a site-specific installa-
tion consisting of sound, sandbags, paintings, 
window works, and a text piece. The exhibition 
is the debut of a new body of paintings which 
share the title "Flowstones". Each painting is 
made of modular shapes that make up figura-
tive units of measure. They are fragments of a 
larger puzzle. The surfaces are thickly layered 
and clouded by an ambiguous haze. Two win-
dow works "Double Trap" and "Single Use II" 
mirror each other and parallel the modular units 
in the paintings. The interlocking shapes form 
large mazes made of window film. The trans-
parent material suggests that we look through 
the maze motifs and find alternate ways to 
solve problems.

The exhibition offers an 
exceptional opportunity to view nearly 100 prints 
by some of the most recognized artists active 
from the late fifteenth century to the mid-twentieth 
century, beginning and ending with two tower-
ing giants of printmaking—Albrecht Dürer and 
Henri Matisse. The Ackland Art Museum holds 
North Carolina’s largest and most comprehen-
sive collections of art on paper, but due to light 
sensitivity, these works can only be displayed 
for short periods. Works by Rembrandt van Rijn, 
Giovanni Battista Piranesi, Francisco de Goya, 
Edgar Degas, Mary Cassatt, Vincent van Gogh, 
Käthe Kollwitz, Edvard Munch, and many others, 
showcase the craftsmanship, expressive power, 
and aesthetic beauty achieved through printmak-
ing. While a more personal selection empha-
sizing high quality and good condition than a 
comprehensive history of the medium, the prints 
on view do chart the progression of art historical 
movements from the Renaissance to Cubism 
and beyond, through woodcuts, engravings, 
etchings, aquatints, mezzotints, and lithographs. 
Some newly acquired and never before displayed 
at the Ackland, and others off view for decades, 
these prints reveal how the use of black ink, 
paper, and various printmaking techniques can 
create a wealth of innovative and technically 
stunning works of art. Through Nov. 10 - "Focus 
on the Peck Collection: Imagined Landscapes". 
Before the emergence of landscape as its own 
subject in Europe during the late sixteenth cen-
tury, medieval and Renaissance artists crafted 
fantastical landscape backdrops for biblical and 
mythological subjects. Though artists in the 
seventeenth century, particularly in the Nether-
lands, increasingly studied the natural world and 
recorded existing views of their surrounding en-
virons, painters and draftsmen often reordered, 
refashioned, or completely transformed observed 
elements, creating picturesque scenes that were 
conceived rather than experienced. This Focus 
on the Peck Collection installation presents three 
seventeenth-century drawings whose topo-
graphical specificity, atmospheric realism, and 
pictorial plausibility make it difficult to distinguish 
reality from imagination. Permanent Collection 
Galleries, Through Dec. 31, 2025 - At any one 
time, there are about 250 works of art from the 
Ackland’s distinguished permanent collection on 
view.

Over the past twenty 
years, Clare Rojas (b. 1976) has developed 
a multifaceted art practice that draws on a 
wide range of inspirations, from ecofeminism 
to diverse literary and musical sources, the 
folklore of her Peruvian ancestry, the crisp 
formalism of 20th-century abstraction, and the 
fantastical spirit of Surrealism, which she has 
shaped into her own unique visual vocabulary. 
Clare Rojas: Past the Present features nearly 
100 examples of the artist’s work from the past 
five years, including large-scale and intimate 
paintings, bronze sculptures, works on paper, 
and an installation of wallpaper designed in 
collaboration with Schumacher x Peg Norriss. 
While Rojas has veered between abstraction 
and magical realist figuration throughout her 
career, the compelling recent work included in 
this exhibition deftly conjoins these modes of 
artmaking in compositions that center female 
empowerment and that marry an exploration 
of the legacies—and lacunae—of modernism 
with contemporary experience, confronting 
issues surrounding representation, the fragile 
state of the environment, and the patterns 
of everyday life. The exhibition launches the 
Bechtler Museum’s 15th anniversary celebra-
tion, and with it, a year of exhibitions and 
programs dedicated to important female artists 
of the modern and contemporary periods.

