     As a young artist in New York, Plansky’s 
recognized talent placed him in the com-
pany of several well-known artists includ-
ing Willem and Elaine de Kooning, Grace 
Hartigan, Milton Resnick and Joan Mitchell 
who became his mentor and advisor. His 
career was launched in New York during the 
late 1970s.
