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School. She’s received artist in residency
grants to Yaddo and Millay Colony for the
Arts and was invited to show her work in
Beijing, China.

Wayman states that, “Patterns of na-
ture, her seasons and cycles and our place
in them are the primary themes of my
work, whatever my format or approach.
Some paintings are skies, mountains,
trees and water or flowers, grasses and
leaves in light painted as metaphors for
ourselves. Others are more symbolic, god-
dess figures, lace, bones, clocks and small
altarpieces. All represent the natural world
or symbols in up close detail, as broad
patterns of light or as pattern. Materials
are oil sticks and oil paint on cotton or
linen canvas and wood. The process and
the images themselves evolve as I make
them. Some works are more sculptural
and varied in their use of materials, and
may include small paintings. Some of
these works are altars and may be used for
personal or group rituals. In the new im-
ages I choose to make explicit that which
was implicit in my earlier work - that
creating art is a spiritual practice.”

Wayman grew up in Greensboro, NC,
and attended Vassar College where she
earned her BA, cum laude, in European
History. Her art studies continued at the
Art Students League in New York, the
Corcoran School of Art, in Washington,
DC, and the Tyler School of Art in Rome,

Italy. She received her Master of Fine Arts
in Painting from the University of North
Carolina at Greensboro.

Wayman lives in the country out-
side Greensboro, NC, where she and her
furniture-making husband work in their
studio, Forest Light, and take frequent fly
fishing trips together. She grows the flow-
ers she paints, has a daily Zen meditation
practice and is continually expanding her
vision and approach to art-making. Way-
man is also an enthusiastic and committed
teacher. She has been Hege Professor of
Art at Guilford College since 1973.

The University of North Carolina at
Greensboro is presenting Annie Lapin:
Falk Visiting Artist, on view at the
Weatherspoon Art Museum, through Jan.
5,2014.

Los Angeles-based artist Annie Lapin
draws much of her inspiration from
recollections of historical works of art.
Working from these memories and her
imagination, Lapin builds up her images
in layers, allowing them to develop over
time. The resulting works are highly
evocative impressions that capture the
experience of encountering historical
landscape painting. Her exhibition at the
Weatherspoon includes recent and new
works that evoke landscape yet remain
open-ended and abstract.

Lapin is fascinated with the aura of
painting, that is, the way both the origi-
nality and materiality of a painting infuse
it with a particular status and value.
Landscape painting carries a particu-
larly strong socio-historical weight, and,
in her new work, Lapin finds the rich
formal and technical characteristics of
the Romantic landscape a fruitful context
for investigation. She combines the signs,
effects and compositional elements of
this genre with bright colors, wide brush-
strokes and heavy impasto. In viewing
a work by Lapin, what may first appear
to us as a representation of a tree or the
sky, quickly morphs into abstraction. Her
luxurious paintings both feed our desire
for illusion and confront us with their
own materiality.

Lapin is the Fall 2013 Falk Visiting
Artist at the Weatherspoon Art Museum
and the Art Department at the University
of North Carolina at Greensboro. The
exhibition is organized by Xandra Eden,
Curator of Exhibitions. Special thanks
to Assistant Professor of Art, Jennifer
Meanley, and the 2013/14 Falk Visiting
Artist Committee.
