Oh October 

     Something special always seems to hap-
pen with the October issue of Carolina Arts. 
During Oct. 2012 the paper was 85 page 
and attracted 175,150 downloads. That was 
not only the biggest paper to date and the 

most seen. That was awesome, but October 
has a rival in the month of May. 
     Our May 2013 issue of Carolina Arts 
was 88 pages big (the biggest ever) and it 
received 178,805 downloads so the October 
issue was on notice. Unfortunately when 
we launched the October issue it started out 
relatively slow compared to the May issue 
and even behind the September issue and 
since most of the downloads tend to come 
at the beginning of the month, it didn’t look 
good. By October 10th there were 160,000 
downloads which usually means we had 
seen the lion’s share for the month - usually, 
but like I said something always seems to 
happen in October. 
     All of a sudden we started seeing 3,500 
to 5,000 downloads come in every day until 
about the 25th of the month when we had 
gone over 214,000 downloads - a major 
jump in downloads. What caused this mid-
month jump in activity? I don’t have a clue.
     All along we have seen steady growth in 
downloads, but this was a major spike and 
the October 2013 issue was actually smaller 
than last year’s issue at 85 pages. 
     Now, I expect a big drop in downloads 
in November - which is usual, but if I’m 
wrong and we stay around the 200,000 
mark - we’ll have reached a new plateau. 
But, we won’t know what’s going on with 
that until this time next month.

      Seen your first Christmas commercial 
on TV yet? I have. We’re also dealing with 
trying to convince the three-year-old in the 
house that just because some unmentioned 
retailer sent us a Christmas Toy catalogue 
this early that there is no possibility of him 
getting any of the numerous things he wants 
in it until Christmas. And, that depends on 

how good he is until then. We’re not having 
too much luck with that. We’re hearing a lot 
of “I want this” and “I want that” - over and 
over again. We’re even trying to hide the 
book, but we can’t get rid of it completely 
as it has become a major bargaining tool 
for other behavioral issues. Such is life for 
Grandpa and Grandma these days. 
     Working on this November issue I’ve 
seen a number of Holiday gift related 
exhibits and events, so I guess the annual 
campaign to convince people to buy art as 
holiday gifts has began. After all it is one 
of the best ways to get someone a unique 
gift - one that thousands of others won’t be 
opening at the same time. 
      Who needs to have just another iPhone 
5s or a new 55” 3D TV? That’s the 21st 
century equivalent of a new sweater or 
socks. But a gift of art - that’s not only 
making a statement about the giver, but the 
recipient too. These are people who can see 
beyond the current fads and commercials. 
They see the lasting value of art - which can 
be enjoyed for generations to come. Art is 

an investment. That’s what they say. And 
I agree. Linda and I have invested a lot in 
the visual arts. And, we actually have one 
example of how it works.
     Back in the 1980’s we purchased a work 
of art for $250 - which was a big investment 
for us at the time. Back when the recession 
came we sold that work for $5,000, which 
was probably less than what it was really 
worth because of the recession. It was a 
buyer’s market, but we really needed the 
money. We hated giving up the piece, but 
we had enjoyed it for over 20 years. And, in 
some ways I think a lot more of that work 
of art than I did in the old days as a great 
investment that came through for us in a 
time of need. It’s a great memory - one we’ll 
never forget and it makes us wonder what 
other treasures we invested in.

     The Spartanburg Art Museum at Chap-
man Cultural Center in Spartanburg, SC, 
is presenting From ‘Bourg to ‘Burg, an in-
ternational exhibition, featuring works by 
nine artists from Fribourg, Switzerland, on 
view through Dec. 21, 2013.

     “In painting a series about food, I have 
used these ideas as a jumping off place. 
Food, as delicious as it might be, may not 
always be visually exciting,” Zoole said. 
“My task (and I am limited) is to involve 
the viewer’s eye, their visual sense. I hope 
to delight the eye and whet the aesthetic 
appetite.”
     Zoole is an established painter in 
Spartanburg and member of the Guild, 
having exhibited many times in the 
region. She is a Signature Member of the 
National Watercolor Association and the 
South Carolina Watermedia Society. She 
holds degrees from Agnes Scott College, 
University of Colorado, and North Texas 
University. Zoole is the recipient of a Ful-
bright Scholarship. Her serious pursuit of 
art followed these academic achievements 
with the intensive study of water media 
with nationally known artists.
     In regards to this exhibit, Zoole said, 
“Family recipes gathered together com-
pose a kind of domestic journal. Beneath 
the surface of something simple, ordinary 
and familiar like a recipe can be a richness 

and a heartbeat. Here we find glimmers 
of family stories, personal histories and 
regional attachments. They document a 
family’s celebrations and recall the cooks 
who prepared them. Favorite recipes are 
collected and passed down to the next 
generation because the food is delicious 
and the memories vivid. Who among us 
doesn’t have a favorite food prepared by a 
loved one?”
     “And many of the old recipes are writ-
ten in the hand of the cook recalling other 
times and places,” Zoole continued. “In 
many families and cultures, food, love and 
hospitality intersect. We are nurtured liter-
ally and figuratively by beloved recipes 
and dishes of our families. We show our 
affection to others with hospitality serv-
ing our favorite foods. A simple recipe 
on a card can tell quite a complicated 
story—like a family photo from an album 
or a page pulled out of a diary. Even our 
favorite fast food can have a sentimental 
edge depending on the circumstances in 
which it’s shared.”
     A few years ago Zoole was juried into 
the prestigious American Watercolor 
Society’s annual show, winning an award 
and having her painting chosen as part of 
the traveling exhibit. For two consecutive 
years she has been designated as a fellow 
in the Artist in Residency program at the 
Hambidge Center in north Georgia. She 
has exhibited her work in solo shows at

