I design
and craft my jewelry using hand-felted
mulberry paper (Joomchi), papier mache,
unremarkable scraps of corrugated card-
board, green packing material, hand-made
paper, bits of wire and render them into
unexpected creative wear. Each piece is
unique and is the clash of the mundane
and precious.”
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Raasch graduated from the Univer-
sity of California at Davis. Her graphic
design career spanned over thirty years
in the Triangle Area of NC. In 2010 she
became fascinated by all types of paper
as a medium for jewelry design. She is a
member of the American Craft Council,
and the Orange County Artists Guild. She
is represented by the Grovewood Gallery
in Asheville, NC, the NC Crafts Gallery
in Carrboro, NC, Lark in Chapel Hill, NC,
Gallery Five in Tequesta, FL and the Mint
Museum Gallery Shops in Charlotte, NC.

Shelly Hehenberger speaks about her
work: “My work is a meditation on the
patterns of nature explored through the
process of drawing and painting. I use a
variety of techniques and employ many
non-traditional tools to combine sand,
earth, resin, chalk, cold wax medium, and
other materials with oil paint on wood.
Nature inspires me and I try to work like
nature. Through direct observation and
over many months, I savor the journey of
making, adding and subtracting, as an end
in itself. For me this process reveals that
which is beneath and helps me come to
know myself better.”

Hehenberger has a BFA from Indiana
University, 1990 and a MFA from the
University of Cincinnati, 1994. She has
lived with her husband and daughter in
the Carolinas since 2000, and in Orange
County since 2008. She is an active
member of the Frank Gallery on Franklin
Street in Chapel Hill, NC.
