Her training 
began at Converse College and continued at 
the Penland School of Crafts. All of How-
ard’s unique handmade pottery is wheel 
thrown and/or hand built from a North 
Carolina porcelain clay body sourced from 
Asheville, NC. She uses a centuries old 
embossed style of surface decoration known 
as sprigging where she applies hand carved 
dragonflies and flowers individually to the 
leather hardened pots and fired with custom 
glazes. All of the work is very durable, food 
safe, microwave, and dishwasher safe.
