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Carolina University. She claims to be
someone who is uncomfortable socially.
She says, “Since relationships, communi-
cation and intimacy confuse or intimidate
me, my work is an effort to parse and un-
derstand human interactions. In my paint-
ings even still life objects are stand-ins for
people. I often portray ordinary moments
converging with something slightly un-
natural - creating an implied narrative
clouded by ambiguity. I guess that reflects
how I experience life.”

Eberle’s most recent works are based
upon drawings created by a local first
grade class using classical painting tech-
niques. She feels that, “Creating these im-
ages has tapped into my own early memo-
ries and challenged my representational
painting skills as I try to create a logical
anatomy and scenario for each creature.
It’s a departure from my usual work and
it’s been pure fun.” This summer, Eberle
will be teaching figure drawing at Penland
School of Crafts, in Penland, NC.

As completely different as each of
these artist’s works is from the other, they
all share a similarity in that each seems
to be attempting to convey their own
personal relationship with their surround-
ings within the one world we and they all
share.

Middle School Art Exhibit featuring art
by the students from Southwest Middle
School, Wesleyan Academy, High Point
