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     Essig describes his current body of 
work as “hand carved animals that are 
book based or house a miniature wooden 
Ethiopian binding. Many of the sculptures 
depict birds or fish. Currently I am carving 
and exploring crocodiles often with boat 
and bird combinations. Themes of jour-
ney, vessels, travel, protection, reverence, 
fate and prophecy fill these pieces.”
