The influences of both Post-Impres-
sionism and Abstract Expressionism play-
fully share the stage in Felicia van Bork’s
collages, which she assembles from torn
and cut pieces of her own monotype
prints. The contrasting fragments evoke
natural vistas, often populated by non-
objective protagonists.

Jerald Melberg Gallery represent artists
from all geographic regions throughout
the United States, as well as Argentina
and Spain. Equally diverse as where the

artists live are the types and styles of
art they create. Among these are artists
of such stature as Romare Bearden, the
master American collagist of the twentieth
century; Wolf Kahn, considered by many
to be the premier living American land-
scape painter; and Robert Motherwell, one
of the leaders of the American Abstract
Expressionist movement.
