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landscapes embodying the full range of lo-
cal color and timeless contrast. The setting
captures the brilliant warm or cool colors
heralding the arrival of each season in the
Appalachian Mountains.”

“By exploring my subject matter in
detail, the process reveals the mystery and
profound power of nature,” adds Jameson.
“The effect is a literal and sentimental
interpretation of nature; each painting is a
reflection of the relationship between man
and nature; painter and observer.”
