The Center for 
Craft’s John Cram Partner Gallery will host 
the exhibition – the first in the gallery since 
the recent death of John Cram, a leader in 
revitalizing Asheville’s art, cultural and 
commercial life.
     “Interweaving depicts the intersection of 
time and identity.
