     For the past three years, the Mint has 
been building a significant portfolio of 
works by Mexico City-based photographers 
Graciela Iturbide and Maya Goded. Over 
the decades, the two photographers have 
created revealing, poignant, and powerful 

beings. Emphasis must be given to the 
importance and timeliness of this exhibi-
tion as an outlet for frustration and anxiety 
as artists attempt to illustrate, enact and 
represent both change and consciousness 
raising on a world-wide scale as well as 
on a personal level in a time when systems

skin as a metaphorical boundary to ex-
plore the connection between the self and 
the external world; and Akiko Suzuki’s 
Over The Sea thinking of the sea as the 
path for immigrants to connect to another 
place, like if the sea is a thread and her 
installation, where she merges traditional 
Japanese crafts with digital projections to 
examine shifting cultural identities.
