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Rothschilds were founding members of the
Boone Unitarian Universalist Fellowship,
avid travelers and supporters of the arts.
Julia donated 11 linoleum, woodblock, and
monotype prints on paper by the German
Expressionist painter and printmaker, Otto
Neumann (1895-1975) which were in her
parents’ collection to the Turchin Center

in 2023. Neumann was a close relative of
the Rothschilds; Julia remembers visiting
his home as a young child. Otto Neumann
was born in Heidelberg and studied at the
Staatliche Akademie der Bildenden Kiinste
in Karlsruhe before completing his studies
at the Academia der Bildenden Kiinste in
Munich.

Oak Ridge, NC, resident Roy Nydorf
is an award-winning painter, printmaker,
draftsman and carver who has exhibited
nationally and internationally, and is repre-
sented in numerous private and public col-
lections, including the Smithsonian Ameri-
can Art Museum, the Hirshhorn Museum
and Sculpture Garden, and the Nelson-At-
kins Museum of Art. He earned a Master of
Fine Arts with honors from Yale University,
received his Bachelor of Arts from State
University of New York at Brockport and
attended the Art Students League of New
York, and State University of New York at

Albany. He is professor emeritus at Guilford
College, where he taught art from 1978 until
he retired in May 2018.

Stephen Brooks offered the following
statement, “I spend my free time walking
the ridges and hollows of the North Caro-
lina Highlands. The dark, tangled spaces of
rhododendron groves, the broad expanses
of light at the mountain tops, and ancient
mounds of lichen-covered granite: These
observations inform my work.”

“My paintings begin as a field of warm
gray on the surface. Whether painting plein
air or In the studio, I add multiple layers of
color to describe the light and space. This
process happens over a long period of time,
allowing the layers to dry. Sanding, layer-
ing, glazing, repeating: all add up to the fin-
ished painting. Relics of experience, these
paintings record my decisions, mistakes,
and solutions. They are as much about me
as the landscape.”

“In the animal paintings, I attempt to
expand my experience of the land we all
inhabit,” adds Brooks. “I approach these the
same way I paint landscape. However, I am
surprised by the quality of pathos or even
humor in some. Personification is not my
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
