     Vom Baur is an accomplished painter of 
figures with mythological reference to the 
Valkyries and Greeks.  Her exquisite figures 
tell and retell ancient stories in an allegori-
cal manner.  Her horses are empowered 
figures practically dancing in the landscape. 
Her work has been included in Contem-
porary Charleston shows at the Gibbes 
Museum of Art and Untold Stories at the 
Charleston City Gallery Waterfront Park.
     Vom Baur has shown in Washington, 
DC, Virginia, Tennessee, Florida, Washing-
ton state, Pennsylvania, throughout South 
Carolina and was included in the Boston 
University 60th anniversary show called 
Convergences with several large pieces.  
She was classically trained at Boston Uni-
versity as well as the London College of Art 
in sculpture and drawing.
     In its twentieth year, Corrigan Gallery is 
the culmination of 37 years of experience 
in the Charleston art market. Representing 
more than two dozen artists in an intimate 
space, the gallery presents a new show al-
most every month and invites visiting artists 
to join in.
