Bill from 1946 to 1948. He studied under Josef
Albers and llya Bolotowsky, who introduced him
to the work of artists interested in geometry and
color. The Rachel Maxwell Moore Art Founda-
tion Gallery, Ongoing - Features rotating works
purchased for the Museum by the foundation.
Rachel Maxwell Moore was a leading civic figure
and arts advocate in Greenville. and was central
to the founding of the Museum’s predecessor

in 1939. She established the Rachel Maxwell
Moore Art Foundation in 1963, and before she
passed away in 1964, bequeathed funds to the
foundation for the sole purpose of purchasing
works of art for the Museum’s permanent collec-
tion.
