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     Upstairs Artspace in Tryon, NC, is 
pleased to announce three spring shows 
featuring dynamic works by four regional 
artists: Glenda Guion, Luis Jaramillo, 
Dana Jones, and Ralston Fox Smith. The 
joint exhibition will feature an array of 
paintings, works on paper, and ceramic 
sculptures - all demonstrating a unique 
view of nature and relationships. 
     The show will be on view from Mar.
