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     The Latin American Contemporary 
Art Projects (LaCa) has opened Char-
lotte’s first gallery devoted entirely to 
Latin American contemporary art with the 
exhibit, poetics of erratic materialism, 
featuring contemporary works by Juan 
Dolhare, on view through Apr. 18, 2013. 
     The show presents compositions from 
two series of works that speak to the audi-
ence as observers. Dolhare, whose works 
are in private collections in Argentina, 
Spain, Nigeria, Scotland, and the US, 
believes in artistic practices as a collec-
tive action and common project, using a 
process he defines as sacred pop surrealist. 
The theme of this show, which includes 15 
large-scale canvases, represents Dolhare’s 
work in static images, and his vision of 
transforming “everyday objects” to magi-
cal, therefore creating a sacred, massive 
object of desire. 
     “This is the first gallery in the broader 
region exclusively showing Latin Ameri-
can contemporary art. In addition to 
filling an important gap in the Southeast-
ern marketplace, we are also playing an 
important role in the cultural fabric of our 
community by promoting emerging and 
mid-career Latin American artists and the 
unique culture which they represent,” says 
Neely Verano, director of LaCa  Projects.  
“Given the dramatic increase in Latin 
Americans residing and working in our 
region and the growing influence of the 
Latin American community at a national 
level, we feel this project is timely and 
important to build a more connected and 
educated community that embraces our 

region’s rich diversity.”
     LaCa Projects, located in the heart of 
the revitalized FreeMoreWest neighbor-
hood, at 1429 Bryant Street, is a platform 
dedicated to the presentation, develop-
ment, and promotion of Latin American 
art and culture within the United States. 
The gallery encourages cross-cultural 
dialogue by representing a small group of 
influential and thought-provoking contem-
porary, emerging and mid-career artists, as 
well as exhibiting a broader range of work 
by established and Master Latin American 
artists. The gallery, which has expertise 
in a number of different art media with a 
significant focus on paintings, will also 
be part of a larger planned expansion that 
includes open artist studios and a dining 
concept.

Work by Bob Trotman
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     The Hickory Museum of Art in Hicko-
ry, NC, is presenting an exhibition called 
Hidden Treasures: Illustrated Books by 
William Starkweather, on view in the 
Museum’s second floor Objects Gallery 
through June 30, 2013. 
     Besides being a prolific painter, 
Starkweather (1879-1969) designed book 
covers and illustrated books for authors 
from 1892 through 1930. Over 80 collabo-
rations are attributed to Starkweather, and 
most of them are featured in the exhibi-
tion. Some of the more famous authors 
include Arthur Conan Doyle, Harriet 
Beecher Stowe, Ralph Waldo Emerson, 
and Rudyard Kipling. An exhibition cata-
log is being produced.
      The Hickory Museum of Art (HMA) 
had a relationship with William Stark-
weather in HMA’s early years. In 1954, 
Starkweather wrote to HMA founder and 
first director Paul Whitener, and expressed 
his wish that his paintings would be hung 
where they would “be seen, be useful, 
and be preserved.” At this time, he sent 
eight of his paintings and told Whitener 
that “if you find any of them not what you 
would wish, just return the culprit picture 
or pictures and I will understand. I am 
an old hand in the art game.” All eight 
paintings are in the Museum’s permanent 
collection, along with two others acquired 
at later dates. In conjunction with Hidden 
Treasures, a selection of these paintings 
and Starkweather-related correspondence 
will be on exhibition in the Museum’s first 
floor Whitener Gallery.
     The Metropolitan Museum of Art 
honored his art work by selecting his 
painting from their permanent collec-
tion, Peggy Sketching from a Balcony, to 
be in all 3 of their 2011 New York, New 
York calendars. The Brooklyn Museum 

selected a painting by Starkweather, Gulls 
at Shipwreck Bay, for their exhibition 
entitled, Brushed with Light, and praised 
Starkweather’s ability to use reserved 
highlights in watercolor painting. 
     Starkweather was a widely exhibited 
painter and studied in France, Spain, Italy 
and New York. He was a student of two 
historically significant artists, John Henry 
Twachtman of Connecticut and Joaquin 
Sorolla of Spain. Starkweather worked 
alongside Edward Hopper in New York 
City; and there are several paintings by 
both artists which show similarities in 
geographic location and watercolor tech-
nique.
