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Hell Has Frozen Over

The South Carolina Arts Commission
Board has been vacant a few members for
some time, but no more. Governor Nikki
Haley, who is no fan of the Arts Com-
mission, has found a way to do what she
can’t seem to do legislatively - shut down
the Arts Commission and for now at least
throw a monkey wrench into its operation
- as usual.

The Commission Board is the govern-
ing body of the Commission and although
currently they act as a rubber stamp to the
whims of the Commission staff headed by
Ken May - that will soon change, especial-
ly if Haley is re-elected for a second term,
giving her power to appoint a majority of
members on the Commission Board - who
serve for three year terms.

And I’'m happy to tell you my three year
term - the first of at least two I hope, will
begin with the next Board meeting on Apr.
24th.

That should be an interesting meeting.
I plan to bring up a lot of issues and I'll
be asking a lot of questions that I’ll expect
answers to in a timely fashion - without
the cost of a Freedom of Information
request. I also invite any who have had
questions or complaints that they have
been afraid to ask fearing blowback from
the Arts Commission,0 to send them to me
at (info@carolinaarts.com). Your name
will stay with me as it always has.

The other new Board member that will
be joining me is Jimmy Johnston of Flor-
ence, SC. As far as I can tell from the short
conversation we had waiting to meet the
Governor is that he owns a music store and
is a card carrying member of the Tea Party.

Now, you all know I am no fan of our
Governor and the Tea Party, but in this
case I have adopted the strategy that the

enemy of my enemy is my friend, which

I can only guess was the thinking of the
Governor in appointing me, but we see eye
to eye on one issue.

Now this does not mean that the end of
government funding for the arts in South
Carolina will eventually be over. The
Governor has learned that the reason the
Legislature has overridden her veto of the
Arts Commission’s budget is because they
like the money that goes into their districts
and they hear from local voters when
she tries to cut off that funding. So, the
new plan is to take that same money less
the administrative cost of the Commis-
sion staff and distribute it directly to each
county in SC, based on population figures.
Yes, the more populated counties will get
more than others, but they do now anyway,
with a few exceptions.

Of course, there will be a loss of NEA
funds that come to the Arts Commission,
but the bad news/good news on that issue
is that the restrictions on no funding going
to commercial operations involved in the
arts will no longer be in play. And, the
Governor has no problem turning away
money coming from Washington, DC.

Under this system, county leaders will
make the hard decisions where and how
that funding will be distributed amongst
the arts groups in their county. And be-
cause they have to answer to the voters in
those counties, for the first time in a long
time, arts funding will be determined more
by the people in their own area. The era of
centralized arts funding decisions will be
over. The era of staff members at the Arts
Commission deciding with other folks
from outside the state - who and what gets
funding will be over. Unfortunately, the
era of one arts group stabbing another in
the back to get higher up on the funding

list will begin, but I think that’s been going
on all along anyway.

It will be a new day (well in about three
years) in the arts community of South
Carolina - providing the Governor is re-
elected. And, the way polls are looking
on that issue - that currently looks likely -
unless she is challenged in the primary by
someone who is even more conservative.
Is that possible?

I also was able to bring up the issue that
the Governor and her staff should look into
the way North Carolina uses funding for
the arts to develop cultural tourism - bring-
ing in funding from outside the state to
support local community arts, without over
taxing state coffers. NC’s arts commission
is a department of their NC Department of
Cultural Resources. The Governor is not
interested in reorganizing the Arts Com-
mission under SCPRT, but she did seem
interested in how NC has used tourism
dollars to develop cultural events and
cultural infrastructure that brings in tour-
ism revenue. After all - the savings from

doing away will the SC Arts Commission’s
overhead - facilities, operations and staff -
will leave extra money that can go toward
cultural tourism. That’s not a totally new
concept in SC, but there was interest in
finding out why a state just to the north

of us is more successful at it. We have no
problem attracting tourism in SC, but turn-
ing that into dollars that support the arts
and develop arts destinations - that isn’t
happening in SC.

Spoleto Festival USA Brings Back Vi-
sual Arts in 2014

I guess the folks at the Spoleto Festival
USA in Charleston, SC, are concerned
that Lake City, SC’s ArtFields’ visual arts
festival is stealing some of their thunder
as far as being “the” art festival in South
Carolina by announcing that in 2014 the
Festival will be bringing back the visual
arts as a full component, making it once
again a truly comprehensive arts festival.

Roberts Bros. is small-
time circus that travels throughout rural
America in the summer and fall. It’s made
up of about 15 people who pretty much
do everything from setting up the tent to
participating in the various acts. The Di-
vertimento is a series of drawings done by
Domenico Tiepolo late in his life and are
based on an imagined life of Punchinello,
a character from the Commedia dell’arte.”

(Tiepolo’s title translates as “Entertain-
ment for the Children.”)

Teaching for 21 years at SCAD and
dean since 2008, Bliss developed the fine
arts program for the new Hong Kong
campus and created a student-led pho-
tography documentary project there. He
co-developed and led off-campus travel
programs for SCAD students in China,
Italy and France. He was a national board
member for the Society for Photographic
Education (SPE) and director of the Resi-
dent & University of Maine Photography
Programs at The Maine Photographic
Workshops and is currently National Ad-
visory Council Member for Maine Media
Workshops.

Bliss has shown in France, Germany,
Italy, Hong Kong, Shanghai, Austra-
lia, California, Massachusetts, Illinois,
England, Louisiana, DC, Georgia, New
Hampshire, Michigan, Texas, North
Carolina, Kentucky, Maine, Connecticut,
Missouri, New York and Minnesota. He
has been a visiting artist to the College of
Charleston, Yale University and SUNY.
He has received a Georgia Council For
The Arts Artist’s Support Grant, Southern
Arts Federation/National Endowment for
the Arts Fellowship and a Polaroid Art-
ist’s Support Grant. Numerous publica-
tions include his work such as Aperture,
International Photography, The Book of
Alternative Photographic Processes and
Introduction to Digital Photography.

Hull taught at Augustana College in

The visual arts has been missing from
Spoleto other than lending their umbrella
over exhibits being presented at the Gibbes
Museum of Art or the Halsey Institute at
the College of Charleston - who both put
on worthy exhibits, but it’s not the same as
a real Spoleto exhibit. Their exhibits don’t
attract 100’s of arts writers and critics
from around the country. Of course these
days that number has been reduced quite a
bit due to cutbacks in the coverage of the
arts at newspapers and publications around
the country.

Regardless of the reduced numbers of
art reporters out there - this will put the
visual arts spotlight back on the Festival
once again - spreading some of that light
on the visual arts community in Charleston

and SC in general.

Whether it be another outdoor site spe-
cific art installation or if Spoleto has plans
to develop an indoor venue - as they have
several performances venues - what they
present doesn’t matter. When theyre offer-
ing visual arts, the level of visual arts goes
up everywhere. The City of Charleston
takes it up a notch and so do the commer-
cial art galleries - because they all know
who will be in town watching and writing.

Having the visual arts back as a compo-
nent of Spoleto is worth millions of dollars
in free publicity - good or bad.

Oskolkov presents paintings and draw-
ings that flirt with convention by depicting
polemical worldviews that do not neces-
sarily conform to any particular audience.
His individual identity is extensively
defined by art that reflects on the interrela-
tion among history, spirituality, and the
surrounding existence. His work further
expresses experimentation with imagina-
tion, symbolism, and various social values
in order to portray an alternative idealistic
world. As Oskolkov explores diverse
themes, he strives to constantly develop
his technical abilities.

Often with a sense of irony, Oskolkov
conveys optimism by celebrating forgot-
ten legends, dwelling on overlooked
philosophies, and envisioning Utopian
cultural conditions.

