The exhibition is 
accompanied by a series of public events 
featuring the books and films created during 
Spillane’s long career and highlighting the 
legacy of his work.

The Athenaeum Press, this wonderful col-
lection of memorabilia borrowed from the 
Spillane residence in Murrells Inlet, SC, 
offers a glimpse into the fascinating life of 
one of the best-selling pulp fiction writers of 
our time.
     Items in the exhibit include original 
hardback, paperback and comic book cov-
ers and posters promoting Spillane novels; 
photo stills from Spillane’s Miller beer 
commercials; photographs and illustrations;

Settling in Naples, FL, he imme-
diately immersed himself in educational 
opportunities to learn English and began 
the process of establishing his US citizen-
ship. For two years, he worked alongside 
world-renowned artist Jonathan Green at 
Green’s studio. In 2009, he was offered the 
position of Artist in Residence at Jonathan 
Green Studios. Shortly thereafter, he moved 
with Green and his staff to Green’s new 
studio in Charleston, SC, where he currently 
resides and works. In 2011, Llanes exhib-
ited his work at the Art Museum in a solo 
exhibition, Preserving a Cultural Heritage: 
The Coffee Paintings of Reynier Llanes. In 
addition to painting, Llanes is learning art 
management methods and is representing 
fine art created by professional artists who 
continue to live and work in Cuba.
