SC State Museum in Columbia, SC,
Offers a Look at Its Art Collections

The SC State Museum in Columbia,
SC, is presenting ART: A Collection of
Collections, on view through the end of
the year, and perhaps beyond that time.

The South Carolina State Museum is
home to over 4,000 works of art, hand-
made objects and various collections
within its collection. Many of these pieces
have never been on display in the mu-
seum. ART: A Collection of Collections
will highlight some of these one of a kind
collections within the museum’s entire
collection. Guests will get to explore
works of fine, folk and decorative art
made by South Carolina artists that are
being grouped into collections within the
exhibit based on medium, subject or artist.
Each area of focus within the exhibit will
also focus on sub-collections of a specific
artist’s work.

“This exhibit will showcase rarely seen
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artwork of South Carolina artists grouped
uniquely together that are housed within
the museum’s overall collection,” said
Paul Matheny, director of collections.
