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ArtFields© 2016

     ArtFields© 2016 will take place in Lake 
City, SC, from Apr. 22 - 30, 2016. The event 
turns Historic Downtown Lake City into 
an arts mecca for 9 days, celebrating artists 
and art from twelve Southeastern states. 
ArtFields© is one of the largest celebra-
tions of Southeastern artwork in the United 
States, with competition artists vying for 
$110,000 in prizes. ArtFields© will award 
prizes of $50,000 for the Top Prize, $25,000 
for Juried Panel prize, two $12,500 People’s 
Choice (one each for two- and three-
dimensional work), and ten special merit 
awards for $1,000 each from the good folks 
at Citizens Bank in Lake City.
     This all happens by people coming to 
view the art offered at ArtFields©, register-
ing to vote - then voting for works they like. 
It is said that 20,000 people come to view 
the art, but only about 25% of them register 
to vote and not all of them then vote. 
     I don’t get it. It’s not like registering to 
vote in this art competition will put your 
name on a list of potential jurors for a major 
capital crimes case in Washington, DC, 
where you’ll be sequestered for months, on 
a list for tax audits by the IRS, or to be put 
on a list of people who will escort protesters 
out of a Donald Trump rally. No, it’s just for 
voting on who you think should win some 
of the $110,000 is cash awards. You don’t 
even need to take up time in Lake City to 
cast your votes - you can do it at home - as 
long as you do it before the deadline for 
voting.
     Look, a lot of money and hard work goes 
into producing ArtFields©. And a lot of 
money is at stake for the artists who entered 
this competition and were lucky to get 
selected to display their work. Some came 
from as far away as Arkansas or Florida. 
You owe them the time to register and vote. 

If you came to look, you should follow 
through on the other half of this art event.
     Here’s my recommendation for how to 
do ArtFields©. Start at The R.O.B., which 
is the largest venue for ArtFields©, located 
at 245 South Church Street. If you’ve never 
been there before set your car’s navigation 
system or smart phone for that address. 
You’ll see the largest selection of works in 
one place at The R.O.B. There you’ll also 
find info on the event, public rest rooms, 
ample free parking, and a bus that takes 
visitors anywhere you want to go through-
out Lake City - for free. 
     When you’re on the bus, say hi to Carl 
McFadden - the unofficial tour guide of Art-
Fields©. Carl is not your average bus driver. 
Ask him questions - if he doesn’t know 
something, he’ll find out for you.  
     From The R.O.B. you can ride over to 
the ArtFields© Welcome and Registration 
Center at 124 Main Street (a new location) 
where you can register to vote and pick up 
your official guide for ArtFields©. You have 
to register to get the guide. You don’t need 
the guide to enjoy ArtFields© but it sure 
helps. Without it, I’m sure you’ll miss some 
pretty great works of art. You can also buy 
an ArtFields© T-shirt or other items with 
the ArtFields© logo on it.
     This year, if you register your cell phone 
number you’ll be able to cast a vote while 
standing in front of an artwork you like. 
Technology marches on.
     After registering to vote and picking up 
my guide, I usually head over to the Jones-
Carter Gallery, to check out the works there 
and perhaps get the inside scoop on what I 
shouldn’t miss at ArtFields©. Gallery folks  
usually know what’s best to see.
     From then on it’s helter skelter - unless 
you’re the kind of person who makes plans 
ahead of time. On the ArtFields© website 
found at (www.artfieldssc.org) you’ll find 

an art gallery of all the works on display 
during this year’s event at 
(http://www.artfieldssc.org/art-gallery-2016/). 
There you can check out the works you 
might be most interested in seeing. And 
once you’re registered to vote and have 
your guide, you can match your list of must 
see works with where they are located. Un-
less you’re planning on visiting Lake City 
several times or staying there for a couple 
of days you won’t see them all, so it’s good 
to make a plan ahead of time to make sure 
you spend your time seeing the works you 
want to see. 
     For the last three years I’ve spent at least 
two days viewing ArtFields© and I’ve nev-
er come close to seeing it all. I always miss 
something that I later wish I had seen, so 
I’m making a plan this year of works I want 
to see. Of course my problem with any plan 
is that I’m surely going to run into a lot of 
folks - viewers and artists who I’m going to 
get in conversation with and the more I talk 
the less I see, which is OK - some conversa-
tions are well worth missing a few works of 
art. I’ve seen a lot of art in my day.
     And don’t be an art snob when you’re 
in Lake City, some of the best works and 
award winners have been displayed in bar-
ber shops, restaurants and children’s dress 
shops. The main reason for Lake City to put 
on this event is to get you to discover their 
small Southern town and the people who 
make it special. Why else would they let 
their town be invaded by art and artists? Tell 
me if you’ve got it figured out.   
     If you’re short on time I’d at least check 
out The R.O.B. and the Jones-Carter Gal-
lery and then as many shops and stores as 
you can. But make sure you register to vote 
and then vote on what you saw. If for some 
strange reason you didn’t see anything you 
liked - you’re a hard art critic and the best 
thing you can do for ArtFields© is to go 
home and encourage the artists you like to 
enter the competition next year. ArtFields© 
and its jurors can only work with the pool 
of entries they receive and there is always 
room for more entries. 
     And don’t forget ArtFields© has also 
planned a number of events to take place 

