The College of Charleston in Charles-
ton, SC, will present two new exhibitions
including: Joshua Parks: Born in We:
African Descendants of the Atlantic World
and David Antonio Cruz: hauntme, both
on view at the Halsey Institute of Contem-
porary Art, from Apr. 11 through July 26,
2025.

Joshua Parks is a southern-raised Black
image-maker and cultural worker with
Gullah Geechee and Gulf Coast Creole
heritage. His work analyzes Afro-descen-
dant communities in the Atlantic world,
their relationship to land and water as the
basis of subsistence, autonomy, survival,
and collective memory, and how these
elements influence social and cultural
development. The Halsey Institute is
proud to present Parks’s first solo museum
exhibition.

In his practice, Parks puts intentional
relationships and storytelling first, using
image as his medium for communica-
tion. This exhibition explores the inter-
connectedness among communities of
African descendants in the Lowcountry,
the Caribbean, and West Africa through
photography, film, and sounds of the
Atlantic World. Bridging past and pres-
ent, he presents a continuum of culture
across time and space underscoring the
resilience and ongoing evolution of
African and Afro-descendant identities all
while confronting and transcending the
enduring legacies of slavery and colonial-
ism. Dispersed throughout this global
representation of shared histories, Parks
incorporates archival family photographs
and artifacts engaging the viewer with
the context of his personal history. This
body of work makes evident the intimate
and complex relationships among African
diasporic communities and the fight for
self-determination.

David Antonio Cruz: hauntme,
includes Wallpaper, chandeliers, perfor-
mance sculptures, and paintings. Cruz is
a multidisciplinary artist exploring the
intersectionality of queerness and race,
celebrating chosen family, and honoring
not just where we consider home but who
we consider home. Incorporating litera-

ture, language, and sculptural elements,
his work engages portraiture as a place of
permanence and as a form of resistance to
normative conventions. Cruz’s exhibition
at the Halsey Institute will expand on his
recent explorations in drawing and instal-
lation featuring new and recent work.
Cruz’s drawings are created with layers
of ink washes under silhouettes of maps,
foliage, and whispers of wax pencil figure
drawings, inviting viewers to spend time
getting to know the people and place
within and revealing more with each care-
ful look. These drawings often reappear
as wallpaper and textiles in the back-
ground of his playful paintings of chosen
family, which center Black, Brown, and
queer bodies in the art historical canon of
Baroque seated portraiture, a genre from
which they were often erased.
Culminating with an offering for the
viewer to sit and linger, immersed in
Cruz’s work through a site-specific instal-
lation, the exhibition highlights com-
panionship as wayfinding to empowered
authenticity and safe harbor in the people
we choose to surround ourselves with.
The Halsey Institute of Contemporary
Art at the College of Charleston School of
the Arts provides a multidisciplinary labo-
ratory for the production, presentation,
interpretation, and dissemination of ideas
by innovative visual artists from around
the world.

In Book of Hours, Bergeron creates
a dialogue between the ordinary and the
other-worldly, examining how small
moments accumulate to define our larger
experience of existence. The artist ex-
plains: “This series is a meditation on time
and the presence of our daily interactions.
That presence is often both external AND
internal.”

Drawing from the conundrum of living
with an overactive mind, Bergeron reflects
on the peculiar duality of our experi-
ence. “I can witness a powerful storm or
churning ocean, and yet be wondering
about what I will have for dinner and if I
have enough laundry detergent. It doesn’t
always go that way of course, but it’s an

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interesting thing to notice the degree to
which we can all have a foot in the other-
worldly and another in the ordinary.”

This series focuses on the union of
these two realms, exploring how this bal-
ance manifests throughout the hours of
the day. “Interestingly, this conversation
can also go the other direction: a seem-
ingly small act like cutting an orange the
wrong way can make me think about my
own mortality, and question the reason
for pain. We live in this dichotomy of two
realms constantly, and this series is about
how that union shows up at different hours
of the day.”

Bergeron takes a unique approach to
realism, using it as a tool rather than a
strict rule. The artist believes that “all
painting is abstraction and interpretive”
and often asks, “if painting something
realistically will add or take away from
my narrative.” For this series, realism
becomes a question of whether it supports
or detracts from the experience of the
piece. The artist continues: “Sometimes
adding too much detail ruins the mystery
that may be the goal of what I'm trying to
get across. On the other hand, sometimes
hyper-focussing on the details can guide a
sharp arrow directly to a conceptual target.
I have no rules or goals around style, I
simply ask myself if realism will do the
job.”

For the past few years, Bergeron has
been creating smaller sketches as part
of the process, which allow for more
freedom and experimentation. “They
aren’t as much of a time commitment, so
I feel freer to experiment. I also love that
they are more surprising and visceral than
trying to photoshop everything,” the artist
shares.

With an extensive library of photos
collected from years of daily observations,
Bergeron pays close attention to the mo-
ments that make up each day. “The pursuit
of contemplation is my ultimate goal, and
my hope is for my pieces to act as mirrors
for viewers. The biggest compliment I can
receive is when people say they experi-
enced their own reality differently because
of one of my pieces. My hope is for
viewers to see their nuanced selves in my

work, whatever that may look like.”

The artist also draws inspiration from
the words of Annie Dillard: “How we
spend our days is, of course, how we
spend our lives. What we do with this
hour, and that one, is what we are doing.”
These words encapsulate the essence of
Book of Hours — the larger themes of
existence are made up of small moments
of time. “This series is a dedication to
those smaller microcosms that collectively
create our reality.”

The city was for
its citizens and had not seen the effects of
the developers and tourism.

