Robert Langford is drawn by the ener-
getic use of color. Relying on the tension
between the spontaneous and the consid-
ered, the accidental and the consciously
executed. He hides very little. His meth-
ods are evident as he covers and uncovers,
delineates and sweeps over the shapes on
the canvas.

Defining his work is restrictive and
limiting to a fluid evolutional process.
Langford is influenced by the world
around him, ranging from other artists
to philosophical ideas to the mundane.

“I don’t know all the motives that draw
me to a subject or process. They are both
simple and complex, and I prefer to leave
them a mystery. It is to this end, that I am
drawn to work that constantly shifts and
challenges my perception and that ulti-
mately connects with the viewer”.

With this
statement in mind, the Summer 2012
exhibition: From Realism to Abstraction
explores the boundaries between the art-
ist’s use of elements of design to express
their thoughts.
