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and even dabble with colors from which I 
would normally shy away. The titles refer-
ence afternoon sky, fresh grass, shimmering 
pebbles, raindrops, and bright flowers in 
bloom. Meandering, playful compositions 
might remind collectors of those introspec-
tive peaceful moments we experience 
outdoors, when we are able to just be still, 
and take in a beautiful place with all of our 
senses.”
     The entire collection is square, either 
48”x48” or 40”x40”, which allows my com-
positions to be more open and looser than 
other shapes. These paintings have many 
layers of paint built up, as tangible texture 
is an important feature in all of my work. A 
variety of brushes, palette knives, and draw-
ing tools are used throughout to achieve this 
signature look.

     Surface Craft Gallery in Charleston, 
SC, will present Site Seeing - Viewpoints 
of Charleston Landmarks Reconstruction, 
featuring works by Lin Barnhardt, on view 
from May 22 through June 7, 2015. A recep-
tion will be held on May 22, from 5-8pm. 
     The exhibition will featuring Charles-
ton architectural and historical landmarks 
meticulously hand built out of clay - scaled 
down to miniatures models. 

     Barnhardt’s work has been featured in 
American Style Magazine, a featured seg-
ment in Southern Living Presents and was 
chosen to be in the Christmas collection of 
artists at The White House.  
     Barnhardt starts with photos of the 
buildings which he then creates architec-
tural sketches from. The sketch then turns 
to pattern pieces out of poster board to lay 
on the clay slabs to cut them out. From 
the structure’s foundation to the walls, the 
building slowly takes shape. Using such 
items as burlap or toothbrushes are used to 
make the desired texture for roof shingles 
or brick. Once the earthenware clay has 
dried completely over the course of several 
weeks it is then fired to approximately 2000 
degrees in an electric kiln.   
     The surface treatment is where Barnhardt 
utilizes his years of painting experience 
treating the clay like canvas. Diverting from 
the traditional glaze treatment on clay, he
