man share more than a similar color palette. 
Both artists have perfected their skills through 
years of dedicated and solitary practice, creat-
ing visceral experiences for their audiences—
one through steel and clay forms, the other with 
acrylic paint on canvas. Duryea’s tall mixed-
media pieces have been described as “totems 
of a past nearly mythical industrial age” reli-
quaries to ancient urban forms; however, they 
have a more immediate and austere visceral 
presence.
