Harvey B. Gantt Center for African-
American Arts + Culture in Charlotte, NC,
will present Painter’s Refuge: A Way of Life,
a solo exhibition of recent work by interna-
tionally renowned artist, Reginald Sylvester
II, on view from May 5, 2022 through Jan.
16,2023.

“We are excited to showcase Painter’s
Refuge: A Way of Life, an exhibition that
will stir minds and souls and invite view-
ers to take a journey through Reginald’s

Born in North Carolina, Sylvester now
lives in New York City and works predomi-
nantly in abstraction. Many of his paintings
are large-scale, featuring gestural mark
making with layers of paint applied in a
physically demanding process. Sylvester’s
work is held in public collections in the
United States and internationally.

“Reginald Sylvester II’s paintings are
manifestations of grace,” says exhibition

curator Dexter Wimberly. “The emergent

young artist’s influences range from the

Bible, Abstract Expressionism, contempo-
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rary design, and the readymade.”

Reginald Sylvester I (b. 1987, North
Carolina, USA) is an American artist
working predominantly in abstraction.
Questioning his position as an artist in a
time of moral crises, Sylvester seeks to
integrate his personal politics within his art
practice to create work which is rooted in
social realities and guided by his spiritual-
ity. Many of his paintings are large-scale,
featuring gestural mark making with layers
of paint applied in a physically demanding
process. Recently, Sylvester has begun ex-
perimenting with new materials, including
rope, ex-military material, and rubber. Like
assemblage artists before him, Sylvester is
interested in the tactility of these materials
and the histories they signify, in this way
he moves beyond painting into the realm of

object making.

Sylvester’s work is held in public col-
lections including the ICA Miami, Florida;
Wolverhampton Art Gallery, Wolverhamp-
ton, UK; Spazio 1, Lugano, Switzerland;
and Fondazione Stelline, Milan, Italy. His
work is featured in the forthcoming publica-
tion Prime: Art’s Next Generation, London:
Phaidon. Recent solo exhibitions include
With the End in Mind, Maximillian William,
London (2021), NEMESIS, Maximillian
William, London (2019); and The Rise
and Fall of a People, Fondazione Stelline,
Milan (2017).
