We’ve had a great Spring this year,
except for the tornadoes - compared to last
year when it seemed the temps started to
be 95+ in late April. Of course this month
is the start of the hurricane season so one
eye will always be trained on the tropics.
But, we’re southerners and hot air, humid-
ity and hurricanes are all part of life.

I think I can call myself a southerner
now after living here for 37 years. I'm 60
- do the math. Of course I’'m still a long
way from embracing the culture of moon
pies, NASCAR, RC Cola and okra.

I came from the frozen tundra of
Michigan in November of 1974 and I
knew when I heard my first Wet Willie
album - I could live here. And to top it off
they called Motown - Beach Music.

The point is - although things will slow
down some this Summer - the visual art
community in the Carolinas will keep on
presenting exhibitions - while most of the
performing arts take the Summer off.

The population of the Carolinas may
be on the move from the middle of these
states - to the mountains or the sea, but
they can still take in the arts - just check
our gallery listings to see all that will be
offered in the area where you end up - on
vacation or over the weekend. The gallery
spaces are usually nice and cool.

The Numbers - Get to the Numbers

Well, I'd like to say we recovered from
our little dip in downloads of the paper in
April, but we did more than recover - we
jumped to a whole new level.

During the month of March, the paper
was downloaded 45,298 times. Which was
amazing at the time. But then in April, the
downloads dropped to 31,408 - a sub-
stantial drop - with very little answers as

to why. May has always been a big issue
for Carolina Arts, because of the Spoleto
& Piccolo Spoleto Festivals taking place
in May & June in Charleston, SC. The
festivals bring in a big arts audiences into
Charleston, but we’re not a paper that visi-
tors can pick up any more - in a traditional
sense - so I was a little concerned.

In today’s smaller world through better
communications - those future visitors
to Charleston could read all about the
Festival’s visual art offerings - long before
they got here in the comfort of their own
homes, or even on the drive to Charleston.

Have I stalled enough to create a little
dramatic tension?

I won’t be able to get the final two
days of the month of May, but by the time
we had to finish this puppy and put it to
bed for publication, (the stats are delayed)
but in May the paper has already been
downloaded 61,197 times. Final numbers
will be reported a few days into June at
Carolina Arts Unleashed - my main blog.

As Martha Stewart would say - That’s a
good thing! But since I’'m more of a study
for Homer Simpson - I'll say - Woo Hoo!

But that’s just part of the amazing news
this month. Unlike some newspapers who
want to charge you a fee to look at parts
of their old issues - by the article in most
cases, we have offered back issue of Caro-
lina Arts on our website - free - articles
since June of 1999 and whole issues (page
by page) since August of 2004 - which
accounts for the popularity of our website
with search engines. We have a lot of con-
tent available. And, people search through
it on a daily basis.

Sometimes it’s a little strange to see
what interests people - stuff that took
place years ago, sometimes a decade ago.

What’s been interesting since January
when we went totally online is to watch
how much people download each issue of

the paper - long after the month it initially
came out. A point in case is our ever popu-
lar March 2011 issue.

As I said before, during the month
of March the paper was downloaded
45,298 times, but then in April, it was
again downloaded 7,776 times. During
the month of May the March issue was
at times being downloaded more than
the May issue - its total, with a few more
days, to go is 13,128 downloaded in May.

That’s an issue of our paper that is two
months old. That’s twenty thousand more
downloads of that issue - more than we
used to print each month when the paper
was printed. In total that March issue has
been downloaded 66,202 times.

I’ve been wondering if I could re-bill
the advertisers in that issue, but then that
sounds like something those big time
newspapers would do. As is, some want
your e-mail address and your personal his-
tory - to sell - just to look at their online
versions. They won’t get mine.

Well, now we have a race on our hands
- March vs. May. March has a growing
cult following and May came out of the
gate blasting. Who will be leading by the
end of June? Or, will the heat of the Sum-
mer make June a superstar? Who knows?
I know I don’t have a clue.

Now where have I heard that before?
Perhaps it was an art critic in South Caro-
lina. Can’t remember.

Facebook

What can I say about Facebook? My
mother always use to tell me not to say
anything if you can’t say something nice
about someone, but I soon learned there
was a way you could sound like you were
saying something nice, but you’re not. It’s
like when someone ask me how I liked
something and I reply that it was better
than a sharp stick in the eye, which is how
I feel about Facebook sometimes.

It’s better than Twitter, I guess. But I
know nothing about Twitter so that could
be a false statement.

I’m learning a little bit more about
Facebook, but there are hundreds of ques-
tions yet to be answered and I'm totally
lost when some say Facebook will rival
Google. I just don’t see that.

But I can tell you one thing about
Facebook as far as Carolina Arts goes. A
notice on Facebook is not going to be a
substitute for a press release. Something
you put on Facebook might pique my
interest in something, but I’m not taking
it as a replacement for a full press release.
Some days I don’t even have enough time
to get past a few hours of entries. So don’t
think just because you posted something
on Facebook that I saw it and it’s going
to make its way into the next issue of the
paper.

Now, if you want to make Facebook
your new arts newspaper - so be it. Just
one thing - did you have 60,000 friends
last month? If you want to take the chance
that in-between the entries about what
people are listening to at the moment, the
updates on dental appointments, and the
photos and links to dogs and cats playing
pianos - that someone is going to see your
notice for an exhibit - be my guest.

Of course some people say they don’t
have time to absorb a lot of content these
days. I say, get off of Facebook and you’ll

be surprised how much time you have.

Featuring New Works
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City Gallery at Waterfront Park in
Charleston, SC, Offers Contemporary
Artists for 2011 Piccolo Spoleto Festival

The City of Charleston Office of
Cultural Affairs, Charleston Magazine
and the Halsey Institute of Contemporary
Art at the College of Charleston School
of the Arts are presenting Contemporary
Charleston 2011 : Under the Radar, a
Piccolo Spoleto Festival exhibition at
the City Gallery at Waterfront Park, in
Charleston, SC, on view through July 31,
2011.

The exhibit showcases drawing, col-
lage, painting, photography and installa-
tion works by local artists who deserve a
closer look. The exhibit was curated by
Erin Glaze, Coordinator, City Gallery at
Waterfront Park, and Rebecca Silberman,
Program Coordinator, the Halsey Institute
of Contemporary Art.

Originating in 2006, Under the Radar
highlighted emerging artists creating in
the Lowcountry, and through the same
partnerships, the project now serves as
the theme for this year’s annual Pic-
colo Spoleto exhibition, Contemporary
Charleston.

Work by DH Cooper

DH Cooper received a MFA from The
School of the Art Institute in Chicago.
Upon graduating in 2005 she received an
MFA fellowship award for her video the-
sis project. During and after her graduate
studies, her exclusive use of still images
expanded to incorporate performance, vid-
eo, and fiber arts. This shift opened a new
venue for her explorations into the domes-
tic arena. Her works have been featured
in numerous exhibitions, some of which
have been at the Chicago Cultural Center,
The Ukrainian Institute of Modern Art in
Chicago, The New Orleans Museum of
Art, Time and Space Limited, Hudson NY,
and The FAC Modern in Colorado.

