Alpaca Farm on-site.

Griff’s Greenhouse & Nursery will
have a host of artisans with local prod-
ucts including Alex’s Soaps and Above
the Rest Birds. Gardening mini-sessions
with Debra Baker and Sandie Fenton, hay
rides, and a farm market are all planned
for Saturday at this location.

Dianne Mahaffee’s Fine Art and Pot-
tery Studio is offering free clay workshops
for all ages, while the Historic Robert
Mills Courthouse will be giving tours.
Visitors to Historic Springs House will
find Red Rose Photography and SC Wa-
tercolor exhibits, along with a gift gallery
of local artists.

Bob Doster’s Backstreet Studio/Gal-
lery/Garden will be open with works by a
multitude of artists from folk to fine art.
At Benford Brewing Company, Lancaster
County’s only brewery and SC’s first
agriculturally-operated brewery, visitors
will learn the brew process and enjoy craft
beer made with local ingredients such as
honey and sweet potatoes. Live music,
food truck, and picnic areas will be found
at this farm location. Artists on site in-
clude Daddy’s Workshop of the Carolinas,
Bob Doster’s Backstreet Studio, “a little
art studio”, Clay Impressions, The Craft
Stand, The Purple Craft Close, and Dee
