American
regionalism and social realism played important
roles in the development of art in Charleston,
which flourished as a destination for artists, par-
ticularly during the years of 1915 to 1945 a period
now known as the Charleston Renaissance.
Gallery 7, Permanent Exhibition - "Modern

and Contemporary". Modern and contemporary
artin America encompasses a wide range of
styles, subject matter, and media. As a whole,
the diversity of modern and contemporary art
reflects the rich and varied heritage of our nation
and the lowcountry region. Works in this gallery
were created over the past forty years by artists
who are native to the area, who have worked
here, or who have created objects that reflect

the complex story of the region. The works are
grouped to reflect several themes including the
southern landscape, the human figure, abstrac-
tion, and the legacy of slavery in America. 2nd
Floor Atrium, Permanent Exhibition - "Betwixt
and Between".
