artist trading cards; postcards; artistamps; 
faux postage; mail-interviews; naked mail; 
friendship books, decos and three-dimen-
sional objects.

     Jameson has drawn inspiration from 
a wide array of bodies of work, ranging 
from the drypoint etchings of American 
landscape artist, Chauncey Foster Ryder 
to the Renaissance masterpieces of Titian.
     Jameson’s passion for history and 
nature allow him to create introspective 

landscapes embodying the full range of 
local color and timeless contrasts, whether 
the setting captures the brilliant, warm 
colors heralding the arrival of fall in the 
North Carolina mountains or the rich 
Tuscan countryside dotted with cool blue/
green olive fields in bloom among the 
red-earth shades of freshly upturned soil. 
Rejecting the term “scene” in reference to 
these works, Jameson defines his land-
scapes as “explorations.”
     This approach to his subject matter 
enables Jameson to create compositions 
that go beyond mere depictions of the 
surface beauty offered by the environs. 
He explores his subject matter in detail, 
in the process revealing the mystery and 
profound power of nature. The effect is 
a literal and sentimental interpretation of 
nature; each painting is a reflection of the 
dual-relationship between man and nature; 
painter and observer.
