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How Networking the Arts Should Work

We started our publication, Charleston
Arts in 1987, which evolved into South
Carolina Arts, and eventually Carolina Arts
in 1995, based on one principle - helping the
arts community get the word out about what
they are offering to the public.

Before then, we had run an art gallery
which suffered from not having money
to advertise its exhibitions in the current
day media of the mid-1980s - newspapers,
magazines, radio, and TV. I would never use
billboards for anything - they are a scourge
on our landscape. And, in Charleston, SC,
we couldn’t break into the “coverage club”
which benefited from press coverage -
mostly the big non-profit arts organizations.

A few years after brooding about closing
that gallery - along came desktop publishing
- thanks to Apple computers, and we jumped
into the publishing biz offering the area its
first arts newspaper. Then came the Inter-
net, smart phones and eventually the social
networks.

So here we are today publishing a totally
online visual arts newspaper, with three
blogs, Facebook pages and Twitter. We’re
putting more info out there to more people
than we ever dreamed of, but it could be bet-
ter with more targeted networking.

Today, most art galleries, arts groups, and
non-profit art organizations including college
and university galleries, art museums, arts
councils, and government arts agencies have
Facebook pages. Individual artists also have
Facebook pages. Some of these folks use
their Facebook page aggressively - posting
info about every event they offer and more.
Some use it just to post news about major
events. And, some still haven’t figured out
that there is more to Facebook than just hav-
ing a page.

Some Facebook pages have a handful of

“Likes” or followers, some have hundreds
and thousands of followers and a few have
an unbelievable number of followers - it
seems they have friended every Facebook
page they have come across. I’'m not sure all
those people are really following their posts.

Because the Carolina Arts and my per-
sonal Facebook pages are used to distribute
info about things going on in the Carolina
visual art community, I usually don’t go out
and make “friend” requests, as I know I'm
adding a lot of posts from day to day and
I have a hard time making it through posts
coming into my page on a daily basis. And,
I really want to keep it focused on the visual
arts in the Carolinas, but will fully admit - it
has gotten away from that goal. I am amazed
at what many people post on their Facebook
page - especially some who are part of our
art community.

But because Facebook is free - we have
to take it for what it is, yet some have found
a way to make Facebook work for them and
their community.

Shared Networking

Ask yourself how many times have you
made a posting on Facebook and gotten 30-
50 Likes and 20-40 Shares of that post? Not
many I bet.

To me, the power of Facebook - spread-
ing your info, lies in the power of the Share
- getting as many people to Share your post
to their network of friends. And, the more
shares you get determines how many people
will be exposed to your info.

There is a group of artists who live in a
small community in central North Carolina
(no names) who have created what I think of
as a “share network”. If one of them posts
something on their Facebook page - within
the hour they can get up to 20 Likes and

10 Shares - reaching 100s if not 1,000s of
Facebook viewers in a short period of time.
If I make a post about one of these artists
the same thing happens. This is a group of
people who are “share networking”. And,
each time they do it the network can get a
little larger.

Last month when I sent out notice to
our e-mail list that the July 2013 issue of
Carolina Arts was ready to be downloaded
I asked those folks to focus on Likes and
Shares. And we got a record number on that
Facebook posting - 39 Likes and 75 Shares.

It doesn’t seem like much, but up until
that point the most Shares we have gotten
on a single posting were 46. Our Carolina
Arts Facebook page had at the time 1,240
page Likes. Supposedly all those people are
following Carolina Arts or say they like what
we are doing, but they are not participating
by Sharing our issues each month.

What difference does it make?

Well, our July issues are usually our least
read issues - mostly due to the disruption
the July 4th week does to our distribution
network. Many people who usually help
distribute the paper are on vacation or think-
ing about people who get to take vacations.
Many colleges and universities, and arts
groups also close down during the Summer.

In 2012 our July issue received 55,574
downloads. Our average is over 100,000 a
month and we’ve gone as high as 178,805
downloads in one month. So this July I
tried a little experiment an asked for those
who help us distribute the paper to focus
on Shares on our Facebook page. Those 75
Shares helped us break the 100,000 mark in
July with over 112,000 downloads as of this
writing. That’s the power of Shares.

Sharing Is In Your Best Interest

If you have an article about an exhibit, an
ad about an exhibit, or are an artists repre-
sented by a gallery mentioned in an issue
of Carolina Arts, it’s in your best interest to
Share a post about a new issue of Carolina
Arts being available. The more people who
know about us - the more people will learn
what you’re doing as an artist.

When we post a notice of an exhibit at a

gallery or art venue - everyone who is associ-
ated with that exhibit or venue should Share
that post. They should also encourage others
in their network to Share that post.

It doesn’t take a lot of effort to do, but it’s
some of the best marketing you can do.

We have posted info about a gallery’s
exhibit on the Carolina Arts Facebook and
the gallery we are highlighting didn’t Share
or even Like the post. The artist(s) being fea-
tured didn’t Share or Like the post. I have to
wonder why they even bother with Facebook.
Others use that kind of post as a platform for
launching a Facebook campaign.

Make Your Facebook Posts Work

Every day I see posts on my Facebook
page that offer a photo of an art piece. There
is no title offered, no mention of size and
medium, sometimes no mention of who the
artist is. I can’t think what the person who
made such a post is looking for from their
Facebook audience beyond a few Likes.

I’ve seen organizations mention events
with no time or date offered and no link for
further info. It’s like saying, “We’re going to
do this - now it’s up to you to find out more
on your own.”

And, don’t just make a post about an
event the day before it takes place or hours
before it begins. That might catch a few folks
with nothing to do and time on their hands,
but most of us need advance notice to make
plans to attend an event. Make an informa-
tive post a month out - starting with “Save
the Date”, then make another post a week
before the event, then make that day-before
post and hours-before post. And if you’re
really smart, take a few photos during the
event to post to show people what they
missed.

Make Facebook work for you - ask people
to Share your posts when you make them.

Frankly, I find Facebook a pain in the
rear with all its changes and limits on who
sees your post hoping that one day you’ll
pay for Facebook, but while it is free, 'm
going to use it for all I can get out of it since
I’'m spending so much time looking at posts
people and organizations have made on my

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page.
I can’t Share everything that is sent to me.
I would have people de-friending me left and
right. There are limits on how many posts and
Shares you can offer your followers, but I'm
sure everyone can take a few more informa-
tive posts and less cats saying funny things.

What About Twitter?

You got me. I'm still trying to figure out
Twitter. I’ve linked it to my blogs so that
everything I offer there is posted on Twitter,
but it’s all still fuzzy to me and less people
I know in the visual art community use
Twitter. And as far as the other social media
networks go - I'm overloaded at this point.

Outing The Slackers

While we’re talking about marketing vi-
sual art exhibitions I've been thinking about
outing some arts organization who receive
taxpayer funding from state arts agencies,
but don’t make any effort to market their
visual art offerings to those state taxpayers.

Let’s take South Carolina, an area I'm
more familiar with. Many non-profit visual
art organizations and visual art venues re-
ceive funding from the SC Arts Commission.
That money comes from SC taxpayers and
US taxpayers - through funding from the
National Endowment for the Arts.

Now I’m not saying I want to see these
folks advertising their exhibits in Carolina
Arts - that’s up to them and it wouldn’t be
justified for many, but they should take
advantage of the free service we offer these
folks to send us press releases and photos
about their exhibits and the gallery listings
we offer. We’d be a lot better off if everyone
included in our paper were paying us to be
there, but we never expected that from the
beginning. But all these folks taking govern-
ment funding should be required to promote
their shows through all the free media venues
offered throughout the state.

Many of these folks don’t seem to be
sending info about their exhibits to anyone,
since I don’t see them anywhere - not even
on some of their own websites. Of course
many don’t have active websites where they
can update info. They’ve lost the passwords
in staff turnovers or never learned how to
work their own site and can’t afford to pay
others to update them.

Even with the free opportunities offered
by social networks - many of these folks
either don’t know how to use them or just
don’t make the effort. I’'m not sure why state-
wide funding is going to groups who only
seem to service small communities. But, it’s
not just small communities who are bad at or
too lazy to market their exhibitions.

Artists selected for these exhibits may
feel glad for the exposure, but they should
be mad that these venues don’t market these
exhibits. I have to warn many artists who tell
me about upcoming show at certain venues
that they better not count on these folks to
market the exhibits. Some learn the hard way
by waiting until it is too late to learn this
sorry fact. And, that includes some major art
museums.

I put most of the blame on the Arts Com-
mission for giving funding to groups who are
under-staffed, under-trained, and under-fund-
ed to function as a first rate operation. Mar-
keting should be required in order to receive
funding. They should be taking a closer look
at organization’s boards and if they have an
active volunteer network to see what they are
contributing to the organization.

