     On our cover is a work by Tim French, 
which is part of the exhibition, Face To 
Fayetteville Works in Progress, featuring 
portraits by Tim French, on view at the 
Arts Council of Fayetteville/Cumberland 
County’s The Arts Center’s Main Gallery, in 
Fayetteville, NC, from Aug. 2 - 31, 2024.

This exhibit explores what one can 
learn about the image-making process when 
examining works before they’re finished. 
The public gets to be a part of the process 
and witness “Pentimenti” - details that the 
artist changes before finishing the work.

Scrolling, Scrolling, Still Scrolling

      I get these e-mails, mostly from arts 
councils, where they pack everything into 
it, including the kitchen sink, but they are 
always short on information. They buy these 
programs on a monthly basis, so they figure 
they should use them, over and over again, to 
get their money’s worth. Some use Constant 
Contact, some Mail Chimp, and Moosend, 
Brevo (which says it’s free, but nothing is 
free) and then there’s one called Mailgun, 
which makes me think of a sawed-off shot-
gun or scatter-gun way of sending out mail. 
     I know the second I’ve gotten one when 
I go to scroll down the e-mail and it jumps 
back up to the beginning, as it hasn’t down-
loaded the whole e-mail yet. We play this 
game of me trying to see more and it just 
keeps jumping back - again and again. And, 
then when it’s all loaded, you might as well 
start your lunch break at your desk, as it’s 
going to go on and on.
      Arts Councils can be involved in a lot 
of different areas of the arts, classes come 
first, then all the performing arts items, then 
fundraising and a call for volunteers, then it’s 

photos of their last event (which you missed, 
but you’re going to see enough photos, as if 
you had been there), then it’s a note from the 
director, and eventually as you get towards 
the bottom comes some info about the visual 
arts, first it’s about the exhibit which ended 
yesterday, then an unnamed photo of artwork 
(which could be from that exhibit, an upcom-
ing exhibit, or one some artist has applied 
for), and finally it’s info about the reception 
for the next exhibit.
     Nine times out of ten, there will be no be-
ginning or ending date for this exhibit, a few 
words about who will be in the exhibit, and a 
photo of someone’s art with words plastered 
over it. 
     But, you’re not done yet as they’ll take a 
few more stabs at the classes being offered 
and maybe a graphic showing where they are 
in their latest fundraising goal. 
     So what have I learned during my time of 
scrolling? I know there is going to be another 
reception for an art exhibit, which I won’t 
be going to. And, after a search of the arts 
council’s website - I’ve only confirmed the 
reception date and time. There’s no more info 
there than in the e-mail. 
     So, because this is my job, or at least a part 
which takes up a lot of my time, I reply to the 
e-mail asking for the beginning and ending 
dates of the exhibit and if there is a press 
release which goes with this exhibit and do 
they have any high res images of artworks 
which will be in that exhibit? Usually, I never 
hear anything back as these mass e-mail seem 
to travel on a one-way highway. They go out, 
but no replies are ever answered.
     Well, that’s not true, some are answered 
telling me how rude I am. Don’t you know 
it’s rude to ask for complete information? 
My e-mail replies seem to carry an attitude 
with them. Some even end up in a break-up, 
where I’m told to never contact them again,

In 2018, we began our partnership with student bodies and witnessed firsthand how even 
small engagements can bring big results. In part thanks to our voter registration and GOTV 
efforts, the student voter turnout at CalArts (California Institute for the Arts) increased by 
43.8% from the previous midterm election, helping to flip two red Congressional districts 
blue.

In 2020, we took our efforts nationwide. We forged partnerships with art schools through-
out the country with the goal of inspiring students to vote through a series of hugely popular 
online artist talks with internationally renowned artists including Laura Owens, Christina 
Quarles, Lauren Halsey, Amir Fallah, and Ruben Ochoa. We used our online platform to 
encourage civic engagement and provided students with practical information about how, 
why, and where to vote.

Artists 4 Democracy has also built expansive and ongoing partnerships with grassroots 
organizations across the country, including ADVICE, Walk the Walk, Phone Banking with 
Artists, Swing Left, and Vote Nevada.

