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     Andrew Chapman’s metal work con-
tinues a centuries old tradition in metal 
in the most modern of ways and will be 
presented at Kalā Gallery in Morganton, 
NC, on view through Sept. 30, 2013.
     The three ingredients of fire, metal and 
creative vision combine at the hands of 
Chapman to create works of metal artistry. 
Traditional blacksmithing techniques us-
ing hammer and anvil and artistic vision, 
deeply rooted in modern sculpture, work 
together in each of Chapman’s handcraft-
ed works. He moves and molds the metal 
to his vision, making all imaginable.

and as a featured smith during regional 
blacksmithing conference.
