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first made a piece of functional art which 
his wife allowed to “move into the house”. 
From that first piece, his work has contin-
ued to grown and evolve.  Zawistowski 
never strays far from the organic, nature 
inspired, curves and lines he experiences 
around him everyday. As an artist he takes 
pride in making pieces which do not at-

tempt to replicate nature but rather reflect 
its essence. The fluid forms of nature are 
used as inspiration, working to reflect 
them in the design of each piece.

     Baardsen retired from Carteret Com-
munity College in 2009, after ten years 
as Director of Learning Resources for the 
college. She is currently working on a web 

book entitled, Odyssey: Mapping Life’s 
Adventures. The book includes tales from 
their travels on Tropic Moon, as well as 
photographs, maps, digital art, and paint-
ings used to illustrate her stories.
