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of a Barbadian chattel house, constructed 
in participation with the American Col-
lege of the Building Arts. Chattel houses, 
designed to be moved, allowed itinerant 
workers to relocate between different 
plantations and farms on Barbados ac-
cording to the seasonal need, availability 
of work, or even if a dispute with their 
employer warranted it. Traditionally made 
of wood and assembled without nails, a 
chattel house could be folded in upon it-
self and then carted to its next destination. 
     The City Gallery at Waterfront Park, 
owned by the City of Charleston and 

operated by the City of Charleston Office 
of Cultural Affairs, is a tangible resource 
and reliable venue for displaying the finest 
contemporary art from local, regional, na-
tional and international artists, stimulating 
discussion and dialogue among audiences.