Surrealism Then and Now." Surrealism was an 
artistic and literary movement formed in Paris

Privileg-
ing experimentation and uninhibited modes of 
expression, Surrealism produced radical new 
techniques and visual forms that continue to 
inspire artists today. Celebrating the 100th 
anniversary of the publication of the Surreal-
ist Manifesto, the Bechtler’s new exhibition, 
Chance Encounters: Surrealism Then and Now, 
pairs examples of historical Surrealism from the 
museum’s collection with works by contempo-
rary artists whose practices extend the legacies 
of Surrealist exploration. Paying tribute to 
the inclusive and international scope of the 
movement, the exhibition includes Max Ernst, 
Meret Oppenheim, Rufino Tamayo, alongside 
Heri Dono and Naudline Pierre, and includes 
loans from local private and public collections. 
Ongoing - The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art 
is named after the family of Andreas Bechtler, 
a Charlotte resident and native of Switzerland 
who assembled and inherited a collection of 
more than 1,400 artworks created by major 
figures of 20th-century modernism and donated 
it to the public trust.

“Objects of Affection” 
follows the evolution of Ebendorf’s designs from 
Scandinavian modernism of his early work to his 
first use of found objects, including tintype 
photographs in the 1960s; juxtapositions of 
colored acrylic and precious metals in the 1970s; 
use of found newspaper and other textual 
elements in the 1980s; his pivotal incorporation of 
animal parts in the 1990s; and the remixing and 
further development of many of these approach-
es in the 21st century. Delhom Gallery, Through 
June 8, 2025 - " The Delhom Service League: 50 
Golden Years". The Delhom Service League 
(DSL) provided a half-century of generous 
support and impactful initiatives to The Mint 
Museum, helping to fund the acquisition of more 
than 200 works of art in the Mint’s collection. The 
exhibition celebrates the Delhom Service 
League’s enthusiastic support for the Mint by 
proudly displaying significant works funded or 
gifted by the affiliate group, plus selected 
publications, photographs and other memorabilia. 
In 2022, the Delhom Service League made the 
difficult decision to dissolve as a Mint affiliate. 
The league nevertheless remains an indelible 
part of the Mint’s history, and its many contribu-
tions rightly deserve the museum’s never-ending 
recognition and gratitude. Ongoing - "The Cole 
Family: A Dynasty of North Carolina Potters". 
From crocks, jars, and jugs to pitchers, candle-
holders, and vases, “turning pots” is one of the 
oldest and richest craft traditions in North 
Carolina. For more than 200 years, members of 

the Cole family have been potting in central North 
Carolina — Randolph, Moore, Lee, and 
Montgomery counties. Six generations of Coles, 
and no fewer than 18 individuals, are represented 
in The Mint Museum’s permanent collection. 
More than 60 highlights of their wares are 
included in the installation “The Cole Family: A 
Dynasty of North Carolina Potters”. One reason 
for its long-term success is that making pottery 
has so often been a family tradition in the state. 
Fathers taught the art of forming, glazing, and 
firing clay objects to their sons, and in later 
generations also to daughters, who in turn taught 
their children, and so on through the decades. 
These family dynasties not only helped to keep 
the potting craft alive, but ensured continuity in 
techniques and craftsmanship, as well as 
introduced artistic innovations in succeeding 
generations. “The Cole Family: A Dynasty of 
North Carolina Potters” presents a visual history 
of “turned pots” and the family that helped turn 
North Carolina into one of America’s centers for 
handmade, traditional pottery. Bridges and 
Levine Galleries, Ongoing - "Contemporary 
British Studio Ceramics: The Grainer Collection". 
Focused on the collection of Diane and Marc 
Grainer, this installation is a survey of contempo-
rary British studio ceramics. Comprising 
functional and sculptural objects made between 
the 1980s and today, the show features work by 
artists either born or residing in Great Britain, 
including established “contemporary classics” like 
Gordon Baldwin and Rupert Spira, and cutting-
edge ceramicists such as Julian Stair and Kate 
Malone.  Several recently-gifted works from the 
Grainers are included. Alexander, Spangler, 
and Harris Galleries, Ongoing - "Portals to the 
Past: British Ceramics 1675 - 1825". The Mint 
Museum’s collection of eighteenth-century British 
pottery and porcelain is widely respected for its 
scope and quality. The collection numbers over 
2,000 objects and includes important examples 
of both salt-glazed and dry-bodied stoneware 
from Staffordshire; tin-glazed earthenware from 
Bristol, Liverpool, and London; and cream-col-
ored earthenware from Derbyshire, Staffordshire, 
and Yorkshire. Notable eighteenth-century 
porcelain factories represented include Chelsea, 
Bow, and Vauxhall in London, Longton Hall in 
Staffordshire, Worcester, Bristol, and others. 
Individual works in the collection are exceptional 
because of their rarity, craftsmanship, prov-
enance, or as representative examples of particu-
lar types or methods of production or decoration. 
Ongoing - "American Glass". The nineteenth 
and early twentieth centuries represented a time 
of extraordinary growth for the American glass 
industry. Such companies as Boston & Sandwich 
Glass Company in Sandwich, MA; Steuben 
Glass Works in Corning, NY; and Libbey Glass 
Company in Toledo, OH, began operation and 
soon developed notable reputations for produc-
ing fashionable wares that were coveted by many 
middle- and upper-class consumers. "American 
Glass" showcases objects by these and other 
American glass companies, illustrating the variety 
of forms and styles that prevailed during this 
period. Glass-manufacturing techniques will be 
another focus of the exhibition, with representa-
tive examples of pressed, cut, blown, and molded 
glass. Nearly all of the works on view are from 
The Mint Museum’s permanent collection of 
glass, which is second in size only to the 
ceramics collection in the museum’s Decorative 
Arts holdings. Ongoing - "Arts of Africa". The 
African continent is remarkable in its geographic, 
social, political, and cultural diversity. This 
impressive diversity is reflected in the visual arts 
through a variety of media and forms including 
ceramics, masks, textiles, sculptures, prestige 
staffs, and shrines.