The 
gallery will also celebrate its 6 year anni-
versary on Nov. 1, from 6-9pm, with a spe-
cial unveiling of a commissioned portrait by 
member artist Diarmuid Kelly at 7pm. 
     Mulfinger holds an MA in Studio Art 
and currently free-lances full-time. He 
also teaches painting, printmaking, draw-
ing and batik.
     After a number of years of focusing 
on batik as his main medium, Mulfinger 
discovered linocuts as a “sister medium.” 
The progression from light to dark values 
parallels that of batik, with the advantage, 
in the “new” field of printmaking, of 
several individual, original pieces. In ad-
dition, linocuts with their layers of color, 
averaging twelve in depth, provide a rich, 
tactile presence akin to oil painting.
     Mulfinger executes linocuts using 
the reduction method of printing. After 
each printing of color, the plate is cut 
away until the final, darkest skeletal lines 
remain. By definition, this process decrees 
an intrinsically limited edition - usually 
between 20-50 original, hand-cut, hand-
rolled, hand-pulled pieces. This qualifies 
them for, in collector’s parlance, a “rare” 
designation.
     Mulfinger resides in Greenville with 
his wife and five children.
     Mulfinger offered the following artist 
statement: “Most of my artwork is depen-
dent upon the visible world immediately 

around me.”
     “My numerous sketchbooks attest to 
my obsession with drawing anything in 
my environment. Even the simplified 
forms around me when confined to a flat 
surface impress me with a new found es-
sence. The reality that arises from extract-
ing forms from nature fuels my creative 
process encouraging me to compose with 
shadow and color.”
     “My work is purely visual; if it does 
not arrest the viewer by itself without a 
verbal explanation, I consider it ineffec-
tive.”   
     While walking along Main Street, 
Greenville, an idea for a cooperative art 
gallery was born. “With such a beauti-
ful setting and an abundance of talented 
artists, it was a natural fit,” stated Laura 
Buxo, creator and founder of the Artists 
Guild Gallery of Greenville. Starting with 
18 local artists in Nov. 2007, the gallery 
has been open seven days per week with 
permanent display space for each member 
artist. Each month a different local guest 
artist is highlighted on one of the premiere 
walls with a meet-the-artist reception.  
     Thousands of dollars have been raised 
by the gallery at charity events for the 
American Heart Association, Greenville 
Humane Society, American Red Cross 
and Foothills Search and Rescue. The 
Artists Guild Gallery of Greenville also 
dedicates a wall for local student artists to 
display their art at no cost. During the past 
three years, the gallery has developed and 
hosted a Juried Small Works Show with

      “We are so pleased to show Heather’s 
new work, which beautifully exemplifies 
a contemporary thread of artists who inte-
grate data into either their process or their 
finished product,” says Shana Dumont 
Garr, Director of Programs & Exhibitions 
at Artspace.
      Using a program called TreeMaker 
developed by Robert Lang in cooperation 
with Professor Erik Demaine and Martin 
L. Demaine at the Massachusetts Institute 
of Technology in Cambridge, MA, Gor-
don uses the geographic locations of her 
loved ones to create a connected “tree.” 
She allows the program to mathemati-
cally optimize a crease pattern to create a 
folded origami shape. This pattern can be 
manipulated while keeping the relational 
distances intact to generate variations in 
the resulting shape. The flexibility enables 
the artist to create a series with a unified 
appearance and intriguing distinctions.
     Born in 1967, Gordon received her 
BFA from the University of Florida in 
1990 and her MFA from New Mexico 
State University in 1995. She has taught 
painting, drawing, design, and art appreci-
ation courses in numerous locations from 
1992 to1999, and has given lectures about 
her work at SAS, Cassilhaus, the Ackland 
Art Museum, and Greenhill. Gordon regu-
larly exhibits locally and nationally.

     McRay injects impromptu invention 
in the construction of his collages, which 
include such materials as painted papers, 
photographic reproductions, snippets of 
photographs, scraps of fabric, elements 
from magazines, cut & torn paper, water-
media & acrylic paints. The different 
materials of everyday existence are edited, 
sliced and reassembled into amazingly 
new images on paper, board or canvas.
     These constructed worlds pull the 
viewer into a new reality. Collage empow-
ers McRay to push the boundaries that al-
low the real world to infiltrate a painting, 
dissolve the conventions that separate art 
and life, high art and popular culture.
     McRay received a BFA degree at the 
Maryland Institute College of Art, where 
he earned a four-year scholarship for 
his artistic talent. He has been exhibit-
ing in NC since 1987, and McRay was 
juried into Artspace in 1998. He has been 
featured on TV and radio shows, and 
in multiple newspapers and magazines.

But with the exception of Native 
American pottery, most of it actually has 
roots originating elsewhere, ranging from 
the villages of Germany, Africa, Japan 
and China to the porcelain factories of 
England’s Stoke-on-Trent.