Nikolai Konstantinovich Oskolkov
was born in 1984 in Moscow. The son
of a mathematics professor and a mu-
sic teacher, he was introduced to art at
an early age. He moved to the West in
1992. After a year in Canada, Oskolkov
settled in South Carolina, which has been

his residence ever since. Besides having
lived in several countries, he has travelled
around the world, from the Czech Repub-
lic and Sweden to Jamaica and Italy.

In 1995, Oskolkov had his first solo
exhibit in elementary school. He drew
obsessively during classes, often being
disciplined for distraction. However, art
teachers noted that Oskolkov always
desired to tackle challenging projects.

He decided on a career in fine art in high
school, seeing art as a constant companion
through all of his childhood interests.

At the University of South Carolina, Os-
kolkov exhibited in annual student shows
and received top awards and scholarships
for his work. He was featured in Novem-
ber 2005 as one of the first three repre-
sentatives of the USC Magellan Scholar-
ship Program at the grand opening of the
Office of Undergraduate Research.

After college, Oskolkov learned about
the art trade working at City Art, one of
Columbia’s leading specialty art stores
and galleries. Every year, he orchestrates
solo exhibits and collaborations. Being an
accomplished musician, Oskolkov also
plays piano and the Russian balalaika at
his shows. He has work in many private
collections in the US and abroad.

Cindy Trisler works with dirt, in her
studio making pottery and in her garden
growing flowers and vegetables for her
family and local markets. Her pots are
inspired by time in the garden and by her
love of the mountains. Trisler’s work is
mostly functional, designed and priced to
be used and enjoyed. Her work includes
a wide variety of glaze colors, clay types,
and techniques, everything from high
fire reduction and salt/soda, to low fire
electric. It’s about half hand-built and half
wheel-thrown.

Trisler uses sgrafitto and sculpting to
enhance her pots. She embraces the words
“colorful” and “whimsical” as descrip-
tions of her pottery. Trisler believes in the
magic of the mundane and the beauty of
the natural world and is happy when she
can capture a glimpse of that magic in her
pots and share it with others.

The Asheville Art Museum in
Asheville, NC, will present A Sense of
Balance: The Sculpture of Stoney Lamar,

William Stoney Lamar (1951 —) has
contributed exceptional skill and vision
to the world of wood turning for over 25
years. Lamar attended the University of
North Carolina at Chapel Hill for a short
period before leaving and working as a
conscientious objector to the Vietnam
War for two years. He later attended the
University of North Carolina at Asheville
followed by Appalachian State University,
where he graduated in 1979 with a BS in
Industrial Arts. It was not until the mid-
1980s that Lamar began to work on a lathe
and fully explore its utility in realizing his

Lamar’s sculpture is created primarily
through a unique approach to multi-axial
lathe work, giving his pieces a distinct
sense of line and movement unlike other
works of turned wood.

The artist continues to create,
and his work can be found in both private
and public collections around the country.

The Black Mountain Center for the
Arts in Black Mountain, NC, will collabo-
rate with the Swannanoa Valley Museum
for its 2013 opening with an exhibit of art
quilts by Stephanie Wilds, on view in the
Center’s Upper Gallery from Apr. 13 - 26,
2013.

The Swannanoa Valley Museum opens
for the season on Saturday, Apr. 13 at
10am with several new exhibits, including
“Music, Song, and Dance: Origins and
Traditions in Western North Carolina,”
the 2013 theme for WNC’s Museums
In Partnership. The exhibit will feature
the history of music in the Swannanoa
Valley, including information on notable
local musicians, a display of vintage
instruments, and several listening stations
for historic recordings. Admission to the
Museum is free on opening day.

Stephanie Wilds offers the following
about her quilts, “I never saw an art quilt
before I made one. My first quilt came out
of a particular need: I had a big wall space
that needed filling, I needed something
that could mitigate sound, and I was
skilled with needle and thread. Through
that quilt (Musical Mountains) I discov-
ered art quilting and the quilt-oriented
shops, books, classes, and exhibits that are
abundant in this area.”

Since catching the quilting bug in
2005, Wilds has followed her passions,
but not necessarily the rules. While tradi-
tional pattern quilting has a strong ethos
with regard to materials and techniques,
art quilting is a relatively new and un-
restrained area, combining a wide range
of needle arts, as well as paint, ink, new
fabric materials, and computer-generated
graphics. “A quilting friend once told
me that there are no rules, that I could
do what I want, and I’ve taken her at her
word,” says Wilds.

Wild’s passions are broad, but tend to
focus on music, landscapes, and animals.
Though some of her imagery is purely
creative, she mostly enjoys working from
photographs. “I love the challenge of
taking reality and turning it into two-
dimensional fabric. If someone shows
me a wonderful photograph, of a scene
view, or a dog at play, my first thought is,
how would I make a quilt out of that? Of
course, printing the image on fabric would
be the easy way, but, what I do is much
harder and so much more fun.” She has
recently extended her interests to inter-
preting vintage photography, including the

“Swannanoa String Band 1895” photo that

is the basis of the current exhibit at the
neighboring Swannanoa Valley Museum.
Besides the obvious palette of colors
and patterns available in quilt fabrics,
Wilds relies on a variety of techniques to
articulate her subjects, including embroi-
dery, appliqué, pen-and-ink, and free-form
quilting. She does almost everything
by hand, limiting machine-work to
background piecing, borders, and small
amounts of appliquéd machine ‘thread-
painting.” Each piece usually takes from
two to six months to complete, limiting

her production to a maximum of three or
four quilts per year. “I love doing hand-
work; it gives me time to think about what
I’m doing, and lends itself to a certain in-
timacy with each piece.” For photographic
images of people, however, she relies on

a technique she learned from fiber artist
Marilyn Wall at John C. Campbell Folk
School, which involves some digital photo
editing, four shades of fabric, fusible ma-
terial, and some very sharp scissors.

Blessed with a grandmother and a
mother who taught her to sew, Wilds has
already enjoyed a lifetime of various
needlecrafts. Though she comes from a
family of professional artists, she turned
to science and nature for her first career,
as a landscaper and later as an environ-
mental consultant in land management.
Hailing originally from the Sandhills
region of South Carolina, she has called
Black Mountain her home for the past
fifteen years. Along with her husband
Tom Fellenbaum, she owns and manages
Acoustic Corner, a stringed instrument
Mecca for Black Mountain, where she
also restores and repairs violins.

“I paint three
layers of colored slip on soft slabs. Some-
times I use newspaper to resist the colors,
other times I spatter colors as a final step.

I carve out bits, turn them upside-down
and inlay them like fossils. The rich mix
of colors, inlaying carved out colored
pieces in new places give me painterly
slabs of color to make into plates, bowls,
cups, vases and teapots.”

My love of nature and its mysteries
has translated into my love of photog-
raphy. My photography is an attempt to
share the beauty of the world around us
with others using unique compositions
and natural light. I have often said that
there is beauty everywhere in the world;
people just have to see it. My job is to
help people open their eyes.”

NC, Offers Prints from
Private Collection & Students

The Caldwell Arts Council in Lenoir
NC, will present PRINTED, featuring a
portion of the Intaglio Engravings col-
lection of Joseph Delk III, along with Inta-
glio/Relief prints by Caldwell Community
College & Technical Institute (CCC&TI)
students of Thomas Thielemann, on view
from Apr. 5 - 26, 2013. A reception will be

held on Apr. 5, from 5-7pm.

Joseph Delk III offered the following
about his collection: Intaglio printing is
a process of producing images on paper
from printing plates created by a tech-
nique called engraving or etching. The im-
age is produced on metal plates on which
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the artist/engraver scores or scratches

the metal plate, causing an indentation

on it. In engraving, the artist actually
scratches the surface of the metal plate
directly with a stylus. In a similar process
called etching, a wax coating is placed
upon the metal plate and the etcher makes
scratches in the wax and an acid solution,
usually hydrochloric acid, is used to eat
away the metal where the wax has been

removed. Both techniques produce a metal

plate which has indentations on it.