during this 9-day celebration of art. Check 
them out at 
(http://www.artfieldssc.org/attendees/events-old-2/).
     And, don’t forget to leave a little money 
in Lake City, eat, drink and be merry while 
you’re there - and maybe spend a night 
there sleeping off that food and drink.       
     For more info visit (www.artfieldssc.org). 
Maybe I’ll see you there.

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     The Halsey Institute presents Young 
Contemporaries, the annual spring exhibi-
tion featuring selected work by current and 
recently graduated College of Charleston 
students.

       This annual exhibition shows off the 
brightest talents coming out of the College 
of Charleston’s School of the Arts, includ-
ing painters, sculptors, printmakers, and 
photographers. For many students Young 
Contemporaries provides their first op-
portunity to participate in a juried exhibition 
in a professional museum setting. Submis-
sions are accepted from current College 
of Charleston students, as well as recent 
(Fall 2015) graduates, and the 2016 juror, 
Amanda Wojick, will make selections on 
which pieces will be included in the exhibi-
tion. Through this experience the students 
learn to practice the type of professionalism 
necessary for success in the competitive 
field of visual arts.
     Concurrent with Young Contemporaries 
will be the Salon des Refusés exhibition, 
showing in the Hill Exhibition Gallery 
within The Marion and Wayland H. Cato Jr.

     Amanda Wojick (born 1974, Rochester, 
NY) is an artist and educator based in Eu-
gene, OR.  She locates her ongoing creative 
work at intersections of abstract sculpture 
and drawing, the hand and the machine, and 
material and visual culture. Using every-
day materials such as paper, glue and tape, 
Wojick creates brightly colored dimensional 
fields of irregular lines, circles, and rect-
angles.

      Wojick holds two MFA degrees from the 
Milton Avery School of the Arts, Bard Col-
lege, and the New York State College of Ce-
ramics at Alfred University. Her BA in Art 
and Art History is from Colgate University. 
In 2001 she moved from New York State to 
take a position in the Art Department at the 
University of Oregon where she is currently 
an Associate Professor and co-chair of the 
Sculpture Program.

done before. They concentrate on the 
intangible and aren’t afraid of changing 
their methods or mediums along the way. 
One of Weihs’ favorite quotes that really 
speaks to the adaptability of all successful 
artists is “It is not the strongest of the spe-

     The radical changes wrought by the rise 
of the salon system in nineteenth-century 
Europe provoked an interesting response 
from painters in the American South. 
Painterly trends emanating from Barbizon 
and Giverny emphasized the subtle textures 
of nature through warm color and broken 
brush stroke. Artists’ subject matter often 
represented a prosperous middle class at 
play, with the subtle suggestion that paint-
ing was indeed art for art’s sake and not 
an evocation of the heroic manner. Such 
enchanting French paintings introduced 
a visual vocabulary of style, color, and 
content that was soon successfully adopted 
by American artists.

her Portland, OR, studio then covers them 
with encaustic, often incorporating other 
media (such as gold leaf, ink and original 
silkscreen images) in between. 
     Towson, MD, based artist Bridgette 
Guerzon Mills incorporates photo trans-
fers, as well as papers and fibers, to give 
depth to her organic, melancholy paintings 
that speak to the cycles of life, growth and 
decay, memory and the passage of time.
     Featured potters for the show are 
husband and wife, Donovan Palmquist 
and Colleen Riley from Eureka Township, 
MN. They use a variety of techniques 
to decorate their altered, wheel thrown 
or slab constructed pots, including wax 
resist. Designs are created by brushing a 
wax medium over an area of clay, slip, or 
glaze to resist the final glaze application 
when the wax is dry. The wax burns off 
during firing, revealing the designs or base 
colors.
     Donovan and Colleen share the same 
clays, equipment and kilns, but work inde-
pendently in adjacent spaces. The major-
ity of Donovan’s work is thrown on the 
wheel and then stretched, altered, cut and 
assembled into new shapes. He works to 
develop pieces “that are not only function-
al for food, but which also have the po-
tential to enrich the routines of our home 
environment and bring beauty to our daily 
lives”. Colleen strives to create functional 
pieces that are elegant, yet comfortable for 
use and inviting to the touch. She cap-
tures and reveals the layers, patterns, and 
textures of her rural landscape, “such as a 
carpet of decaying leaves in the woods, or 
the contours of a freshly plowed field.”