“When I moved here, I fell in love with
Charleston, and I wanted to immortalize
the soul of the city. I like to think I show
our common humanity in a more innocent
time, pre-cellphone, pre-social media.
This work ultimately reflects a love for
Charleston and an obsessive love of
camerawork,” states Edwards. A variety of
films, processes, and techniques were used
in this project that spanned over a decade.

Edwards’ creative talents were cultivat-
ed while attending the University of South
Carolina. Although he officially received a
BA in psychology in 1988, Edwards’ first

photography classes transformed him into
a self-proclaimed “darkroom rat.”

He briefly
attended the University of Florida on a
full academic scholarship and then joined
the Navy as a submarine Sonarman. He
worked as a comedy sketch writer on
Mad TV and 6 other comedy series. He
was an associate producer on an indepen-
dent feature film and in 2001 received an
Emmy award for documentary writing. He
lives in Charleston, SC, where he paints
while developing work for television and
freelancing as a graphic artist.

These diligent teachers make sure exhibi-
tion entry criteria are met and then deliver
their student entries to a designated collec-
tion point. All of their selections are on
view. A professional artist from outside
the school systems serves as the awards
juror. The juror, without access to art-
ist, teacher or school identities, chooses
awards within each category. Each
AUHSAE cash award is divided between
the winning student and that student’s art
program.

The 2025 AUHSAE juror was Jim
Campbell. He is a painter, printmaker, and
musician. He retired several years ago
after teaching for 32 years at the Fine Arts
Center.

Hampton III Gallery in Taylors, SC,
just outside of Greenville, SC, will present
John Acorn: 20th Century Man, curated
by Luke Delello, on view from Apr. 11
through May 31, 2025. A reception will be
held on Apr. 12 from 1-3pm. A Coffee and
Conversation will be offered on May 24,
from 11am-noon at the gallery. A Panel
Discussion and Documentary Screening
will be held on May 9, from 4-5:30pm,
at McMillan Pazdan Smith, 400 Augusta
Street Suite 200 in Greenville, SC.

Hampton III Gallery will be hosting an
exhibition of John Acorn, retired artist and
educator currently living in Pendleton SC.

Acorn is considered one of the South's
most progressive sculptors of the 20th
century. In 1961 he received his MFA
degree from Cranbrook Academy, then
for 36 years (1961- 1997) he taught as
a professor of sculpture and design in
the College of Architecture at Clemson
University, SC; upon retirement receiv-
ing the honor of Professor Emeritus. In
1998 the South Carolina Arts Commission
honored him with the Elizabeth O'Neill
Verner Award, the “highest honor the state
gives in the arts”. Having been one of the
key players of one of the top ten colleges
of Architecture in the nation, Acorn has
come to influence many art majors and
architects who now practice all over the
US and abroad.

The following is an excerpt from
the exhibition catalog by Luke Delello,
“Trailer nails, plywood, aluminum sheet
metal, all common products found at any
hardware store, are the key materials John
Acorn used to craft the three series pre-
sented in this exhibition: Profiles, Cam-
ouflage Men, and Reflections on the 20th
Century. The humility of these materials
is no accident, and their supposed simplic-
ity is precisely the source of their thematic
power.”

“The human profile has preoccupied
artists for millennia, from Egyptian

hieroglyphs to Victorian silhouettes. In
Profiles, Acorn celebrates the rich heritage
of this subject by using a single cutout of
a female profile to craft a wide-ranging
series. “Profile and Pyramids” stands on a
ziggurat while being cradled by two more,
and “Split Profile” modernizes the ancient
Roman statues of Janus. “Chess Queen”,
has a High Medieval feel about her, while
“Profile and Hair’s flapper bob looks

like it belongs in a roaring 20’s executive
suite. Bringing us to the modern era, the
curved plywood lines of “Splayed” give
the impression of a blurred photograph
where the subject spun their head just as
the shutter clicked.”

“Moving from the female head to a
headless human form, John’s Camouflage
Man series had a mundane origin: an
advertisement in an Anderson newspaper
for a camouflage hunting suit. This im-
age got John thinking about the uses of

camouflage in nature. Prey use it to hide.
Predators use it to hunt. These figures
raise difficult questions about how our
human societies engage in complex games
of hide and seek, some benign and some
deadly. At the base of it all is a recogniz-
ably human form, but which do we see
first? The human? Or the overlaid dis-
guise? Most terrifying of all is the ways
in which societies can create structures of
injustice to camouflage the humanity of
entire people groups. It is no coincidence
that John reused the human form he de-
veloped for Camouflage Man in his series
depicting the prison decks of American
slave ships.”

“History both lived and inherited is one
of the key preoccupations of Acorn’s ca-
reer. Born in the 1930s, John bore witness
to the majority of the 20th century. In Re-
flections he grapples with historical events
from the War in the Pacific to the Berlin
Wall. John’s connection to these events
is often personal. When he was six years
old, his sister’s boyfriend returned from
the Pacific Theater with a photograph
of the freshly stacked skulls of Japanese
soldiers. John couldn’t sleep for days.
Decades later when John was completing

a post-graduate residency at the esteemed
Hochschule fiir Bildende Kiinst in what
was then West Berlin, he approached and
touched the Berlin Wall with his hand,
before quickly backing away as an East
German machine gun was trained at him
from the guard tower.”