Cooper moved to Charleston in 2006 to
serve has Creative Strategist and In House
Coordinator for “Evoking History/ Places
with a Future,” a project through Spoleto
Festival USA. Currently she pursues her
art career and teaches photography full
time at the Art Institute of Charleston.

Halsey Institute of Contemporary Art
in Charleston, SC, Features Works by
Eames Demetrios and Paolo Ventura

The Halsey Institute of Contemporary
Art at the College of Charleston School of
the Arts in Charleston, SC, is presenting
two solo exhibitions by artists who have
both created parallel worlds that exist out-
side of our shared reality: Kcymaerxthaere
by Eames Demetrios and Winter Stories
by Paolo Ventura. Both exhibitions will be
on view through July 15, 2011.

Eames Demetrios has created Kcymae-
rxthaere, an alternative universe largely
consistent with this physical world, but
with different stories, creatures, rules, and
even laws of physics. As Geographer-
at-Large, Demetrios travels the world
installing bronze plaques at historic sites
that honor events from the fictional world
of Kcymaerxthaere in our present, linear

world. One can think of Kcymaerxthaere
as an illuminated manuscript where every
page is in a different location and some of
the illumination is provided by the sensa-
tion or knowledge of being in that place.
By the end of this year, there will be
approximately 90 permanent installations
in 18 countries, including every continent
(except Antarctica, so far). Charleston is
now a° permanent, integral component in
this tale, the largest public art project in
the world. Demetrios is the 2011 Quattle-
baum Artist-in-residence and a visual art
offering of the Piccolo Spoleto Festival.
While Demetrios was in Charleston he
worked with Simeon Warren, Dean and
Professor of Architectural Stone Carving

at the American College of the Building
Arts, who carved “disputed likenesses” of
the characters from the Kcymaerxthaere
story in Charleston. Those characters were
first depicted by students from the Aca-
demic Magnet High School after Demetri-
os integrated them into the project. Now,
with thanks to professors Junius Wright
and Michelline Callicot, AMHS students
have created their own Kcy-derived story
which has come to fruition on the school
campus as well as online at (http://kcy-
maerxthaere.wikispaces.com/).

Work by Eames Demetrios

The exhibitions and plaque installa-
tions have been brought to Charleston
thanks to partnerships with the School of
the Building Arts, Academic Magnet High
School, Charleston Waterkeeper, CHAR-
LIE magazine, and with support from the
Lyndhurst Foundation and the Quattle-
baum Artists-in-Residence Endowment
for the College of Charleston School of
the Arts.

Paolo Ventura has also created an
alternate reality in his exhibition, Winter
Stories. The Italian miniaturist and pho-
tographer has invented scenes from the
memory banks of an old circus performer
looking back on his life in this imaginative
series of photographs. The photograph
is actually the final product in a chain of
creative processes, from initially drawing
the scene in watercolor to constructing an
elaborate miniature set with figurines to
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taking the final photograph. Using his own
childhood memories and these mastered
techniques, Ventura evokes both the sweet
melancholy of an earlier era, while his
images remaining timeless in their ability
to resonate with contemporary audiences.
Ventura’s miniatures and prepatory wa-
tercolor drawings from Winter Stories are
displayed alongside their photographed
images in the exhibition at the Halsey In-
stitute. Winter Stories is the official visual
arts offering of the 2011 Spoleto Festival
USA.

Work by Paolo Ventura

In addition to Winter Stories, Ventura
has created two additional bodies of work
since his studies at the Accademia di Belle
Arti di Brera in Milan in the early 1990’s:
War Souvenir (2005) and most recently
Venice (2010). These series have been
selected for inclusion in the 2011 Venice
Biennale. Both War Souvenir and Winter
Stories have been published into critically
acclaimed, internationally distributed
monographs that will be available at the

College of Charleston bookstore during
the run of Winter Stories in Charleston.
Born in Milan, Italy in 1968, Ventura’s
works have been acquired by prominent
public collections including the Museum
of Fine Arts in Boston, MA, and the
Library of Congress in Washington, DC.
Venues that have shown his work include
Forma International Center for Photogra-
phy in Milan, the Recontres de la Pho-
tographie in Arles, France, Fotomuseum
Den Haag in the Netherlands, and Maison
Europenne de la Photographie in Paris.
Paolo Ventura currently divides his time

between New York City and Italy.

The Halsey Institute of Contemporary
Art is administered by the School of the
Arts at the College of Charleston and exists to
advocate, exhibit and interpret visual art,
with an emphasis on contemporary art.

Rick Rhodes Art Gallery in
Charleston, SC, Features Works
by Tina Christophillis, Justin
Nathanson and Brlt Washburn

Rick Rhodes Art Gallery in Charleston,
SC, are presenting the exhibit, You Are
Safe, featuring works by Tina Christo-
phillis, Justin Nathanson and Brit Wash-
burn, a Piccolo Spoleto Festival Exhibi-
tion, on view through June 25, 2011.

The beginning of the collaboration was
sparked by a chance meeting between Brit
Washburn and Tina Christophillis. Both
artists were participating in a singer-
songwriter event at the Charleston Pour
House. Christophillis was able to graphi-
cally capture the text, tone and imagery of
the musicians’ lyrics and the poets’ words
in a wholly unmediated and captivating
way. Through this meeting a project was
initiated with the impulse to explore city
life, relationships and their connection.

It wasn’t long before filmmaker Justin
Nathanson was asked to join the group
and an artistic cross-pollination happened,
as though one had infiltrated the deep
sub-consciousness of the other and in so
doing transformed the very molecular
structure of the other’s aesthetics to a
startling effect. Only in a state of complete
dis-inhibition is such a collaboration pos-

sible and it is in this respect an enactment
and manifestation of the concept “You Are
Safe” came to be.

The issue of safety rose out of want-
ing to share artistic visions freely, and
honestly. Nothing was to be judged, and
everything was to be imagined. The real-
ization arose that each of us has complete
creative freedom at any given time, and
that the only thing which comes in the
way of that is thought. Working to rise
above the intrusion of thought, the artists
worked against reason, and in service
of intuition. Working from this place of
safety and non-judgment, the artists began
working independently, inspired by their
interaction.

As the collaboration moved forward,
Christophillis was inspired to move
inward. She began to explore the figure in
timeless situations, alone in a city, room, or
corridor, under a tree, holding an animal,
stepping out into the light. In eliminating
detail in her paintings, her figures become
“everyman,” and emanating something
we can all connect to on an intuitive level.
This collaboration offered Christophillis
safety to explore imagery that is evoca-
tive, suggestive, and relevant to all.

By video and audio taping every meet-
ing, Nathanson began to work directly
with the collaborative dialogue. Playing
further on the issue of safety, Nathanson
began photographing figures in the dark,
almost running from and moving towards
their shadows — or, themselves. Several
main photographs riff even further on the
theme of safety, moving into the literal
— personal safety. Nathanson will have
avant-garde video installation and several
smaller audio pieces that will accompany
his photography.

Over the course of Washburn’s
acquaintance with Christophollis, Na-
thanson, and their work, Washburn found
herself preoccupied with the artists’ im-
ages and questions posed in conversation
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with them. Her poems of the past several
months investigate the concept of “safety
in various forms, delineating the experi-
ence in a lyric-narrative style reflective of
the artists’ influence.