Now this just isn’t a problem in South
Carolina, but SC is a poster child for what’s
wrong with state funding for the arts. They
say differently, but I see the results in a lack
of marketing skills by SC visual arts organi-
zations, and the Commission has done little
of nothing about this problem. They’re too
focused on keeping the agency alive - year
after year as the Tea Party slowly takes over
SC’s government.

So what am I talking about when I say
outing the slackers? I'm talking about pub-
lishing a list - at least once a year and maybe
twice a year - of the folks who make no ef-
fort at marketing their exhibitions which are
being funded by taxpayer money.

How difficult would it be to keep off this
list? It’s very easy. Start marketing your
exhibits. Sending just the bare facts out to
an e-mail list of media outlets isn’t that hard.
If you’re already sending out info to local
media - how much effort will it take to add
a few more e-mail addresses to your e-mail
list? Not much.

And I'm not talking about making a post on

Facebook a few days before your exhibit opens.

I’'m talking about sending out a press release to
the media of the state, where your funding is
coming from, including print, radio, and TV.

The SC Arts Commission has Arts Daily
and The HUB, which offers info about art
events and announces events on ETVRadio,
but many groups who receive funding don’t
even use it. While at the same time folks in
NC don’t mind using it if SC’s group won’t.

I’ve spent time trying to get some of these
groups who present very interesting exhibits
to send us info to include in our paper, but
time after time when promises are made -
results never come. Some of this is because
once you’ve made contact with a person
- they have left that position or have been
replaced.

It’s a sorry situation and soon - very soon
you may be seeing a list of Marketing Slack-
ers in the Carolina visual art community.
This is a warning - spread the word - make
the effort and stay off that list.

A Few Words From Down Under
on Paintings & Pictures

2005 issue

A couple of weeks ago, a friend of
mine politely complained about one of
my art reviews by kindly pointing out
where both the artist and I went wrong.
He informed me that certain details in
paintings depicting Australian Outback
life were rendered incorrectly, therefore
my praise of the artwork was unjustified.
As I often give ‘constructive criticism’ I
thought it’s only fair to accept the same
when offered in return and perhaps learn
from my mistakes.

I remembered the exhibition and that
the work, although not my preference in
art, was good so I checked it out. Reread-
ing my commentary revealed the verbal
applause was for the artist’s painting
ability, not his subject matter. It seems my
critic and I viewed the work from differ-
ent perspectives; he was looking at the
‘picture’ and measuring it against ‘reality’
while I was looking at the ‘painting’ and
assessing it as ‘art’.

I called the friend who critiqued my re-
view and defended my opinion by saying
that although the artist paints in a realistic
style, he is not depicting reality. The artist
is a Myth Maker who idealises a bygone
era and the imagery refers more to late
19th Century Bush Ballads then early 21st
Century reality. I lectured on about how
painters manipulate the artistic vocabulary
(line, shape, colour, etc) in the same way
poets play with words. My job as an art
critic is to evaluate how the artist uses this
vocabulary to communicate via the paint-
ing, an approach that often renders the
picture superfluous. This righteous argu-
ment mollified my friend who confessed
he didn’t know much about art but he
knew what he liked.

The above exchange started me think-
ing about how people see art. Do they
look at the picture or the painting? Seek
the real or the imagined? Do they judge
pictorial images by rules of reality or
constructs of art? All of the above. When
Nadar’s camera made nice pictures, some
prophesised painting would disappear.
But it didn’t. Instead it was reinvented via
such Modernist movements as Impres-
sionism, Fauvism, Expressionism, etc.
Released from the constraints of having
to make a picture, artists were free to cre-
ate a painting. But with freedom comes
responsibility so while the Mondernists
folded space and fractured the picture
plane, they maintained references to an
image. And they continued to employ the
vocabulary of art while creating a new
phraseology. Unfortunately, Post-Modern-
ists discarded all imagery and pushed the
artistic vocabulary well beyond definition
in their effort to secure complete freedom.
Soon each component of painting - me-
dium, technique, texture - became an end
in itself. The result is that today art and
artists can’t distinguish between ‘freedom’
and ‘abandonment’.

The fact is confirmed in graduate
exhibitions. The last grad show I attended,
recipients of Bachelor of Fine Arts [Paint-
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ing] presented thirty, non-pictorial exhib-
its. About six used paint, one had wavy
lines carved into a four-inch thick slab of
built up acrylic paint. The other two dozen
efforts included installations, electronic
presentations and digital prints. It was ob-
vious these students had been abandoned,
they didn’t know the basic vocabulary

of art much less how to play with artistic
phrases. To prove the point, one graduate
manipulated the computer software very
well but was not shown how to use the
‘spell check’. The sad thing is these new
grads assume their degree grants them
the freedom to do as they please and call
it Art. But freedom involves responsibil-
ity and somewhere along the way that
concept was lost.

The contemporary crap offered and
accepted by today’s art world leaves the
student and the viewing public confused
between painting as an ‘art’ and paint-
ing as a ‘job’. Is the painter an ‘artist’
or a ‘practitioner’? Some galleries pick
up recent grads, refer to them as The
New Best Thing, put high prices on their
student efforts and secure invitations for
them to participate in Big Bucks art prize
exhibitions. They’re considered ‘lucky’ by
their peers. But are they? I recall one New
Best Thing who was invited to exhibit in a
prestigious acquisition exhibition. He was
thrilled to have won First Prize as it meant
his work would enter a major collection.
He considered his future was secure, so
wasn’t too flustered when, during the
acceptance of his prize on the opening
night, pieces of his exhibit fell to the floor.
He uttered some excuse about the glue
not having had time to set properly. As
he’d just received $15,000 he was able to
repair the exhibit but not his relationship
with his agent. The experience taught him
two valuable lessons; 1) be responsible
for your art, and 2) there’s always another
New Best Thing on the horizon. (PS.
Since the first blush faded, he is proving
to be a fine sculptor.)

It’s lack of responsibility about produc-
ing and promoting art that has us wonder-
ing what we should look for when buying
art - the Painting, the Picture, or the Price.
One would hope all three but that’s not
always the case. To some who don’t know
much about art or aren’t sure what they
like, the price is all they can relate to.
Some years back, a local high flyer in this
town purchased Van Gogh’s Irises and put
it on public display. I was entranced by
the rich texture of the painting and moved
by the picture of a lone white flower,
standing firm against a surging tide of
violent blue blooms and sharp blades of
green leaves. Tears formed in my eyes, not
only from my response to the artwork but
from people all around me whispering;
“He paid six million for that!”

When you consider the art world today,
the average buyer should be concerned
with the painting, the picture and the
price. My friend went to an exhibition of
new work by an artist of international high
standing with the idea of buying a ‘good’
painting. A painting about a subject he
knows, a picture he would enjoy viewing
for a long time, at a price he could afford.
But he couldn’t justify paying out for a
painting he didn’t understand because the
picture was wrong. He knows the true
beauty of the Outback and didn’t appreci-
ate it being misrepresented.

Whenever I think the art world has
abandoned the viewing public, or believe
the viewing public is abandoning art,
something happens to restore my faith in it
all. In this case it was my friend. Although
he couldn’t analyse it, he knew something
wasn’t right with the exhibits. It wasn’t so
much that the pictorial detail was ‘incor-
rect’ or that the painting was ‘bad’, it

wasn’t even the price. He wouldn’t accept
the artist abandoning truth for the sake of
selling an ideal. And if he couldn’t explain
it in the ‘artistic’ vocabulary, he could see
it and wouldn’t buy it. Good for him!

The art world doesn’t need more free-
dom; it needs more exacting art buyers,
like my friend, who demand well-made
works of honest art. This will force art
schools to instruct students in the respon-
sibility that goes with creative freedom
and the use of an artistic vocabulary
along with all the other tools of the trade.
There is no need to abandon expression
or abstraction in art however, there is the
need for artists to assure their visual com-
munication is accessible to the viewer.
Another look at my review revealed how,
as an art critic, I felt free to dismiss the
picture because it didn’t interest me. I was

wrong. My friend’s constructive criticism
reminded me that no aspect of the painting
or the picture should be considered super-
fluous to the art. Thanks mate.

ready-made bedcovers and blankets from
mail-order suppliers and new department
stores. For a while, the homemade quilt
lost its allure. But quilting has endured
and flourished, whether out of neces-

sity such as during the Depression, or as
an artistic accomplishment for personal
satisfaction. Many modern quilts relate
to earlier designs and forms, incorporat-
ing new fabrics, colors and mechanized

innovations. To complete the assemblage
of quintessential quilts is the “youngest”
quilt in the collection, an updated version
of hexagon mosaics made by Mary Alma
Parker of Charleston in 2000.