As we approach the elections of 2024, we do so with a renewed sense of urgency. The push 
for anti-democratic legislation at the local and state level, paired with the rollback of per-
sonal freedoms and privacy laws surrounding abortion, make it even more imperative that 
we mobilize people, especially young folks and first-time voters. This year, we are partnering 
with colleges, universities, and community organizations in California, Nevada, and other 
key states to get out the vote. Through hands-on art workshops, we combine voter educa-
tion with creative, engaging activities—everything from zine-making to tote bag stenciling.

As a multilateral network, the art community is uniquely poised to instigate change. Artists 
have the potential to reach a broad section of people across the country, and share skills 
suited to providing a creative approach to the pressing issues of climate change, income 
and gender inequality, healthcare, criminal justice, and voting rights. Artists 4 Democracy 
believes that by fostering this sense of empowerment in young artists, they will use their 
creativity to become active forces for positive political and social change.

It is said that when you experi-
ence Eifert’s work, you are reminded that 
art is not conceived in a moment, but is the 
result of decades of study, hours of practice, 
trial and error, and passion that pours forth 
in her work.
     For Eifert, the world of horses has played 
a major role for the past sixty years. Born 
in Lynchburg, VA, in 1932, Eifert began to 
ride at the age of six. On Pearl Harbor day, 
Dec. 7, 1941, after taking riding lessons 
and attending lectures and a clinic given by 
Capt. Vladimir S. Littauer she rode in one 
of her first horse shows. According to the 
artist, “From then on whenever there was 
an opportunity she hunted with the Bedford 
County Hounds and showed her horse in 
local horse shows”.
      After graduating from high school Eifert 
went to Penn Hall in Chambersburg, PA, 
and majored in Art History. It was there 
that she gained experience riding under 
the coaching of Fritz Kleeman who taught 
Littauer’s method. During this time, after

schooling everyday, Eifert showed in 
inter-collegiate shows, hunted with Plunket 
Stewart’s Cheshire Hounds and rode in the 
Harrisburg National.

     Using a unique process of batiking, 
Robin Ford creates scenes from nature on 
fabric. Describing her process she says, 
“Technically, batik is painting with wax on 
fabric, then dyeing the fabric. Where wax is 
applied seals the color under it; as beginning 
on white fabric, all the wax lines will be 
white. Next, the fabric is dyed the lightest 
color; air dried; then, wax is painted where 
this color is desired. This is the process fol-
lowed for each color in the painting.  After 
all the colors are waxed & dyed then the 
wax is removed and the fabric is attached to 
a blank canvas and offset in a shadow-box 
frame for viewing.”

     The American Folk Art in Asheville, 
NC, will present Against the Grain: Kent 
Ambler & Doug Frati, on view from Aug. 
7 - 28, 2024. A reception will be held on 
Aug. 9, from 5-8pm.
     As the old adage goes, you ought to 
write what you know. For Doug Frati 
and Kent Ambler, the thought-process 
behind the artwork they create is much 
the same and the two men have quite a bit 
in common besides their chosen substrate 
of wood. Both have built truly beautiful 
lives for themselves, in which they pursue 
their artistic passions surrounded by lush 
forests full of wildlife and draw inspira-
tion from the natural scenes around them. 
“Against the Grain” celebrates the ever-
popular work of these two kindred spirits: 
the striking wood carvings of Doug Frati 
and the richly layered woodblock prints of 
Kent Ambler. 
     Maine native Doug Frati resides on 
his family homestead in a rural town on 
the banks of the Sebasticook River. When

for basic living, as a means of shelter or pro-
tection. Pieces of Egyptian furniture from 
around 2500 BC survive as literal examples 
of man’s ability to create objects of beauty 
from wood. Being one of Appalachia’s 
indigenous resources, trees formed items 
for the early settlers of this region, such 
as tables, chairs, bowls, coopered barrels, 
as well as wagons and homes. Over time, 
woodwork transitioned into a leisure activ-
ity through whittling and carving. 
      This free event not only educates the 
public on the rigors and talent that goes into 
woodworking, but serves the mission of the 
Guild in preserving a longtime culture and 
heritage.