"Foragers" is 
part of a larger exhibition "In Vivid Color," which 
brings together four innovative contemporary 
artists—Wheat, Gisela Colon, Spencer Finch, 
and Jennifer Steinkamp—who create works 
celebrating the power of color and its ability to 
permeate the space around us. Their work is 
juxtaposed with a selection of paintings and 
works on paper, drawn primarily from The Mint 
Museum’s permanent collection, which show-
case artists’ more traditional exploration of color.

The exhibit brings together props, costumes, 
photos, and memorabilia from the celebrated 
North Carolina theme park to create a scene 
of enchantment. Part of the city-wide CharlOz 
Festival. Located in Beech Mountain, NC, Land 
of Oz was designed and built in the late 1960s. 
It officially opened in June 1970 and quickly 
grew in popularity as an immersive theatrical 
experience, attracting an average of 450,000 
guests in a single season. Unfortunately, a 
majority of the park was destroyed by a large 
fire in December 1975. During the ensuing six 
months, the park was rebuilt and reopened in 
June, adding new costumes and attractions. 
But its renaissance would be short lived; due 
to lack of maintenance, the park would officially 
close in 1981. For five years, it would sit aban-
doned and susceptible to the mountain’s harsh 
weather conditions and trespassing vandals. 
Plans were eventually made to build a gated 
community on the Oz site and demolition of the 
park’s attractions began in the late 1980s. As a 
final celebration, the park reopened to the pub-
lic for one day, drawing nearly 4,000 visitors.

Taking Bearden’s collage 
as its point of departure, the museum asked 
four local artists — Carla Aaron-Lopez, Susan 
Brenner, Malik J. Norman, and Beverly Smith — 
to create a new work of art responding to some 
aspect of Carolina Shout. Each of those artists 
was invited to recommend a colleague to partici-
pate; thus, the original four were joined by Tom 
Delaney, Dammit Wesley, Juan Logan, and Liliya 
Zalevskaya.  Through Mar. 2 - "Kenny Nguyen: 
Adaptations". Adaptation is defined as “the pro-
cess in which a living thing changes slightly over 
time to be able to continue to exist in a particular 
environment.” Kenny Nguyen feels this process 
materialized within himself, his lineage, and his 
methodology of making. Born and raised on a co-
conut grove in the Bến Tre province of Vietnam, 
the artist lived a quiet rural life and later moved to 
the States at the age of 19. This dispersion from 
his homeland mapped a new internal geogra-
phy–a subtle double-consciousness that the artist 
works with– traversing the spiritual and physical, 
the contemporary and historical.

In this exhibition, visitors will learn how, 
through adaptability and innovation, the EBCI 
has combated attempts to eradicate, remove, 
and assimilate its people and remained on the 
Qualla Boundary - 57,000 acres (0.00067661% 
of the original Cherokee territory) which is 
owned by the EBCI and held in trust by the 
federal government. Ongoing - Welcome to 
a sweeping history of the Cherokee Nation, 
engaging and oftimes heart-rending, from ice 
age beginnings to present-day life and culture.  
In the brushstrokes of this fascinating heritage, 
you’ll discover the warp and weft of treaties, 
the roots of a naturalistic language, artifacts of 
particular periods, great figures and heroes and 
entrancing stories of a civilization along with 
the Cherokee’s distinctive values and ways of 
being in the world before and after “the Trail 
of Tears.”