North Caro-
lina potter Siglinda Scarpa was born in 
northwestern Italy at the outset of World

This turned out to be 
a pivotal moment in a life that would later 
lead to studios in Rome and New York, 
and eventually to Pittsboro, NC, where 
she founded her own small art pottery stu-
dio and has been making her clay art and 
sheltering abandoned cats ever since.

     The Toe River Arts Council in Burns-
ville, NC, is presenting Notions of Time, 
featuring the works of Robin Johnston, Ben 
Elliott, and Cassie Floan, on view in the 
Burnsville Gallery, through Nov. 16, 2013. 
     Robin Johnston, Ben Elliott, and 
Cassie Floan will offer up their own 
interpretation of time through the visual 
languages of fiber, glass, and photogra-
phy. Their work will communicate ideas 
associated with time - its importance and 
how it is perceived.
     Johnston’s work deals with measuring 
time, capturing moments as they pass, and 
the sense of loss that accompanies their 
passing. She weaves with plain materials 
and basic patterns to overemphasize sim-
plicity. Her intention is to bring into focus 
a certain stillness that is hard to define, a 
reverence for patience and humility.
     “There is a level of protest in choosing 
to work in a widely forgotten medium and 
deliberately making the process of weav-
ing much slower than necessary,” says 
Johnston. “It is a subtle reaction against 

our hurried society. I track patterns in na-
ture such as ocean tides, light, heartbeats, 
and seismic activity. Using this data, I 
invent restrictive systems that dictate the 
methods and process for each piece. All 
the elements collected during the making 
accumulate into real-time maps of my 
physical experience weaving. The work 
investigates my feelings of distance from 
the natural world through recording and 
re-interpreting its’ constant cycles. It also 
acknowledges the impact human existence 
has on the earth’s natural time rhythms.”
     Ben Elliott views his glasswork as 
small fragments of a story that unfold with 
time. Every fragment is part of a personal 
narrative that might come from the past, 
the present, or the future. His hope is to 
evoke a particular thought or memory us-
ing familiar images as a common thread. 
This technique brings a certain feeling, the 
rest of the story is up to the viewer.
     Elliott’s recent work is inspired by old 
sayings about time. He transforms these

old sayings into his own visual interpreta-
tions of them. During this process, the 
personal narrative element of his work is 
exposed. Whether it’s internal or external, 
seasonal or day to day, time is a concept 
all humans share. Elliott hopes to be able 
to show others, through his work, how 
important and precious are the seconds in 
a life.
     Cassie Floan’s “notion” came from a 
background in photography, where she 
enjoyed the element of process found 
specifically in Bromoil prints - a time con-
suming process where every step has to be 
just right to achieve the desired results. 
      “Digital imagery has changed how we 
perceive information and made tradi-
tional photography obsolete,” says Floan. 
“While this was difficult to accept at first, 
technology and time pushed forward with 
new opportunities and ways of seeing.”
     The work, Still Arrangement, is Floan’s 
way to rediscover a similar mood and 
aesthetic that Bromoil offered. “Although 
the process is not the same, I am find-
ing that the content can still be captured. 
My intent with this work is to record the 
passing of time through the visual produc-

tion.” Floan work in the exhibition is a 
labyrinth, which she finds calming despite 
its inherent intricacy. Still Arrangement 
is an installation of jewelweed flowers 
organized in the form of a labyrinth on 
top of a bed of sand. While arranging this 
piece, every step of the process became a 
symbolic layer. From gathering the flow-
ers to pouring the sand to watching the 
decline, each step placed emphasis on the 
moment.
     Different approaches in aesthetics 
evoke an introspective thought, a mean-
ingful conversation, or stir up a memory 
for the viewer. Personal narratives are an 
underlying connection. Time is represent-
ed through recording passages of real-time 
(fiber), a visual account of a process (pho-
tography), and abstract representations of 
time with surrounding imagery (glass). 
All are reflective of the artists’ environ-
ments and changing lifestyles that tend to 
shift from the day to day to the cyclical 
concepts of time.

Spending 
time in the colorful and light drenched 
Mediterranean village of Collioure, I be-
gan to appreciate the impact that this little 
seaside town had on the work of Derain 
and Matisse. It was in this southern village 
that Fauvism was invented.” 
     “Although I have always used color 
for its own sake in a formal, abstract way 
(and sometimes for its psychological 
impact), I began to use color and light as 
something solid, with weight,” adds Nell-
smith. “Light, rather than simply lighting 
the façade of a building, began to tumble 
from the sky and fall on the street as if 
were too heavy to remain in the sky. Color 
fields became more substantial and strokes 
of paint more independent of one an-
other. Line work began to not only define 
form, but find its way off of the form in 
an unbroken continuum and encapsulate 
space – air, light, nothingness was made 

as solid as a wall. Color would become 
investigatory and not tied so closely to 
nature. Lines would be used for their own 
lyrical qualities rather than defining shape 
or form.”  
     “All of this seemed to me to be the 
illogical, but natural progression that the 
structure or formal qualities in the work 
would need to take in order to continue 
to be capable of carrying the weight of 
the memories and feelings that I hold for 
a specific place in the natural world. It 
makes little difference whether the mem-
ory involves a cityscape in France or in 
Columbia, or a bridge over the marsh and 
creeks, or an abstraction that presumably 
was born in the confines of my studio. 
The need is to make paint the collation 
of memory, action, and formalism,” says 
Nellsmith.