The printing process requires the
printer to rub printing ink over the surface
of the etched or engraved metal plate. The
ink is deposited into the indentations or
grooves and the plate is then wiped clean
except for the ink in the indentions. The
plate is then reversed, place on a large
press and a piece of paper is placed under
the plate. The plate is placed under high
pressure and is squeezed onto the paper.
The ink is transferred from the metal
plate onto the paper. Most metal plates
are made of zinc, steel, or copper. This
process of printing is called Intaglio.

The history of engraving and intaglio
printing dates from the mid-fifteenth
century, soon after the development of
the printing press. The earliest printer
who developed the technique was Mar-
tin Schongauer, a German, in 1430. The
most famous early engraver was Albrecht
Durer, a German artist who produced
both large and small engravings. The
development of intaglio printing increased
dramatically as printing expanded and
more and more images could be produced
and distributed to consumers. Many of the
engravings were produced in books.

Some, like the ones in this collection,
were printed for distribution from engrav-
ers who copied paintings. Other engrav-
ings were printed in large volumes called
Folios. One of the most famous folios in
American art history is that of John James
Audubon, who produced the famous
Audubon bird prints which were engraved
and hand colored. (An example of a repro-
duction Audubon bird print is on display
here.) Other famous American engravers
included Currier & Ives.
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Work by Thomas Corbin

With the advent of photography, the
art of engraving diminished substantially
as there was no need for reproduction of
paintings and other art work in black and
white print. The major engraving done
today is done by the Bureau of Engraving
in Washington which produces our paper
money and postage stamps.

This collection has been put together
over a period of thirty years and repre-
sents a number of fine engravings done
prior to the advent of photography. The
particular genre which I have collected
has been large historical scenes represent-
ing important events in American and
European history. Also included in the
collection are several pastoral scenes in an
enlarged format. For purposes of illustra-
tion, the collection here also includes
book engravings of famous figures and the
reproduction Audubon bird print.

The engravings on display, except for
the Audubon, are original editions which
are called pulls or strikes. A pull or strike
is the original printing of the engraving.
Most of the ones on display were printed
between 1775 and 1845. One engrav-
ing is a re-strike. A re-strike is when an
original plate has been reprinted at a later
date. The engravings on display, in many
cases, are in their original frames and in
their original condition, as many of them

cannot be removed without complete
destruction of the paper. Others have
been carefully restored and reframed in
museum-grade mountings.

A Few Words from Down Under
Big Art Sale - 30% Off All Originals!

Had a frightening epiphany the other
day. An article in the weekend press talked
about how art dealers, not informed col-
lectors or independent critics, are ma-
nipulating the prestige of certain artists
and defining the investment value of their
work. I know what you’re thinking, “Duh”
and you’re right, I know the facts. What
scared me was how readily I accept them,
and how easily we all accept how promot-
ing an artist as a celebrity or marketing the
art object as the next best must-have new
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thing is what visual art has become these
days.

Since the first humanoid with oppos-
able thumbs left a handprint on a rock
wall, the form and function of art has been
dictated by either priests, princes or gener-
ous patrons. Through the ages, those with
power or prestige defined artistic worth,
which was based on how well it reflected
their ideology. Artists were observant,
developed skills and learned to sit up so
they wouldn’t have to beg. We saw the
raise of art historians who explained the
cultural value of art in its time, next came
theorists who defined the intellectual value
of the concept behind an art practice, then
art critics debated the aesthetic value of the
object as art. Somewhere along the line,
when power and prestige passed to those
with a higher credit rating then credibility,
the shift began. Now we have the sales
department giving us a dollar value. Art no
longer serves an ideology, culture, intel-
lect or aesthetic; instead it panders to trend
followers who believe they can buy good
taste.

A few weeks back I was in a gallery
perusing an excellent exhibition when a
fresh pressed thirty-something man came
bounding through the door looking to buy

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something for his new flat. It had to be of
a certain colour, specific size, particular
price, and a good investment. I wasn’t sure
if he was buying a pair of pants or a paint-
ing! But that’s just one end of the spec-
trum. At the other end, dealers are spruik-
ing inane or indecipherable installations

by incompetent artists to large public and
private collectors as the latest, greatest new
work that will define this point in time, and
increase their asset value.

Dealers defend their practices saying
times have changed, it’s a new millen-
nium, a different world, and they are here
to serve both the artist and the client. But
if the dealers are supplying art to a society
hooked on instant satisfaction, retail
therapy and extreme make overs then I
guess nothing really has changed - except
that today it’s the art market, not the art
work, that reflects life. Like a child raised
on fast food, art has blown out and is only
about the bottom line. That we accept this
is indeed frightening!

Patrons who once respected the power
of an artist’s muse have been replaced
by purchasers who respect the power of
the dollar. Meanwhile artistic output has
replaced creative input. No one asks why
Soanso Smith gets his work in The Suchan-
such Collection or why Watzer Name can
get sky-high prices for her work when their
talents are mediocre. No one cares that
So and Wat have been on the art scene for
only a couple of years. No one questions
if he’ll trade his murky palette in for a
clean pallet out by the gold fields to make
big bucks driving a Haul Pack. No one is
sure she won’t discover motherhood more
creatively fulfilling then making videos of
a gently swaying bubble in a spirit level. It
doesn’t matter what happens next month if
they are the flavour of this month.

I know many art practitioners who
have something valid to say about life, the
universe and everything, articulating their
ideas and emotions very well in the visual
medium. Political commentary, cultural
constructs, subtle changes in social norms,
and references to art itself are just some of

their reasons for making art. They docu-
ment life’s communal journey and their
personal development via their work. But
somehow they don’t get top dollar for their
efforts or a look in by serious collectors.
Fortunately for the future of fine art, these
artists continue to produce good work.
Unfortunately in the present, if they lack a
day job or a gainfully employed spouse, in
order to continue practicing their art they
must sell. The dealer informs them what’s
popular and they are tempted to provide it,
and that’s the first step toward compromise.
The starving artist produces half-hearted
efforts that will sell when it is presented

to the buyer wrapped in obscure language,
where the only identifiable words are ‘ev-
erybody’ and ‘investment’ and hints of an
‘exclusive club’. Some see this as a triple
win situation with artist, dealer and buyer
happy. But it’s a short-term victory with
the artist and dealer losing credibility while
the buyer is stuck with something he never
really liked, has gone out of style and can’t
be sold.

Promotion and marketing is an artform
in its own right but please limit it to cars
and diet drinks and the latest electronic
gadget. By all means allow consumers
their right to consume so they can be those
whom the legendary Joneses must strive to
keep up with. All T ask is the modern dealer
in all things of value stay away from the
visual arts. They just don’t understand its
worth. Very frightening indeed!

That was home for 10 years and a
lovely wonderful time it was, but feel-
ing the artist push to see and do more, I
moved on and spent a time in the NYC
art world.

making that move is why I am where I am
today. Although I had some very success-
ful exhibits there, I found that I am not the
type of artist who would sell my mother
to obtain gallery space there, (besides the
fact that a southern girl is not built for
month after month of freezing weather).”

Williamson is now living in Enfield,
NC, a wonderful little sleepy town about
an hour from the Virgina border. There in
the beautiful historic home she and her
husband Andrew are restoring, she finds
time and space to build the canvas in her
mind before even breaking out the tubes
of paint. She has no formal training and is
self-taught. The drive to create and paint
is innate and comes without provocation.

Williamson gets inspiration from view-
ing Louisiana artists’ work, such as the re-
nowned George Marks, John Drysdale and
Lisa Distafano, all from South Louisiana.
She tends to gear pieces as to how they
will look in an interior. When creating a
piece, it is more for the objects around it
rather than just the piece, and she gives a
great deal of thought to what will work in
a particular room.