     The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art in 
Charlotte, NC, is presenting two new exhi-
bitions including: The Art of the Print, on 
view in the Second-floor Gallery, through 
June 19, 2016, and The House that Mod-
ernism Built, on view in the Fourth-floor 
Gallery, through Sept. 11, 2016. 
     Printmaking has long been at the service 
of other media. In 1516, if a Dutchman in 
Delft wanted to experience the transcen-
dent beauty of Raphael’s Madonna, newly 
painted in Piacenza, Italy, a print could 
offer a hint of its majesty. An 18th-century 
Londoner finishing up the Grand Tour who 
wanted to remember Michelangelo’s Pietà 
would buy a print. Some artists (most fa-
mously, Albrecht Dürer and Martin Schon-
gauer) immediately exploited the unique 
textures and shading offered by woodblocks 
and engraving plates. Of course, they also 
benefited from easy sales and wide distribu-
tion of their images that the reproductive 
print offered. Yet, artists interested in the 
print media for its own ends remained few 
and far between until the 17th century when 
a wave of new techniques - mezzotint, 
aquatint, and in the 19th century, lithog-
raphy - allowed new tonal subtleties and 
color. The myriad of printmaking methods 
multiplied further by combining existing 
techniques and adding in new technological 
innovations. Painters and sculptors had a 
new arena in which to play.
      In this exhibition, The Art of the Print, 
we spotlight examples rarely, if ever, seen 
by Hansjürg Brunner, Marino Marini, 

Eduardo Chillida, Bernhard Luginbühl, 
Cornélia Forster, Georges Rouault, Raoul 
Ubac, Italo Valenti, Martin Disler, Peter 
Emch, Camille Graeser, Alfred Hofkunst, 
H.R. Huber, Jean-Paul Michel, Eduardo 
Pignon, Anslem Stalder, Charles Walch, 
and Franz Anatol Wyss. With this en-
semble, we illustrate not only the radical 
possibilities inherent in this medium, but 
also take a moment to explain exactly how 
the different processes work. 
     Erik Waterkotte, Assistant Professor of 
Print Media at University of North Caro-
lina, Charlotte, generously loaned tools 
of the trade from the Department of Art 
& Art History to further explicate print-
making. While we do not want to strip 
away all of the magic, we hope that a little 
behind-the-scenes look will reveal the 
mastery and materiality uniquely embed-
ded in printmaking.
     The House That Modernism Built will 
present the Bechtler Museum of Modern 
Arts’ rich mid-20th century art collection 
alongside furniture, textile and ceramic 
holdings on loan from various institutions 
including Eames Office, Herman Miller 
Archives, the Gregg Museum of Art & 
Design along with works from private 
collectors.
     The exhibition will illustrate how the 
modern aesthetic shaped people’s lives 
during the 20th century throughout the 
United States and the affinity of aesthetic 
and philosophical principles that influ-

enced art and design during this period. 
In particular, the show will emphasize 
process, examining how designers and 
artists considered and tackled projects 
and problems, and how the innovations in 
other disciplines from the sciences to the 
humanities influenced their direction and 
thinking. To trace the creative process and 
critical approach to problem solving, the 
exhibition will include prototypes, design 
plans, and manufactured pieces alongside 
drawings, prints, paintings, and sculptures.
     While the scope of the show will be 
international, it will draw attention to de-
sign innovations particularly embraced in 
the United States with a regional focus on 
production in North Carolina. The works 
date from 1920 through 1980, but the 
groundbreaking choices of material and 
manufacturing processes by makers such 
as Victor Vasarely, Zoltan Kemeny, Ken-
neth Noland, Roy Lichtenstein, Charles 
and Ray Eames, Alexander Girard, and 
Buckminster Fuller remain vital, revealing 
how these larger principles of modernism 
continue to resonate in our lives today. 
     The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art 

is dedicated to the celebration and analysis 
of the strongest aspects of mid- century 
modernism as reflected in the holdings 
of the Bechtler collection. The collec-
tion comprises more than 1,400 works by 
20th-century modern artists. Some works 
are accompanied by books, photographs 
and letters illustrating personal connec-
tions to the Bechtler family.