“This tactility of history is fundamental
to Acorn’s work. See how he sums up the
horrors of “Kristallnacht” in a single win-
dow breaking. John assures me that each
shard could be put together like a puzzle
to precisely fill the empty panes. This
care and attention to detail is central to
the terrifying historical events the Reflec-
tions are grappling with. The Holocaust
ran like clockwork. Those Japanese skulls
were stacked just so. The same hardware
John used to build his 20th Century panels
were used to construct the death camps
in Europe and Southeast Asia. Concrete
and steel can quickly cut a European city
in half, or they can be cast into a sculp-
ture that grows in grandeur as it weath-
ers. In this way Acorn’s work serves as
a celebration and a warning. Given the
same building materials, what world will
we construct in the 21st Century?,” ended

The Aiken Center for the Arts in Aiken,
SC, is presenting The Tomato of Time, fea-
turing works by members of the Upcountry
Fiber Artists, on view in the Center’s Main
Gallery, through May 1,2025.

This group of fiber artists include: Evelyn
Beck, Lynne Harrill, Sara Quattlebaum,
Cynthia Steward, Denny Webster, Kathryn
Weston, began work on this exhibition as a
group challenge to practice the Pomodoro
Technique. Each artist designed and created
a 12x12-inch art quilt inspired by the phrase
“Tomato of Time.”

They found that each artist approached
concepts of time in unique ways, reflecting
their diverse styles of art. From interpreta-
tions of the tomato-shaped timer itself, they
delved into examinations of the past, the
present, and the future. This exploration
resulted in everything from nostalgic looks
backward to representations of how clocks
rule our lives, from the promise embedded
in a tiny seed to the natural world’s transfor-
mations across seasons and over time.

What is the Pomodoro Technique? In
the late 1980s, when Francesco Cirillo

Work by Lynne Harrill

developed the concept of using structured

time management methods for improving

concentration and productivity, he used

a tomato ("pomodoro” in Italian) shaped

timer to test his theory.

Focused on Flowers

The Asheville Art Museum in
Asheville, NC, is presenting Flora Sym-
bolica: The Art of Flowers, an exhibition
exploring the enduring significance of
flowers in American art of the 20th and
21st centuries, on view through July 28,
2025, the exhibition examines the symbol-
ism of flowers in art, highlighting their
deep connection to nature and human
experience.

For millennia, flowers have played
a central role in medicine, rituals, and
cultural traditions, symbolizing love,
purity, and renewal. Flora Symbolica
highlights this relationship through the
work of celebrated photographer and artist
Edward Steichen. Before becoming one of
the most influential photographers of the
20th century, Steichen trained as a painter,
shaping his eye for composition, light, and
symbolism.

viewshed, is an exhibition that il-
luminates the enduring impact of Black
Mountain College (BMC) as a crucible
of artistic experimentation and exchange.
The exhibition traces the transmission of
ideas across generations, exploring how
BMC'’s radical pedagogical approaches
continue to shape contemporary artistic
practice.

The exhibition stages a dynamic dia-
logue between past and present, featur-
ing contemporary artists Richard Garet,
Jennie MaryTai Liu, Deanna Sirlin, and
Susie Taylor alongside seminal BMC
figures such as Dorothea Rockburne,

Arnal, viewshed unfolds as a sensorial and
conceptual investigation into the shifting
terrain of artistic influence. The exhibi-
tion highlights works that span painting,
textile, sound, and performance, inviting
viewers to consider the ways in which
artistic methodologies evolve and rever-
berate across time. At its core, viewshed
underscores the ways in which BMC’s ex-

ists to challenge, reinterpret, and expand
the possibilities of creative expression.

Sewell (Si) Sillman (1924-1992), a
pivotal figure in the exhibition, was an
American painter, educator, and print pub-
lisher. After serving in World War II, Sill-
man studied under Josef Albers at Black
Mountain College, immersing himself in
color theory and structural composition.
His works, such as Untitled Landscape
(1948) and 109 Acrobats (n.d.), showcase
his meticulous attention to form and hue,
reflecting a commitment to color’s inter-
play with structure.

Sillman’s dedication continued at Yale
University, where he earned a BFA in
1951 and an MFA in 1953, later joining
the faculty to inspire future generations.
In 1956, Sillman organized an exhibition
of Albers’ work for Yale’s new art gallery,
fostering a partnership with Norman Ives.
Together, they founded the publishing firm
Ives-Sillman in 1962, later publishing Al-
bers’ Interaction of Color, a seminal text
in color theory. In a significant 2025 gift
to the museum from Bill Turner, viewshed
showcases a selection of Sillman’s works
that exemplify his nuanced exploration of
color theory and abstraction.

Richard Garet is an artist who bridges
the realms of sound and visual art, creat-
ing immersive experiences that challenge
sensory perceptions. His Perceptual Series
(2019) offers a moving image installa-
tion that manipulates light and sound to
blur the boundaries between auditory
and visual experiences. His installation
SONOCHROME extends this exploration,
positioning minimalist aesthetics within a
framework of algorithmic creativity. Verti-
cal white lines emerge and dissolve on
black surfaces, forming rhythmic visual
patterns that evoke the early black paint-
ings of Frank Stella, while engaging with
Fluxus-inspired sound experimentation.

A four-minute video loop amplifies this
interplay, creating an immersive audiovi-
sual space that examines the relationship
between mechanization, abstraction, and
perception. Rooted in systems aesthetics,
SONOCHROME operates as a self-con-
tained system, suggesting infinite percep-
tual possibilities. In 2025, Garet’s work
Before Me, which premiered at MoMA’s
first major exhibition of sound art in 2013,
was added to the permanent collection of
MoMA’s Department of Media. Also in
2025, his piece Perceptual: Sonic Land-
scape, Midnight Blink was acquired by the
Pérez Art Museum Miami for its perma-
nent collection.