Work by Justin Nathanson
Tina Christophillis is a painter who
received her BA in Studio Art and Arts
Management from the College of Charles-
ton in 2008.

and uniquely human. Currently she holds
studio space at Redux Contemporary Art
Center and teaches painting and drawing
classes.

Come south with us, way south, below
South America to the Antarctic as the art-
ists of SCOOP studios each portray their
own vision of the uninhabited continent
of Antarctica. Gallery co-owner, Saramel
Evans journeyed by plane to the most
southern point of South America then took
a boat through the most dangerous area of
water known as Drake Passage. She de-
scended on several islands before landing
on the barren continent last January with
her mother and brother. Why? “Icebergs.
As opposed to the Arctic, where they are
melting more rapidly, in Antarctica they
are larger and melting slower. It’s quieter,
the icebergs are not dripping. Plus the
grandeur of ice fascinated us,” remarks
Evans.
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Artists were encouraged to use any and
every aspect of Evans’ journey to inspire
their work of art, from the colors, land-
scapes, birds especially penguins, to the
abstract and emotional responses as well.
Evans had the opportunity to observe the
seals, birds and penguins without encroaching
in their space, which was not easy.

“We wanted to have a group show fea-
turing our talented artists that would allow
people to go somewhere new. Saramel is
the first person I know that has ever been
to Antarctica and we wanted to share that
experience with everyone,” explains gal-
lery co-owner, Colleen Deihl.

When it comes to painting, Flint
believes in the power of a new perspec-
tive — in these most recent works he uses
figures and landscapes from his immediate
surroundings as primary images and then
incorporates elements from his imagina-
tion, all the while deconstructing the
edges of the image as he applies the paint.

The end result is a combination of frag-
mented images and ideas that are focused
on the ingenuity and energy of the cities
we live in.

In describing this body of work, Flint
states, “My pursuits are driven by my
curiosities about the world around me;
about our nature, about our character,
about our ambitions, both individually and
collectively.” Flint’s series is composed
of twenty works. The paintings are an
amalgamation of these unseen ideas with
images from the artists’ visual world.

There is a strong sense of narrative to
the way the exhibition has been curated,
in describing it Flint states, “The paintings
definitely have a sense of disappearing
moments. They include scenes where a
statue fades into the building behind it or
people shuffling home from work disap-
pear into the sky above them.”

Flint describes the title painting for the
show, Invisible Cities the 30-by-72inch
piece as a representation of how we can
imagine cities emotionally and not neces-
sarily how they actually exist. The city
becomes an amalgamation of our internal
and exterior lives.

Every day in the studio Flint reminds
himself of something Ezra Pound wrote,
“The image is more than an idea. It’s a
vortex or a cluster of ideas endowed with
energy” which the artist believes is an
uplifting way to think about how what we
see makes impressions on our emotional
experience.

Elder Gallery in Charlotte, NC,

Elder Gallery in Charlotte, NC, will
present the exhibit, Abstraction Volume 2,
on view from June 3 - 29,2011. A recep-
tion will be held on June 3, from 6-9pm.

There is a lingering question in the art
world that asks if abstract painters see the
world differently. Elder Gallery will ex-
plore this concept by featuring the paint-
ings of six artists from around the nation
including Ralph Turturro, Javier Lopez
Barbosa, Anne Raymond, Cheryl Johnson,
Cheryl Chapman, and David Peterson.

Work by Anne Raymond

Artists were selected based upon their
unique styles. New York painter Ralph
Turturro incorporates a variety of media
into his work which culminates in a high-
ly-textured, gritty feel. His work is greatly
influenced by his love of writing and by
his life in and around New York City.

“The one thing that all my paintings
have had in common over the years is
some distinct level of truth and though
this truth has evolved over time, there
are still intrinsic elements that remain the
same: things that are real, have a smell,

a texture; things that are honest, clear,
straightforward, make you laugh; things
that wake you up, scare you, make you
think,” says Turturro of his work.

Listening to classical music and operas
while he paints, Javier Lopez Bar-
bosa translates that aura experience into
abstract visual equivalents of phrasing,
tempo, rthythm and dynamics. His paint-
ings are filled with the bright colors of his
childhood surroundings in Guadalajara,
Mexico and his current home in Santa Fe,
New Mexico.

Through her paintings Anne Raymond
of East Hampton, NY, seeks to guide the
viewer to a new way of looking at art.
“I’'m interested in the evocative power
of inferred space and energy beyond the
edges of the surface of my paintings. My
goal as an artist is to create powerful im-
ages that invite the viewer to move away

from certainty and experience something
new...even years after the first encounter.”

Cheryl Johnson’s paintings are colorful
and textured and speak to the influence of
nature in her work. “I walk in the forest
close to my home every day with my dogs
and I love the forest and how it changes.
Interpreting its color and how it all makes
me feel is always so exciting to me.”
Johnson spends her time between North
Carolina and Hawaii.

Many artists are reluctant to verbalize
the intent of their art creations. Cheryl
Chapman of Louisville, KY, is one of
those. “I strongly believe in the power of
visual art to speak in its own voice. Visual
art, and painting in particular, has its own
vocabulary of color and form. Whether
or not there are representational images
involved, the manipulation of these ele-
ments has the ability to, through all their
associative properties, communicate; and
if truly successful, commune with the soul
of the viewer” says Chapman.

Atlanta, GA, artist, David Peterson has
created his own painting style after years
of experimentation. “My style of art is
influencing itself. Each piece that I create
finds something new in its own visual
playing field. I stopped trying to mimic
my heroes and have created my own
visual dialogue. I think that the work is
unfolding naturally and as it molds itself,
I will have to understand it and be able to
articulate it. I hope to have 50 more years
to create paintings; each piece is part of
the puzzle. Maybe at the end, I will see
what the puzzle looks like” says Petersen.

Petersen’s use of epoxy resin on wood
panel has become the basis for his current
body of work which is called “Smears.”

This exhibition, exclusive to the Har-
vey B. Gantt Center, offers viewers insight
into the range of Moutoussamy-Ashe’s
interests and observations as an artist.

We see imagery from the African, Asian,
and North American continents, from the
1980s, and as recently as March 2011.

Moutoussamy-Ashe muses about her-
self and the people she has encountered.
This is not a retrospective, yet it spans
most of Moutoussamy-Ashe’s artistic life.
The range of subjects reflects the curious,

active mind of the artist behind the lens,
continued above on next column to the right

We are fortunate to share the life’s work
of Moutoussamy-Ashe with the audi-
ences of the Harvey B. Gantt Center as we
explore the creative energies and output of
amazing artists rooted in African-Ameri-
can life and culture.

Work by Marcia Jones

Fahamu Pecou and Marcia Jones were
the first artists to be in residence in a new
collaboration between the Harvey B.
Gantt Center for African-American Arts
+ Culture and McColl Center for Visual
Art. The residency program, established
in 2010, supports artists of color who are
inspired by African-American culture;
committed to artistic investigation; and
are interested in community engagement.
Pecou and Jones create works that are
social critiques on black masculinity and
imposed feminine ideals, respectively.