The Charleston Museum, founded in
1773, is America’s first museum. It is a
501(c)(3) nonprofit organization located
along Charleston’s Museum Mile. Hold-
ing the most extensive collection of South
Carolina cultural and scientific collections
in the nation, it also owns two National
Historic Landmark houses, the Heyward-
Washington House (1772) and the Joseph
Manigault House (1803), as well as the
Dill Sanctuary, a 580-acre wildlife pre-
serve.

City of North Charleston, SC,
Features Works by Robert B.
Reed and MaryAnn H. Goodhue

The City of North Charleston’s Cultur-
al Arts Department will present two new
exhibits including: Outlying Shores: An-
notations from Abroad by Robert B. Reed
and Endangered by MaryAnn H. Good-
hue, both on view in the North Charleston
City Gallery, located in the common areas
of the Charleston Area Convention Center,
in North Charleston, SC, from Aug. 1 - 31,
2013. A reception will be held on Aug. 1,
from 5-7pm.

The seven seas take on a new mean-
ing in Outlying Shores: Annotations from
Abroad, featuring the beach and shore-
line resolutions of seasoned painter and
world traveler, Robert B. Reed, based in
Montgomery, AL. For this exhibition, the
artist offers a glimpse into a lifetime of
experience abroad, highlighting seaside
culture and some modes of human leisure
prompted by and in face of the sea. The
paintings are a mixture of symbols of the
Western world that emulate serenity and
leisure set within an unsure continuity that
act like beacons of a sea culture; steadfast
as a lighthouse but amorphous as the fog
that surrounds it.

Work by Robert B. Reed

Although each piece depicts different
localities, which may be seen through
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delicate nuances of light and form, as a
whole, the exhibition reveals how a com-
mon attitude can be shared by inhabitants
of distant shores, which is a fundamental
outlook for the prosperity of any port
city in strengthening external bonds and
relationships.

“This series reflects my curiosity and
attraction to one of many aspects of sea
culture, which is an integral part of my
life,” Reed says. “My interests have often
been to depict what for me are visually
poetic features of human involvement
with our oceans and coastal sea areas, a
way of measuring time, but more so, a
way of measuring different cultures.”

Although not a native to Charleston
SC, Reed is an adopted son returning to
one of the localities where he had spent
time as a child nurturing his attraction for
the sea. He was born in Key West, FL,
and has lived in many different places in
the United States, growing up mainly in
Hawaii and California. He spent a major
part of his life traveling the world, eventu-
ally using Tuscany as his home base. He
studied at the Accademia di Belle Arti di
Firenze from 1981 to 1985, receiving a
Diploma in Painting from this Italian State
Institute, and was accepted with a scholar-
ship into a Masters of Fine Arts program
at the University of Notre Dame, Indiana,
in 1988.

During the mid-1990’s Reed taught
courses in watercolor technique and col-
laborated with two private arts schools
in Florence, Italy, Studio Cecil and The
Florence Academy of Art. His work has
received several awards and honorable
mentions and has been shown in both solo
and collective exhibitions in Australia,
Italy, Switzerland, and throughout the
United States.

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Work by MaryAnn H. Goodhue

MaryAnn H. Goodhue’s fascination
with color, pattern, and repetition are
immediately evident in her work. Her
bold palette, a bit irreverent and humor-
ous, is both challenged and inspired by
the Fauvism movement of the early 20th
century, and influenced by painters like
Paul Cézanne, Paul Gauguin, and Maurice
de Vlaminck. Though her body of work
boasts a very diverse use of materials,
subjects, and inspiration, the artist has
chosen to display one particular series of
paintings for her one month presentation
at the City Gallery.

Endangered features a collection of oil
paintings inspired by the devastation to
the native bird population in Goodhue’s

home state of Alabama caused by the
2010 Gulf oil spill. More than 300 spe-
cies of birds live or pass through the Gulf
Coast each year, including some rare and
endangered species, making it one of the
most important bird habitats in the world.
Thousands of birds were immediately
impacted by the estimated 170 million
gallons of oil that flooded into the Gulf,
with thousands more expected to suffer
from long-term impacts such as an unbal-
anced food web.

“As I photograph, sketch, and bring
to life the struggles of these birds, I find
myself enthralled with the plight of these
endangered, graceful creatures,” Goodhue
says. “Though the oil is no longer visible,
their battle for recovery continues.”

Goodhue was born in New Jersey and
currently lives and works in Montgomery,
AL. She received her Bachelor of Arts in
Sculpture from Augusta State University
in Georgia in 1988 and her Bachelor of
Science in Art Education from the Univer-
sity of Nebraska at Omaha in 1993.

Goodhue taught students of all ages
as an art educator for over twenty-five
years, exchanging work in the classroom
for full-time work in the studio in 2010.
Her paintings and sculptures have been in-
cluded in numerous juried and invitational
exhibitions throughout the United States.
Presently her work is represented by the
SAC Gallery in Montgomery.

“It’s incredibly different here from
California; the landscape, the people, the
trees. Everything is so green and lush. I was
intrigued by the people, their kindness and
sculptured hairdos,” Linder explained. “The
light here appears brighter because of the
humidity and the intense exposure from the
Southern sun. I’ve rarely seen such vibrant
colors in the landscape, and I'm thrilled to
express those new visions in my paintings.”

An avid traveler, Linder said, “The only
other place I've visited with such amaz-
ing colors was in Antarctica.” Throughout
the years, not only has Linder’s art been
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Work by Arlene Linder

influenced by her travels, but she also draws
from a composite of experiences, dreams,
questions, feelings and visualizations.

In addition to studying art at schools
such as Academy of Art in San Francisco
and Oakland’s California College of Arts
and Crafts, Linder earned her BFA from the
San Francisco Art Institute, graduating with
honors. Ending her formal art education
with her degree in 1985, she went on to win
numerous juried competitions including
the Marin Society of Artists, Bay Arts, and
University of California at Santa Barbara.
Moreover, she was chosen to be an artist-
in-residence for a year-long program with
artist David Ireland at the Marin Headlands.

Linder’s artwork has been featured in nu-
merous shows, galleries and museums such
as the Crocker Museum, Humboldt State
University and the Frank Lloyd Wright
Marin Civic Center Gallery. Aside from her
paintings being part of permanent collec-
tions such as the Riverside Art Museum, her
drawings were published in the book Art.
Rage.Us. The book was produced to accom-

Hilton Head Island has a rich history
that revolves around the production of
indigo. Eliza Lucas Pinckney (1722-
1793) was a woman of sixteen when she
managed her fathers 10 plantations and
pioneered large-scale cultivation of indigo
in the Lowcounty of South Carolina and
locally on Pinckney Island. With this ex-
hibit, Picture This Gallery wants to honor
the history and elevate the art-form that
surrounds this globally sought after dye,
“the color that seduced the world”.

Mary Hark, one of the contributing
artists offering this comment, “Indigo is a
color that is valued by cultures all over the
world. It is a dye that offers a remarkable
range - from a chalky sky blue to a deep,
ruddy, blue-black. It is a medium that can
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sing with crisp pattern, carry rivers of
fluid marks, or produce a stunning, field
of thick, rich, darkness. I have used this
color for more than 20 years in my studio
practice - its emotional range, its connec-
tion to textile traditions from all over the
world, and its profound beauty continues
to engage my imagination”.

Work by Caren Calafati

Caren Calafati uses a fine art approach
to her watercolor renderings mostly in
varying shades of pure indigo. She works
from her studio, Sea Islands Indigo, on
Hilton Head as well as her studio in New
Hampshire. Here in South Carolina she
has an advantage of charming vistas from
which she draws her inspiration. She
frequently uses a moon image along with

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ocean themes “moonscapes” but her work
is decidedly Sea Island inspired. Using
monochromatic schemes with shades of
color fast indigo on archival papers with
resist techniques she captures the essence
of the Lowcountry with a nod towards its
long history in South Carolina.

Jocelyn Chateauvert began her career
as an artist making jewelry out of paper
and sterling silver. Eventually she had the
desire to work on large-scale projects, so
she began creating installation art 25 years
ago. Her installations are made strictly
of paper that she hand makes from plant
fibers. For this exhibit Chateauvert is of-
fering Jewelry where the paper is infused
with the indigo colors.

Book by Mary Leto

Mary C Leto, a conceptual artist, uses
handmade paper as her primary medium
and vehicle for her artistic expression.
Artists books, sculptures and two dimen-
sional works are created using the texture,
color, opacity or translucency of certain
fibers to convey an idea. Basically self
taught, she became a professional paper
maker after interning in the famed Dieu
Donne Papermill and Gallery in SoHo
NYC, 1996.

Leto has been making paper and art-
ist’s books since 1988, teaching in many
museums, colleges and botanical gardens.
She successfully shows her paper-works
in galleries nationally and many are in-
cluded in important private and public col-
lections and publications.