he returned to the then long-abandoned 
farm in his adulthood, Frati set to work 
restoring the place, giving it new life 
and connecting with his family’s past in 
the process. The barn that used to house 
livestock became his studio, imparting 

some of its soul to each of his creations. 
His current work is a direct reflection of 
where and how he lives. Many of his carv-
ings are made of old wood salvaged from 
antique objects, broken and lost to barns 
and attics. One of his neighbors even 
operates a small sawmill, supplying Frati 
with custom lumber from time to time. 
     On 12 acres just outside of Greenville, 
SC, our resident woodblock printer Kent 
Ambler finds inspiration in the woods and 
wildlife that surround his home, but also 
in his beloved animals, his lovely wife, 
and their beautiful yard. From the time 
he was a boy, Ambler has spent his spare 
time on artistic pursuits, and there was 
never any question what he would end 
up doing with his life. In college, he was 
introduced to printmaking and discov-
ered an innate feel for the art. Carving a 
separate block for each of his ink colors, 
Ambler’s lush woodblock prints are built 
by one layer of color at a time. Once he is 
finished printing his numbered series, Am-
bler will cut up his woodblocks and create 
abstract assemblies with the pieces. 
     Featuring woodblock prints, relief 

carvings, carved headboards and chests, 
and abstract woodblock assemblages, join 
us in the gallery to celebrate two kindred 
spirits of our folk art family: Doug Frati 
and Kent Ambler!

      The exhibition, Founder’s Vision: The 
Private Collection of Barbara Babcock 
Millhouse will open in the Mary and Charlie 
Babcock Wing Gallery at Reynolda House 
Museum of American Art in Winston-
Salem, NC, on Aug. 24, and will be on 
view through Dec. 15, 2024. The exhibition 
features works of art from the personal col-
lection of the founder of Reynolda House 
Museum of American Art.

society.”
      “This evolution is familiar to lovers of 
20th-century art, but Founder’s Vision is 
distinguished by refracting the story through 
the lens of one collector who came early to 
the appreciation and advocacy of American 
art in the mid-1960s,” he added. “Barbara 
Millhouse brought the same discernment to 
her own collection that she brought to the 
development of Reynolda House Museum 
of American Art, but she could take greater 
risks in buying for her own environment. 
We guarantee there will be many, many 
surprises.”
      The granddaughter of tobacco industrial-
ist R.J. Reynolds and his wife Katharine, 
Barbara Babcock Millhouse dedicated her 
family home in 1967 to become what is 
now Reynolda House Museum of American 
Art. With ambitions of inspiring the people 
of North Carolina to love her grandparents’ 
home even more than her family had for the 
previous half-century, she worked to fulfill 
this pledge, first with a sterling inaugural 
collection of American paintings and later 
with a succession of major gifts, collec-
tively representing what may be the greatest 
gift of fine art in state history. The Reynolda 
collection was described by art historian 
John Wilmerding (1938–2024), then deputy 
director of the National Gallery of Art, as

the “finest concentration of American art 
south of Washington, DC.”
     Millhouse received an education in art 
history at Smith College in Massachusetts 
and interior design at Parsons School of 
Design in New York City, then made her 
primary home in Manhattan. She attended 
gallery openings and museum exhibitions 
and gained a third aesthetic education in the 
high-stakes art market when New York was 
indisputably the center of the modern art 
world. Born in 1934, Millhouse currently 
divides her time between Manhattan and 
Winston-Salem.
      “At different times on her journey of col-
lecting American art, Barbara was a sleuth, 
a scholar, a student, and, occasionally, even 
a gambler. She relied as much on her own 
eye as on the advice of experts in the field,” 
said Allison Perkins, executive director for 
Reynolda House and Wake Forest Univer-
sity associate provost for Reynolda House 
& Reynolda Gardens. “She wasn’t the first 
to redirect attention to American makers 
and American themes, but she was early—
to North Carolina’s everlasting benefit.”
     When acquiring works for Reynolda 
House, she planned for perpetuity, selecting 
paintings she believed would come to be 
accepted as iconic works by future genera-
tions of Americans. For her private collec-
tion, she was moved by personal inspiration 
and a marked adventurousness. Founder’s 
Vision celebrates her dedication to Ameri-
can art with an exhibition drawn from