This 
installation brings together sculptures, drawings 
and photographs that might be hard for most 
of us to comprehend. They challenge conven-
tion and encourage close viewing. Reminiscent 
of an ancient and official text, Ion Bitzan’s Old 
Document of Ownership is comprised of a 
vaguely recognizable but invented and inde-
cipherable language. Photographs by Brittany 
Nelson and Letha Wilson employ experimental 
techniques to challenge our assumptions of 
photography. Wilson uses materials such as 
concrete, which oozes out of the photograph in 
Tent Rocks, to create unconventional land-
scapes. Nelson’s photographs use digital and 
analog processes without a camera to make 
holographic, geometric shapes. Artists often 
imbue their works with paradox. Christian 
Marclay’s Breathless III, a recorder, and Secret, 
a record, are found objects modified by the 
artist so that they no longer function.  No one 
can play music on these objects because of 
Marclay’s simple but irreversible modifications. 
Colin Quashie and Sanford Biggers also use 
found objects, combining them with absurdist 
humor to raise serious questions of identity 

and history. These inscrutable objects are filled 
with subtle social commentary to question how 
we perceive the world around us. Through 
July 15, 2025 - "Art of the Andes". Art of the 
Andes features ceramics, textiles, metalwork, 
and carvings produced by cultures across the 
Andes region, a 4,500-mile-long mountain 
range on the Pacific Coast of South America. 
These objects, many on view for the first time, 
reveal the diverse and sophisticated artmak-
ing techniques through which ancient Andeans 
expressed ancestral beliefs and personal and 
political identities. The wall case provides a 
comparative view of the ceramic production of 
several prominent Peruvian civilizations, pre-
sented chronologically from left to right. From 
the colorful painted motifs of the Nasca and the 
sculptural realism of the Moche to the whistling 
vessels of the Chancay, the ceramics depict 
both realistic and stylized animals, people, 
deities, food, and scenes of warfare, perfor-
mance, and pleasure. Through July 20, 2025 
- "Art of the U.S.: American Stories/American 
Myths." What comes to mind when you think of 
the history of the United States? The “discov-
ery” of the continent by European explorers? 
The American Revolution and founding of the 
country? Westward expansion, or perhaps the 
turmoil of the Civil War? This re-installed gal-
lery incorporates historical and contemporary 
works of art from the United States to tell some 
of these stories and confront some of these 
myths. The gallery includes a variety of works 
to encourage visitors to think about how these 
narratives shape our understanding and may 
preserve or counter fallacies of nationhood and 
democracy. Ongoing - The Collection Galler-
ies feature rotating installations of the Nasher 
Museum’s extensive holdings of historical 
art. Eight galleries, as well as the entrance to 
Wilson Pavilion, are dedicated to the museum’s 
strengths, which represent a brief history of 
human creativity from different times and parts 
of the world.

Cam-
eroonian artist Jean Michel Dissake’s sculptural 
works use found and recycled materials to repre-
sent a balance between nature and technology 
by weaving natural objects such as wood, vines, 
termite dust, water hyacinths, and palm fronds 
together with computer boards, aluminum wire, 
license plates, and car parts. Informed by his 
cultural heritage as well as wisdom gained from

ambitious cross-cultural exhibition explores the 
relationship between two global superpowers, 
the Republic of Venice and the Ottoman Empire, 
over four centuries (circa 1400–1800). Through 
a rich body of works reflecting both Venetian 
and Ottoman origins, “Venice and the Ottoman 
Empire” documents interactions between the 
two rival Mediterranean states across multiple 
cultural arenas—political, diplomatic, economic, 
artistic, technological, and culinary. The Venetian 
loans are joined by a trove of recently salvaged 
objects from a major Adriatic shipwreck, the 
large Venetian merchant ship Gagliana Grossa 
that sank while traveling from Venice to Istanbul 
in 1583. These spectacular items have never 
been exhibited outside Croatia, where the wreck 
is located.

Soon 
after midnight on July 6, 1932, Smith was shot on 
a sleeping porch at the family’s country estate. 
Smith died later that morning. Smith’s wife Libby 
Holman and Smith’s childhood friend and sec-
retary Albert “Ab” Walker wre ultimately charged 
with first-degree murder. In a stunning reversal, 
the case was dropped before coming to trial. To 
this day, it is not known whether Smith Reynolds, 
20-year-old heir and renowned aviator, died by 
suicide, accident or murder.