     Tapp’s Art Center in Columbia, SC, 
will present I Am Not Invisible, featuring 
works by Susan Lenz, on view from Nov. 
7 through Dec. 27, 2013. Receptions will 
be held on Nov. 7 and Dec. 5, from 5:30-
7:30pm.  
      I Am Not Invisible is a defiant mantra 
and the exhibition title for new work by 
Susan Lenz. The work investigates the 
nature of memory, the tendency to forget 
over time, and the artist’s fervent hope to 
create art with a lasting impression.  
     “The last thing any of us will ever do 
is die”, says Lenz. “Like everyone, I have 
so many ideas, too many things to do and 
objects to make and not enough days in 
which to accomplish half of it. What re-
ally worries me is the possibility that none 
of it will matter in the years to come. I 
might not be remembered; my work might 
not be kept by future generations.  With 
time, I might fade away, become invisible. 
I’m working to avoid this fate.”
     The centerpiece of the exhibition is a 
stitched grid of anonymous vintage pho-
tographs. At fifteen feet in length and over 
five feet in height, it is easy for viewers 
to get sucked into the lives and times of 
the unknown families and the days they 
sought to remember through snapshots. 
Related work includes a collection of 
framed, antique portraits displayed as if 
a family’s wall of ancestors. Each image 
includes a collaged phrase, such as “I Was 
Someone’s Mother”, “Once a Pillar of the 
Community”, and “The Stories We Could 
Tell”.  Other work repurposes scraps 
of crazy quilts, rusted nails, celluloid 
buttons, plastic greenery off discarded 

artificial cemetery flowers, and a plethora 
of vintage ephemera.  
     Lenz put herself into her time-capsule 
concepts by posing nude atop sprays of 
funeral flowers and in barren landscapes. 
She also used her own life-sized silhou-
ettes as a stitched outline on sheer chiffon 
and suspended this floating material in 
front of densely collaged canvases. The 
resulting images make obvious the short-
ness of life on earth and the inevitable blur 
of slipping into history.
     While most of Lenz’s extensive stash 
of materials is vintage and scavenged at 
estate auctions, she has also incorporated 
more modern items. Connected, Shared, 
Saved is a triptych of assorted cords, 
cables, Internet connectors and electrical 
devices.  The individual words have dual 
meanings, half suggesting a network of 
human relationships and half suggesting 
similar computer functions. Gathering 
My Thoughts, a mass of unwound thread 
in suspended baskets, also draws on word 
associations. “Thread” is fundamental to 
fiber arts but is also a word used to de-
scribe conversations, common bonds, and

Internet correspondence.
     Collectively, the work uses every day, 
found materials and explores the way 
people try to remember and attempt to 
be remembered. The exhibit is the art-
ist’s effort to do both while admitting the 
likelihood of failure. Journal entries are 
scattered through the exhibit and include:  
“These truths are always with me: I am a 
female lacking an academic arts educa-
tion in a male dominated world bent on 
high-brow approaches to art-making 
underscored with critical words written by 
trained professionals. I am a postmeno-
pausal woman with years of experience 
and mountains of visual expressions wait-
ing to take form. I work and will continue 
to work because I have something to say 
in spite of the many obstacles. I work with 
the faint hope that ‘something’, perhaps 
just one little work of art, might be kept 
through coming generations, cherished 
… admired … remembered … regarded 
for its quality… something to mark my 
existence on this planet. I work because I 
AM NOT INVISIBLE.”

     The Fine Arts Center of Kershaw 
County in Camden, SC, is presenting 
International Exchange: The Columbia-
Kaiserslautern Connection, on view in the 
Bassett Gallery, through Nov. 29, 2013.  
     Curated by Wim Roefs of if ART Gal-
lery in Columbia, SC, the exhibition will 
feature two large murals that are the result 
of an artists’ exchange between Columbia, 
SC, and its German sister city, Kaiser-
slautern. In addition to the murals, the 
show will present individual art works by 
some dozen Columbia and Kaiserslautern 
artists.
     The artist exchange started in 2000 
with the shipment of a steel palmetto tree 
sculpture from Columbia to Kaiserslau-
tern. Since then, seven Kaiserslautern 
artists have worked and exhibited in 
Columbia, and ten Columbia artists have 
been to Kaiserslautern. The tree was cre-
ated by Meg McLean as part of that year’s 
Palmetto Tree Project, sponsored by the 
Cultural Council of Richland and Lexing-
ton Counties. In 2001, McLean and Britta 
Cruz, a German artist then living in Co-
lumbia, went to Kaiserslautern. The mural 

project involved joint work by artists 
from two countries and revealed different 
approaches that required give and take. 
Differences became clear immediately in 
2012, when Kaiserslautern artist Germans 
Klaus Hartmann and Silvia Rudolf visited 
Columbia, to work with Columbia artists 
Stephen Chesley, Jeff Donovan, Mary 
Gilkerson, Tonya Gregg, Peter Lenzo, 
Laura Spong, Mike Williams and David 
Yaghjian on a joint mural. 
     After the mural was exhibited in Co-
lumbia, it traveled to Germany. Artists of 
the Künstlerwerkgemeinschaft Kaiserslau-
tern artists group (KWG) were to exhibit 
it there, then rework the mural and send 
it back to Columbia. Early 2013, a group 
of German artists held meetings about 
what to produce, but in the end decided 
they could not cover up the mural and in 
its stead, produced a new, second mural.