“For me, becoming an artist was never
a conscious decision. It was something
that just naturally evolved,” says William-
son. “Falling under the spell of European
Masters and local artists alike, I felt I
needed to explore my own interpretation

Cameron Art Museum in
Wilmington, NC, Offers Works
from the Museum’s Collection

Cameron Art Museum in Wilmington,
NC, is presenting Here & Now: A Decade
of Contemporary Acquisitions, on view
through July 21, 2013.

“It all began with a commitment in
1962 by the St. John’s Art Gallery (later
the Cameron Art Museum) to build a
permanent collection,” said Anne Bren-
nan, executive director of Cameron Art
Museum. “That’s where it started.” From
that commitment the museum began
growing its collection through acquisi-
tions and gifts of art collections. The new
exhibition focuses on an exploration of
contemporary acquisitions to the perma-
nent collection since the establishment of
the Cameron Art Museum in 2002. Some
of the most famous artists in the exhibi-
tion are Romare Bearden, Sam Francis,
Donald Sultan, Mark Flood, Viola Frey,
Leonard Baskin, Hiroshi Sueyoshi, Jim
Dine and the newest acquisition by Shah-
zia Sikander.

The work itself is contemporary art-
work, produced since 1945. The exhibi-
tion brings to light new acquisitions, some
which have never been exhibited before.
Putting the exhibition together demands a
critical eye for how each piece of artwork
works with one another (an installation
element) and how they fit with the overall
design of the exhibition. Holly Tripman,

registrar at the Cameron Art Museum
said, “Generally, the works need to speak
with or complement each other in some
way. Again there are so many ways that
can happen — subject matter, medium, or
their place in art history. Artwork placed
beside each other that you might not ex-
pect can generate so many questions.”

The exhibition experience opens with
the work of current contemporary artists
who are working today. “Some of these
artists work full-time as artists while oth-
ers such as Darryl Lauster and Mary Ann
Papek-Miller are also teachers and Brad
Thomas is the curator of contemporary art
at the Mint Museum in Charlotte, NC.”

So as this exhibition continues so does
the question of “What is contemporary
art?” Traditionally museums consider
work done after 1945 or post World War
II as the beginning of contemporary art
as there was a decisive shift from art and
architecture referred to as Modernism.
Tripman goes on to say, “But some schol-
ars argue that it was not until the late 50s
to early 60s that contemporary art came
into its own.”

as an artist. To this day, machines, science
information, sound/music, and most of
all — the human condition — propels my
art.

composition becomes unmoored. In this
exhibition a painter who stitches photos
of unfinished canvases into dream-like
animations meets a filmmaker who physi-
cally assaults her medium in painterly
acts of performance and alchemy. At the
intersection, Amsterdam-based Jacco
Olivier and Los Angeles-based Jennifer
West detach the mark of the artist from
its expected physical location -- a canvas
or a strip of celluloid film -- allowing the
imprints of events, experiences, and their
very actions/materials to float in a liquid
state of limbo.

He
will also record all the audio from these
performances, and translate the ensuing
soundscape into a sculpture cut by a local
CNC Milling Machine operation.

The main Gallery will be featuring the
transcendent landscapes of TW Johnson as
he explores landscapes in three different
genres, Improvisational, Representational
and Abstract.

Sky Dancing was born from the experi-
ence of being in front of the canvas with
brush in hand and spontaneously, like an
improvising musician, flurries of notes
becoming brush strokes in the dance of
expression. It’s exhaling emotion, color
and form onto the canvas with the feeling
of groundlessness below, birds in flight,
letting the eddies in the wind take them
where they lead.

Representational landscapes are cre-
ated from imagined places, hidden memo-
ries and photographs. They represent not
just the setting, but the mood, the mystical
sensation of sensing the air or hearing the
sounds in the distance.

The Abstract landscapes are created
with the power of color, and the power of
horizontal and vertical lines. Though the
lines are never rigid, straight or strictly
parallel, they move and warp and, not
unlike life, they are imperfect, challenged
and inconsistent. And, like some people,
simultaneously dark but vibrant.

Johnson offered the following on his
painting: “I have journeyed toward paint-
ing all of my life. I have watched sunsets
and moon rises, lights and shadows mov-
ing across landscapes, and seasons chang-
ing scenery. In my heart I painted them
all. T always knew they would they would
wait for me and they have. But painting,
for many years had been the second thing
on my list, right after making a living,
raising children, and taking care of family
until I remembered something I learned

from my mother years ago.”

“She was sketching something for me,
when I asked her how she learned to draw
so well she brought out an old dusty box,”
added Johnson. “Inside were some paint-
ings she had done as a younger woman.
They were exquisite to me and I wondered
why she didn’t have any more. She told
me she had stopped painting because she
was afraid she was not good enough and
that she would never live up to her own
expectations, so she didn’t try. She made
me promise that I wouldn’t take the same
path. She told me never to let life prevent
me from expressing myself artistically. I
am keeping my promise. Every day that I
stand in front of the canvas is a blessing.
The smell of the oil paints, the pallet that
evolves, the brushes that I choose and
the landscapes that come to life... are a
celebration”.

The Arts Council of York County

Patrons are presented with two differ-
ent, but related bodies of work as they
enter the Dalton Gallery, both involving
Margi Weir’s engagement with the world
around her. In each body of work, Weir
begins with “snap lines.” By creating a re-
cord of the violent impact of paint against
the canvas, the suggestion of an explo-
sion, a reverberation with an overspray

that lends a softness to the line quality, her
snap lines leave behind something beauti-
ful on the surface, with an underlying
violence, a dark side.

Delving into the body of work that has
been stitched together with a repetition
of images, evoking the feeling of tradi-
tional storytelling tapestries often seen in
pre-Renaissance and non-western textiles,
ceramics, and architectural decoration, the
viewers are drawn into a slowly unfurl-
ing narrative inviting discussion about
ecology and sociopolitical realities of the
contemporary world around us. Meaning
is implied by the juxtaposition of images
that have not been stated in a narrative
fashion. Conclusions are left to the viewer
in the hopes that a continued questioning
will be inspired by the work of art.

Complementing the tapestries,
Frontline:Detroit consists of large ink and
wash drawings on rag paper, depicting

the remains of buildings found across the
country. These buildings, once signifiers
of culture, now stand as a shell of their
former glory in the decaying city. On large
sheets of white paper, they float, disem-
bodied. It is the snap lines, the bones,

that speak to the decline of the American
Dream in this series.

Gary Bodner is the quintessential re-
naissance man. He is interested in every-
thing from architecture to art and for the
past twenty-five years, he has practiced
medicine in Atlanta, GA, specializing in
Obstetetrics and Gynecology. Reaching
the pinnacle of achievement in all of his
fields of interest is an onging, lifetime
project. Bodner studied architecture at
Miami University of Ohio before entering
Chicago Medical School. He earned his
medical degree from Emory University
School of Medicine.

Due to his enormous energy and
passion for his art, Bodner finds time to
paint early in the morning, and late in the
evening and on weekends. He describes
his work as strong and colorful with
an expressionistic style. “The power of
juxtaposing or placing one color on top of
another to create an image is what drives
my paintings,” he says. Primarily Bodner
considers himself a colorist and is con-
stantly looking for the interplay of colors
on his canvases. He says he has been
inspired by works of Cezzanne, Van Gogh
and Philip Johnson, architect.

Mel Rea is an abstract and encaustic
artist. She has already exhibited alongside
such art luminaries as William Morris,
Lino Tagliapietra, and Dale Chihuly — and

she is still just in her 30s. Discovered
fresh out of art school and placed opposite
these and other significant artists, Rea’s
artwork has been in distinguished com-
pany for some time now.