complished visual storytellers who share an 
interest in documentation (albeit of different 
types) as a means of sparking discourse, and 
ultimately - they hope - societal change.
     Using an old-fashioned large format 
camera, Jeff Rich, an Iowa City-based 
photographer who lived in Asheville for 3 
years, documents “hotspots for pollution or 
major change” in The Watershed Project. 
He defines a watershed as, “any body of wa-
ter that flows into a major body of water.” 
Rich tells us that it can take up to 15 min-
utes just to set up for each shot, noting that it 
is “a more painterly process than just taking 
a snapshot.” From a major coal ash spill in 
Kingston, TN, to pollution by copper-min-
ing (at the site of the 1996 Olympic White 
Water Rafting Competition), to fish-kills 
caused by the heated out-flow of hydropow-
er sites, Rich directs our gaze to the critical 
impact of such hotspots on aquatic eco-
systems and the human communities that 
surround them.  In a montage combining 
images from the Tennessee Valley Author-
ity (TVA) archives (dating from the early 
1930s), and some of the artist’s own images 
intentionally formatted to appear as if they 
were part of this photographic record, Rich 
brings attention to the plight of several en-
dangered species, including the snail darter, 
and the hell-bender salamander.

Vinci’s Vitruvian Man. The “remains are 
what sustain us,” he says.
     Bryant Holsenbeck’s year without plastic 
was difficult at first.  She carried a refill-
able glass water bottle (a practice she has 
continued), brought her own containers 
to purchase food items, and avoided take 
out packaging, plastic straws, and plastic 
utensils. During this year, she realized just 
how dependent we have become on single-
use plastics as a society. Holsenbeck, began 
her career as a basket maker - this early 
grounding in structure and design, and the 
collection of materials chosen both for their 
meaning and visual impact, carries through 
to her current work.  An avid environmen-
talist, Holsenbeck is interested in collabora-
tion and transformation as means of shed-
ding light on contemporary environmental 
problems, an approach that she feels is more 
effective than “pointing the finger.”  
     For the past decade, Holsenbeck has 
served as a community artist, working with 
audiences of all ages to create installations 
using recycle-able or discarded materials 
such as empty plastic water bottles, and 
ropes and fibers washed up on the beach. 
Holsenbeck spent a week in early Febru-
ary at Waterworks to install this piece, with 
the help of adult community members, 5th 
graders from Overton Elementary School, 
and the Waterworks Docents and staff. An 
estimated 7,000 plus water bottles were 
used. Many of the crushed bottles that make 
up the stream contain environmental mes-
sages written by participating 5th graders. 
Visitors are invited to write their hopes for 
the future of the environment and place 
them in the 5 gallon water bottle on the 
pedestal facing the waterfall.
     While differing widely in the approaches 
to their artistic practice and in their ways 
of working, Jeff Rich, Jim Lee, and Bryant 
Holsenbeck deliver a strongly-environmen-
tal message. Two themes stand out: the use 
of narrative and the message of environ-
mental advocacy.
     The Waterworks Visual Arts Center is 
accredited by the American Alliance of Mu-
seums. Its mission is to provide diverse op-
portunities in the arts for all people through 
exhibitions, education, and outreach. The 
Waterworks is funded by individual mem-
berships, corporations and businesses, foun-
dations, the City of Salisbury, and Rowan 
County. The Institute of Museum and 
Library Sciences, a federal grant-making 
agency dedicated to creating and sustaining 
a nation of learners by helping libraries and 
museums serve their communities, sup-
ports the Waterworks Visual Arts Center. 
Waterworks receives general support from 
the North Carolina Arts Council, an agency 
of the Department of Cultural Resources 
and the National Endowment for the Arts, 
which believes that a great nation deserves 
great art.