Jennie MaryTai Liu is a multidisci-
plinary artist working across performance,
video, and writing. Her 2022 work Inter-
state exemplifies her exploration of move-
ment and temporality, blending video and
live performance into a layered, cinematic
experience. Created in collaboration with
Bang on a Can and Big Dance Theater,
Interstate was co-directed and choreo-
graphed with Annie-B Parson and features
music by David Lang. The work reflects
Liu’s interest in how bodies navigate
space, memory, and shifting landscapes,
drawing on experimental theater, dance,
and visual art traditions.

Liu’s practice extends beyond perfor-
mance, embracing curation, education,
and research, such as her 2022 project
Knees, Schools, Urges, which investigated
overlooked dance histories through perfor-
mance and archival materials. Liu’s ongo-
ing work, including a film series currently
in development in her ancestral village,
fosters a dynamic exchange between past
and present, performer and audience, form
and chance.

Deanna Sirlin is a renowned American
abstract artist known for her vibrant use

of color and large-scale installations. Her
2020-2021 work STRATA, exhibited at the
Fundacio Eugénio de Almeida in Evora,
Portugal, featured layered translucent
materials interacting with light to create
dynamic visual experiences. This work
exemplifies Sirlin’s innovative approach
to engaging audiences through immersive
environments, inviting reflection on the
fluidity of form and color. Beyond STRA-
TA, Sirlin has presented 22 large-scale
projects globally, including Retracings

at the High Museum of Art in Atlanta.
Her 2022 series Wavelength explored her
relationship to color and gesture in the
painting process. Sirlin is also the author
of She’s Got What It Takes, profiling influ-
ential female artists who have inspired her
career.

Susie Taylor, a contemporary textile
artist, merges traditional weaving tech-
niques with modern aesthetics, trans-
forming fiber into a conceptual medium.
Her 2017 work Untitled (BW Stripes X)
from the Origami Series exemplifies her
fusion of line, structure, and form, while
Dot Square from her 2024 Swatch Series
showcases her exploration of exagger-
ated weave structures as a metaphor for
fragmented experiences and the search for
connection. In 2025, Taylor debuts a new
piece, Persona, from her Humble Abode
jacquard weaving series, which expands
the language of textile abstraction by com-
bining loom-controlled structures with
minimalist compositions.

The exhibition also features works
by other notable artists, including: M.C.

Sandman, Ilya Bolotowsky, Leo Kriko-

By weaving together historical and
contemporary works, viewshed reveals
the ongoing resonance of Black Moun-
tain College’s radical, interdisciplinary
spirit. The exhibition serves as a site of
exchange, offering a space where past
innovations and present experimentations
converge, generating new possibilities for
artistic dialogue and creative transforma-
tion.

Founded in 1933, Black Mountain
College was one of the leading experi-
mental liberal art schools in America until
its closure in 1957. After the Bauhaus in
Germany closed due to mounting antago-
nism from the Nazi Party, Josef and Anni
Albers readily accepted an offer to join
the Black Mountain College faculty. Dur-
ing their 16-year tenure in North Carolina,
the Alberses helped model the college’s
interdisciplinary curriculum on that of the
Bauhaus, attracting an unmatched roster
of teachers and students including R.
Buckminster Fuller, Elaine and Willem de
Kooning, John Cage, Merce Cunningham,
Mary Caroline (M.C.) Richards, Ruth
Asawa, and Robert Rauschenberg.

Black Mountain College Museum +
Arts Center (BMCM+AC) was founded
in 1993 to celebrate the history of Black
Mountain College as a forerunner in
progressive interdisciplinary education
and to celebrate its extraordinary impact
on modern and contemporary art, dance,
theater, music, and performance.

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Laine Bachman is unendingly inspired
by the natural world. Her curiosity is
clearly demonstrated through the vastness
of subject matter, ranging from mytho-
logical sea creatures to dozens of species
of birds, and even through concocting a
composition filled with countless poison-
ous vegetation. Making use of old field
guides and a vintage encyclopedia collec-
tion, Bachman creates lists in her sketch-
book that she can refer back to during
the painting planning process. Although
Bachman is a prolific artist, each painting
is still carefully researched and cleverly
constructed and titled.

In Bachman’s newest painting, Twilight
Jubilee, two winged-deer hover amongst
the foliage in a tropical environment. It’s
glitz and glam galore and clearly displays
her Magical Realism style. The animal’s
wings are iridescent, painted with inter-
ference paint so that they change color
depending on what angle they are viewed
from. Vintage sequins and passementerie
beads from Bachman’s extensive collec-
tion have been sewn into the canvas to
highlight the curves of many of the plants.
Gold leafed halos are situated behind the
deer heads, adding to the adornment of the
overall piece.

In Neopelagic Moon, we see a very
different painting. The artist digs deep

to reveal powerful themes regarding the
waste filling our ocean environment. The
impact of detritus in our ecosystem is so
acute that it’s altering the way organisms
find and make their habitats. This paint-
ing is important to Bachman’s oeuvre, as
it forces the viewer to look past a pretty
picture and instead divulge further into
themes such as climate change.

Bachman earned a BFA in Painting
from the Columbus College of Art and
Design in 1997. She has exhibited in
numerous juried and group exhibitions
throughout the decades. In 2019, her
work was featured at ArtConnect, part of
the 13th Havana Biennial. The Asheville
Art Museum displayed Laine’s painting,
Night Bloomers, in their New Contempo-
rary exhibition in 2024, which featured
established artists from all over the world.
The Canton Museum of Fine Art in Ohio
hosted Bachman’s solo exhibition, Beyond
Worlds, in the summer of 2024, of which
she had seventeen paintings on display.