Pecou states that his work “can be
viewed as meditations on contemporary

popular culture.” He appears in his paint-
ings as the primary and allegorical figure,
rather than the autobiographical one. His
character depicts both realities and fanta-
sies connected to and imposed upon black
men. Having matured during the peak of
Hip Hop music, Pecou uses these familiar
references to raise questions about the ste-
reotypes that fuel fame, drive consumer-
ism and perpetuate celebrity worship. He
strikes a collective nerve in the viewer by
referencing art history, current events, and
cultural icons twisted with satire and pep-
pered with humor. The result is a sobering
revelation; one that exposes inequities
motivated by racial ignorance.

The work exhibited by Marcia Jones
is from the series The Displaced Oshun
Theory. Oshun is a deity in the Yoruba
religion who reigns over love, sex, beauty
and wealth. Mother, Sister, and Lover,
Oshun is often depicted heavily adorned
in jewelry, peacock feathers and yellow
garments. According to Jones, “the pri-
mary goal of The Displaced Oshun Theory
is to examine the purposeful patriarchal
division of The Divine Mother (Mary the
Virgin) and The Sacred Whore (Mary
Magdalene).”

From a contemporary standpoint, this
division can be seen manifested in the
various depictions of African-American
women in the media - specifically music
videos - which is still a male dominated
industry. By fusing recognizable religious
images and symbols with depictions of
disembodied women, Jones exposes the
repeated contradictions that contribute
to the ongoing damage to the feminine
psyche.

Six actual fortunes were
selected from hundreds of Brilliant’s per-
sonal fortune collection accumulated over
the past 10 years. These fortunes were
digitally scanned and then professionally
printed and mounted by local sign fabrica-
tors at Signs Now of Columbia. Brilliant
toyed with the fortunes in a variety of
projects. When the Play With Your City
competition was announced, he saw it as a
perfect opportunity to use the fortunes to
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create a Field of Good Fortune for the city
of Columbia.

“Rather than focus on simply creat-
ing a temporary monument or public
sculpture, it is my intention to activate a
specific space in downtown Columbia,”
Brilliant said. “I hope that the placement
of the Field of Good Fortune will not
only provide regular users of the green
space on the corner of Main and Lady an
opportunity for discussion and enjoyment,
but also attract new visitors to the green
space. As with all my installations the
work will only be complete when viewers
are present to enjoy the piece in person.”

As an invited guest curator, Abeles se-
lected over 80 works from the Museum’s
esteemed Modern and Contemporary
collection. His selection is based on his
personal taste, preferences and attitudes
about contemporary art, which he devel-
oped over a 50-year career.

An Artist’s Eye broadens the visitor’s
understanding by providing a unique
perspective. “The premise is that an artist
brings a different ‘eye’ and set of criteria
in evaluating art than does a curator or an
art historian, whose training tends toward
historical context rather than artistic
practice. This different viewpoint - born
from a background of method, process,
creation and materials - can yield a new
and interesting perspective to the selection
and display of modern and contemporary
artwork from our collection,” chief curator
Todd Herman said.

Abeles was part of the art scene when
many of the pieces in the show were cre-
ated and in some cases knew the artists,
including Jasper Johns, personally. He
provides a rare look into the lives of the
exhibition’s artists by engaging visitors
with personal anecdotes and offering
first-hand accounts of the artists and their
work. Abeles’ ability to bring vast experi-
ence as an artist, a South Carolinian, a
teacher, and his deep connections to the
early years of the Columbia Museum of
Art promises an exhibition full of variety.

“The Chuck Close is sheer
magic, his engaging portrait of Philip
Glass created with Close’s fingerprints,
for sure is innovative, fresh and contem-
porary. I adore the rich painterly way Paul
Wonner wrought a space-filled landscape

with Abstract Expressionist means. To
include some heroes I actually knew was
so satisfying, namely, Jack Levine, Paul
Cadmus and Isabel Bishop, a teacher who
became a friend.”

City Art Gallery in Columbia, SC, will
present the exhibit, Remembrance/Sponta-
neous Vision, featuring new acrylic paint-
ings by Lee Monts, on view from June 4
through July 9, 2011.

Monts also received the “In Memory of
Lena Massara” Award in 2010 for his first-
time entry in the South Carolina Waterme-
dia Society Show; his entry, Abstracting
the Respite of My Childhood, is currently
traveling the state with the other award
winning works associated with the 33rd
annual show.

Monts will be featured, along with nine
other selected artists, in a limited edition
Capital City Art Book to be published by
Pocket Productions in Spring/Summer
2011.

Among the works featured in Contem-
porary Conversations II, visitors can treat
themselves to photography, sculpture, bas-
ketry, metalwork, and mixed media.

Dreskin adds, “In my ‘Sere’ series of
paintings, which look microscopically
within the forms, I continue to express the
twenty first century dilemma of over-
population, erosion, and destruction of
our environment. Deep within the image I
am making a statement about rebirth and
renewal.”

Martha Severens, former chief Cura-
tor of the Greenville County Museum of
Art, said, “While the ‘Sere’ works derive
from a dramatically destructive technique,
Dreskin nonetheless sees them as symbol-
izing the cycle of nature.

FRANK, the Franklin Street arts
collective, in Chapel Hill, NC, is present-
ing several exhibits including: Member
Spotlight Show, on view through July 3;
Elements, featuring works by Peg Bachen-
heimer, on view through June 12; Between
the Lines, featuring a collaborative work
by Peg Gignoux and young poets from
Chapel Hill, Carrboro and Orange County
High Schools, on view from June 14
through July 11,2011.

With the Member Spotlight Show, the
curatorial staff has found a balance be-
tween variety and consolidation. FRANK
always has a great variety of art on
display, with many styles, mediums, and
approaches to the visual represented. With
the focus in this show on our member
artists, those visiting the gallery will also
get concentrated looks at a small body of
work by each of our twenty-four member
artists in this exhibit. The result is a treat
to the eye.

The individual artist spots add a
rhythm to one’s visual experience of
the gallery, a cohesion that serves as a
counterpoint to the great variety of work
on display.

Work by Peg Bachenhelmer

In this new series of paintings, Ele-
ments, Peg Bachenheimer explores paint-
ing the light and color of natural elements
interacting. She uses the Chinese concept
of the five elements of nature: wood,
fire, earth, metal, and water, as well as
the Hindu elements: air, earth, fire, water
and spirit. From that beginning, she has
painted abstract landscapes that express a
love of color and texture.

Saying, “I see painting as an act of
faith,” Bachenheimer believes that her
intuition and the painting itself will tell
her where to go, resulting in a vibrant and
highly textured abstract surface. As she
builds up many layers of color, her inten-
tion is for her paintings to convey a rich
visual and tactile experience connected to
feelings evoked by the mystery and beauty
of life.

Sometimes Bachenheimer paints with
oils over a highly textured acrylic surface
on canvas. In this process, she layers
acrylic inks and mediums and then paints
on top with oil paint using both brush and
palette knife. Other times, she works in
the encaustic medium in which beeswax,

fDiSCO‘ver the

resin and pigment are heated and applied
to a wood panel. Each layer of wax is
fused with the heat of a torch or heat gun,
making it one with the previous layer. In
the encaustic process, color and texture
are created with many layers of pigmented
wax, oil paint, paper and other collage
materials. The surface can be built up and
scraped back.