Capturing Orbs in the Night Sky is
a wordless artist’s book of dyed indigo
handmade paper and various other plant
materials. The book deals with capturing
fleeting moments or memories that barely
come into focus, known or unknown
and then fade into the “blue”. Leto adds,
“Indigo, a favorite color, always reminds
me of the deepest ocean or a moonless sky
when thoughts surface ‘out of the blue’ to
be coddled and polished - silver slivers of
the past shrouded in an attempt to safe-
guard them before slipping away — again”.

Arianne King-Comer earned a BFA in
graphic art with an art history minor from
Howard University. She is now an art con-
sultant, lecturer, teacher and textile artist.

Work by Barbara Miller

King-Comer studied indigo processing
in Nigeria on a United Nations grant and
traveled to Istanbul, Turkey where she
designed boutique denim wear for Mavi
Jeans, USA. She appeared in a PBS docu-
mentary (1999) and a segment of HGTV’s
“Country Style” (2003). Today she works
in collaboration with the North Charleston
Cultural Affairs Office at Heritage House,
a cultural center. She also teaches Yoruba

Patterning in Textile at John C. Campbell
Folk School.

Barbara Miller combines many talents
to achieve amazing award winning
jewelry. Most notably in her creation of a
collar type necklace. Indigo Dreams, one
such necklace combines several disparate
art forms, knitting, wire work and beading
where her love of indigo is evident.

Miller knits stainless steel wire togeth-
er with a massive quantity of indigo gems,
blue kyanite, indigo dyed fresh water
pearls and lapis lazuli to mention a few.
The result is a gorgeous “collar” necklace
many of which can be found in museums,
galleries and gift shops and on lucky own-
ers of these beautiful works of art.

The use of vibrant color which typi-
cally dominates Mira Scott’s works of
Lowcountry subjects is absent in these
rich prints of indigo seeds. Neverthe-
less with her brilliant use of line and her
flair for presenting images of nature, the
absence of color is not noticed. There is
a fresh new uncluttered appreciation and
obvious love of her beloved indigo in this
presentation.

Remembering an admired artist, Anna
Heyward Taylor, an early 20th century
linocut artist who depicted early planta-
tion life including harvesting indigo and
rice, Scott felt that the crisp clean lines of
a linocut could best represent her locally
harvested indigo seed stalks. Working
from her own photos, and experiment-
ing with lighting Scott was able to create
unique shadows cast by the seed pods and
captured these in the prints, elevating and
setting them apart from typical linocuts.

On Saturday Sept, 14,2013, Picture
This Gallery will offer All Things Indigo,
a full day of indigo events which include:
a screening of the documentary “Blue Al-
chemy: Stories of Indigo by Mary Lance”;
Julie Dash’s 1991 Sundance award-
winning movie “Daughters of the Dust”;
an historical presentation on Eliza Lucas
Pinckney by living history interpreter
Peggy Pickett; a papermaking demonstra-
tion by Jocelyn Chateauvert and Mary C.
Leto; a lecture on homeopathic uses of
indigo by Nancy Reed; and a lecture by
Arianne King-Comer.

Picture This Gallery (established in
1985) is a beautiful, large, well-situat-
ed space committed to showing unique
quality works of art. Resident artist Mira
Scott and her partner, photographer Mark

The Bender Gallery is proud to an-
nounce the representation of visionary
sculptor Susan Silver Brown with the
arrival of five of her exquisite cast lead
crystal and bronze sculptures, on view in
the exhibit, Susan Silver Brown, Visionary
Sculptor. Her bold use of color, intricate
detailing and provocative subject matter
yields a body of work that is both visually
stunning and spiritually moving.

Brown began her career at UCLA
as an ancient and African/Oceanic Art
historian. She has always been interested
in mythology, anthropology, and why art
is so essential in society. Her philosophi-
cal studies quickly metamorphosed into a
passion for art. Prior to working in glass,
she had a lucrative 15 year career creating
small scale sculptural wearable art.

An extensive traveler, Brown became
inspired for her body of work while on a
pre-historic cave art expedition to Las-
caux, France amidst cave paintings from

25,000 years ago. The artist considers her
journey of being an artist an “intoxicating-
ly passionate” one and describes her body
of work as “Ethno-Primitive Surrealism”.
It draws heavily on Buddhist thought,
Jungian psychology and shamanism. The
surrealists Chagall and Dali
have been major influ-
ences as well as Georgia
O’Keefe, Frida Kahlo and
Francesco Clemente. With
her art, Brown confronts
our struggle with existence,
temporality, impermanence,
love, and loss. She does this
by interconnecting animal
and man, nature and god
energy.

Between their sheer
beauty and ethereal im-
agery, Brown’s sculptures
are sensuous and thought
provoking. For instance,
Hollow Heart’s Flyaway
depicts interconnected male
and female figures shar-
ing a single hollow heart.
Surrounded by birds which
are symbolic of eternal life,
their countenance is one of
happiness and serenity. On
the back of the sculpture are
two butterflies adorned with
glass eyes, connoting divine
providence and foresight. The base of the
sculpture is a nest of twigs embellished
with bronze leaves.

Celestial Cocoonings is about becom-
ing who you were meant to be in life by
reinventing your history. It consists of a
pair of sculptures made up of two billowy
clear cocoons. Three half bird - half man
figures sit at the base of each cocoon.
Bird-men are a famous motif of Easter Is-
land and further the rebirth imagery of the
work. Birds are twice born; once from the
mother and once from the egg. On top of
each cocoon rests a bust, one male and the
other female. The male wears an elaborate
headdress while the female is bedecked
with jewels and palm fronds. Each figure
is trimmed with flowers and shells and a
bird rests on top of each of their heads.

Brown has lived in the desert south-
west for over 25 years and works out of
her studio in Scottsdale, AZ. The sculp-

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tures, which can take up to
six months to complete, are
made using the lost wax
process which is very similar
to the bronze casting process.
She begins by sculpting a
piece in clay and then makes
a series of molds in which to
cast the crystal. The molds,
which can weigh up to 500
pounds, take special equip-
ment to transport and maneu-
ver into her large kiln. After
casting, each piece is then
cleaned and finished with
painstaking care using dental
equipment, diamond tools
and sandblasting apparatus.

Brown’s work has been
widely exhibited in fine
galleries across the US and
is included in several mu-
seum and private collections
including those of Robin
Williams, Cher, and Michelle
Pfieffer.

The Bender Gallery
focuses on contemporary
glass sculpture and houses
the region’s most extensive
studio glass collection. The
Bender Gallery represents
established internationally
recognized glass artists as
well as promoting the work
of promising emerging artists
in the field of glass.

The artists showcased at
the gallery employ a wide ar-
ray of techniques and styles
in their work.

landscapes embodying the full range of
local color and timeless contrasts, whether
the setting captures the brilliant, warm
colors heralding the arrival of fall in the
North Carolina mountains or the rich
Tuscan countryside dotted with cool blue/
green olive fields in bloom among the
red-earth shades of freshly upturned soil.
Rejecting the term “scene” in reference to
these works, Jameson defines his land-
scapes as “explorations.”

He explores his subject matter in detail,
in the process revealing the mystery and
profound power of nature. The effect is
a literal and sentimental interpretation of
nature; each painting is a reflection of the
dual-relationship between man and nature;

The first gallery show in Columbia, SC,
to feature only encaustic paintings, Tim
Floyd’s Italy, Spain and a Hat Shop in
Charleston will open on Thursday, Aug. 1,
with a reception from 6 -8pm, at City Art
Gallery. A benefit for the Palmetto Health
Children’s Hospital, the opening will
feature images from Floyd’s travels in Italy,
Spain, Charleston and other locales. The
exhibition runs from Aug. 1 to 31,2013.

The love of travel, sketching and encaus-
tic painting coalesced into a body of work
that was years in creating. Doing relatively
quick sketches when sitting at a train station
or in a restaurant, Floyd recorded his travels
while keeping his art-making portable. A
pen, a book and a watercolor set the size of
his hand, were always with him. He always
kept an eye out for unusual found objects
that he stuck in his pocket and later worked
into the painting.

Encaustic pieces are made with bees
wax, resin, and pigment. The wax is heated
and painted onto a panel. “The process is
relatively new,” Floyd joked, “it’s only been
around 2,300 years.” The Egyptians created
the Fayum mummy portraits with this tech-
nique around 300 AD. In the 20th century

notable South Carolina artist, Jasper Johns,
worked in encaustics.

This is the first gallery show in Colum-
bia featuring only encaustic paintings. The
majority of the paintings are of Italy where
Floyd and his wife Carol spent five weeks
touring and staying mostly on farms last
year. Other pieces featured are from Bar-
celona, Charleston, Columbia, Huston, and
the Bahamas.

Floyd, a native South Carolinian, studied
art at the University of South Carolina. He
studied encaustic painting in Asheville, NC.