     The patinaed surfaces Brian’s work re-
veal an aged or weathered look on a modern 
design. He finds the juxtaposition of present 

achieving fame, virtue signaling, fitting 
in, standing out, etc. For many of us, our 
identities are shaped by our relationships. 
Some of us move fluidly between commu-
nities while others are immobile. Some are 
defined by a sense of place while others are 
happily disconnected.”
     “What if you were to find yourself identi-
fied in a public work as part of something 
that perhaps you never fully understood or 
came face-to-face with before? How would 

that change the way you understand your 
own identity? How would that redefine your 
concept of the local community that you 
claim?” 
     “The work I intend to create to ex-
plore these themes will be a series of 40 
portraits,” adds French. “Each portrait 
will depict a resident of Fayetteville. The 
subject of each portrait will represent a 
demographically, psychographically, and 
economically identifiable group of ~5,000 
people within the 200,000+ residents of 
Fayetteville. These portraits will be created 
as a series to be viewed in a public space. 
Limited information about the people in the 
portraits will be provided to an exhibition 
designer who will have to intuit relation-
ships between the portraits as they relate to 
each other and to the space in which they’ll 
be exhibited. Visitors to the exhibit will re-
ceive a guide that explains the intentions of 
the work as well as information about each 
portrait including what groups of people in 
Fayetteville they’re meant to represent and 
how those groups statistically relate to the 
whole without revealing the actual identity 
of the people in the portraits.”
      Why Fayetteville? 
     French says, “Fayetteville is, in my opin-
ion, one of the best places to be the focus of 
this work. Its residents have deep, multi-
generational roots in this city. Its residents 
are only here for a short time. Its residents 
have come, moved away and returned many 
times. People here came here against their 
will. People here relocated to be close to 
family. There are folks who have relocated

all over the world but still call this place 
home. There are people who of all places 
have lived here the longest but will tell you 
they’re really from somewhere else.”
     “Fayetteville’s identity as a group of 
people is not very easily summed up. Look-
ing only at the numbers is an accurate way 
to try to grasp it,” adds French. “But the 
numbers alone don’t reveal the complexity 
with which Fayetteville’s residents relate 
to this place. When someone tells you that 
they’re from New York City, it conjures a 
very specific but broadly applicable and 
clear identity. But if you tell someone from 
New York City that you’re from Fayette-
ville, they’ll likely not know what that 
means - even in a very broad sense. If you 
tell someone from Raleigh that you’re from 
here then you’re met with a specific kind 
of reaction. Fayetteville is a city with an 
identity in flux.”

      The Craven Allen Gallery & House of 
Frames in Durham, NC, is presenting Ben 
Bridgers Roadside Attractions, on view 
through Sept. 7, 2024.
      Ben Bridgers’ work explores “magic, 
mystery and the perversity of nature,” 
while his process stays rooted in classical 
materials and methods. He has maintained 
an active studio practice for more than 30 
years, while continuing his career as an art 
educator and museum professional. He cur-
rently works at the North Carolina Museum 
of Art as the Manager of Park Collection 
and Exhibitions.
      Bridgers’ earliest influences were the 
underground scenes of skateboarding and 
punk music. “Skateboarding in the 1980’s 
was raw, illegal, and generally, unaccepted,” 
says Bridgers. “As a teenager, I would oc-
casionally ditch school, go skate, and spend 
part of my day at the local art museum, to 
wander the galleries.  At the time I wasn’t 
familiar with art history, but those paintings 
were more interesting than anything else 
going on.” 