sion of the essential nature of the subject. 
My collage work often employs ‘found’ 
materials and involves layering and pre-
cise juxtaposition of line, color, shape and 
texture. Life experience may be similarly 
layered. At times, subject matter serves as 
metaphor for intangible ideas. It examines 
boundaries, and addresses the fragility of 
existence, of presence, of absence, and of 
memory”. 
     Selected small collages that span 
30 years (1983 – 2013) on a variety of 
themes will be on view. Such themes 
include the City Scene series; Bird Series; 
Precious Threads series; the Square series 
and the Urban Instincts series.
      David Houston, former head of Visual 
Art at the SC Arts Commission offered 
an essay in 2000, titled “Marge Moody: 
Collage”: “By its very nature collage 
is an open text that, when successful, 
establishes an empathetic link between 
the artist, the image and the viewer. The 
subtle nature of this communication, as 
does conversation, is renewed with each 
encounter and makes significant demands 
on both parties. The artist must rely on a 
sure sense of composition to shape many 
different elements into a unified work, 
while the viewer is challenged to look 
beyond the convention of semblance and 
respond to a poetic language that often 
relies on ambiguity and abstraction. Out-
living its modernist heritage, the collage 
sensibility is now the very foundation for 
our understanding of the world: as we 
read a magazine, shop, use the computer, 
or drive down the strip, we enter the realm 
of collage”.
     “Within this context, the collage pieces 
of Scottish-born artist Marge Moody 
address a different realm than that of our 
cacophonous lives. Cutting and pasting, 
mark-making and layering are all tech-
niques which, in her hands, bring order 
rather than celebrate randomness. Relying

on subtle relationships and the care-
fully considered play of tension her work 
abjures absolutes and contrasts sharply 
with the media-conscious narratives of 
much contemporary art. For the know-
ing viewer, references abound. Partly 
conscious but mostly not, Moody’s use 
of the language of the twentieth century 
abstract art relies on intuitive borrow-
ing rather than outright appropriation or 
ironic quotation. For viewers unfamiliar 
with this tradition, these works invite an 
individual response and succeed in com-
municating the satisfaction of aesthetic 
engagement and delight. Above all, the 
works by Marge Moody invite all of us to 
rediscover the almost forgotten experience 
of genuinely looking at art.”

     The Waterworks Visual Arts Center in 
Salisbury, NC, is presenting Restructure – 
Contrast and Balance, featuring works by 
Brett Baker, Chris Nitsche, and Leslie Pontz, 
on view through Feb. 1, 2014.   
     Three regional artists’ diverging styles, 
along with a group show, meet in a challeng-
ing exhibition that highlights the juxtaposi-
tion of contrasting elements, challenging the 
viewer to explore the concept of co-existing 
contrasts that present an array of conflicts. 
This exhibition explores how artists arrange 
elements in their work to depict the complex 
dynamic relationships between distinctly dif-
ferent elements and ideas. 
     Brett Baker (Durham, NC) paints in oils 
on canvas. To begin each piece, he puts paint 
down until the background is covered. Each 
stroke moves him to the next and an interest-
ing relationship, usually color, will happen. 
His paintings are dense, thick abstract ma-
trixes of interlocking marks, rows of vertical 
and diagonal dashes. He looks at the thick-
ness of the paint and the color relationships 
to achieve his finished artwork. In his small 
paintings, Baker uses little to no medium so 
that the viewer is presented with full-bodied 
layers of oil color.
     Baker states, “My work slowly approaches 
a place where observation and the physical 

subjects lend their individual influences to an 
intuitive painting process, informing the space 
in a given painting. Portraits have a shallow, 
frontal depth. A table is a surface that can 
alternate between flatness and perspective. 
The raised hand, which can be seen in many 
Byzantine and Russian icon paintings, mirrors 
the picture plane and is also an invitation to 
touch. Ultimately, each painting must feel 
resolved to me in relation to metaphorical sub-
jects like these while remaining a resolutely 
autonomous object.”  
     Baker earned his BFA from the Col-
lege of William and Mary and his MFA in 
Painting from Boston University. His work 
has received numerous awards, including 
a Guggenheim Fellowship in Painting, and 
he has exhibited throughout the US. He is a 
nationally recognized blogger, art writer, and 
editor of Painters’ Table, a painting magazine 
blog with international readership. His current 
body of Recent Work is exhibited in the Stan-
back Gallery Hall.
     Chris Nitsche (Savannah, GA) builds 
sculptures that evoke the visual and metaphor-
ical attributes of ships; a pursuit he started in 
1995.  Nitsche’s methods in building sculp-
tures fall into two distinct processes; found ob-
ject constructions and welded steel works. The 
first are sculptures built from cast-aside toys, 
household items and game parts, which he ob-
sessively collects. His process is meticulous; 
he chooses and assembles objects in molds 
fashioned as ship hulls, using bonding agents 
that adhere these divergent materials. Para-
doxical forces are at work in these intimately 
scaled pieces. The juxtaposed materials and 
design reveal clarity. The sculptures unleash 
narrative expressions of irony, satire, and per-
sonal contexts from deceptively modest forms 
into intricate constructions.  
     Nitsche’s second approach in welded steel 
involves a mix of found metal and new stock. 
He gravitates to utilitarian objects and metal 
implements for their unique aesthetic signifi-
cance and transformative properties. The new 
steel he prefers becomes derelict planking for 
some works, and formalist contour for others. 
In planning the steel works, Nitsche uses a Da-
vid Smith technique by chalk drawing the idea 
on the studio floor.  This way he gestures the 
movement and scale of the work, determining 
linear lightness or textural density.  
     Nitsche conceives and realizes the artwork 
in series. It is his means to explore different 
perspectives of a focused inspiration, in form 
and content. The found object assemblages 
offer tremendous flexibility associated with 
narrative intent and materials. These works 
include an amalgam of personal experiences, 
and being sensitized to the grand and intimate