When you behold her work for the first
time, these twin aspects are overpower-
ingly apparent: its quiet depth and the
astonishing freshness of vision. At first
you are captivated by the persona of her
creation, you notice the details, the tenta-
tive hands, the sublime face, the style of
dress, the inventive accoutrements . . . But
what remains is the stillness. This is work
to linger over for a lifetime.

Central Piedmont Community
College in Charlotte, NC,
Features Works by Kit Kube

Central Piedmont Community College
in Charlotte, NC, will present Turbulent
Trajectories, featuring a solo exhibition
of work by Charlotte artist Kit Kube,
on view in Ross Gallery II, from Apr. 3
through June 14,2013. An opening recep-
tion will be held on Apr. 17, from 6-8pm
and a lecture will be offered on Apr. 19,
at noon.

Through his kinetic sculpture, Kube
explores spheres of movement, visual
feedback and interaction with found
artifacts, forging symbiotic affinities
with elemental forces such as gravity and
angular momentum. In Turbulent Trajec-
tories, remnants from our mechanistic past
are reinvented, incorporating movement,
light and shadow. The pieces challenge
viewers to reinterpret connections to their
surroundings.

Kinetic sculpture is defined as three-
dimensional artwork with parts that move,
or are in motion. The motion of the work
can be provided in varied ways - through
elemental forces, mechanics or human
interaction. A notable example of kinetic
sculpture in Charlotte is Cascade by
Jean Tinguely, currently displayed in the
lobby of the Carillon building. Kube was

selected by Tinguely’s estate to restore
the piece, repairs that included allowing
it to move again, according to Tinguely’s
original design.

In his own work, Kube is a kinetic
sculptor who investigates scientific,
cultural and spiritual concepts through
the creation of public and private art. He
produces sculpture using artifacts, move-
ment, light, and shadow. Kube exploits the
aesthetics of the material and its structure,
how it is held in space, and the use of
light and shadow to change its intrinsic
characteristics.

Carolina’s Got Art! Exhibition and
Competition Held at the Elder Gallery
in Charlotte, NC, Looks at Regional Art

The Elder Gallery in Charlotte, NC,
will present the 3rd Carolina’s Got Art!,
on view from May 3 - 30,2013. A recep-
tion will be held on May 3, from 6-9pm,
when an awards presentation will take
place at 7pm as juror Lance Esplund
announces the results of this two-state
competition. Esplund will offer a juror’s
discussion on May 4, beginning at 11am.

Larry Elder, founder of Carolina’s Got
Art! asked juror Esplund, “if regional art
was becoming a lost art?”.

Globalization has flattened our world.
The regional variations that provide
uniqueness to a state or even a nation are
rapidly becoming lost. Chief among them
is a lost sense of regionalism in artwork.

“Trends move faster across the country
and around the world,” notes Lance Es-
plund, chief art critic at Bloomberg News.
“I’m seeing less regionalism, less and less
sense of a feel for the place and the people
from the artists’ work. In some ways I
think that’s kind of sad. I remember seeing
a show and reviewing it in New York and
then flying to Santa Fe and seeing 10 of
the exact same things.”

Charlotte’s Larry Elder aims to change
that. Elder launched Carolina’s Got Art!,
a two-state arts competition in 2009 with
the goal of supporting Carolina artists.
“We want Carolina’s Got Art! to represent
the diversity of artwork being created
across the Carolinas. To do that, you’ve
got to find artists in the large metropolitan
areas as well as in small towns and com-
munities, which is no small task.”

Now in its third year, Carolina’s Got
Art! has thus far received entries from
over 130 cities and towns across North
and South Carolina. “We pride ourselves
in having coverage from all corners of the
states,” beams Michael Orell, co-producer

of the art exhibition which will be held at
Elder Gallery in Charlotte’s SouthEnd arts
district. “We are tracking each entry and
placing a red pin on our maps to show that
we are representing the artists no matter
where they live within in our states. Our
goal is to give everyone who considers
themselves an artist an opportunity to
compete.”

Elder and Orell hope to prove that Car-
olina-created art still retains its unique-
ness. “We are encouraged by our random
viewing of the current entries in that we
have received sculptures constructed of
twist ties, a vessel made of pine needles,
and paintings of varying subject matter
and techniques,” says Elder.

When asked why Esplund would un-
dertake such a project he responded, “My
interest in doing things like this is that it
gives you the sense of the area, the place
and the people. More professional venues
do not give you this. It’s more a flavor of
the place. I believe in supporting younger
artists, unknown artists, emerging artists,
people who are just genuinely good but
don’t have any options.”

Esplund said, “I’m hoping there will
be some real surprises...cool things, new
things. That’s why we’re all in this busi-
ness. To discover people and see things
you hadn’t expected to see.” And he has
seen a lot over his career as writer for
The Wall Street Journal, The New York
Sun, Art in America, Harper'’s, The New
Criterion, and The New Republic. He has
taught at Parsons, The New School for
Design, Rider University, and The New
York Studio School MFA Program.

A group of Carolina potters will gather
together for a biannual outdoor sale,
called Thrown Together in Charlotte, NC,
on Apr. 27 and 28, 2013.

Thrown Together includes Michael
Hamlin-Smith, Jennifer Mecca, Ron
Philbeck, Amy Sanders, and Julie Wig-
gins. All totaled, the group has more than
60 years of studio pottery experience, and
has successfully organized this event for
five years. Their spring sale features a
variety of bowls, mugs, jars, vases, serv-
ing pieces, and many other one-of-a-kind
wares for enthusiasts and collectors alike.

This year’s guest artist hails from
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Mitchell County, NC. Michael Kline is
best known for his floral and vine surface
designs, as well as his hugely popular
blog, “Sawdust & Dirt.” Kline, a former
resident artist at Penland School of Crafts,
now lives in Bakersville, NC, with his
wife and two daughters.

Sawyer’s path led her to a degree in art
after which she worked as a graphic artist,
a doll designer and eventually mural-
ist.

Painting these murals gave her an oppor-
tunity to display the images she loved as
a child. On a walk one day she thought,
“If birds could build nests, then they
could make hats.” This whimsical notion
became the inspiration for Sawyer’s bird
and animal portraits.

Sawyer lives in Franklin, TN, and
paints on canvas now instead of walls and
ceilings, but her goal has not changed. She
hopes to move people with her art - with
feelings of peace, joy, and often humor.

Paula Smith was involved with art at
an early age and has continued to immerse
herself in the arts throughout her life. She
began taking classes at the Kansas City
Art Institute before leaving high school

and finished with a degree in ceramics be-
fore moving on to receive her MFA at the
University of Illinois, Champaign-Urbana.

Most of Smith’s career in ceramics has
been focused on narrative sculptural work
- telling stories through the use of female
imagery, including the torso, the arche-
typal house form, and the vessel. Smith
is also interested in the use of Milagros,
or miracles in Spanish, and their symbol-
ism. Milagros are small charms of various
body parts, sacred hearts or other objects
of importance to daily life.

These ideas are also incorporated into
Smith’s functional pottery, along with
more organic references such as wood,
flowers, leaves and animal imagery.
Smith’s love of life and playfulness is
evident in her interpretation of these ele-
ments. She currently lives in Rock Hill,
SC, and is a ceramics instructor at CPCC
in Charlotte, NC.

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Charlotte, NC’s First Latin American
Contemporary Art Gallery Opens

The Latin American Contemporary
Art Projects (LaCa) has opened Char-
lotte’s first gallery devoted entirely to
Latin American contemporary art with the
exhibit, poetics of erratic materialism,
featuring contemporary works by Juan
Dolhare, on view through Apr. 18, 2013.

The show presents compositions from
two series of works that speak to the audi-
ence as observers. Dolhare, whose works
are in private collections in Argentina,
Spain, Nigeria, Scotland, and the US,
believes in artistic practices as a collec-
tive action and common project, using a
process he defines as sacred pop surrealist.
The theme of this show, which includes 15
large-scale canvases, represents Dolhare’s
work in static images, and his vision of
transforming “everyday objects” to magi-
cal, therefore creating a sacred, massive
object of desire.