     “Jim, what’s with all the dead bugs?” a 
friend asked at a show of the artist’s work in 
Durham. For Jim Lee, “life is just that thin 
layer of existence of things built on top of 
what came before.” Like fellow photogra-
pher, Jeff Rich, Lee considers his photog-
raphy, “an extension of painting.” He uses 
both a camera and a high resolution flatbed 
scanner with his own specially-designed 
adaptations to create rich and detailed im-
ages of both living and deceased organisms, 
referencing both still life and the history of 
portraiture. The artist painstakingly stages 
each image, using found objects and the 
remains of creatures such as the minute 
wasps killed by the heated hood of his car, 
insects from his porch light, or even live fish 
purchased from a pet store (which he placed 
in a special container on top of his scanner 
to capture an image of their movement. 
     After the photoshoot, the unharmed 
fish were released into a small pond in the 
artist’s back yard.) Lee’s process often 
involves weeks of observation to create a 
single image. The artist even pays homage 
to Dali, Picasso, and Da Vinci in Dance of 
the Caterpillar Stalker Beetle 2. In Pablo’s 
Muse the skin of a praying mantis acts as a 
stand-in for Picasso’s Seated Woman. 3. In 
Vitruvian Wasp, a female mud-dauber wasp 
becomes the mirror image of Leonardo Da

     Jessica Bonilla Garcia’s graphic design 
and printmaking series will depict her 
personal experience with immigration in 
America. Through her work, Bonilla Garcia 
wants the viewer to comprehend the dif-
ficulties of an undocumented immigrant in 
the US.
     “I have firsthand experience on how 
difficult it can be to live as an immigrant 
in a country where you are unwanted by 
default,” said Bonilla Garcia.  “I want to be 
an asset to this country.”
     Carson Kriener’s photography series 
examines the controversial idea of violence 
versus nudity. In her photography series, 
Kriener explores the theory that society 
finds violence more acceptable and is 
conditioned to see nudity as the greater evil. 
Kriener wants viewers to walk away with a 
different sense of the issues.

      Star Moody communicates through her 
painting and drawing series. Through the 
use of chalk pastels and a digital tablet me-
dium, Star is able to describe deep emotion 
through a very hands-on process.  Moody 
hopes “the rich color selection and expres-
sive marking system paired with the spatial 
relationships of the work create a lyrical 
rhythm that invites the viewer to start a 
conversation all their own.”

      Equine Art: Family Portraits will be a 
beautiful, diverse, and playful overview 
of the family of horses and will include 
not only classical horse portraits, but also 
delightful donkeys, exotic zebra, horse 
drawings that are heavily influenced by 
early Persian and Asian art, paintings of toy 
horses, and ceramic and metal sculpture.
     Stephen Chesley is a Columbia, SC, artist 
whose work is widely known and collected. 
For the past several years Chesley has col-
laborated with the Humanities Council of 
SC and USC Press to illustrate a number 
of stories written by South Carolina’s own 
Archibald Rutledge. The latest publication 
in this series, “The Doom of Ravenswood”,

     Andrea Hennings, is a native German 
now living in Greensboro, NC.

Hennings 
says that she has always drawn horses and 
can’t remember a time when she didn’t. 
In fact, a horse is probably the first thing 
she ever drew as a child, and she has never 
stopped.

Other more stylistic 
drawings, as well as her ceramics, are based 
upon studies of the horse in Persian and 
Asian art. 
     Janet Oliver, of High Point, NC, has been 
drawing horses since she was five years 
old. Her grandparents had a farm in rural 
South Carolina, and when they bought it, a 
retired Tennessee Walker, Trixie, was part 
of the deal. When she wasn’t at the farm 
caring for and riding Trixie, she had a toy 
horse collection to keep her company. Any 
kind of toy horse would do, as long as it was 
realistic. The paintings in this exhibition are 
their portraits.
     Glen Saborosch resides in Neeses, SC. 
He learned to weld in a high school sculp-
ture class and loved it. Though his life took 
him elsewhere for many years, he returned 
to his art and the medium that he loves, 
metal sculpture. His welded metal horses, 
made of steel strips and wire, seem to be 
caught in motion, as in mid-leap.
     Marie Stone van Vuuren is originally 
from Detroit. MI, but now lives and works 
in Greensboro, NC. As a child, she made 
frequent trips to the Detroit Institute of Art, 
and was encouraged by her artist parents, 
working alongside of them in their stu-
dio learning to paint, sculpt and cast. Her 
work in the arts is diverse, including book 
illustrations, music CD covers, the design 
of leadership learning tools, and providing 
art direction for films and commercials. The 
watercolor included in the exhibition is an 
enchanting realistic depiction of the zebra.
     Lynne Tanner set a goal for herself