Possums and foxes arrive
when they think no one is looking. From
overhead, a red shouldered hawk instructs
her young how to hunt for prey.

Wildlife has always been a passion
and inspiration. “This collection of work
focuses on animals I love, even though
they destroy my lettuce, take the earliest
of tomatoes, make a mess around the feed-
ers and even sting if I accidentally invade
their territory. Living together in the same
habitat is give-and-take. It’s a small cost
to plant more lettuce or give up a few
tomatoes,” says Adams.

Colored pencil has been the medium of
choice because it allows for sharp detail
and blending to produce a richness of
color.

Adams is a retired Middle School
Science and Math teacher. She has taught
art history, painting and drawing on the
high school and college levels. She holds
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Work by Betii Petiinati Longinotii :
a Master’s degree from Georgia State
University and is a member of Artworks
Gallery and Associated Artists in Winston-
Salem, NC. She has won two Best in
Shows and is featured in Ann Kullberg’s
book “Colored Pencils: Secrets of Suc-
cess” (Northlight Books, 2009).

Betti Pettinati Longinotti shares a se-
ries of gel transfer prints of her Cradling
the Divine: Tree Study, a contemplative
exploration.

Maria Bennett Hock offered the follow-
ing about the exhibit, Remembering Bostian
Alley, “While visiting Waterworks Visual
Arts Center in Salisbury, NC, I came across
a series of pictures of life during 1937 in a
small impoverished neighborhood called
Bostian Alley. Residents of the ‘Alley’ were
photographed by Alex and Margaret Smoot,
about whom very little is known.”

“It is so easy to reduce any group of
people to stereotypes, yet the Smoots were
able to capture the subjects’ personalities
and some of the complexities of their lives,
including the joy this community found in
music, dance, and family despite their social
status and poverty.”

“Time has not been kind to the photos,
which have lost some resolution and clarity.
I determined to set about recreating, rein-
terpreting and reimagining the images with
oil paints in an attempt to bring back their
original life.”

“I chose thirty photos from the series for
this project,” adds Hock. “As the photos are
black and white, I selected a palette appro-

priate for the time, then cropped and added
my own vision. These photos by Alex and
Margaret Smoot tell a story of family, com-
munity and perseverance. They obviously
felt that it needed to be told, and that these
people should not be forgotten.”

Maria Bennett Hock is an internationally
recognized artist whose paintings have been
shown across the United States and Japan.
She often spends her time as a copyist at the
National Gallery of Art in Washington, DC,
where she completes in-depth studies of the
work of master painters of the past. She is
a member of the Coast Guard Art Program,
the Portrait Society of America, Oil Painters
of America, American Women Artists., and
most recently, she was accepted into the
prestigious Salmagundi Club, one of the
oldest art clubs in the United States.

1937 Bostian Alley, seen through the
lens of Alex Smoot and Margaret Boylan
Smoot offers historic insight into Rowan
County’s past. The photographs selected
for the exhibition reflect the people and the
way of life of Bostian Alley, a section of
downtown Salisbury, which was located
on the corner of North Main and North
Church streets, and West Franklin and
West Cemetery streets. It was razed in the
late 1940s. A poor area at the best of times,
Bostian Alley was immortalized in these
photographs taken during the depths of the
Great Depression. The overall tone of the
images is not the somber one that many
great photographs of that era tend to convey.
Instead, children are laughing and dancing,
young men and women are captured with an
air of pride and enthusiasm, and the elderly
citizens of the Alley look on with caring and
contentment.

Hear the words of Betty Lou Smith, who
grew up in Bostian Alley, come alive in an
awe-inspiring immersive experience. It is
apparent that Bostian Alley was a vibrant
and dynamic place in spite of the challenges
faced by those who called it home. Viewers
of this exhibition will truly get a sense of the
community and feel that they were there on
those days as the shadows grew longer and

Margaret Boylan Smoot
died in 1987; Alex Smoot died in 2000.

In her studio practice Hager-Braun
then selects one thought or emotion of the
interaction and turns it into a visualization
of the energy the conversation conveyed
to her. She depicts this energy through the
choice of colors, the degree of fragmenta-
tion of the lines, and the orientation of the
lines either vertically or horizontally.

Sewing little pieces of fabric together,
assembling many voices into one bigger
story, allows Hager-Braun to share univer-
sal lessons stemming from individual pain
and personal triumphs.

Through layers of paint and diverse
collage materials - cloth, paper, and
rubber - Tim Thayer creates meditative
spaces that balance bold design with a
sense of calm. His process begins with a
blank surface, where shapes organically
form into symbols or abstract composi-
tions, sometimes incorporating words and
graphic elements. Rather than seeking
to influence art history, the artist focuses
on creating in a way that stays true to his
instincts and discovered vision. Thayer’s
work acknowledges the unknown lay-
ers of meaning in the universe, inviting
viewers on a journey of reflection and
discovery.

in various media by Corrie McCallum (1914 —
2009), Jasper Johns (born 1930), and Grainger
McKoy (born 1947), all of whom graduated
from high school in Sumter, SC. McCallum, a
Sumter native, graduated in 1932 from Sumter
High School, after which she enrolled at the
University of South Carolina, and later studied
at the Boston Museum School of Art. In addi-
tion to sustaining her career as a painter and
printmaker, McCallum pioneered art education
in the South, teaching at the Gibbes Art Gallery,
Telfair Academy in Savannah, Newberry Col-
lege, and the College of Charleston. In 1960,
she became the first professional Curator of Art
Education at the Gibbes. Johns graduated as
the valedictorian of his 1947 class at Edmunds
High School, which was known as Sumter High
School until the 1939-1940 school year. After
attending the University of South Carolina, he
relocated to New York City, where he gained
prominence in the mid-1950s for his paintings
of American flags, targets, alphabets, and
numerals (“things the mind already knows,” as
Johns famously said). He is considered one of
the most influential painters of the Post-World
War era and America’s preeminent living artist.
McKoy graduated in 1965 from Edmunds High
and has spent most of his life in Sumter. After
studying architecture and biology at Clemson