Bachenheimer has been painting since
1998. After raising her children, and at
the end of a long career teaching first and
second grade in the Chapel Hill Carrboro
City Schools, she took many classes at the
Arts Center in Carrboro and spent time
learning at Penland School of Crafts in
the North Carolina mountains. Art has
always been important in her life and was
a part of her earliest experience as the
daughter of a museum director. Now, she
paints almost every day at the home studio
she built. Bachenheimer has lived in the
Chapel Hill-Carrboro area for over 40
years and now lives in Carrboro with her
husband, Steve.

Working on Between the Lines exhibit

The exhibit, Between the Lines, fea-
tures a collaboration between youth poets
and Peg Gignoux

During the winter and spring of 2011,
Gignoux has been leading a textile resi-
dency in her Carrboro studio with youth
poets from Chapel Hill, Carrboro and
Orange County High Schools to create a
collaborative poem in cloth. Gignoux’s
role as facilitator of this public art project
is to see that the participants generate
words: words that reflect beliefs, ideas and
dreams rooted in personal experience and
embed them in cloth. Scribbled journal
entries and poetry shards have found their
way off of the page and into fabric by way
of screen printing, hand dyed silk overlays
and stitching layers together.

The Sacrificial Poets (C. J. Suitt, Kane
Smego and Will Mcinerney) have been
working with Gignoux and the teens to
write a collaborative poem with the theme
of “Voice in the Community.” Together
they have built their group poem out of
the screen printed and hand dyed fabrics,
creating a large wall piece, approximately
10’ x 10’ in size.

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Museum of the Albemarle in Elizabeth
City, NC, Offers Largest Exhibition of
NC Pottery in Eastern North Carolina

The Museum of the Albemarle in
Elizabeth City, NC, is presenting the ex-
hibit, Formed, Fired and Finished: North
Carolina Art Pottery, on view through
May 12,2012.

The exhibition features a collection of
more than 90 pottery pieces on loan from
Dr. Everett James and Dr. Nancy Farmer,
of Chapel Hill, NC. Showcasing unusual
works by talented potters, it represents the
first and largest showing of North Caro-
lina pottery in Eastern North Carolina.

“This is a rare opportunity to see
unique works by some of North Carolina’s
preeminent potters in one location,” said
Museum of the Albemarle Administrator
Ed Merrell.

North Carolina’s art pottery tradition
traces its lineage to the 1760s when im-
migrant potters, mostly from England and
Germany, settled their families in Central
North Carolina, known today as the Sea-
grove area. Living on remote farms built
on rich deposits of clay, the families made
pottery for sale and trade. This traditional
ceramic ware was used up to the early
20th century when a movement known as
Arts and Crafts was sweeping the country.
With an eye toward traditional craftsman-
ship and simple forms, the potters adopted
the movement and began converting their
traditional pottery forms into stylized
shapes with a new palette of glazes.

“They converted jugs, butter churns
and storage jars into decorative ceramics
and called the new forms “fancy ware.”
Today, this style is known as North Caro-
lina Art Pottery. This transition helped
keep North Carolina’s oldest continuous
industry alive and thriving. The exhibit
is a visual testament to their determina-
tion to remain in control of their (own)
destinies.”

The collection of James and Farmer

is based on this time period and includes
pieces from the eastern Piedmont families;
Cravens, Coles, Owen (Owens), Aumans,
and Teagues, from the Catawba Valley
region; Hiltons, List, Propst, Ritchie, Re-
inhardt, and Craig, well-known Seagrove
and Catawba Valley potters who embraced
the “fancy ware” tradition. A few pieces
of Catawba and Cherokee Indian will
be displayed to examine the influences
of tourist and the change to fancy ware.
These regions made the most art pottery
and are connected by the Hilton family,
who worked and transferred ideas from
Seagrove to Catawba.

Both James and Farmer, who are mar-
ried, are avid collectors with familial ties

to North Carolina. James, a renowned
radiology physician grew up in Rober-
sonville, NC, and the nearby town of
Jamesville is named for his family. He
has instructed at Harvard, Johns Hopkins,
University College London and Van-
derbilt. Farmer, from Norwood, NC, in
Stanley County, has been an educator at
all levels - counselor, teacher, principal
and associate superintendent.

Their appreciation for art began when
they lived and taught for several years
in Europe. There, they enjoyed visiting
galleries and started collecting English
watercolors. When they returned to North
Carolina, their attention turned to Ameri-
can art, folk art and art pottery, amassing
an impressive collection. In 1993, James
established St. James Place, a restored
historic, primitive Baptist church in his

hometown, where he exhibits all types of
folk art, including more than 400 exam-
ples of North Carolina pottery.

The Museum of the Albemarle pro-
motes the understanding of history and
material culture primarily of the Albemar-
le Region in which it is located and
secondarily for the state of North Carolina
for the educational benefit of all people.

Work by Sharron Parker

Parker uses the ancient technique of
feltmaking not to capture what she has
seen directly, but to create something new.
The simplicity of the technique - comb-
ing, layering, and working dyed unspun
wool in hot water until the fibers lock
- allows her to work spontaneously, and
often experimentally. The shape of a piece
might come from a bird’s wing, the color
from crystals under a microscope, a line
from the sinuous edge of a pond meeting
the shore, and the texture from the bark of

a birch tree.

“I wish to celebrate nature, not to mir-
ror it,” says Parker.

Parker received an undergraduate de-
gree from Duke University and a masters
degree from UNC-Greensboro, studying
education, art, and interior design. She
continued her study in textiles with classes
at Penland School of Crafts, where she has
returned to teach workshops in feltmak-
ing.
Judith Cutler has been designated a
Master Pastelist by the Pastel Society
of America in New York City, a Master
Circle Member of the International Asso-
ciation of Pastel Societies, and a Member
of Excellence by the Southeastern Pastel
Society in Atlanta.

In recent years, Cutler has found new
passion when using pastels as a draw-
ing tool and painting medium. She also
employs mixed media to create award-
winning art using representational and
nonobjective approaches. The intricate
details of her realistic paintings contrast
unexpectedly to the color, shape and tex-
ture of bold abstracts.

Cutler earned a Graphic Arts degree
from Pennsylvania State University, and
studied oil painting with Elaine de Koon-
ing and Hobson Pittman.

North Carolina Wesleyan College
in Rocky Mount, NC, is presenting the
exhibit, Visionary Carvings: Retrospective
Art Exhibition of Leroy Person (1907-
1985), on view in the Four Sisters Gallery,
through Dec. 11,2011.
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A lifelong resident of Occoneechee
Neck, Garysburg, NC, Person never went
to school and never learned to read or
write. As soon as he was big enough to
hold a hoe, he went to work as a share-

cropper in the cotton fields and during
World War II worked in a sawmill until
retirement. When his health failed him
from work-related asthma, he was forced
to retire in 1970, but as a working man

all his life, he continued to busy himself
daily, turning a pastime hobby of whittling
into an artistic obsession until he died.