Floyd chose to benefit Palmetto Health
Children’s Hospital for the sales during the
opening because of his family’s personal
connection. “My daughter’s life was saved
through the care she received there. She has
Muscular Dystrophy and would have died
had it not been for having a hospital in our
community that is dedicated to children.

My latest adventure is woodcarving
and turning, and have spent hours making
pencils, candleholders, paint brush holders
and pen/pencil holders. Most of my work
is rustic, and I like to use all parts of the
wood when I create.”

Phillip Atchley, a native of Pauline,
SC, spent his professional life as a builder.
He first started dabbling in art while serv-
ing in the Army from 1957 to 1960. He
watched a fellow soldier drawing, and
watched his style and technique. Eventu-
ally Atchley tried his hand at painting, but
put his brushes down after returning home
from his overseas duty. He went to work
for Fiske Carter and Able construction
companies before starting his own. He
built many corporate buildings and homes
in the Upstate.

In retirement, Atchley has picked up
paintbrushes to build, on canvas, the im-
ages, shapes, and scenes that catch his in-
terest.

Converse College in Spartanburg,
SC, Offers Works by Kirkland Smith

Converse College in Spartanburg, SC,
will present Nothing Wasted, will present
an exhibition of works created by Kirk-
land Smith, almost entirely from post-
consumer materials collected from friends
and family members, on view in Milliken
Art Gallery, from Aug. 29 through Sept.
26,2013. A Gallery Talk will be offered
on Sept. 5, at 6pm, with a reception to fol-
low at 6:30pm.

The 3-Dimensional items have been
assembled into large representational
“paintings” including portraits of Marilyn
Monroe and Bob Marley. Viewed at close
range, the images are unrecognizable but

Viewers will
identify items that consumers discard dai-
ly: plastic bottle caps, make-up containers,
cell phones, and fast food toys. From a
distance, the Assemblages come into focus
to reveal representational images- primar-
ily portraits.

Smith, a classical painter, began creat-
ing Assemblages when she entered an en-
vironmental art contest and decided to use
post-consumer objects as her “paint”. She
was looking for an evocative way to drive
home the message of the importance of

reducing, reusing, and recycling. Giving
new life to discarded objects, she hopes to
start a conversation and challenge viewers
to consider their consumer habits.

Smith was the People’s Choice winner
during the first Artfields competition held
earlier this year in Lake City, SC, for her
assemblage portrait of the late Steve Jobs,
made out of the very products he helped
create. Using only Apple products, the
image is comprised of pieces and parts of
Macbooks, iPods, iPhones, and micro-pro-
cessing chips (the brain of the computer).

Founded in 1889 and located in the
heart of Spartanburg - home to six colleg-
es and 13,000 college students - Converse
helps women develop the skills necessary
to balance a full life. Converse competes
in NCAA Division II athletics —the high-
est level of any women’s college, is the
only women’s college on the All-Steinway
School roster, and is consistently top
ranked by U.S. News & World Report.

Plates to Pixels is an exhibit of select
photographs taken from Spartanburg
native Ben Nixon’s own extensive col-
lection. It is a unique perspective on the
history of photography, dating from the
1860s, when photos were painstakingly
made with glass plates coated in various
chemical concoctions, to today, when
most photos are digitally taken with smart
phones. Most of the 60-plus photos in the
exhibition were taken by noted profes-
sional photographers.

Among the photographers who have
work in this exhibit are Brit Samuel
Bourne, Frenchmen Jacques Henri Lar-
tique and Elliot Erwitt, and Americans
Edward Curtis, Jerry Uelsmann, and Ansel
Adams. Nixon, a fine art photographer
who is currently relocating from San
Francisco to Asheville, started collect-
ing in 2003. The exhibit spans the early
history of photography from the 1860s to

the present day. It includes examples of
most printing processes used throughout
the medium: tintype, albumen, photogra-
vure, platinum, silver gelatin, c-print, and
pigment.

“This is a personal collection,”
Nixon said. “But it is also very histori-
cal. It traces the different photographic
techniques and processes from the early
days when they smeared photosensitive
chemicals on glass plates to today, when
a digital photo can go viral within a few
minutes. And each example is a work of
art, produced by some of the most famous
photographers in the world.”

In addition to the Plates to Pixels ex-
hibit, a second exhibit will also be in place
during this time: Siblings. Nixon is one of
three creative siblings. His brother John of
Asheville is a collage artist, and his step-
sister Page Davis of Spartanburg paints
in acrylics and draws. All of the siblings
are the children of George Nixon, owner
of Allegra Printing, of the long-standing
commercial printers in the Upstate.

“I feel very honored to have the op-

“My interest in using the pistol as a sub-
ject or theme for my recent artwork is part
of my ongoing search and inquiry into the
nature of our species, human beings,” Acorn
says. The pistol cutouts are a child’s benign
toy and a timely reminder of death, often
too young and always too frequent. Acorn,
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with his signature impeccable craftsman-
ship, has combined brightly colored pistols
to configure a “P”, like the “P” in “My First
Alphabet Book.”

Acorn has constructed icons that might
be found in the proverbial Sunday School
class by framing angel whatnots with pis-
tols. He has tucked pistols into a handmade
quilt to insure the safety and warmth of
home and hearth. Acorn has used the pistols
to touch on many of our American apple pie
ideals, childhood, home, church. The Pistol
Project is accessible, fun, frightening and
sad all at once.

Acorn explains “I do not intend to be a
crusader or missionary on issues regarding
firearms. I do admit, however, to wondering
about the fact that my culture is so enam-
ored with firearms.”

Acorn, after completing a MFA at
Michigan’s Cranbrook Academy of Art
began teaching at Clemson University in
1961. He served as chair of the Art Depart-
ment at Clemson for 21 years, retiring in
1997. Acorn has been an active artist with
many commissions in public buildings
across South Carolina. His latest commis-
sion (2013) is the stunning “Orbital Trio” in
NOMA Square outside the Hyatt on Main
Street, Greenville.

The South Carolina Arts Commission
recognized his efforts as an arts advocate in
South Carolina in 1998 with the Elizabeth

Hickory Museum of Art in Hickory,
NC, Features Work by Larry Heath

The Hickory Museum of Art in Hickory,
NC, is presenting a new exhibition this sum-
mer featuring folk art by former Hickory
resident Larry Heath. Cutting Tin & Cake
will be on view through Oct. 8,2013, in the
Museum’s Gifford, Regal and Windows
Galleries.

HMA acquired ten major sculptures by
Larry Heath in 2012. Added to two pieces
previously donated by the artist, the Mu-
seum now has the opportunity to showcase
and to frame the needed discussion about
the work of this little known, but amazing
artist. Heath created masterful sculptures
from a single piece of flattened metal. He
possessed the conceptual ability to visualize
complex scenes and, from a two dimension-
al sheet, cut and fold the metal to achieve
the third dimension, using only simple hand
tools.

In a 2001 autobiographical article for
VOICES, the annual newsletter of the
North Carolina Folk Art Society, Larry
Heath opened his essay with a stunningly
simple and shocking statement: “I was
born to a woman who did not want me.”
His birthmother bound her belly to conceal
her pregnancy, then turned her son over to
her sister to bring up because the sister was

married and could “explain” his presence.
He was nearly an adult before he learned the
truth. The consequences of his mother’s ac-
tions were serious birth defects that required
many surgeries and many months of hospi-
talization, and the emotional upheavals of
growing up unloved. Heath’s facial defor-
mities had a profound effect on his view of
life, but did not hinder his sharp intellect,
his energy or ambition, his imagination or
unusual grasp of special relations.
In his fifties, after a tumultuous life
and difficult relationships, Heath turned

to constructing elaborate bird houses and
ornamenting them with small tin cutouts.
Metal cutting grew to become an artistic
obsession. The size and complexity soon
included folding the flat, recycled tin to
create three dimensional narrative objects
that stood on their own as sculpture. Heath’s
ability to visualize and plan elaborate, large
scale works, to execute the cutting and fold-
ing, and to finish pieces with burnishing,
chemical or heat treatment or paint made
him a technical craftsman. His creativity
and originality made him an artist.

A fire at the Heath’s home in 2008
destroyed some sculptures and damaged
many. In the ensuing years his former wife
Betty Heath worked to clean and restore the
collection, but nearly all Heath’s work was
affected. Because metal is born in fire, the
ten pieces the Museum acquired in 2012 im-
part the imperative nature of Larry Heath;
his hardships, his creative genius, his love
of nature and children, his search for peace
in his tempestuous world.

Guest curator, Barry Huffman, derived
the title of the show from a quote by the
artist; Heath once said, “Life and art make

great cake.” To accompany the exhibition,
Huffman has chosen several photographs
from the Museum’s archives of Heath work-
ing that demonstrate his creative process.