University of Redlands in California before 
returning to North Carolina in 2012.
     Bridgers taught studio courses at the 
University of Georgia from 1996-2002 
including a 2001 term at the University’s 
Studies Abroad Program in Cortona, Italy.  
From 2002- 2004, Bridgers taught as a 
Visiting Professor of Art at the University 
of Wyoming (Laramie) and then went on 
to teach and lead the Painting and Drawing 
curriculum at the University of Redlands 
(Redlands, CA), where he earned tenure as 
an Associate Professor of Art. He has main-
tained an active studio practice for over 30 
years and exhibited his work in galleries 
and museums across the United States. His 
work is held in public and private collec-
tions throughout the United States, Italy, 
and Japan.
      Bridgers offered the following state-
ment, “My painting practice involves time; 
and the realization that this curious alchemy 
– paint on brush, paint on canvas, paint on 
paint, continues to hold me, anchored to 
the process. In the studio where my head 
spins and my heart beats, I root around in 
ideas and images from my own experience. 
The themes include mind wanderings, 
sensations noticed, feelings remembered – 
transitory events that have shaken my sense 
of home – revealing loss, love, and obses-
sion. My work looks to both representation 
and non-representation, for a middle ground 
that is imagined, observed, and formed. The 
dark wells in my paintings are held open by 
the hopeful threads from painting to paint-
ing, each one revealing a new world to help 
make the next and so on. The process, as 
Philip Guston said, “…seems like an impos-
sibility, with only a sign now and then of its 
own light.”
      Currently, Bridgers works out of his 
home studio in Durham, NC. On occasion 
he continues to teach painting and drawing

     Eventually, through his younger years 
and into formal education, these influences 
merged with a greater understanding of 
art and art history. The result is expertly 
rendered scenes of gritty and twisted subject 
matter. Each painting features forms that 
seem almost recognizable, but the composi-
tions follow only their own surreal internal 
logic. Objects are rendered with detail and 
technique reminiscent of the old masters, 
making use of dramatic light and shadow.
     Bridgers sees his work as an explora-
tion of “transitory events such as home, 
landscape, migration, love, loss, absence, 
and how these themes relate to the natural 
compulsion to continue.”
     Bridgers grew up in the rural farm-
ing community of Pilot, NC.  He earned 
an MFA in Painting and Drawing from 
the University of Georgia’s Lamar Dodd 
School of Art in Athens, GA, and studied 
and taught at the university’s campus in 
Cortona, Italy. He was an Associate Profes-

     Horse & Buggy Press and Friends in 
Durham, NC, is presenting two exhibits 
including: Summer Stories: Encaustic 
Paintings & Mixed Media Collages, featur-
ing works by Carol Retsch-Bogart, on view 
in the Main Gallery Wall, through Sept. 28, 
2024, and Meditations on the Alphabet:

     Retsch-Bogart finds a surprising link 
between her former career as a therapist 
and her current art practice. Key to both is 
an appreciation of the many layers of life. 
People’s lives are textured by their past, 
present, and future with the complicated 
nuances of feelings, experiences, hopes, and 
fears.
     Working in collage involves the blending 
of layers of paper, fabric, and color from a 
variety of mediums. Working in wax allows 
for layers to be exposed, hidden, revealed or 
even partially scraped away. The thera-
peutic process is similar as people only 
gradually reveal their authentic selves to the 
world. Most satisfying to Retsch-Bogart is 
finding the hidden beauty in the depth and 
juxtaposition of the elements. She embraces 
the unplanned accidents of spilled paint, 
torn paper, or unintended embedded ele-
ments which suddenly become an essential 
part of the piece. So it is with people, the 
surprises and sudden realizations become 
part of the integrated self.

     Meditations on the Alphabet: Forty Years 
of Explorations within Sacred Geometry, 
features works by Steven Ferlauto.
      Ferlauto’s exhibit on Sacred Geometry 
has shape shifted into the back gallery and 
includes a collaboration with Spoonflower, 
who came through in a wonderful way 
with creating wallpaper of his studies of the 
underpinning geometry of the capital letters 
of the Roman Alphabet.

After studying architecture at 
the New Bauhaus in Chicago from 1946-1949, 
he received his graduate degree from Illinois 
Institute of Technology in 1952. The following 
year, he began working for architectural firm 
Skidmore, Owings and Merrill when Roger 
Milliken hired them to design Milliken’s new 
research facility in Spartanburg. Upon realizing 
Krisel was also a sculptor, Milliken hired him to 
design the spray fountain outside of the facility 
which functions as a recycler of air conditioning 
water. He then went on to design the Trident 
Fountain located outside of the Papadopoulos 
building on Wofford College’s campus.