visual realities of his surroundings.  Some of 
these works evoke satiric humor, though the 
obsessive, closed off qualities have disquiet-
ing, mysterious connotations. With the steel 
sculptures, Nitsche imagines the components 
forming together by precarious coincidence, 
where each object finds its correct place in 
articulating the desired ship form. They evoke 
buoyant gestures of steel with a synergistic 
energy.  
     Nitsche received his BFA in Painting and 
Drawing from Northern Illinois University and 
his MFA from the University of New Mexico. 
He is a professor of Foundation Studies at 
the Savannah College of Art and Design. 
His work has been exhibited throughout the 
United States.  His work, The Ships Sail On: 
Christopher Nitsche – A Mid-Career Survey, 
is presented in the Osborne and Woodson 
Galleries. 
     Leslie Pontz (Philadelphia , PA) creates 
unique sculpture by crocheting wire and 
monofilament forms and combining them 
with iron and fiber elements. The result is 
non-traditional fiber sculptures that challenge 
the senses and the mind. She works without 
pre-set boundaries and rules, which gives her 
an energy that transfers to the “canvas” as she 
pushes the materials around until the finished 
piece emerges.    
    Pontz states, “I remember thinking on my 
first visit to the desert how glorious it was with 
its grayed colors and hard shapes and soft sand 
and prickly textures. There were so many con-
trasts in this quiet world of sand and lizards. 
Yet from the very first moment that I experi-
enced this environment, it seemed so peaceful, 
full of shapes and textures that did not seem 
to go together but definitely wanted to live 
together. Since that time I have continued to 
be intrigued with exploring the juxtaposi-
tion of contrasting elements that are far more 
exciting existing together than independently. 
By combining materials like crocheted metal, 
silk organza, thread, and rusted industrial 
elements, I am able to explore this concept of 
co-existing contrasts that constantly reminds 
me that life itself presents an array of conflicts 
that always need balancing.”  
     Light is important to Pontz’s work.  There 
is an external form that is quite easy to see 
and touch, but there are also inner forms and 
textures that are created by the glazing of 
the materials and forms. As the unexpected 
combinations of materials are layered one over 
another, the light allows the viewer to discover 
the new textures that are created and see 
through to the inner fabric/vitality of the piece. 
Without the inner play of the light, so much in 
these multi-dimentional pieces could be lost. 
      “The rawness of my finished work is an in-
tegral part of the artistic statement, adds Pontz. 
“It is a statement that stretches the boundaries 
of ‘shoulds’ and ‘should nots,’ of perfection 
and imperfection. I find it very invigorating 
to work without pre-set boundaries and rules, 
because that gives me an energy that I believe

manifestation of ideas can intersect. The appli-
cation of paint is universal in that it could be 
left by any hand. Yet, subject to repetition and 
scrutiny, mark and color are gradually cali-
brated to achieve a unity and visual complex-
ity. My work slowly approaches a place where 
observation and the physical manifestation 
of ideas can intersect. More specifically, I’m 
interested in applying the kind of slow looking 
that occurs naturally in observational painting 
to abstraction. I investigate the abstract image 
as equivalent to an observed object.”  
     “This idea has opened my work up to 
subjects, such as the raised hand, the table, 
and the self portrait,” continues Baker. “These 

transfers to the ‘canvas’ as I push the materi-
als around until the finished piece emerges. 
Working with this kind of an open mindset 
also provides me with a sense of freedom. 
There is no such thing as a mistake, and that is 
a wonderful freedom.”
     Pontz has shown her work both nationally 
and internationally and is the recipient of sev-
eral awards. She holds an MFA in printmaking 
from Syracuse University Her current body of 
work, Leslie Pontz:  Shaping Space is on view 
in the Norvell Gallery.