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Hickory Museum of Art in Hickory
Offers work by William Starkweather

The Hickory Museum of Art in Hicko-
ry, NC, is presenting an exhibition called
Hidden Treasures: Illustrated Books by
William Starkweather, on view in the
Museum’s second floor Objects Gallery
through June 30, 2013.

Besides being a prolific painter,
Starkweather (1879-1969) designed book
covers and illustrated books for authors
from 1892 through 1930. Over 80 collabo-
rations are attributed to Starkweather, and
most of them are featured in the exhibi-
tion. Some of the more famous authors
include Arthur Conan Doyle, Harriet
Beecher Stowe, Ralph Waldo Emerson,
and Rudyard Kipling. An exhibition cata-
log is being produced.

The Hickory Museum of Art (HMA)
had a relationship with William Stark-
weather in HMA’s early years. In 1954,
Starkweather wrote to HMA founder and
first director Paul Whitener, and expressed
his wish that his paintings would be hung
where they would “be seen, be useful,
and be preserved.” At this time, he sent
eight of his paintings and told Whitener
that “if you find any of them not what you
would wish, just return the culprit picture
or pictures and I will understand. I am
an old hand in the art game.” All eight
paintings are in the Museum’s permanent
collection, along with two others acquired
at later dates. In conjunction with Hidden
Treasures, a selection of these paintings
and Starkweather-related correspondence
will be on exhibition in the Museum’s first
floor Whitener Gallery.

The Metropolitan Museum of Art
honored his art work by selecting his
painting from their permanent collec-
tion, Peggy Sketching from a Balcony, to
be in all 3 of their 2011 New York, New
York calendars. The Brooklyn Museum

selected a painting by Starkweather, Gulls
at Shipwreck Bay, for their exhibition
entitled, Brushed with Light, and praised
Starkweather’s ability to use reserved
highlights in watercolor painting.

Starkweather was a widely exhibited
painter and studied in France, Spain, Italy
and New York. He was a student of two
historically significant artists, John Henry
Twachtman of Connecticut and Joaquin
Sorolla of Spain.

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Durham Arts Council in Durham,
NC, Offers Several New Exhibits

The Durham Arts Council in Durham,
NC, is presenting several exhibits includ-
ing: Jeanne Heifetz: The Geometry of
Hope, on view in the Allenton Gallery,
through May 5, 2013; Resolving the
Disquiet, featuring works by Jan-Ru Wan,
Jody Cassell, Megan Bostic and Saman-
tha Pell, on view in the Semans Gallery,
through May 5, 2013; and Sauda Zahra:
With These Hands: Quilting as a Spiritual
Odyssey, on view in the Ella Fountain
Pratt Legacy Gallery, through July 14,
2013.

The Geometry of Hope, by Brooklyn-
based artist Jeanne Heifetz, is a series of
works that pay tribute to a group of post-
war Latin American artists whose art was
shown together under the same title. Heif-
etz’s art is particularly inspired by Gego’s
Drawing without Paper, a work which
used wire constructions to “draw” images
on the wall. Heifetz’s work is composed
of delicate strands of glass which cast
shadows that “reduce the work’s surface
image to pure line.” Her process derives
from traditional textile practice reinter-
preted with industrial materials including
stainless steel, glass, and wire. She is
additionally inspired by scenes of random
geometry: cultivated agricultural fields,
Korean bojaji cloth, the cracked-ice motif
of traditional Chinese woodwork, and
the natural geometry of soap bubbles and
mineral formations.

Heifetz states: “Although I establish
geometric rules for each piece, within
those rules each piece is an improvisa-
tion, starting with a single line of glass
and building outward, never sketched in
advance. The process of constructing the
work, line by line, stands in for the peren-
nial human search — whether a child’s
inquiry or formal scientific investigation --
for comprehensible pattern in the natural
world.”

Resolving the Disquiet is a group
installation show centered on the themes
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of grief and loss. Together Jan Ru-Wan
(DAC Emerging Artists Program, 2000-
2001), Jody Cassell (DAC Emerging
Artists Program 2010-2011), Samantha
Bostic, and Megan Pell hope to confront
their emotions and to resolve the disquiet
within themselves in the wake of their
losses.

The inspiration for this group show
began four years ago when visual artist
Jan-Ru Wan lost her beloved grandmother
and her father the following year. Im-
mersed in grief, she started using her
art to understand the losses and to work
through them. During this initial period of
creation, Wan found herself in discussions
with two graduate students and artists,
Megan Bostic and Samantha Pell. Both
were dealing with the aftermath of losing
their mothers, and like Wan, were using
their art to work through their grief. The
idea for this exhibition started to form
and further materialized last year when
Jody Cassell, a dancing storyteller, joined
their grieving community after losing her
father.

Sauda Zahra is a Triangle-area quilter
who received an Emerging Artist Grant
from the Durham Arts Council in 2007.
With These Hands: Quilting as a Spiritual
Odyssey showcases artwork that stitches
together a spiritual and meditative nar-
rative for the artist, who uses quilting as
a vehicle to express matters of the heart,
mind, body and spirit. The artist seeks to
explore her creative process and experi-
ence a more intimate relationship with her
artwork. With These Hands is the begin-
ning of a new path of the artist’s evolving
journey as a fiber artist. Zahra’s work can
be seen in the Ella Fountain Pratt Legacy
Gallery, which features alumni artists of
the Emerging Artists Grant Program.

The Durham Arts Council is a private

In this show, Arianna Bara’s pieces are
inspired by time, time as it is reflected in
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and captured by stones and fossils. She
works in silver, gold and copper.

Stones, with their layers of strata at
times swirling delicately as lace and
at other times are hard and geometric,
remind Bara of the passage of time. Their
names; Dragon Blood, Feather Ridge
Plume, Red Creek, are so evocative,
and imply that in some way things that
are transitory can be captured forever in
stone.

Some of Bara’s jewelry pieces contain
fossils such as trilobites and ammonites,
sea creatures that resided in the ancient
oceans millions of years ago. Sometimes
these fossils become transformed into py-
rite so they have a shiny metallic surface.
“It puts me in awe to realize that hundreds
of millions of years separate those once
living creatures from myself, and reminds
me of how insignificant our human lives
are in the history of this planet,” states
Bara.

Chris Graebner works primarily in oil.
Sky figures prominently in many of her
landscapes. “While I was not the one who

originally suggested the title for this show,
when I heard the suggestion I immediately
knew that it was a good fit for my current
work. In these paintings the sky is not
simply a background, it sets the mood and
in some cases provides the action. And,

in most of the paintings in this show, the
viewer is looking upward.”

Last fall, Graebner started a series of
sunrise paintings based on photographs
taken by her husband during their summer
on Lake Huron. “Sunrise and sunset paint-
ings are all about the sky and once I start-
ed concentrating on it, I found it increas-
ingly fascinating. Clouds, storms, sunlight
through clouds, sunlight on clouds, sky
and clouds reflected on water... . Then
I decided to do some paintings where I
removed the sky. There is a central image
to carry your eye upward to where the sky
should be — but the presence of the sky is
only implied by the fact that you are look-
ing up at the statue or steeple or cupola,”
Graebner explains.

Jude Lobe is inspired by nature. It is
the common thread throughout all of her
work, whether painting in oil, cold wax
& oil, working in enamels or her small
sculptures.

“Nature is my muse. Early on I painted
more representational renderings of the
landscape, but more recently I am con-
centrating on evoking the emotion of the
scene through brush strokes, color gazes,
lines and using a rich palette suggested
by the surroundings,” says Lobe. “My
intention is for the painting to capture a
fleeting moment, like the sun changing the
landscape each second as it sets, offering
a timeless remembrance we hold in our
memory.”