$200, and started making his own wares. 
Between pottery, freelance graphic design 
and creating art in fabrics, bills started to 
get paid again. Over the years he worked 
using a variety of methods and processes. 
The method and process is really what 
intrigues him as a maker. So it’s natural 
for him to make functional wares to give 
his work a purpose and meaning. 
     Today most pots are thrown on the 
wheel, but involve a fair amount of hand 
building before being finished. Adding 
layers and layers of embellishment gives 
the pots depth and pictorial qualities. 
Phillips uses stencils, silkscreen, washes 
and decals to achieve these patterns and 
textures. Using a variety of methods to 
transfer images onto the piece satisfies his 
inner printmaker. 
     After 16 years of being a self-taught 
artist, Dona Barnett entered UNC-
Asheville and graduated with a BFA 
degree with honors 9 years later in 2012. 
She began to focus on printmaking when 
offered a studio in the River Arts District a 
year later, using non-toxic techniques she 
researched independently as an alternative 
to the traditional printmaking techniques 
taught at UNCA. 
     The imagery in Barnett’s art is often 
an outworking of her faith as she tries to 
understand hope in the face of chaos and 
human suffering. She uses the best tradi-
tional materials she can afford as well as 

found materials. This is a way of “redeem-
ing” what would normally be thrown out, 
lending dignity and beauty to them as a 
metaphor for hope. This body of work is a 
reflection of a search for a new reality in 
the face of loss.

     Asheville Gallery of Art in Asheville, 
NC, will present The Nature of Things, 
featuring works by Tebbé Davis, Mark Har-
mon, t.e. siewert, and Kate Thayer, on view 
from Apr. 1 - 30, 2016.

     This will be the second show in AGA’s 
new gallery space at 82 Patton Avenue. The 
artists will present works that highlight their 
diverse styles as they each interpret their 
view of the natural world. 
     Tebbé Davis paints landscapes and 
abstract paintings that focus primarily on 
the textures and colors of the southern 
Appalachians and the Carolina seashore. 
He uses color, texture, and composition in 
each scene to convey the intense beauty he 
perceives as an artist. “I invite the viewer 
to explore a world far removed from their 
everyday existence to an inner journey of 
the soul,” he states.
     Mark Hamon says the very texture 
of the Smoky Mountains, the weathered 
rock faces covered by lichens and mosses, 
inspire his work.

be,” she states. Siewert works in encaustic, 
a hot wax technique.

Her work reflects her love of the 
Western North Carolina mountains where 
she says, “The air is fresh, the streams are 
clear, and the people are down-to-earth.”

League, he was instrumental in the early 
development of The Bascom Louise Gal-
lery at The Hudson Library.

     The Art League of Henderson County 
in Hendersonville, NC, is presenting Vi-
sual Textures, Above & Beyond, featuring 
the largest collection of mixed media art 
quilts by Nancy Smeltzer, on view at the 
Opportunity House, through Apr. 7, 2016.   
     Smeltzer has always viewed anything 
with a hole in it fair game to sew on one 
of her pieces, so they are filled with but-
tons and beads from her extensive collec-
tion. “Why settle for a few dozen beads, 
when 5 thousand will make a MUCH 
bigger statement!” is one of oft quoted 
statements. The piece entitled Beach Balls 
and Flowers which will be seen in her 
exhibition, is only 9 in (23 cm) square, yet 
people are always amazed at how heavy 
it is. (The weight of those little glass 
beads add up). Besides the weight factor, 
people are always asking how long does 
a piece like that take? One inch or 2.5 cm 
square of the smaller beads is an hour’s 
work. That doesn’t count time off to sand 
her fingers, as Smeltzer has tried every 
thimble that is on the market and has yet 
to find one that she can tolerate more than 
a few minutes. As a result, several fingers 
on both fingers are pock marked with 
pricks, and where the needle backs up… 
perhaps you’ve heard new seismic record-
ings since she moved into Hendersonville 
a year and a half ago. Those needles may 
be small and thin, but they draw blood!

     A detailed look at Lavender Clouds, 
another small art quilt that will be in the 
exhibition, shows much of the exten-
sive work for which Smeltzer is known. 
Besides her signature hummingbird button 
that has appeared in all of her work since 
2005, you can see one of the large, shiny 
glass buttons from Czechoslovakia that 
she uses in many of her pieces. There’s 
quite a story behind them, so ask her when 
you see her.

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     Appalachian State University in Boone, 
NC, will present Show Me the Way to Go 
Home: Brad Thomas, on view in Gallery 
B, at the Turchin Center for the Visual Arts, 
from Apr. 1 through Aug. 6, 2016. A recep-
tion will be held on July 1, from 6-10pm 
and a lecture by the artist will be given at 
4pm.
     With his first major solo show since 
2004, the renowned artist and curator Brad 
Thomas marks not only his return to his 
home state of North Carolina, but also a 
full-time return to making art. The thrilling 
new exhibition, a collection of more than 70 
brand new mixed-media and collage works, 
arrives Apr. 1 at the Turchin Center for the 
Visual Arts.