University, he joined his knowledge of the
sciences with his uncanny skills as a carver,
draftsman, and painter to achieve unique
sculptures that fool the eye and defy grav-

ity. His works are found in major public and
private collections, most notably at Brookgreen
Gardens and the Greenville County Museum
of Art. Ongoing - Watermedia in the Age of
Wyeth. When he was only 20, Andrew Wyeth
(1917 — 2009) enjoyed a sold-out exhibition

of his watercolors at New York City’s Macbeth
Gallery in 1937. The young artist was heralded
for revitalizing the medium, and his career was
launched. Over the next 72 years, as his meth-
ods evolved from broad abstracted washes of
color to the intricate hatching of his signature
drybrush technique, Wyeth firmly established
his mastery of modern watermedia, which may
include watercolor, gouache, tempera, acrylic,
or ink (and combinations thereof). Selected
from the GCMA permanent collection, this exhi-
bition offers the opportunity to witness Andrew
Wyeth'’s artistic evolution over time and invites
comparison with other accomplished waterme-
dia luminaries who worked during Wyeth’s life.

Krisel was a distinguished artist, architect, and
teacher as well as a loving father and husband.
Though Krisel may not be a household name
among Spartanburg residents, he has made a
significant artistic contribution to the Spartan-
burg community. Born in Brooklyn, NY in 1920,
Krisel's interest in art and design started at a
young age. He attended the American Artist
School in New York city as a teenager where
he met renowned modern artists, including

Piet Mondrian, who greatly influenced his
abstract style. After studying architecture at
the New Bauhaus in Chicago from 1946-1949,
he received his graduate degree from lllinois
Institute of Technology in 1952. The following
year, he began working for architectural firm
Skidmore, Owings and Merrill when Roger
Milliken hired them to design Milliken’s new
research facility in Spartanburg. Upon realizing
Krisel was also a sculptor, Milliken hired him to
design the spray fountain outside of the facility
which functions as a recycler of air conditioning
water. He then went on to design the Trident
Fountain located outside of the Papadopoulos
building on Wofford College’s campus.

By design,
they were printed on inexpensive paper or card-
board to last only a few months and were nailed
to telephone poles, plastered onto the sides of
buildings, and placed in store windows. Rankin
West and East Galleries, Through June 8 -
"Storyboard to Storybook: The Beulah Campbell
Collection at Appalachian State University,"
featuring an exhibition celebrating the creativity
behind mid-20th-century children’s literature.
Featuring more than 30 original illustrations,
collages and preparatory drawings, “Storyboard
to Storybook” offers a behind-the-scenes look

at how artists crafted iconic children’s stories.
Spanning the 1950s to the 1980s, the collection
explores themes of identity, heritage and imagi-
nation, reflecting the shifting cultural landscape of
the time. Fort Gallery, Through May 4 - "SHIP/
SHAPE: Page Laughlin and David Finn". The
exhibition features more than 20 paintings and
sculptures that explore and delight in the various
manifestations of ships as image, symbol and
metaphor. The exhibition showcases two distinct,
but interrelated, bodies of work presented side by
side. Although at first glance the two artists’ work
might appear radically different—in medium,

use of color, physicality—on closer examina-

tion strong parallels emerge. Both artists’ works
subvert expectations with layers of complexity
and meaning. This marks the first time in over

30 years that the two artists, who are a couple,
have developed an exhibition together. For
Laughlin and Finn, one could understand both
these bodies of work as portraiture of a sort:

A phantom limb is the
sensation of a part of one’s body still being pres-
ent when it has been removed. In science and
philosophy, the phenomenon has been used to
understand how we link the mind and body, local-
ize pain, and exhibit the lasting effects of trauma.
In this exhibition, the artists of the graduating
Master of Fine Arts in studio art class of 2025 ex-
amine the ways in which something can be miss-
ing, through erasure, force, trickery, chance, or
misfortune; nevertheless, a legacy, aura, or pres-
ence can still be felt. Rebecca Pempek depicts
fantastical images of the body in an effort to make
sense of pain. John Felix Arnold reimagines
landscapes of the American South to consider
the ways they hold onto legacies of labor and vio-
lence. Dominique Mufioz’s installation uses per-
sonal family archives to simultaneously conjure
and erase the presence of loved and lost ones.
Carson Whitmore builds on utilitarian objects that
are rendered useless, lead to nowhere, and are
missing parts. Together, all four artists address
loss, whether personal or environmental, and
how we cope with its lingering effects. “Phantom
Limb: Selected Works by the MFA Class of 2025”
was curated by Julianne Miao, curatorial associ-
ate at the Nasher Museum of Art at Duke Univer-
sity. Through May 11 - "Triple Take: Dialogues
with the Terra Collection-in-Residence". The
Ackland is fortunate to have American paintings
on long-term loan from the Terra Foundation for
American Art. These paintings are the centerpiec-
es of the three sections of "Triple Take: Dialogues
with the Terra Collection-in-Residence". Each
section of about twenty objects has different cura-
tors, who have gathered works from the Ackland
that connect in often unexpected ways with the
Terra Foundation loans. This three-part exhibition
begins with Lyonel Feininger’s Denstedt (1917),
a powerful and expressionistic view of a German
village. This painting serves as the starting point
for an exploration of the artist's achievements
across his career, curated by Peter Nisbet. Dana
Cowen explores themes of looking, the mirror,
and privacy through Archibald Motley’s Between
Acts (1935). Ammi Phillips’s Girl in a Red Dress
(c. 1835) and Robert Henri’s Sylvester (1914)
anchor a selection of representations of children
chosen by Lauren Turner and Carolyn Allmend-
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inger. This final part of the exhibition explores
how knowing or not knowing the names and bio-
graphical details of the people depicted can affect
our experience of the artworks. Through July