Person started by carving the fence
around his yard and the door and windows
around his house; odd carvings were sus-
pended from the trees in his yard as well.
A sympathetic friend Ivette Bell noticed,
recognized his talent, and bought carvings
from him. Cary Bell, Ivette’s son awak-
ened collector Robert Lynch to Person’s
carved and crayon embellished world of
figurines, wall plaques and furniture made
from scrap and swampwood. Lynch col-
lected countless pieces of Person’s work;
some he sold in New York City and some

he kept in his personal collection which he
later sold to NC Wesleyan College.
Person’s work is recognized world-
wide as both unique and remarkable in the
field of American folk art. His capacity
to carve tiny things that exude a monu-
mentality is rare, and a significant artistic
achievement. One of Person’s visitors in
the 80’s, Paul Bridgewater, was told by
the artist that living close to Occoneechee
Swamp, he felt sure that God wanted
him to reveal the overlooked connection
between tiny living things and the great
things in the world. From tiny wild twig
carvings to all-over carved subdivisions
and patterning of full-scale chairs and

“thrones”, Person’s “world-view” and

“mission” were indeed connected and
made evident through what he made.

This retrospective includes eighty-
six pieces of Person’s life’s work as an
artist covering the full gamut of expres-
sion from the tiniest of twig carvings to
the most massive pieces of furniture he
fashioned.

North Carolina Museum of Natural
Sciences in Raleigh, NC, Offers Works
by Mary Edna Fraser and Orrin Pilkey

The North Carolina Museum of Natu-
ral Sciences in Raleigh, NC, will pres-
ent the exhibit, Witness Our Expanding
Oceans, a comprehensive art and educa-
tion exhibit created by artist Mary Edna
Fraser and scientist Orrin Pilkey, on view
from June 25 through Nov. 6,2011.

Art inspires. Science educates. But
what happens when those roles are
reversed? Or better yet, combined? The
exhibit will explore the major elements of
global climate change and the greenhouse
effect with an emphasis on melting ice and
rising seas. It will feature approximately
60 dyed silk batiks, depicting aerial, satel-
lite, and conceptual perspectives of our
environment. These pieces, permeated
with color, produce stunning panoramic
effects. The silk cloths, colored by hand
using a modern variation of an ancient
dyeing technique, are every bit as dy-
namic as the landscapes they depict.

In addition to having written The Beaches
are Moving: The Drowning of America’s
Shoreline, Living by the Rules of the
Sea, and Useless Arithmetic, Pilkey has
coauthored and edited 36 books. His work
is featured in publications such as New
York Times Magazine, Esquire, Oceans
Magazine, Smithsonian Magazine, the
Chronicle of Higher Education, and
National Geographic. He is the recipient
of many awards, including the Francis
Shepard Award for Excellence in Marine

NC Museum of Art in Raleigh, NC,
Features Works by Female Artists

The North Carolina Museum of Art
in Raleigh, NC, is presenting the exhibit,
Mirror Image: Women Portraying Women,
featuring compelling images of women,
from youth to old age, as seen through the
distinct perspectives of 13 North Carolina
female artists. The exhibition, in the Mu-
seum’s North Carolina Gallery in the East
Building will be on view through Nov. 27,
2011.

Featuring 27 works of art from the
1970s to the present, Mirror Image is an
intimate reflection of feminine experience,
played out in painting, photography, and
sculpture. Each work of art is a deeply
personal representation of femininity and
the influences and experiences that shape
the female identity.

“Though many works in the Museum’s
collection feature images of women, a
small fraction of the art was created by
female artists,” said Jennifer Dasal, exhi-
bition curator. “Mirror Image combines
these two elements into a unique exhibi-
tion that features many rarely seen works
from our own collection alongside loans
from many of the best female artists in
North Carolina.”

The exhibit encompasses a wide range
of work by female artists, from photo-
graphic depictions of women at work and
introspective portraits of family members
to mixed-media installations that reference
cultural identification. While the artists

in the show touch on an array of subjects
across a variety of media, visitors will
discover that many of their works explore
similar themes, such as family, tradition,
identity, and the female condition.

“The provocative images in Mirror Im-
age - some inspiring, others disconcerting
- prompt us to explore our own ideas of
what it means to be a woman. The exhibi-
tion has powerful cultural and psychologi-
cal implications,” said Dasal.

Family is a frequent theme for artists
Margaret Sartor and Mary Shannon John-
stone, who often turn their lens toward
close family members. Photographs by
Sartor are filled with images of her young
daughter and nieces, which allow the art-
ist to reflect on her own childhood. Like
Sartor, Johnstone’s photographs are also
a deeply personal reflection of her family.
In the photograph Silent Home: Bruised
Mornings, a portrayal of the painful emo-
tions evoked by strained relationships,
Johnston records what she calls “a history
some would rather forget.”

Artists Cristina Cérdova, Stacy Lynn
Waddell, and Roxana Pérez-Méndez each
grapple with issues of cultural identifica-
tion and its complicated history. In The
Amazing Adventures of Tar Baby Mama,
Waddell uses the burning and branding
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of paper and canvas to depict transpar-
ent and ghostly figures. The image of Tar
Baby Mama marked with ephemera of
the African American tradition illustrates
Waddell’s own conflicting emotions
regarding history, family background, and
self-identification.

Other important issues such as work,
interior lives, communication and aging
are explored in the work of Susan Har-
bage Page, elin o’Hara slavick, Emily
Scott Beck, and Caroline Vaughan. Beck’s
video Churn, for instance, asks a series of
women to speak their minds to a camera
while their heads are submerged in water.
Voices garbled and unintelligible, the
women release complaints, opinions, and
secrets without fear that they’ll be judged
or scorned. The water inhibits and at the
same time unburdens them.

With its focus on the exploration of
the female identity, Mirror Image is a
fitting counterpart to 30 Americans, the
Museum’s concurrent special exhibition of
work by contemporary African American
artists, many of whom also address issues
of identity in their diverse body of work.

Artists with works from the NCMA’s
collection include Margaret Sartor (Dur-
ham), Maud Gatewood (Yanceyville), elin
o’Hara slavick (Chapel Hill), and Caroline
Vaughan (Durham).

The exhibition also features work by

Stacy Lynn Waddell (Chapel Hill), Re-
becca Fagg (Greensboro), Katie Claiborne
(Greensboro), Emily Scott Beck (Dur-
ham), Linda Foard Roberts (Waxhaw),
Mary Shannon Johnstone (Cary), Roxana
Pérez-Méndez (Chapel Hill), Cristina Cor-
dova (Penland), and Susan Harbage Page
(Chapel Hill).

Mirror Image was organized by the

One of most astounding art discover-
ies in decades, Raleigh outsider Renaldo
Kubhler labored in secret for more than 60
years, using the power of his own imagi-
nation and keen drafting skills honed over
decades as a scientific illustrator for the
NC Museum of Natural Sciences, to bring
the imaginary country of Rocaterrania into
existence.

New York, Rocaterrania is a tiny na-
tion of eastern Europeans that has been
fraught with political turmoil since the
early 1930s. Under the rule of empresses,
czars, dictators and premieres, it slowly
developed from a monarchy into a na-
tion that is (paradoxically) fascist about
individualism. The original drawings and
models Renaldo made to help visualize
his eccentric creation will be displayed in
the first public exhibition of his work ever
held in his home state.