As a result, individuals who view Wil-
liams’ work will notice she commonly uses
her fingerprint as a starting point; using
digital and hand-on techniques, she trans-
lates it into a porcelain relief piece, with
topographic and architectural structures.
This juxtaposition, using a technological
program to digitally map out ways to ma-
nipulate an ancient, organic material, led her
to a new question of identity: humanity’s
place in a technological world.

A recipient of a Pollock-Krasner Founda-

tion grant and two McKnight Foundation
fellowships, Williams earned an undergrad-
uate degree in Fine Arts and Ceramics in
London, and a master’s degree in ceramics
from Cranbrook Academy of Art in Michi-
gan. After co-founding and co-directing Art
Farm, a nonprofit artist residency program
in Marquette, NE, she taught ceramics at
various universities. She is currently an as-
sistant professor of ceramics and a ceramics
area coordinator at UNC Charlotte. She

The work of 27 potters working
today will be highlighted as well.

“Pottery has been used with food for
centuries in North Carolina,” says curator
Mary Farrell, “and even today many potters
in this state turn out very fine wares that are
still used for food by those who own them.”
Farrell stated that her biggest problem was
that there simply was not enough space to
display all the historical and contemporary
pieces that she wanted to show. The exhibi-
tion does, however, present a small taste of
foodwares that were and are now available
from the potters of this state.

Work by Charlie Tefft

Low-tech interactive gallery guides
available to those viewing the exhibition
are designed to enhance the experience of
museum visitors. The gallery guides have
sections appropriate for adults and for
children.

Reynolda House Museum of
American Art in Winston-Salem,
NC, Features Still Life Paintings

The Reynolda House Museum of
American Art in Winston-Salem, NC,
will present Things Wondrous & Humble:
American Still Life, on view in the Mary
and Charlie Babcock Wing Gallery, from
Aug. 10 through Dec. 8,2013.

Still life paintings make us think about
the objects we love, and this new exhi-
bition will invite visitors to look more
closely at what those objects say about us.
The exhibit will feature treasures from the
Reynolda House collection accompanied
by key loans from museums and private
collections across the state.

“The objects you see in a still life are
often the same types of objects we collect
as souvenirs in daily life,” says Alli-
son Slaby, curator at the museum. “The
treasures we arrange on our coffee tables
and in curio cabinets are signposts of our
travels, avowals of friendships, mementos
of life experiences.”

A still life depicts a purposefully
arranged group of objects, often embed-
ded with hidden meaning about history,
culture, or identity. Still lifes often include
flowers, fruit, or man-made objects like
books and jewelry. While visitors will
see stunning examples of traditional still
life paintings, they will also be invited to
explore non-traditional works of art and
decorative arts from the historic house
collection of Reynolda House.

Works by artists like William Mi-
chael Harnett, Childe Hassam, and
James Peale will be viewed alongside the
rose-engraved silver punchbowl given
to Katharine Reynolds by her husband,
R.J., on their fourth wedding anniversary.
Prints by Jasper Johns and Claes Olden-
burg will be mounted alongside historic,
etched-crystal basket vases, and an iconic
work by John James Audubon will lend
perspective to a porcelain hummingbird
sculpture by Dorothy Doughty.

Slaby says the museum chose some un-
conventional objects for Things Wondrous

& Humble as an interesting juxtaposition
to the traditional still lifes and to further
explore our fascination with symbolism.

“This exhibition is not only visually
compelling and rich with meaning, but I
think visitors will enjoy discovering the
secrets that these objects tell,” she says.
“What do our objects say about our per-
sonality, our history, and what is important
to us?”

fishing village and from Laos, document-
ing a clean water project. The second
exhibit is work by 2013 graduates of the
studio programs at Salem College, Wake
Forest University, and WSSU.

Brown is showing color photographs
called BOAT BOTTOMS from Playas del
Coco, Costa Rica. Playas del Coco is an
old fishing village on the North Pacific
coast of Costa Rica. As Brown relates:
“Fishing is now depleted except for the
sportsman. Many skiffs line the 1 /4 mile
beach, some not moved in years while
others are in and out of the water on a
daily basis. Usually in the early morn-
ing or late afternoon light I captured my
boat bottoms. The image of the tree, titled
As Above, So Below, was shot near Lake
Arenal, Costa Rica.”

In addition, Brown is showing pho-
tographs from Laos, PDR called The
Forgotten Country. He explains: “During
2010 and 2011, I spent considerable time
in Laos, PDR, working with an Australian
Non Government Organization, NGO,
named Abundant Water. The mission

was to bring clean water to the northern
section of Laos. This is one of the poorest
areas of the world. The method was to
teach local potters to make and fire water
filters from clay and coffee grounds and
show villages how to do this on their own
to continue the process. My function as a
photographer was to document this effort
using stills and video to help with fund
raising back in Australia. These images
are a part of my personal work while in
Laos.

Brown says, “A footnote on Laos,
PDR. During the Vietham War massive
aerial bombardment against the Pathet
Laos and NVA forces was carried out by
the United States to prevent the collapse
of the Lao central government and to
prevent the use of the Ho Chi Minh Trail
by the Viet Cong to supply the south.
Laos was hit by an average of one B-52
bomb load every 8 minutes, 24 hours a
day, between 1964 and 1973. US bomb-
ers dropped more ordnance on Laos in
this period than was dropped during the
whole of World War II. Of the 260 million
bombs that rained down, some 80 million
failed to explode and a great percentage
are still in the ground....”as above, so
below....”

Ty Brown (Tyrie) received his BS
in Advertising/Photojournalism at the
University of Kansas in 1972 and studied
at the Kansas City Art Institute. The past
37 years include work in film production,
NYC, photojournalism in Kansas City, 24
years as publisher, photographer of Homes
& Land Magazine of the High South,
Boone, NC, and 2 years as adjunct faculty
at Appalachian State, technical photog-
raphy department, mid-nineties. He has
been shooting large format black& white
since 1990, digital color work since 2008.
After spending most of 2010 and 2011 in
Laos PDR doing video and photography
for an Australian NGO, he now resides in
Winston-Salem, NC.

New Elements Gallery in Wilmington,
NC, is presenting Good as Gold; 50 Years
of Painting by Robert Irwin, on view
through Aug. 20, 2013.

A retrospective look at North Carolina
artist Robert Irwin, the exhibition is com-
prised of works throughout the span of his
years as a painter. Considered one of the
leading regional artists in the state, Irwin
offers a style and vision that is uniquely
his own. Frequently selecting strong, vi-
brant colors applied with aggressive brush
strokes, his work offers an energy and im-
mediacy that is forceful and dynamic.

Paradoxically, these same pieces can
suggest a solitude and introspection that
demands contemplation. He distills his

environment to its essence; superfluous
information is eliminated. Pencil drawings
lay out the foundation of his composition,
applied over acrylic washes of color, and
often the viewer is allowed to enjoy the
structural elements of his painting.

“I am a painter’s painter,” Irwin once
remarked. When asked to elaborate, he
explained that other artists who painted
appreciated his technique. It was his
choice to alternate between his controlled
“left brain” pieces and the loose, abstract-
ed “right brain” paintings, though favoring
the latter.

painter as well as a “no holds barred”
autobiography. Subjects range from archi-
tectural studies, particularly the industrial
side of Raleigh, NC, and coastal imagery
influenced by his years living in Beaufort,
NC.

Irwin has enjoyed a varied career in
many creative disciplines in addition to
painting. These include photographer,
illustrator; teacher, museum designer, fur-
niture manufacturer, sculptor and author.
He received his undergraduate degree
from the University of Georgia and a MA
from NC State in 1977. There he studied
under Joe Cox and George Bireline, both
who became lifelong friends and mentors
to Irwin. The artist learned to compensate
for his problems with ADD (attention defi-
cit disorder), though he was not diagnosed
until he the age of forty.

Now approaching seventy, Irwin is
fighting an even more formidable battle
with Parkinson’s. He was officially diag-
nosed three years ago, but doctors suggest
he has probably been afflicted for a sig-

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nificantly longer period of time, perhaps
as long as fifteen years. Irwin was forced
to retire from painting, but did not become
inactive. He has been a cycling trainer and
coach for the Marine Corp’s Wounded
Warrior project since 2008, first at Camp
Lejeune and more recently at Quantico.

Irwin has also participated in numerous
Road 2 Recovery rallies, a non-profit or-
ganization also assisting recovering active
duty service members and veterans with
mental and physical rehabilitation while
raising awareness for these amazing men
and women. Just as the publication of 40
Years was a thank you to his mentors and
a way of paying forward those following
him, Irwin’s work with Wounded Warriors
and Road 2 Recovery shows his selfless
desire to help others, continuing his life-
long commitment to give back.