Presenting a se-
lection of sculptures and works on paper from 
the Bechtler Museum’s permanent collection, 
this intimate exhibition offers a focused look 
at the artist’s pioneering and varied practice. 
Renowned for his monumental sculptures, 
Chillida also created domestically-scaled 
sculptures, drawings, collages, and prints, 
examples of which will be on view. Together 
these works illustrate the great influence that 
Chillida’s upbringing in the Basque region of 
Spain and his early training in architecture had 
on his unique artistic vision, and demonstrate 
his enduring exploration of space, light, form, 
and material. Through Aug. 9 - ”Alyson Shotz: 
Coalescence”. Blurring the boundaries be-
tween art and science, American artist Alyson 
Shotz (born 1964) is widely acclaimed for her 
sculptures and installations that use synthetic 
materials such as glass, mirrors, plastic, and 
stainless steel to harness intangible forces of 
the natural world like gravity, space, and light. 
On loan from the Bank of America Collec-
tion, this single-work installation is a dazzling 
sculpture made of glass beads and wire that 
hangs from the ceiling, “Coalescence” (2006)  
resembles a hovering cloud, a massive spider 
web glistening with morning dew, or a cluster 
of atoms magnified to monumental scale. Its 
open form challenges traditional notions of 
sculpture as grounded, solid, or weighty, and 
reveals Shotz’s abiding interest in perception: 
calling attention to the relationship between an 
artwork, the viewer, and the space they share. 
Ongoing - The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art 
is named after the family of Andreas Bechtler, 
a Charlotte resident and native of Switzerland 
who assembled and inherited a collection of 
more than 1,400 artworks created by major 
figures of 20th-century modernism and donated 
it to the public trust.

Years". The Delhom Service League (DSL) 
provided a half-century of generous support 
and impactful initiatives to The Mint Museum, 
helping to fund the acquisition of more than 200 
works of art in the Mint’s collection. The Delhom 
Service League: 50 Golden Years celebrates the 
Delhom Service League’s enthusiastic support 
for the Mint by proudly displaying significant 
works funded or gifted by the affiliate group, 
plus selected publications, photographs and 
other memorabilia. In 2022, the Delhom Service 
League made the difficult decision to dissolve as 
a Mint affiliate. The league nevertheless remains 
an indelible part of the Mint’s history, and its 
many contributions rightly deserve the museum’s 
never-ending recognition and gratitude. In 1965, 
The Mint Museum purchased the exceptional col-
lection of British, European, and Asian ceramics 
from Chicago collector M. Mellanay Delhom. Two 
years later, once the museum finished building a 
new wing that included a large gallery to display 
her holdings, Miss Delhom - as she preferred 
to be called - began offering weekly classes, 
open to the public, to discuss the works on view. 
Ongoing - "The Cole Family: A Dynasty of North 
Carolina Potters". From crocks, jars, and jugs 
to pitchers, candleholders, and vases, “turning 
pots” is one of the oldest and richest craft tradi-
tions in North Carolina. For more than 200 years, 
members of the Cole family have been potting 
in central North Carolina — Randolph, Moore, 
Lee, and Montgomery counties. Six generations 
of Coles, and no fewer than 18 individuals, are 
represented in The Mint Museum’s permanent 
collection. More than 60 highlights of their wares 
are included in the installation “The Cole Fam-
ily: A Dynasty of North Carolina Potters”. One 
reason for its long-term success is that making 
pottery has so often been a family tradition in the 
state. Fathers taught the art of forming, glazing, 
and firing clay objects to their sons, and in later 
generations also to daughters, who in turn taught 
their children, and so on through the decades. 
These family dynasties not only helped to keep 
the potting craft alive, but ensured continuity 
in techniques and craftsmanship, as well as 
introduced artistic innovations in succeeding 
generations. “The Cole Family: A Dynasty of 
North Carolina Potters” presents a visual history 
of “turned pots” and the family that helped turn 
North Carolina into one of America’s centers 
for handmade, traditional pottery. Bridges and 
Levine Galleries, Ongoing - "Contemporary 
British Studio Ceramics: The Grainer Collection". 
Focused on the collection of Diane and Marc 
Grainer, this installation is a survey of contem-
porary British studio ceramics. Comprising 
functional and sculptural objects made between 
the 1980s and today, the show features work 
by artists either born or residing in Great Britain, 
including established “contemporary classics” like 
Gordon Baldwin and Rupert Spira, and cutting-
edge ceramicists such as Julian Stair and Kate 