     The Franklin G. Burroughs-Simeon B. 
Chapin Art Museum in Myrtle Beach, SC, 
is presenting two new exhibits includ-
ing: Celia Pearson: Glass Transformed, 
A Photographer Explores Sea Glass, on 
view through Dec. 29, 2013, and The 
Opulent Object: Tapestries by Jon Riis 
with Sculpture by Richard Mafong and 
Mike Harrison, on view through Jan. 5, 
2014.   
     Humans have recycled materials 
since ancient times, turning waste into 
new products. But nature is also a master 
recycler, especially when it comes to 
glass objects that have been discarded 
into the oceans. The abrasive action of 
water and sand, manipulated by currents 
and tides, and the chemistry of the ocean 
environment can create unique textures 
on the surfaces of glass items that human 
technology would be hard-pressed to cre-
ate. And exposure to sunlight often results 
in color changes in the glass itself, turning 
once-clear glass to subtle and unique hues. 
Collectors prize these nature-made works 
of “sea glass,” and delight in the quest to 
identify their origins.
     Nationally known photographer Celia 
Pearson was commissioned to produce 
150 images of the sea glass collection of 
Marylanders Richard and Nancy LaM-
otte - comprising some 30,000 pieces for 
their 2004 book Pure Sea Glass. Since 
then these small treasures, including col-
lections from Italy and Spain, have been 
an enduring inspiration for Pearson. A 
selection of her intriguing photographs is 
featured in an exhibition titled Celia Pear-
son: Glass Transformed, A Photographer 
Explores Sea Glass.
      Produced with archival inkjet tech-
nology, Pearson’s photographs can be as 
large as thirty inches in size, offering the 
viewer a surprising and surreal view as 
tiny pieces of colored glass assume the 
appearance of massive sculptures.
     Pearson observes, “I came to experi-
ence sea glass as a photographer rather 
than a collector. I have always been com-
pelled by its physical beauty. Part of the 
beauty of sea glass is that it has its own 
light. Light makes these bits of sea glass 
come alive.”
     Observing her own images, Pearson 
adds that they are often about order, bal-
ance and harmony. “I see this glass not 
only through the lens of my camera but 
also through the lens of my own particular 
passions. Regardless of how they came 
to be, you will see these images through 
the lens of your own particular passions, 
and thereby this glass will be, once again, 
transformed.” 
     Throughout history, humans have 
coveted material things that are luxuri-
ous, rich in color or texture, adorned with 
gemstones and other rare materials, and 
meticulously crafted: in short, opulent 
objects.
     Three artists offer their versions of 
opulence in an exhibit titled The Opu-
lent Object: Tapestries by Jon Riis with 
Sculpture by Richard Mafong and Mike 
Harrison. More than 40 tapestries and 20 
sculptures are featured in the exhibition.
     Internationally known fiber artist Jon 
Riis creates tapestries using techniques 
dating to antiquity, many of them using 

precious materials such as metallic and 
silk thread, or with added embellishments 
of freshwater pearls, crystal and coral 
beads. His works frequently display a wry 
sense of humor and irony. For example, 
his three-dimensional Deadly Treat is a 
woven depiction of a wrapped Chinese 
candy that was reported to contain harm-
fully high amounts of melamine poisoning 
in 2008.
     Riis is the recipient of numerous 
awards, including two National Endow-
ment for the Arts grants and a Fulbright 
grant. His tapestries are included in many 
museums’ permanent collections, in-
cluding The Louvre, the Art Institute of 
Chicago, the American Craft Museum in 
New York and the Renwick Gallery of the 
Smithsonian American Museum of Art in 
Washington, DC.
     Sculptors Richard Mafong and Mike 
Harrison worked collaboratively to design 
and create the metal and metal-wood ob-
jects in the exhibition. Though these luxu-
rious objects were initially created from 
elemental materials, they have been made 
opulent by the addition of gemstones, rare 
woods, gold and silver. The artists’ works 
reference myths, beliefs and ideals of past 
cultures and examine issues of identity, 
life, and the human condition.

     Richard Mafong is Professor Emeritus 
of Jewelry and Metalsmithing at Georgia 
State University. His works have been 
exhibited at museums and institutions 
throughout North America and abroad, 
including the Smithsonian Institution in 
Washington, DC, the Jimmy Carter Presi-
dential Library and the High Museum in 
Atlanta, GA.
     Mike Harrison fabricates patterns for 
the cast-metal industry. He creates art 
works made of wood or a combination of 
wood and other materials such as metal, 
plastic, silicone, epoxy and fiberglass. 
Such objects often form the molds for 
cast-metal production items used in 
automation, aerospace and agricultural 
equipment. Besides the works in this col-
lection, Mafong and Harrison have created 
many works for private and institutional 
commissions.
     The Franklin G. Burroughs-Simeon B. 
Chapin Art Museum is a wholly nonprofit

     Francis Marion University in Flor-
ence, SC, is presenting two new exhibits 
including: Passage In Time - Photography 
by Tari Federer and In Homage - Recent 
Sculptural Works by Alex Palkovich, on 
view in the Hyman Fine Arts Center Gal-
lery through Nov. 7, 2013.
     Federer discovered her talents as a 
photographer unexpectedly. After over 35 
years as a ceramic artist, she returned to 
school to complete her degree in Visual 
Arts. In photography courses she was 
quickly submerged in light and shadows 
and has found her true passion in nature, 
landscapes and wildlife photography. 
Strong contrast of light and shadow are 
captured in her images while using the 
black and white process. The images have 
a painterly feel, emphasizing the organic, 
yet impermanent, sense of nature in its 
transitions.
     Born Dec. 5, 1947, Federer spent 

a large portion of her life living in the 
Southwest, where she was exposed to 
the great outdoors, riding horses, hiking 
and canoeing. This passion has continued 
in the Carolinas. Her art career started 
at Ventura College and University of 
California-Santa Barbara. In 2010, she 
transferred to Francis Marion University 
in South Carolina and earned Bachelor of 
Arts degrees in Visual Arts and in Span-
ish, with a minor in Art History. Recalling 
her love of wild places in the American 
Southwest, Federer just made a career 
choice to become a photographer.
     “In pursuit of my newly found pas-
sion, Photography, I have uncovered a 
love for black & white imagery. Black and 
white enhances the beauty of the light and 
shadow. By focusing the lens on different 
subject matter or points of interest, and 
using a wide aperture, the surrounding