“Many of my new works in this show
are cold wax & oil paintings. In nature
things change, evolve. Like a forest goes
through an ecological succession, so do
we as individuals evolve and are at pres-
ent a compilation of bits and pieces of the
experiences we traveled. This idea I want
to translate in my art and cold wax & oil
lends itself perfectly in expressing this
idea,” says Lobe.

Lobe explains, “the cold wax & oil
medium affords the opportunity to show
a history of the painting by building up
layers which somewhat obscures what
lies beneath and by techniques of sgraffito
(scratching the surface), using transpar-
ent glazes, and other techniques reveals
bits of past layers. It then represents the
history of the object, which becomes a
compilation of bits and pieces of its past
experiences.”

After
exploring various subject matter and pro-
cesses, this current body of work brings
Upin back to the realistic imagery and oil
paint that he used when he first came into
his own as a visual artist.

Nancy VanNoppen’s recent works
further her use of an experimental process
that involves staining smooth surfaces
with layers of water-based solutions
containing mixed media. The effects pro-
duced by this technique create illusions of
depth or volume that aim to evoke a sense
of ethereal presence.

VanNoppen was raised in Morganton,
NC, and graduated from Hollins Univer-
sity in Roanoke, VA, with a BA in Studio
Art in May 2012.

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North Carolina Museum of Art in
Raleigh, NC, Offers Medieval Sculpture

The North Carolina Museum of Art
in Raleigh, NC, is presenting Object of
Devotion: Medieval English Alabaster
Sculpture from the Victoria and Albert
Museum, on view in East Building, Gal-
lery 2, through May 26, 2013.

This spring the North Carolina Mu-
seum of Art (NCMA) presents Object of
Devotion: Medieval English Alabaster
Sculpture from the Victoria and Albert
Museum, a robust collection of alabaster
reliefs and independent figures drawn
from the V&A’s unparalleled collection.
The exhibition features 59 works spanning
three centuries, including a set of panels
from a single altarpiece.

The exhibition explores the history,
meaning, and function of the alabaster
sculptures and allows visitors the opportu-
nity to study the role of art in the spiritual
culture of medieval Europe, England in
particular.

The works in Object of Devotion high-
light the value and power of the visual
narrative for a broad range of viewers,
most of whom were illiterate. The objects
were originally displayed in homes,
chapels, and churches at all levels of
Christian society. Depicting the virtuous
examples of Christ, the Virgin Mary, and
numerous Christian saints and martyrs,
these works were created to inspire faith
and devotion in viewers or to console
them as they suffered their own personal
hardships. The objects, exported through-
out the European continent, offer insight
into the deeply personal hopes, fears, and
core beliefs of medieval Christians.

The presentation of this exhibition
was carefully constructed with the visitor
experience in mind. “The exhibition is
presented in an intimate setting. Low light
levels and choral music from the period
serve to create a reverential atmosphere,”
says David Steel, curator of European art
at the NCMA. “These elements should
enhance the viewing experience for our
visitors, helping them imagine that they
have been transported to a different place
and time as they enjoy these remarkable
works.”

In the wake of England’s King Henry
VIII’s cataclysmic break with the Catho-
lic Church in 1534 and the advent of the
Reformation, monasteries and convents
were closed and their properties confis-
cated. During the latter part of his reign

and that of his son and successor, Edward
VI, religious art was ruthlessly targeted
in a state-sponsored program aimed at
purging the land of Catholic “idols.” The
iconoclasm (literally, “image-breaking”)
brought about the systematic destruction
of religious art—sculpture, metalwork,
glass, textiles, wall paintings, and ala-
baster panels—in public places, private
homes, and monasteries. That these fragile
works survived at all testifies to how they
were cherished and valued by their own-
ers, even in the face of persecution.

North Carolina Museum of
History in Raleigh, NC, Offers
Exhibit of NC Earthenware

The North Carolina Museum of His-
tory in Raleigh, NC, is presenting Art in
Clay: Masterworks of North Carolina
Earthenware, on view through Sept. 1,
2013.

The exhibition will celebrate the
achievements of earthenware potters
during the 18th and 19th centuries. This
landmark exhibition showcases nearly
200 objects made by Piedmont potters.
The exhibit was organized by Old Salem
Museums & Gardens

Among the most masterful items are
slipware dishes created by Moravian pot-
ters at Salem and Bethabara (in present-
day Forsyth County) and by contemporary
Germanic and British craftspeople in other
areas of the Piedmont region. Art in Clay
features pottery from distinguished public
and private collections.

During the last half of the 18th century,
potters of European and British descent
introduced a variety of Old World ceramic
traditions to the Carolina backcountry.
These highly skilled craftsmen trans-
formed clay into slipware dishes with de-
signs reminiscent of 17th-century flower
paintings; into pots and jars with vibrant
abstract motifs; and into a menagerie of
sculptural forms depicting owls, foxes and
other creatures familiar to early settlers.

In addition to the Moravian earthen-
ware tradition, Art in Clay reveals the

tenure as master of the pottery at Salem, North
Carolina, 1775-1785.

contributions of Piedmont potters who
worked outside the Moravian communi-
ties.

“For many years the Moravians who
settled in what is now Forsyth County
were credited with producing all of the
slip-decorated ware made in the 18th and
19th centuries in the North Carolina back-
country,” said Johanna M. Brown, Direc-
tor of Collections and Curator of Moravi-
an Decorative Arts, Old Salem Museums

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inside the Klingspor Woodworking Store
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& Gardens. “However, the research of the
team of scholars and archaeologists work-
ing on the Art in Clay project has shown
definitively that, while the Moravians
were important contributors to the North
Carolina earthenware tradition, potters

of Germanic descent working in the St.
Asaph’s district of what is now Alamance
County (formerly part of Orange County)
and Quaker potters working in Randolph
County made equally significant contribu-
tions to this tradition.”

For the younger set, Art in Clay will
include a hands-on area with age-appro-
priate activities. Children will create their
own designs, learn how pottery is made,
and more.

A variety of educational programs
for all ages will complement the exhibit.
These offerings will include Artist at Work
programs featuring North Carolina pot-
ters, a lecture and children’s programs.

NC, Features Works by Anthony Uhnskl

The NC Museum of Natural Sciences
in Raleigh, NC, will present The Places
in Between, featuring landscape paint-
ings by Anthony Ulinski on display at the
NCMNS Nature Art Gallery, from Apr.
5-28,2013. A reception will be held on
Apr. 5, from 6:30-9pm.

The title of the exhibition refers to the
subjects of the paintings - towns, farms
and lands of eastern North Carolina that
Ulinski frequently traveled through going
to and from his home in Raleigh and on
the coast. The gallery will feature nine
of the works from the series, several of
which are showing here for the first time.

Ulinski spent several months driv-
ing around eastern North Carolina
photographing the seemingly simple
pastoral, urban and natural landscapes of
the coastal plain region that often seem
unremarkable and go unnoticed. From
those photographs he ultimately created
20 compositions that he began exhibit-
ing last fall in Rocky Mount, NC. From
there, they moved to Washington, NC, and
after exhibiting here in April, will head to
Wilson, NC, in June and finally back to
Raleigh, NC, in September.

A self-taught artist, Ulinski, begins
each painting with a charcoal sketch, then
layers paint combined with cold wax with
a palette knife. Sometimes as many as
a dozen layers create a surface of visual
depth and texture. The end result is a
work of art that can be contemplative in
mood or filled with tension, compelling
the viewer to appreciate the simple yet
familiar scenes that characterize eastern
North Carolina.

Ulinski has worked out of the same
studio in Raleigh, Dovetail Woodworks,
for more than 30 years - the first 15 as a

woodworker and now as a painter. His
woodwork has been exhibited at the
Smithsonian Craft Fair and the Philadel-
phia Museum of Art Craft Fair. He began
his second career in 2001 with a solo
show of paintings. He has had at least one
solo show each year since and has par-
ticipated in numerous group shows - more
than 60 in all. Ulinski has been awarded
several grants and fellowships and teaches
workshops and lectures in both painting
and woodwork regularly at universities,
craft schools and art centers.