     GreenHill in Greensboro, NC, an-
nounces its spring 2016 exhibition, Last 
Remaining Cathedral: Illuminations of 
Nature, on view from Apr. 8 through June 
12, 2016, presenting a mid-career retro-
spective of paintings and works on paper 
inspired by man’s essential relationship 
to the natural world by Robert Johnson 
alongside sculptural book forms in wood, 
fiber, and mica by master book artist Dan-
iel Essig. A reception will be held on Apr. 
8, from 6-7:30pm.
    Daniel Essig and Robert Johnson 
glean materials and find subjects in what 
Johnson has called the “last remaining 
cathedral” – places where wild nature still 
exists. A modern-day pilgrim, Johnson has 
hiked and sketched in wilderness regions 
abroad, across the United States and 
near his home in Celo, NC, for over four 
decades to study scenery used as source 
materials for his iconic painting series. 
     The practice of Asheville-based art-
ist Daniel Essig also involves a close 
relationship with the natural world. Since 
childhood Essig collected and preserved 
fossils, sheets of mica, rusty nails and old 
books. Objects from his studio’s archive 
of treasures embellish the sculptural books 
he creates that redefine the field of book 
arts. Both artists utilize the highest level 
of craft in works that transmit a spiri-

tual connection to nature and a desire to 
encapsulate and render permanent a world 
that is rapidly disappearing.
     Essig’s artist books often take the form 
of animals with the codex or book’s pages, 
integrated into a larger sculptural form.  
N’Kisi Bricolage Sturgeon is one of two 
monumental sculptural books by the artist 
on view at GreenHill. The assemblage’s 
name derives from the carved wooden 
sculptures often covered with nails cre-
ated by Central African peoples such as 
the N’Kisi that have informed many of 
the artist’s works. The five-foot-long fish 
in carved mahogany is embellished with 
mica, nails, tintypes and 1800’s text paper,

as well as numerous found natural objects. 
      The large rusty nails and small objects 
attached by chains to the animal recall 
N’Kisi fetish figures that were thought 
to serve as bridges to the spirit world.  
Fished to near extinction for its precious 
eggs, the sturgeon is an “ancient fish” 
whose morphology has not changed for 
thousands of years. The fish’s dorsal fins 
are created by eight small codexes that 
emerge seamlessly from the animal’s 
burnished back. These small books are 
created with Ethiopian and Coptic book 
binding, a style of binding books dating 
back to the 4th century that the artist has 
stated is at the heart of all of his works. 
     Essig’s imaginative reinvention of the 
creature embedded with texts and vestiges 
suggests that the fish, like ancient forms of 
transmitting culture such as hand-bound 
books, will be carried forward through 
time.
     Within the context of this two-person 
exhibition, GreenHill is honored to pres-
ent the first mid-career retrospective of the 
paintings of Robert Johnson. Viewers will 

see a comprehensive survey of Johnson’s 
non-traditional landscape paintings and 
experience a contemplative journey to 
sites the artist has painted around the 
globe. Johnson takes us from hidden hol-
lows in the mountains of Western North 
Carolina to peaceful shorelines in Ecua-
dor. Though viewers are often enchanted 
by Johnson’s attention to capturing the 
unique characteristics of a given land-
scape, ultimately Johnson seeks to convey 
a sense of a profound connection to nature 
that he has characterized as transcendental 
in that it allows him to submerge himself 
in a larger sense of being.  
     GreenHill’s exhibition will include 
major works in acrylic and oil on panel 
as well as works on paper. Johnson has 
stated that his practice of drawing from 
direct observation grounds his work and 
ties its more fanciful narrative elements 
and stylistic motifs to the physical world.  
Beginning as pencil sketches, his draw-
ings serve as field notes for expeditions 
and individual plants, rock formations