13 - "Processing Systems: Bonding by Sherrill
Roland". In the exhibition, monumental square
grids of multi-colored numbers dominate the exhi-
bition space like giant sudoku puzzles. To create
them, artist Sherrill Roland reclaims United
States Federal and State Correctional Identifica-
tion Numbers and repurposes them through what
he considers to be a systematized portraiture
making technique. The grids on view act as logic
exercises that scramble and rework the former
correctional IDs of the artist and his father. The
resulting wall drawings create theoretical portraits
of the two subjects. The shared system em-
ployed to create the two works emphasizes the
various bonds shared by these family members
at the same time that the formal qualities of the
drawings evoke lone figures bound by cells.

In 2022, the Delhom Service
League made the difficult decision to dissolve as
a Mint affiliate. The league nevertheless remains
an indelible part of the Mint’s history, and its
many contributions rightly deserve the museum’s
never-ending recognition and gratitude. Ongoing
- "The Cole Family: A Dynasty of North Carolina
Potters". From crocks, jars, and jugs to pitchers,
candleholders, and vases, “turning pots” is one
of the oldest and richest craft traditions in North
Carolina. For more than 200 years, members of
the Cole family have been potting in central North
Carolina — Randolph, Moore, Lee, and Mont-
gomery counties. Six generations of Coles, and
no fewer than 18 individuals, are represented in
The Mint Museum’s permanent collection. More
than 60 highlights of their wares are included

in the installation “The Cole Family: A Dynasty

of North Carolina Potters”. One reason for its
long-term success is that making pottery has so
often been a family tradition in the state. Fathers
taught the art of forming, glazing, and firing clay
objects to their sons, and in later generations also
to daughters, who in turn taught their children,
and so on through the decades. These family
dynasties not only helped to keep the potting
craft alive, but ensured continuity in techniques
and craftsmanship, as well as introduced artistic
innovations in succeeding generations. “The
Cole Family: A Dynasty of North Carolina Potters”
presents a visual history of “turned pots” and the
family that helped turn North Carolina into one of
America’s centers for handmade, traditional pot-
tery. Bridges and Levine Galleries, Ongoing

- "Contemporary British Studio Ceramics: The
Grainer Collection". Focused on the collection

of Diane and Marc Grainer, this installation is a
survey of contemporary British studio ceramics.
Comprising functional and sculptural objects
made between the 1980s and today, the show
features work by artists either born or residing in

Great Britain, including established “contempo-
rary classics” like Gordon Baldwin and Rupert
Spira, and cutting-edge ceramicists such as
Julian Stair and Kate Malone. Several recently-
gifted works from the Grainers are included.
Alexander, Spangler, and Harris Galleries,
Ongoing - "Portals to the Past: British Ceramics
1675 - 1825". The Mint Museum’s collection of
eighteenth-century British pottery and porcelain
is widely respected for its scope and quality.

The collection numbers over 2,000 objects and
includes important examples of both salt-glazed
and dry-bodied stoneware from Staffordshire;
tin-glazed earthenware from Bristol, Liverpool,
and London; and cream-colored earthenware
from Derbyshire, Staffordshire, and Yorkshire.
Notable eighteenth-century porcelain factories
represented include Chelsea, Bow, and Vauxhall
in London, Longton Hall in Staffordshire, Worces-
ter, Bristol, and others. Individual works in the
collection are exceptional because of their rarity,
craftsmanship, provenance, or as representa-
tive examples of particular types or methods of
production or decoration. Ongoing - "American
Glass". The nineteenth and early twentieth cen-
turies represented a time of extraordinary growth
for the American glass industry. Such companies
as Boston & Sandwich Glass Company in Sand-
wich, MA; Steuben Glass Works in Corning, NY;
and Libbey Glass Company in Toledo, OH, began
operation and soon developed notable reputa-
tions for producing fashionable wares that were
coveted by many middle- and upper-class con-
sumers. "American Glass" showcases objects
by these and other American glass companies,
illustrating the variety of forms and styles that
prevailed during this period. Glass-manufacturing
techniques will be another focus of the exhibition,
with representative examples of pressed, cut,
blown, and molded glass. Nearly all of the works
on view are from The Mint Museum’s permanent
collection of glass, which is second in size only to
the ceramics collection in the museum’s Decora-
tive Arts holdings. Ongoing - "Arts of Africa".
The African Art Gallery has been re-envisioned.
We have some exciting updates from Mint
Museum Randolph! Thanks to the collaboration
with Lisa Homann, associate professor of art
history at UNC Charlotte, and guest curator of the
reinstallation, the African Art galleries have been
refreshed with a renewed focus on provenance
and a deeper exploration of the collection.