Fortunately, it was all thoroughly
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documented. Greensboro, NC, filmmaker
Brett Ingram will screen Rocaterrania,
his award-winning film about Renaldo’s
world, at the opening on Thursday, June 9,
at 6pm and again on Saturday, Aug. 20, at
6pm. Ingram and Renaldo Kuhler him-
self will be here both these evenings for
autographs and Q&A sessions. A chance
to meet the filmmaker along with the
amazing subject of his film is incredibly
rare, so don’t miss it! Both presentations
are free and open to the public.

Work by John Rosenthal

The exhibition, THEN . . . ABSENCE
- after Katrina in the Lower Ninth Ward,
presents John Rosenthal’s color documen-
tary photographs of New Orleans.

Rosenthal states, “I drove into the
Ninth Ward a year and a half after Katrina.
The initial documentary ‘Gold Rush’
- photography inspired by overturned
houses, cars in trees, and mountains of
debris - was plainly over. Dramatic spec-
tacle had given way to pervasive loss - a
condition far less tangible and more dif-
ficult to photograph. And then, despite my
original intentions not to, I began to take
photographs. A large part of the neighbor-
hood had already disappeared and the rest
was in danger of being hauled away. What
I found and what I photographed weren’t
simply the remnants of a dilapidated and

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dangerous neighborhood now demol-
ished by a hurricane, but the vestiges of a
working-class community in which aspira-
tion contended with scarcity, and where
religious faith found expression on every
block.”

“From my perspective, the floodwa-
ters had washed away not only bricks
and mortar, but also the toxic stereotypes

that separate us from each other,” adds
Rosenthal. “What was left was the vanish-
ing common ground, and it is this familiar
terrain that I have photographed. I wanted
my photographs to say, ‘See: this was
here, and that was there’.”

“It is in the nature of painting that it
sometimes takes its own bent. If some-
thing good happens, I don’t want to be
blind to it. But still, painting is not to be
considered a technique of exploiting ac-
cidents.” - Jack Tworkov

Organized and curated by Jason
Andrew, this historic exhibition includes
important works by Tworkov, who taught
painting at Black Mountain College dur-
ing the summer of 1952. On view will
be paintings and drawings by Tworkov
ranging from 1948-52 including works
from one of the artist’s most noted series,
House of the Sun that began at Black
Mountain College.

Also on exhibit will be letters, photo-
graphs, and ephemera from students and
fellow artists including Fielding Dawson,
Franz Kline, Robert Rauschenberg, and
Stephan Wolpe; photographs of Jack
Tworkov at Black Mountain College by
Robert Rauschenberg, and several original
works by Rauschenberg from 1952.

Jack Tworkov (1900-1982) was a
founding member of the New York School
and is regarded as one of the great artists,
along with Willem de Kooning, Philip
Guston, Franz Kline, Jackson Pollock,
and Clifford Still, whose gestural paint-
ings of the 1950s formed the basis for
the Abstract Expressionist movement in
America. In the summer of 1952, Twork-
ov was invited to teach painting at Black
Mountain College.

By 1952, Tworkov had gained recogni-
tion as one of the most masterful artists
of his generation. At the same time, his
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reputation as a teacher and mentor was
also on the rise. Tworkov was a powerful
intellectual, and believed in being open
to all forms of inspiration and expression.
His interdisciplinary attitude and his bal-
anced exchange of ideas made it possible
for him to form lasting relationships with
composers John Cage, Morton Feldman,
Stefan Wolpe, choreographer Merce Cun-
ningham and fellow painters William de
Kooning, Franz Kline, Mark Rothko, and
the young Robert Rauschenberg to name
a few.

The title, Accident of Choice, refers
to the experimental nature inherent in all
forms of expression - painting, sculpture,
dance, film, drama. Decisions (whether
conscious or unconscious) are intrinsic to
the process of creating. Inherent in those
choices are accidents - the spontane-
ous slide of the brush or the unexpected
weight change when creating a dance.
These choices confirm the will of the
artist. It was the exploitation of such
unexpected moments that this generation
of artists that came into prominence in the
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1940s and 50s were open to, and these
artists, composers and writers became
associated with the New York School.
The title also lends insight to Tworkov’s
philosophy to balance the spontaneous
and automatic with the conscious and the
planned.

Accident of Choice features work by
Tworkov spanning the time period of
1948-1952 with a particular focus on a
single series of paintings that began from
a sketch made at Black Mountain Col-
lege. The artist titled the series House of
the Sun. Various examples of the series,
which, as a subject the artist describes he
did not choose, “but he came to know”
derived from a series of paintings inspired
by the theme of Odyssey. Important paint-
ings and drawings from the series are
included.

The focus of the exhibition quickly
broadens beyond the artist’s process to
include his interactions and friendships
with other artists of the time who together
embraced the overall experimental nature
that was Black Mountain College.

Jason Andrew is an independent cura-
tor, producer, and archivist. A prominent
figure in the Bushwick art scene, Andrew
is the founding director of Norte Maar,
which encourages, promotes and sup-
ports collaborations in the arts and whose
mission is to create, promote and present
collaborations within the disciplines of vi-
sual, literary, and the performing arts. His
imaginative projects include exhibitions
of visual art and unique performances
of dance. Andrew is also the co-owner
/ co-director of Storefront Gallery in
Bushwick. The gallery has been critically

reviewed in The New York Times and Art
in America.

Guarding against special interests in
any particular style or genre, his curato-
rial projects bridge gaps left in art history
and reflect the creative imagination of the
past, present and future. Recent curatorial
projects include the retrospective exhibi-
tion Jack Tworkov: Against Extremes /
Five Decades of Painting (2009); Jack
Tworkov: Accident of Choice, the artist at
Black Mountain College (2011).

Andrew was recently sited by L
Magazine as one of the important people
making the new Brooklyn.

A fully illustrated catalogue will ac-
company the exhibition including an essay
by the exhibition curator, Jason Andrew; a
never-before printed interview with Jack
Tworkov conducted by the historian Ir-
ving Sandler in 1957; and a re-print of the
article Tworkov Paints A Picture written
by Fairfield Porter and published in Art
News in 1953.

The NC Arboretum in Asheville
Offers Exhibits for the Summer

The North Carolina Arboretum in
Asheville, NC, is presenting two new ex-
hibits for the Summer including: Botani-
cal Chords by Terry Ashley and The Fine
Art of Wood: An International Invitational
Exhibition of Woodturning. Both exhibi-
tions are on view in the Baker Exhibit
Center’s Exhibit Hall, through Sept. 5,
2011. The two exhibitions will take center
stage at the Arboretum this summer, both
giving unique and awe-inspiring perspec-
tives on how artists utilize plants in their
work.

Botanical Chords by Terry Ashley
blurs the line between science and art. A
former research scientist at Yale Univer-
sity School of Medicine, Ashley devel-
oped her technique while pursuing her
hobby of photographing plant parts under
the light microscope. Ashley termed her
art “chords” because they connect two
separate images, one traditional plant
photograph and one image taken at a cel-
lular level.