Accounts will present half a dozen
select artist books by Maureen Cummins,
made over the past twenty years, includ-
ing new works created within the past
year and during her residency at Artspace.

Work by Maureen Cummins

Cummins released a new limited edi-
tion artist book, Accounting, in 2012. In it,
she incorporated antique business ledgers
into many of the works to connect human
accounts with financial ones. She uses this
framework to tell stories about oppressive
economic systems with original, first-
person testimonies.

Cummins’ artist books are strongly
influenced by her interest in books,
history, and the social construction of
knowledge. She often works with found
printed matter, making use of original
photographs, documents, and everyday
ephemera to create new meanings. In her
words, “I employ beauty—in the form of
sensuous material, compelling imagery,
and centuries-old craft techniques—to draw
the reader/viewer in to histories that are
painful and difficult.”

While at Artspace, Cummins will work
on a new, limited-edition book, entitled
Bestiary that will explore the relation-
ship between “autistic” and “artistic.”

The book will incorporate, with her own
words, drawings and collages, drawings
and stories by her son Quinn, who is on
the autism spectrum. Bestiary will also
investigate the experience of being viewed
as different, strange, or exotic.

Cummins graduated from Cooper
Union, New York, NY, with a BFA in
1985. She has produced over 30 book edi-
tions and has worked from California to
the Eastern Arctic. She received a Pol-
lock-Krasner grant in 2009, the Pyramic
Atlantic Book Fair Critics Award in 2008
for Anatomy of Insanity, and received a
special opportunity grant from the New
York State Council of the Arts to study
with Master Binder Daniel Kelm in 2007.
Her experience with teaching and work-
ing residencies is international and deep,
and Artspace is thrilled to host her this
summer.

Artspace Artists Association member JJ
Jiang exhibits a small selection of his draw-
ings and watercolors of the human figure

in the Upfront Gallery in his exhibition
Figurative Works. He has chosen the work
with care from pieces he has created over
the past decade. Connecting figure study
with its long history in art, Jiang delved
into drawing and painting the human form
because he had not yet mastered it in his
professional training.

Jiang’s work coincides with a na-
tional rise in interest in the past decade
of strengthening the ability to classically
represent the human form, resulting in real-
ist ateliers, including that of Stephen Early,
based in Philadelphia, PA, at the Studio
Incamminati, and Robert Liberace, based in
Alexandria, VA. Both Early and Liberace
will visit Artspace to teach workshops in
2013.

Artspace and Jiang both host live
figure drawing sessions on a regular basis.
Artspace hosts life drawing every Tues-
day night from 7:30 to 10pm. Jiang hosts
it at his studio, the Village Art Circle, in
downtown Cary, each Monday from 12:30
to 3:30pm. For more info, visit (www.vil-
lageartcircle.com).

Jiang was born in China, and trained as
an architect and architectural historian with
professional degrees from both the US and
China. He practiced architecture and taught
architectural design and history. He is a
signature member of the Watercolor Society
of North Carolina and is a juried member
of Artspace Artists Association in Raleigh.
Jiang currently resides both in Cary and
Oriental, NC, the state he regards as full of
natural wonders and inspiration.

Regional Emerging Artist-in-Residence
(REAR) Nsenga Knight will exhibit her
work in a solo exhibition, Ritual and Revo-
lution, as a conclusion of her six-month
residency at Artspace. This concept-driven
artist explores abstraction and conceptual
art in a range of media as they inform and
coincide with traditional Islamic Art. Knight
is interested in how Muslim art and culture
can be misrepresented and misunderstood in
Western culture, and she uses photography,
drawing, painting, performance and video
to explore the ways.

Knight’s work explores concepts includ-
ing unity in multiplicity, repetition, and
transformation of forms. An identical twin,
Knight developed an interest in multiples
that appear similar but have distinctions.
The seriality expresses itself with systems,
like those made historic by Conceptual
American artist Sol Lewitt (1928 —2007).

Knight used her residency to continue
working on her Last Rite project, which
is “an interdisciplinary visual art project
whose narrative pivots between Malcom
X’s pilgrimage to Mecca in 1964 (his
fulfillment of his last religious duty) and his
funeral rites — the final ritual regarding his
physical presence on earth.”

In a series of new drawings, Knight
stencils words excerpted from the book Hajj
(The Pilgrimage) by Dr. Ali Shariati. She
layers the quotes and produces each set in a
series of four, painted in oil stick and mixed
media. The order of text, and direction it is

written in, follows a system. One layer is
top to bottom, left to right, with every other
line going upside down; another layer is in
a circular direction. In one series of four,
the first layer of text is painted in white, and
the next layer in black; in another series,
the first layer is black, the next layer white.
In one evocative iteration, the first layer is
black, and the next layer is done with olive
oil, so the stenciled letters are partially
transparent and take some of the black oil
paint from the first layer of words.

Among the quotes are “as a butterfly
who encircles the candle until it burns, its
ashes are gone with the wind, disappear-
ing in love and dying in light.” Whether
the words quote the Koran itself or Shari-
ati’s text, the language demonstrates the
complexity and beauty inherent in Islamic
culture, and ways in which contemporary
visual art can help others learn more about
it.

Knight has a MFA in Photography and
Cinema Studies from the University of
Pennsylvania and a BA in Film Production
from Howard University. Her recent exhibi-
tions include The First Year, Galveston Arts
Center, Galveston, TX, Muslim Voices of
Philadelphia, International House, Phila-

delphia, PA, and Reading with Jamal Cyrus,
New Museum, New York, NY.

Hillsborough Gallery of Arts in Hills-
borough, NC, will present IMAGINED,
featuring works by Michelle Yellin,, Alice
Levinson, O’Neal Jones, and Pam Isne,
on view from Aug. 26 through Sept. 22,
2013.

The exhibit IMAGINED is the collab-
orative effort of four artists, each working
in a different medium and each approach-
ing their materials and their creative
process in a unique way. The result is a
visually rich and conceptually intriguing
mix of images, objects, techniques, and
ideas.

Work by O’Neal Jones

O’Neal Jones, master woodworker
uses traditional wood joinery techniques
in the construction of his furniture and
wall art. To these traditional techniques he
has added shoji panel design. The shoji,
wooden panels backed by paper or fabric
are strengthened with kumiko, small inter-
woven lattice slats.

Jones explains, “I use the kumiko
construction process as a palette of shape
and image possibilities. Drawing inspira-
tion from nature and music, my goal with
every shoji design is to portray an image
as simply as possible while maintaining
the shoji structural integrity. With this
directive of simplicity, I am able to use the
least amount of well chosen woods with
the greatest amount of impact. Being an
outdoor person and avid hiker has shaped
my belief that the best use for wood is a
tree, yet it is also my choice of material
with which to design and build. It is with
this reverence for the material that I work
toward making the most of this precious
resource after it comes to the shop.”

Work by Pam Isner

Pam Isner creates unique glass as-
semblages, using surprising found and
repurposed glass. Describing her process
of creating her magical works she writes:
“A Simple idea surfaces. Fleeting glimps-
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es of images form, But how to capture
them? Imagination, we all have one. The
task is how to tap into it. Being a literal
type, I start often with the likeness of a
creature and end up elevating it with an
encrustation of adornments imagined and
executed in real time. I may never capture
those images that come and go so quickly,
but alchemy between the essence of things
imagined and the beautiful glass I work
with often result in something new and
surprising. I like surprises.”

Work by Michele Yellin

Michele Yellin’s animated, fanciful
paintings are rich in narrative. Work-
ing primarily in acrylic and watercolor,
Yellin’s warm, vibrant canvases are win-
dows to an imagined universe of people,
animals, and places, familiar, but not quite
known.

Yellin explains, “When I create art, |
make images of a world imagined. It’s not
that I am not interested in what lays before
me, but rather I am more interested in
showing what is not obvious, or perhaps,
not even there. Is what I create imagined
and made up? Sometimes. Moreover,
since I can perceive only so much due
to my limited senses, I am not entirely
sure that what I create is purely made up
or, perhaps, is real on some other level. I
imagine, I do the work, and the imagined
images become real on the surface of the
canvas.”

Alice Levinson uses a range of tradi-
tional surface design techniques in creat-
ing her non-traditional cloth constructions.
Her work process is intuitive and encour-
ages spontaneity and experimentation.

Levinson explains, “I am the daughter
of a master seamstress and granddaugh-
ter of a tailor. Perhaps that explains my
affinity to working with cloth, needle and
thread. I am drawn to the tactile nature of
fabric and find delight in its hand. I ex-
periment freely with dye, paint, and print-
ing techniques to create cloth complex in
texture and rich in visual interest. I am by
nature an observer of people and the natu-
ral world. These observations lead to mus-

ings, scribbled phrases, gestural sketches.
These suggest themes, visual motifs, a
palette. I reach for the cloth and then the
magic begins. As I begin to handle the
materials and work the cloth, image, line,
pattern find their way through my hands
into the work in a remarkable way.”

“My task is to stay open and respon-
sive to the ‘voice’ of the cloth and allow
the creative flow,” continues Levinson.
“This is not easy, but is always satisfying.
The time for critical review, re-direction,
and editing will come later. My primary
task as an artist is to honor and facilitate
this process led by the materials and my
intuitive response to them. For me this is
the hallmark of art-making. The process
is primary. The outcome is secondary.
Some people call this the ‘playfulness’
of artmaking. Most children are natural
artists, engaging with their environment in
a free, non-judging i.e., creative manner.
For the rest of us, the work is learning to
relinquish the habit of critical thinking. An
exercise I endorse and one I continue to
practice.”

and penny press. Woodville was born of a
prominent Baltimore family and trained in
Disseldorf, Germany. He conducted much of
his professional career in Germany, France,
and Great Britain. This is the first monographic
Woodville exhibition since 1967. It premiered
at The Walters Art Museum, which organized
the exhibition, earlier this year. The exhibition
includes 15 of Woodville’s 16 known paint-
ings, several of which have never been on
view, as well as prints, illustrated books, and
other related works of art to place his career in
historical context.

the American glass industry. Such companies
as Boston & Sandwich Glass Company in
Sandwich, MA; Steuben Glass Works in Corn-
ing, NY; and Libbey Glass Company in Toledo,
OH, began operation and soon developed
notable reputations for producing fashionable
wares that were coveted by many middle- and
upper-class consumers. "American Glass"
showcases objects by these and other Ameri-
can glass companies, illustrating the variety

of forms and styles that prevailed during this
period. Glass-manufacturing techniques will be
another focus of the exhibition, with represen-
tative examples of pressed, cut, blown, and
molded glass. Nearly all of the works on view
are from The Mint Museum’s permanent col-
lection of glass, which is second in size only

to the ceramics collection in the museum’s

The exhibit
explores the designs of three major Parisian
designers with selections from The Mint Mu-
seum’s Fashion Collection, which celebrates its
40th anniversary this year. French fashion has
long been and continues to form the foundation
of global designs. Christian Dior (1905-1957)
established Paris as the center of the world of
modern haute couture. In the late 1940s, Dior’s
“New Look” fashions presented small, nipped-in
waistlines above full skirts which emphasized
the bust and hips in these silhouettes. He
selected extravagant fabrics for his dresses
and gowns, and his designs soon captured

the attention of prominent clients from around
the world. His innovations and designs, for de-
cades thereafter, influenced women'’s fashions
and the designers who created them. Known
for the elegance and movement of his formal
designs, Pierre Balmain (1914-1982) created
fine, slim silhouettes for his tailored suits. Even
today, Balmain’s vintage gowns are highly
sought after by fashionistas across the globe.
Yves Saint Laurent (1936-2008) is recognized
as one of the greatest names in fashion history,
called “the most consistently celebrated and
influential designer of the past twenty years” by
fashion historian Caroline Rennolds Milbank.
He was among the first to present ready-to-
wear designs, including his famous tuxedo suits
for women that became a symbol of fashion-
able ease. His formal and evening fashions

as well as tailored suits display his talent and
ability to create impressive directions in the
world of haute couture and luxury fashion.

Columbia Museum of Art, Main & Hampton
Streets, Columbia. Through Sept. 1 - "Found

in Translation: The Art of Steven Naifeh". The
CMA organized the first retrospective museum
exhibition of SC artist Steven Naifeh’s paintings
and sculpture. The exhibition features 26 large-
scale works of modern art, which reflect Naifeh’s
personal taste, preferences and attitudes about
geometric abstraction. In his art, Naifeh achieves
a synthesis of West and East as well as old and
new, a blending of cultures recognized early on
in the art he made here in America. His work
represents universal harmony and attains this
geometric symmetry beautifully with intellectual
discipline, rigorous skill and authentic joy in the
process of communication. Found in Translation
is destined to inspire the community and open
doors to understanding cultures beyond our own.
It shows visitors that what we share culturally is
perhaps greater than what separates us. Abstract
art, like Naifeh’s work, is capable of expressing
complex ideas like unity and continuity. This exhi-
bition is presented through the generosity of Mrs.
Joyce Martin Hampton, The Hilliard Family Foun-
dation and Dr. Gregory J. Wych.

8 - "Figures and Forms: The Glass Sculpture

of Rick Beck". Similar to a magician, artist Rick
Beck makes us look closely at what we thought
we saw, only to see something different than
expected, and become surprised, delighted and
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amazed. In his first one-person exhibition at the
CMA, Beck shows figures and forms sure to cap-
ture the imaginations of visitors of all ages. Beck
creates his glass sculptures using clay forms to
create a silicone mold for recycled glass, which is
fired to 1650 degrees Fahrenheit. As the molten
glass takes the shape of the mold, it can take
anywhere from a couple of weeks to a couple of
months to cool to room temperature. Diamond
blades shape the sculptures, and their surfaces
appear rough and unpolished. That is intentional.
“l want light and color to pass through, but | want
you to be looking at the form and the color, not

at what'’s pretty inside of it,” Beck said. Light and
color passing through the sculpture-instead of
being on the surface only-can fool the eye and

its interpretation of an object’s position in space.
Gallery 15, Through Aug. 11 - "Picasso: Master
Prints". This small, but luxurious exhibition is a
rare opportunity for South Carolinians to marvel
at the graphic work of one of the 20th century’s
greatest artists up close. As an artist, Picasso is
hardly in need of introduction. He was arguably
the most influential painter, sculptor and print-
maker of the 20th century. Included in Picasso:
Master Prints is a portfolio of 10 color pochoirs
made in the early 1920s and selections from Pi-
casso’s best-known etchings, The Vollard Suite.
“Pochoir” is French for silkscreen. This type of
print, rarely made today, was once very popular.
The process is time-consuming and demanding:
for each color, a stencil is made and color is hand
applied with a soft brush. This gives the effect

of the print looking more like an actual painting.
The prints in the exhibition mimic a series of
gouache paintings that Picasso made in 1919-
1920 in France. This show is presented through
the generosity of Ms. Ann Marie Stieritz and Mr.
John B. Carran. Interactive Education Gallery,
Through Aug. 11 - "Geometric Visions". Inspired
by the exhibition "Found In Translation: The Art of
Steven Naifeh," Eau Claire community members,
CMA Passport to Art participants and CMA Spring
Workshop students created paper and tile mosa-
ics based on the concepts of simple geometry.
BB&T Focus Gallery, Ongoing - "Southern
Traditions," will showcase the richness and
diversity of the Museum’s collection of furniture,
ceramics, silver, basketry, sculpture and paintings
by artists native to, or active in, South Carolina
and its surrounding states. Among the works on
view will be fine silver made by Charleston and
Columbia silversmiths; a sweet grass basket by
Mary Jackson (SC, born 1945); wood carvings by
Edgar Alexander McKillop (NC, 1879-1950); and
paintings by Charles Fraser (SC, 1782-1860),
Xanthus Russell Smith (SC, 1839-1929), William
Harrison Scarborough (SC, 1812-1871), William
Aiken Walker (SC, 1838-1921), among others.
Community Gallery, Through Sept. 8 - "ONE

x 100: Creating Within Constraints". This is not a
typical community gallery exhibition. The pieces
in "ONEx100" all fit within a 1x1x1 foot space
and demonstrate enthusiasm for contemporary,
minimalist or conceptual art practices. Artists
were encouraged to find freedom within limita-
tions and create within constraints. Galleries 5 &
6, Ongoing - "Modern & Contemporary Art from
the Collection". Celebrating some of the CMA’s
greatest hits, this exhibition features over 30
paintings, drawings, photographs and sculptures
from the Museum’s collection that have not been
on view recently. It offers the visitor experiences
both serious and sensual and is designed to both
entertain and enlighten. Notable works included
are by Jasper Johns, Howard Thomas, Sally
Mann and Edward Ruscha, whose famous image
of the Hollywood Hills (on view) has become a
staple of the art world. Ray Taylor Fair Gallery,
Ongoing - Featuring a new and permanent
installation of its ancient art collection. The instal-
lation includes approximately 50 objects that
introduce the major ancient civilizations from the
Mediterranean and Near East. Examples of the
earliest form of writing from 12th century B.C.
Mesopotamia, are shown next to Egyptian scar-
abs and Greek painted vessels. The world of the
ancient Romans is represented by 2nd century
glass and bronze items and portrait sculpture.
Many of these works have not been seen since
the Museum moved to its location on Main Street
in 1998. The collection has grown over the last
several years with the donation of 12 fine Roman
sculptures in 2002 from Pennsylvania collector
Dr. Robert Y. Turner. Admission: Yes, but there