Malone.  Several recently-gifted works from the 
Grainers are included. Alexander, Spangler, 
and Harris Galleries, Ongoing - "Portals to the 
Past: British Ceramics 1675 - 1825". The Mint 
Museum’s collection of eighteenth-century British 
pottery and porcelain is widely respected for its 
scope and quality. The collection numbers over 
2,000 objects and includes important examples 
of both salt-glazed and dry-bodied stoneware 
from Staffordshire; tin-glazed earthenware from 
Bristol, Liverpool, and London; and cream-
colored earthenware from Derbyshire, Stafford-
shire, and Yorkshire. Notable eighteenth-century 
porcelain factories represented include Chelsea, 
Bow, and Vauxhall in London, Longton Hall in 
Staffordshire, Worcester, Bristol, and others. 
Individual works in the collection are exceptional 
because of their rarity, craftsmanship, prov-
enance, or as representative examples of particu-
lar types or methods of production or decoration. 
Ongoing - "American Glass". The nineteenth 
and early twentieth centuries represented a time 
of extraordinary growth for the American glass 
industry. Such companies as Boston & Sandwich 
Glass Company in Sandwich, MA; Steuben 
Glass Works in Corning, NY; and Libbey Glass 
Company in Toledo, OH, began operation and 
soon developed notable reputations for produc-
ing fashionable wares that were coveted by many 
middle- and upper-class consumers. "American 
Glass" showcases objects by these and other 
American glass companies, illustrating the variety 
of forms and styles that prevailed during this 
period. Glass-manufacturing techniques will be 
another focus of the exhibition, with representa-
tive examples of pressed, cut, blown, and molded 
glass. Nearly all of the works on view are from 
The Mint Museum’s permanent collection of 
glass, which is second in size only to the ceram-
ics collection in the museum’s Decorative Arts 
holdings. Ongoing - "Arts of Africa". The African 
continent is remarkable in its geographic, social, 
political, and cultural diversity. This impressive 
diversity is reflected in the visual arts through a 
variety of media and forms including ceramics, 
masks, textiles, sculptures, prestige staffs, and 
shrines.

"Deep River" (2013) and "Visitation: The Rich-
mond Project" (2001), with a selection of free-
standing tableaux and works on paper from his 
acclaimed "Kin" series (2008–2011) and "Spell 
Suite" (2019–2020), as well as the premiere 
presentation of his forthcoming "Card Pieces 
II".

"Still I Rise: The Black 
Experience at Reynolda" examines the lives of 
the Black women and men who helped shape 
Reynolda as it evolved from a Jim Crow era work-
ing estate into a museum for American art. East 
Bedroom Sleeping Porch, Ongoing - Featuring 
a condensed version of the fall 2023 exhibition 
“Smith & Libby: Two Rings, Seven Months, One 
Bullet”. This semi-permanent exhibition presents 
a fascinating look at an unsolved shooting that 
rocked the Reynolda estate and made national 
headlines in 1932. Like most family homes, 
Reynolda House witnessed its share of tragedies, 
none more shocking than the death by gunshot 
of Zachary Smith (“Smith”) Reynolds, youngest 
child of R.J. and Katharine Smith Reynolds. Soon 
after midnight on July 6, 1932, Smith was shot on 
a sleeping porch at the family’s country estate. 
Smith died later that morning. Smith’s wife Libby 
Holman and Smith’s childhood friend and sec-
retary Albert “Ab” Walker wre ultimately charged 
with first-degree murder. In a stunning reversal, 
the case was dropped before coming to trial. To 
this day, it is not known whether Smith Reynolds, 
20-year-old heir and renowned aviator, died by 
suicide, accident or murder.