environment gently evaporates enhancing 
shallow depths of field,” says Federer.
     “I choose scenes and subjects that are 
quiet and peaceful, reflecting the beauty 
I see in old objects, animals, and nature. 
These images compel me to see, what 
is often unseen. Often, the imagery is of 
pastoral landscapes, as I feel interconnect-
edness with nature. It is the meeting place 
of all that I am. It is the mirror of my 
soul. Because color in imagery was not 
introduced until I was in my teens, I feel 
that color takes away the beauty of these 
lustrous values; high contrast, light, and 
shadows that emphasize the form, line, 
and shape of subject matter.”
     Federer adds, “Although realistic, my 
work has grown out of previous ex-
perimentation with dark room and digital 
processes. I am constantly challenging 
myself to be open to new techniques and 

experiments. My influence has come from 
Alfred Stieglitz, Ansel Adams, Henri 
Cartier-Bresson, Vivian Maier, and my 
Photography Professor, Julie Mixon, who 
encourages critical thinking, photography 
fundamentals, and exploration of new 
ideas.”

fairy tales. She creates works using torch 
and fire… heating and forming the bronze. 
Crouch creates actual textures on her 
work’s surface with files, various abra-
sives and chemical patinas, which draws 
one closer, wanting to touch and feel.
     Crouch writes “My metal sculptures 
are grounded in the structure and move-
ment of living things. I began by welding 
found objects together with a small MIG 
welder in a borrowed corner of a friend’s 
welding shop. One day I ordered a sheet 
of bronze, cut into it, and began to shape 
two botanical panels for an arbor. With 
the first iris petal I knew where I wanted 
my art to go. I love the torques and curves 
and complex shapes that grow around us. 
Bronze, shipped to me in flat sheets and 
unyielding rod, seems hard and indus-
trial. My joy comes from bringing it to 
life.  Although I begin with a vision, the 
sculpture takes its own direction; if I will 
listen it will be a better piece. The found 
metal pieces grow from collected shapes. 
Sometimes I have an idea; sometimes I 
just start juxtaposing parts until an image 
emerges. If I am patient and listen, the 
sculpture will tell me where to go”.
     After more than 30 years of trial prac-
tice Crouch traded in the law office for 
the welding shop. She works in bronze, 
copper and steel to create organic pieces 
for house and garden.  An avid gardener, 
she grounds her work in the structure and 
movement of living things.
     Janette Hopper’s sources come from 
North Carolina nature – the shapes of 
the long leafed pines, the ebb and flow 
of marshes, and wind swept beaches. 
She brings the textures of bark and wood 
touched by fire into her works, textures 
that one feels must peel off the paper of 
their own accord. Hopper uses printmak-
ing techniques incorporating chine colle, 
sumi ink drawings and watercolor. In 
her prints there is an illusion of form and 
depth with layers of materials and textures 
from monoprints, collographs and wood-
block prints.
     Hopper says, “Each print is a one of 
a kind work, made with the artist’s hand. 
The mixed-media work on exquisite 
papers combine my own sumi ink brush 
work and washes, pen and ink drawing, 
watercolors, coffee stains, and the print-
making techniques of linocut, collograph, 
wood grain, chine colle and monoprinting. 

I use charcoal gathered from the long leaf 
pine forests combined with egg yolk to 
invent new paints and inks. I cut pieces of 
wood in different shapes and burn them 
to raise the grain for printing. I use ghost 
prints, overlaying of images, tearing and 
drawing. By the process of sorting, ar-
ranging and rearranging, these disparate 
pieces come together into a greater whole, 
driven by the memories in my mind’s eye.  
I am mimicking some of nature’s tricks. 
As a child I found beauty and wonder in 
the fields, trout streams and mountains. 
Through my work I hope you too can feel 
the wonder of nature.”
     Hopper is a retired University Art 
Professor who has taught in Denmark, 
Germany and the United States. She has 
received a Fulbright grant from both the 
United States and Denmark for her work. 
She has had numerous solo shows in 
both the US and Europe. Hopper’s works 
are owned by the National Park Service, 
several State Collections, Public & Private 
Museums and Municipal & Private collec-
tions in both the US and Europe.

     The University of North Carolina at 
Greensboro is presenting Annie Lapin: 
Falk Visiting Artist, on view at the 
Weatherspoon Art Museum, through Jan.

     Los Angeles-based artist Annie Lapin 
draws much of her inspiration from 
recollections of historical works of art. 
Working from these memories and her 
imagination, Lapin builds up her images 
in layers, allowing them to develop over 
time. The resulting works are highly 
evocative impressions that capture the 
experience of encountering historical 
landscape painting. Her exhibition at the 
Weatherspoon includes recent and new 
works that evoke landscape yet remain 
open-ended and abstract. 
      Lapin is fascinated with the aura of 
painting, that is, the way both the origi-
nality and materiality of a painting infuse 
it with a particular status and value. 
Landscape painting carries a particu-
larly strong socio-historical weight, and, 
in her new work, Lapin finds the rich 
formal and technical characteristics of 
the Romantic landscape a fruitful context 
for investigation.

Diamond blades shape the sculptures, and their 
surfaces appear rough and unpolished. That is 
intentional. “I want light and color to pass through, 
but I want you to be looking at the form and the 
color, not at what’s pretty inside of it,” Beck said. 
Light and color passing through the sculpture-
instead of being on the surface only-can fool the 
eye and its interpretation of an object’s position in 
space.