North Carolina Museum of Art
in Raleigh, NC, Features Works
from the Chrysler Museum

The North Carolina Museum of Art in
Raleigh, NC, will present Masterworks
from the Chrysler Museum, on view in
various galleries in the West Building,
from Apr. 9 through Feb. 2, 2014.

Beginning in April, the North Carolina
Museum of Art (NCMA) will present
paintings and sculptures from the Chrysler
Museum in Norfolk, VA. Selected by
NCMA Curator of European Art Da-

vid Steel, these 18th- and 19th-century
works by such masters as Edgar Degas,
Pierre-Auguste Renoir, Mary Cassatt, and
Auguste Rodin will be installed among
related works in the NCMA’s permanent
collection.

“We are excited to partner with the
Chrysler Museum to bring these extraor-
dinary works of art to North Carolina,”
says Lawrence J. Wheeler, director of the
North Carolina Museum of Art. “Our mis-
sion has always been to provide access to
the best works of art in the world. These
magnificent loans help us to meet this
noble goal while bringing to each visitor
a rich experience with our own esteemed
permanent collection.”

The loans are being made available to
the NCMA while the Chrysler Museum
undergoes renovations. Steel selected
an array of art that complemented the
NCMA’s permanent collection. “It gradu-
ally dawned on me that the works I was
giving the most thought to either perfectly
complemented works in our collection,
like the two masterpieces by Rodin (one
of them a marble), or filled gaps we
might never fill,” he says of his selection
process.

The decision to install the works in the
NCMA’s permanent collection galleries
rather than displaying them in a separate
special exhibition will allow visitors to
appreciate both the NCMA collection and
the Chrysler works in new ways. Steel
explains, “Installing the Chrysler works
side by side with works in our own collec-
tion allows them to converse and interact
with each other in ways that enhance the
experience far beyond what an isolated
exhibition could do.”

Wall labels will encourage visitors to
make comparisons between the Chrysler
paintings and sculptures and those in the
NCMA'’s permanent collection. Highlights
from the Chrysler works include:

Edgar Degas, Dancer with Bouquets.
Visitors are prompted to compare this
painting’s pastel-like quality to the NC-
MA’s pastel by Degas, Le Repos (pictured
below, right), which hangs nearby in the
Impressionism Gallery.

Visitors can compare the
vibrant palette and open brushwork of this
garden scene to the Museum’s landscapes
by Claude Monet and Childe Hassam in
the Impressionism Gallery, and to Freder-
ick Carl Frieseke’s Garden Parasol in the
American Gallery.

Auguste Rodin, The Age of Bronze.
While exploring the Rodin Court and
Garden, visitors may compare the life-
size The Age of Bronze, Rodin’s earliest
masterpiece, to the NCMA'’s collection of
thirty Rodin sculptures and contemplate
how Rodin represented the human form
in different ways throughout his life as a
sculptor.

Auguste Rodin, The Farewell. Camille
Claudel, Rodin’s mistress and muse,
inspired many of Rodin’s sculptures —
such as the poignantly titled marble The
Farewell and the NCMA'’s La France—
and visitors are encouraged to study the
similarities and differences among them.
Other works in the NCMA’s Rodin col-
lection that complement this loan are The
Kiss and Fugitive Love, which drew inspi-
ration from Rodin and Claudel’s turbulent
relationship.

Henri Fantin-Latour, Portrait of Léon
Maitre and Jules Joseph Lefebvre, Une
Japonaise (The Language of the Fan. One
of the most striking comparisons will be
immediately visible between these two
Chrysler works, installed side by side
on one wall. While both are depictions
of bourgeois from the same era wearing

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the height of fashion—one male and one
female —the major differences between
the two works are found in the subjects’
gazes: Fantin-Latour’s imposing portrait
of Léon Maitre forms a perfect counter-
part to Lefbvre’s captivating portrait of
a young woman revealing a coquettish
expression.

David Steel hopes that visitors will
not only enjoy viewing art by well-known
artists, but will delight in uncovering new
favorites, as well. “Although there are
some great paintings and sculptures by fa-
mous artists,” says Steel, “maybe visitors
will have the most pleasant experiences
discovering amazing works by artists they
may never have heard of, like Jules Joseph
Lefebvre, Charles Gleyre, and Francesco
Bertos.”

The Chrysler Museum of Art is one of
America’s most distinguished mid-sized
art museums with a world-class collec-
tion of more than 30,000 objects, includ-
ing one of the great glass collections in
America, and a new Glass Studio.

William Stoney Lamar (1951 —) has
contributed exceptional skill and vision to the
world of wood turning for over 25 years. Lamar
attended the University of North Carolina at
Chapel Hill for a short period before leaving
and working as a conscientious objector to the
Vietnam War for two years. He later attended
the University of North Carolina at Asheville fol-
lowed by Appalachian State University, where
he graduated in 1979 with a B.S. in Industrial
Arts. It was not until the mid-1980s that Lamar
began to work on a lathe and fully explore its
utility in realizing his own artistry. Through
Apr. 14 - "In the Camps: Photographs by Erich
Hartmann". Born in Munich, Germany, Erich
Hartmann was sixteen when he came with his
family to the United States as refugees from
Nazi persecution. After the war he worked in
New York City as assistant to a portrait photog-
rapher, and later as a free-lance photographer.
In 1952 he was invited to join Magnum Photos,
an international photographers’ cooperative
founded two years after the end of WWII.

In addition to its fine museums,
the city of Philadelphia, PA, is home to no less
than five major art schools. The Pennsylvania
Academy of Fine Arts is the oldest art school
and museum in the country, founded 1805. Like
the Asheville Art Museum, the Academy’s focus
is on American art. The Academy also focuses
on teaching traditional methods of working
from life, such as classes in cast drawing and
the use of live models for classes in drawing.
Painting and sculpture dominate the school’s
curriculum, both in past and present. Academy
faculty were most often Academy students first,
affording many artists the ability to trace their
artistic lineage back to noteworthy faculty and
students such as Thomas Eakins, Mary Cas-
satt, Cecilia Beaux, Henry O. Tanner, Robert
Henri, Alexander Calder and others. Through
July 21 - "The Well-Made World". The Asheville
Art Museum has an expansive Permanent
Collection that includes fine craft objects rep-
resenting key themes from the history of craft
in the United States during the 20th and 21st
centuries. This selection from the Museum’s
craft collection reveals the genre’s consistent
commentary on the world around us.

By consider-
ing key pieces from the Permanent Collec-
tion, such as Walter B. Stephen’s “Creamer
(Blue)” (1950) featured in the exhibition, we
see a variety of ways in which craft responds
to tradition in light of advances in technology
and shifts in culture, both in a historic context
as well as more contemporary examples.

His first loves were music and
poetry, but he took an interest in photography
in 1930 when he received a camera as a wed-
ding gift.

The mid-nineteenth century was
a time of evolution, expansion, and innovation
in American ceramics. While utilitarian forms

in earthenware and stoneware continued to

be made throughout the century, their num-
bers slowly decreased as a growing urban
population had less need for large storage
jars, churns, and other objects designed for an
agrarian economy. Many potters adjusted to
this lower demand by creating wares that were
more aesthetically appealing — objects that con-
sumers would want to live with in their homes.
Numerous factories from Vermont to Ohio to
South Carolina produced “fancy” wares: objects
that might still have practical functions—such
as pitchers, vases, or flasks—but were notable
primarily for their attractive shapes. Porce-

lain factories also began to proliferate dur-

ing this period, producing high-quality wares
that catered to the tastes of more affluent
consumers.