or insect species are singled out on the 
page with notations on location and rarity. 
Reworked with watercolor they become 
the basis for larger compositions in acrylic 
and oil.
     Recently Johnson has created “note-
book” paintings that are not the basis for 
other works. Curtis Creek Field, (2014) 
from Johnson’s most recent series entitled 
“South of Asheville”, depicts a cornfield 
next to a promontory seen through a win-
dow-like opening surrounded by single 
leaves. The use of an aperture to frame 
the main landscape subject with specific 
plants, animals, and features drawn in 
“close-up” on the surface of the picture 
plane is a central compositional strategy in 
Johnson’s works seen in paintings such as 
Machu Pichu, 2010.  
     In Curtis Creek Field single leaves 
from the brilliant display that draws visi-
tors to the mountains each year are noted 
with their tree type. A diagram of “bear 
scot full of grape seeds” is also highlight-
ed and this earthy detail suggests man’s 
land use overlaps with that of the site’s 
natural inhabitants and the field, Johnson 
states, is actually cultivated to attract wild 
game for hunters.
     Headlands, California, a major work 
from 1993 by Johnson which will be on 
view at GreenHill presents views of the 
Golden Gate National Recreation Area, 
an 80,000 acre reserve of public land 
surrounding San Francisco Bay. Evoking 
certain of Johnson’s historical influences, 
this large shaped painting is divided into 
multiple panels like an early Renaissance 
polyptych. It may be seen as an “ecologi-
cal allegory” contrasting idyllic views 
of the flora and fauna of this shoreline 
ecosystem with its history as a US Army 
base for the nation’s Cold War ballistic 
missile program. Echoing the shape of 
the Nike missiles depicted on each flank 
of the canvas, the painting recounts an 

apotheosis of sorts. 
     The central panel presents a panoramic 
view of hilly coastal prairies rising before 
the Pacific. Its lower zone is devoted to 
what appears to be an abandoned bunker, 
emblazoned with the raw street syntax 
of many similar deserted spaces. As one 
moves up the canvas the reclaiming of the 
site by nature is evident in the overgrowth 
of vines and blossoming columbines and 
the presence of a Western Bluebird on a 
broken tower. At the top of the painting 
sea birds circle a curved promontory and 
a single orchid seems to suggest that even 
weapons of mass destruction are transient 
in comparison to nature’s designs.

The Best of North Carolina 2016, a much 
anticipated annual exhibition, on view 
through May 31, 2016.  
     This exhibition is a collection of paint-
ings and prints that survey the rich history 
of art throughout the centuries in the state of 
North Carolina. Gallery owner, art histo-
rian, and native North Carolinian Charlene 
Newsom employs her broad knowledge of 
history and art to curate an extensive collec-
tion of landmark pieces.
     This year, the artworks date as far back as 
the 17th century. The Blaeu map image is an 
important copper engraving from the Gold-
en Age of Dutch map making, engraved 
and hand-colored by Willem Blaeu (1571-
1638). It is richly decorated with a large 
cartouche flanked by Native Americans, 
originally drawn by Captain John White 
of the Sir Walter Raleigh expedition.  The 
exhibition includes another important map, 
the Jacques Bellin, which was engraved in 
1757 for the King of France.
      One of the more important paintings in 
the show is a 19th century oil on canvas 
by William C. A. Frerichs (1829-1905). 
Frerichs was an adventurer, traveling to 
inaccessible territory in the western North 
Carolina mountains for scenes of rugged 
beauty. The stories of the hardships he en-
dured (Indians stole his paint and his easel) 
are a testimony to his love of his art. This is 
a rare opportunity to see his work outside of 
a museum setting. 
     Horace Farlowe (1933-2006) began his 

artistic career studying architecture at North 
Carolina State University. From the Greek 
ruins of Paestum to Frank Gehry’s Guggen-
heim Museum in Bilbao,  structures all over 
the world influenced his painting style. Hor-
ace’s work has been shown internationally. 
His work is in numerous private and public 
collections and his outdoor pieces like the 
Zoological Egg Rest at the Asheboro Zoo 
are landmarks. Many of the artworks in the 
show explore the art scene in the middle of 
the 20th century.

A partially decayed piece of wood 
can reward the turner with dramatic color 
and pattern but requires that the turner navi-
gate voids. Handling the negative space in 
a funky block of wood is a challenge worth 
taking.”
      Chris Graebner is a painter whose work 
is often inspired by nature. Graebner refects, 
“One of my earliest memories is watching 
in awe as my mother painted the oak tree 
in our front yard. Instead of a brown stick 
with a green blob on top, her tree had bark, 
branches, and individual leaves.

Wright-Frierson’s 
broad-ranging career is distinguished as 
painter, award-winning children’s book author, 
illustrator, and large-scale public installation 
artist to include her celebrated bottle house in-
spired by artist Minnie Evans at Airlie Gardens, 
Wilmington, NC, and her extraordinary ceiling 
mural of evergreens and aspens reaching 
for the sunlight, installed at Columbine High 
School, Littleton, Colorado.