Working with guest curator Ben
Billingsley, "The Game Changers" celebrates
the monumental, yet sometimes-unsung
contributions of these three visionary artists
with works spanning approximately 40 years

of each artist’s career. Abstract Expressionism
established American artists as the leaders

of a revolution that continues to impact the
contemporary scene. Artists across the country
responded to the new techniques with their
own innovations, inventing Pop Art and setting
the stage for Post-Modernism along the way.
Helen Frankenthaler, Richard Diebenkorn, and
Robert Rauschenberg created essential works
in the mid-20th century, forever changing what
American art would look like and what it could
mean to us. Their artworks are at the core

of Cameron Art Museum'’s collection, which
showcases prints by modern American artists
using various techniques, including lithogra-
phy, intaglio, and screen-printing. Ongoing

Impressions: Portraits Across Three Centuries
from Reynolda and Wake Forest". Portraits are
often taken at face value - as accurate represen-
tations of a person’s appearance, sometimes
removed by decades or centuries. But portraits
are often the products of delicate negotiations
between artist and subject. Sometimes they flat-
ter, exaggerating the sitter’s beauty or rich attire.
Sometimes they capture the subject engaged in
his or her occupation, whether pausing during
study or painting in his or her studio. Sometimes
they celebrate an auspicious occasion, such as
arecent engagement or the imminent birth of a
child. This exhibition features three centuries of
portraits of men and women, Black and White,
solitary and companionate, classic and modern.
“Good Impressions” was mounted to mark the
recent conservation treatment of John Singleton
Copley’s 1762 “Portrait of Mrs. Daniel Rogers”
(Elizabeth Gorham Rogers) in the collection of
Wake Forest University, and Reynolda House’s
recent acquisition of Kwame Brathwaite’s 1973
photograph “Changing Times”. West Bedroom
Gallery, Through Oct. 19 - "Leigh Ann Hall-
berg: Phenoms". In her “Phenoms series”, artist
Leigh Ann Hallberg creates large-scale abstract
paintings inspired by her journey through local
landscapes, including the Reynolda landscape.
Hallberg, who has taught painting at Wake Forest
University since 1999, chose a square format for
the series, which she says leaves the viewer’s
understanding of the work open - the abstract
painting is neither portrait nor landscape. Instead,
itis a pretend space in which the viewer is able
to reconsider and reimagine their experience

of nature through the works. Hallberg employs

a variety of color palettes and metal leaf. She
uses the medium of watercolor in order to pull
out its inherent qualities of flow, dripping, and
puddling, which she considers nearly indexical
with substances of the natural world: water, soil,
and vegetation. In fact, most of the watercolor
pigments are derived from materials found in the
earth. The metal leaf invokes the idea of time and
its passage, as the viewer’s perception of the leaf
(reflective, a void, a light) shifts over the course
of the day, under various lighting conditions and
viewing angles. The works in the “Phenoms
series” represent Hallberg’s felt resonance with
and sense of wonder about the natural world.
East Bedroom Gallery, Through Dec. 31 - "Still
| Rise: The Black Experience at Reynolda".

“Into a daybreak that’s wondrously clear /| rise.”
Maya Angelou’s poem “Still | Rise,” published in
1978, was an assertion of dignity and resilience
in the face of oppression. In the 1980s, Angelou
used Reynolda as her stage, sharing words of
humanity, survival, and triumph. But before her,
numerous Black lives impacted and intersected
with the story of Reynolda. “Still I Rise: The
Black Experience at Reynolda” examines the
lives of the Black women and men who helped
shape Reynolda as it evolved from a Jim Crow
era working estate into a museum for American
art. From 1912 through the 1950s, during one of
the most repressive climates for Black people in
North Carolina history, Black men and women
navigated Reynolda’s segregated spaces—farm-
ing the land, constructing buildings, and working
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as domestic staff within Reynolda’s walls. During
this era, segregation, the exploitation of Black
labor, and laws that regulated Black behavior
affected the lives of all individuals in the Reyn-
olda story, whether at Reynolda or at the R.J.
Reynolds Tobacco Company. While the struggle
for equality did not end with the Civil Rights Act
of 1964, the story of Reynolda pivoted to one of
a public cultural institution. When it opened its
doors in 1967, Reynolda’s intersection with Black
lives shifted as the young, fledgling museum
provided a venue for Black artists to celebrate
their art. Artists such as Jacob Lawrence, Ro-
mare Bearden, and Maya Angelou transformed
the historic setting into a stage for their art and
teachings. Through art, letters, photographs, and
audiovisual recordings, “Still | Rise: The Black
Experience at Reynolda” examines Reynolda’s
complicated past in a space designed for reflec-
tion and healing. This exhibition has been made
possible in part by the National Endowment for
the Humanities. East Bedroom Sleeping Porch,
Ongoing - Featuring a condensed version of the
fall 2023 exhibition “Smith & Libby: Two Rings,
Seven Months, One Bullet”. This semi-permanent
exhibition presents a fascinating look at an
unsolved shooting that rocked the Reynolda
estate and made national headlines in 1932. Like
most family homes, Reynolda House witnessed
its share of tragedies, none more shocking than
the death by gunshot of Zachary Smith (“Smith”)
Reynolds, youngest child of R.J. and Katharine
Smith Reynolds. Soon after midnight on July

6, 1932, Smith was shot on a sleeping porch at
the family’s country estate. Smith died later that
morning. Smith’s wife Libby Holman and Smith’s
childhood friend and secretary Albert “Ab” Walker
wre ultimately charged with first-degree murder.
In a stunning reversal, the case was dropped
before coming to trial. To this day, it is not known
whether Smith Reynolds, 20-year-old heir and
renowned aviator, died by suicide, accident or
murder.