To create the microscopic image,
Ashley carefully peels a single layer of
cells from a plant leaf, stem, or petal and

photographs it under high magnification.
She then places a picture of the plant’s
exterior on top of the picture of its cells,
creating a textured, multi-layered piece of
art. Aesthetically stunning and scientifi-
cally accurate, the images encourage an
understanding of plants at a cellular level.

Science was Ashley’s first passion.
After receiving her PhD from Florida
State University in Genetics, she indulged
her curiosity and pursued her search for
beauty and order by studying meiotic
chromosome behavior under the micro-
scope. Now retired, Dr. Ashley considers
her mission as an artist to raise awareness
for and appreciation of the beauty that lies
just below the level of resolution of our
own eyesight.

The Fine Art of Wood: An International
Invitational Exhibition of Woodturning
will feature the work of more than 40
artists from across the country and around
the world. The exhibit will showcase a
wide variety of style and presentation,
from pedestal and tabletop pieces to wall
hangings.

During the exhibit run, the Carolina
Mountain Woodturners will host dem-
onstrations to illustrate the basics of
woodturning. The demonstrations will
take place from 10am until 3pm, Friday
through Sunday during the weekends of
June 10, July 1, and August 12. Chapter
members will have work for sale during
these events, and will available to answer
questions about woodturning.

To broaden the visitor experience,
an exhibit called Info the Wood will be
featured in the Baker Exhibit Center
Greenhouse. Designed and produced by
Arboretum staff, the exhibit will explore
the differences between hardwood and
softwood, as well as the many variables

science journalist, first began crochet-

ing with her sister to try to create models
of hyperbolic geometry, which, unlike
conventional geometry, considers shapes
on a curved surface. Only after stepping
back from their cloth creations did the
Wertheims see the strong resemblance

to coral reefs. Hyperbolic shapes are fre-
quently found in nature, including sea life
like kelp and coral.

The Wertheim sisters intend to some-
day display all of the satellite reefs,
including the Asheville Reef as part of the
People’s Reef. More than 5,000 people
on four continents have already created
satellite reefs. Christine and Margaret
Wertheim will speak about the project at
UNC Asheville this coming fall.

Playing and going about
the business of living in Antarctica all the
while seeming to know who is more out
of place in this hostile environment... .the
Human.
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Alex Gabriel Bernstein grew up in a
creative environment with access to many
of the artists of the American studio glass
movement. As the child of two estab-
lished glass artists, William and Katherine
Bernstein (Billy is one of the founding
members of the Glass Art Society), the
beautiful surroundings of the Blue Ridge
Mountains in Western North Carolina
where they lived played almost as much
of a part in his inspired upbringing as did
the breadth of teachers around him.

Bernstein studied psychology at the
University of North Carolina in Asheville
and worked at a children’s psychiatric
hospital before making the decision to
pursue his artistic endeavors full time.

He received a Master of Fine Arts from
the Rochester Institute of Technology’s
School for American Crafts and went on
to teach at the Rochester Institute of Tech-
nology, the Cleveland Institute of Art, the
Penland School of Crafts and The Studio
at the Corning Museum of Glass.

Most recently Bernstein was the
Department Head of Glass at the Worces-
ter Center for Crafts in Massachusetts,
but he made the decision to return to his
Asheville hometown in 2007 to set up a
studio and focus on creating his own work

The term “Rockingham” refers to a rich
brown glaze that received its characteristic color
through the addition of manganese. It was first
made in England in the late eighteenth century,
but a few decades later the technique spread to
the United States, where it became a standard of
many potters—especially those in the Northeast,
Maryland, and Ohio. American potters initially fol-
lowed the English example of dipping their wares
in the glaze to achieve a solid brown surface,

but they soon switched to dripping, sponging, or
splattering the glaze on the ceramic body in order
to achieve a pleasing, mottled effect. By 1845,
Rockingham pottery dominated the American
ceramics industry, and it remained immensely
popular for the rest of the century. Through Dec.
31 - "Threads of Identity: Contemporary Maya
Textiles". Maya peoples of Guatemala and south-
eastern Mexico are renowned for their time-hon-
ored tradition of magnificent attire. Throughout
the world, clothing transforms the biological body
into a socio-cultural being, integrating the person
into the community. Among the Maya, dress is
an outward expression of cultural pride. Dress
also conveys one’s place in the world, signaling
social identity and geographic origin or current
community.

The 18th century witnessed
the “Golden Age of English Art” in which artists
explored the variety and abundance of the times.
Portraiture ranked high as ordinary individuals,
like those in the upper ranks, sought to have their
likenesses and achievements documented by
artists of note.

Drawing upon his
experiences of a South American society where
fellow citizens and soldiers “disappear” with little
public outcry, Mufioz creates work that attempts
to memorialize the ephemeral. In the poignant
five-channel video installation Project for a
Memorial (2005), we see a hand rapidly painting
portraits with water on a hot stone surface —only
to then see these faces slowly evaporate. In com-
bination with ten other works that create fragile
portraits in/with everything from dripped ink and
burned sugar cubes to steel domes that only
reveal themselves with human breath, Imprints
for a Fleeting Memorial surveys the poetics of a
profoundly important, but still unheralded artist.
June 3 - Aug. 28 - "Margarita Cabrera," orga-
nized by SECCA and curated by Steven Matijcio.
Cabrera is an El Paso, TX-based sculptor whose
painstakingly handcrafted objects address timely
and provocative issues related to border relations
and Mexican immigration — particularly economic
exchange, dislocation, and notions of the “Ameri-
can dream.” Turning crafts and their manufacture
into the vehicle for socio-political consideration,
she questions contemporary applications of post-
NAFTA Latin American labor. To do so, Cabrera
creates soft, Oldenberg-like vinyl sculptures that
resemble everything from backpacks, bicycles
and potted plants to domestic appliances,
pianos, and full-sized automobiles. Throughout
the process (she also uses clay, ceramic and
textiles), Cabrera works with displaced immigrant
communities — organizing workshops and “art
corporations” to reconsider the gulf between

third world mass production and first world mass
consumption. In the process, Cabrera entwines
art, activism and education as seemingly benign
consumer objects become the vessels of cul-
tural adaptation. Through Aug. 21 - "American
Gothic: Aaron Spangler & Alison Elizabeth Tay-
lor," organized by SECCA and curated by Steven
Matijcio. SECCA explores quasi-historical uses
of wood as a contemporary artistic medium in the
dialogue between Minnesota-based Aaron Span-
gler and Alabama-born, Las Vegas-based Alison
Elizabeth Taylor. Marrying historical traditions,
craft techniques, and subject matter spanning the
unflinching to the apocalyptic, these young artists
propose a renovated portrait of the American
heartland. With large, intricate bas-reliefs carved
out of three-inch slabs of basswood, Spangler
creates darkly comic visions of post-apocalyptic
ruin. In scenes that appear to be set in a remote,
Appalachian region where crumbling build-

ings and wrecked cars meet dense forest and
towering trees, he imagines a post-industrial
future through a medieval lens. A slightly more
monotonous, seedy world plays out in the wood
veneers of Taylor, who breathes new life into the
venerable inlay technique known as marquetry.
Rather than using the practice as it has been
used in the past (to glorify patrons and orna-
ment homes), she crafts ambiguous vignettes of
characters living on the fringes of society. Hours:
