     The College of Charleston in Charleston, 
SC,  is presenting Something To Take My 
Place: The Art of Lonnie Holley, on view at 
the Halsey Institute of Contemporary Art, 
through Oct. 10, 2015.   
     The Halsey Institute has organized a 
multi-faceted showcase of American artist 
and musician Lonnie Holley. The com-
prehensive project features a residency, 
exhibition, video, concert, and monographic 
catalogue. This exhibition is Holley’s first 
solo museum exhibition since 1994. The 
exhibition will feature a selection of the 
artist’s assemblage works since the early 
1990s, with an emphasis on recent work. 
For the residency, Lonnie Holley will create 
works on site, as well as visit with several 
K-12 school groups and College of Charles-
ton classes. 
     The exhibition will feature a selection of 
40 works on loan from the artist, collec-
tor William Arnett, and the Atlanta-based, 
Souls Grown Deep Foundation. Holley 
incorporates natural and man-made objects, 
already imbued with cultural and artistic 
associations, into narrative sculptures that 
commemorate places, people, and events. 
These objects “speak” to Holley, unleashing 
his creative imagination. Holley believes 
that art and life are in constant need of 
renewal so he transforms objects that have 
been discarded or appear worn and gives 
them new life. According to catalogue 
essayist Leslie Umberger, “Like many 
traditional practices and folkways, his 
work functions to keep people alive in his 
memory and map his own existence in rela-
tion to theirs. It is deeply autobiographical, 
but encompasses other planes-the conjoined 
stories of African Americans and all people 
born into legacies of struggle and oppres-
sion; personal history as American history.”
     Everything Holley creates is spontaneous 
and improvisational. Editing and repur-
posing are an integral part of his creative 
method. He presents concepts poeti-
cally, utilizing memory and storytelling to 

catalyze thought. The power of Holley’s 
work derives from the multiple associa-
tions brought forth by new juxtapositions 
and innovative combinations of familiar 
objects. These collisions excite the faculties 
of memory and meaning in the viewer. His 
works offer a trace of one artist’s raw and 
honest attempt to turn a thought into a thing.
      A believer in the constant renewal 
of art and life, as well as the rebirth and 
transformation of seemingly everyday or 
discarded objects, Holley’s own life story is 
its own personal renaissance. Born one of 
twenty-seven children by the same mother 
in Birmingham, AL; he remembers being 
traded for a bottle of whiskey at a young 
age. A collector of found objects since 
his childhood, it wasn’t until the death of 
his two nieces from a house fire in 1979, 
that his artistic career began to take shape. 
Intending to use carved sandstone and 
everyday kitchen tools as tombstones for 
the girls, Holley’s creative career began as 
he reworked large pieces of sandstones. 
Collectors and museum directors began 
taking note of Holley’s evolving artistic 
output, and many of his pieces are a part of 
collections of museums such as the Whitney 
Museum of American Art, the Metropoli-
tan Museum of Art, and the Smithsonian 
Institution.
      Ever poetic about his artwork and stories 
drawn from his own life experiences, Hol-
ley has also been a prolific and eclectic 
musician, touring internationally for many 
years. Holley has been making and record-
ing music privately since the early 1980s, 
mostly on keyboards and with recording 
devices he sourced from flea markets and 
thrift stores. He made his first professional 
recordings in a makeshift recording studio 
in a church in Gee’s Bend, AL, in 2006. In 
2010, he went back into the studio to record 
what would be his debut album, Just Before 
Music, which came out in 2012. In 2013, his 
follow-up record, Keeping a Record of It,

was released. Both albums were released on 
the Dust to Digital label. 
     Holley’s records made many critics Top 
10 lists, including those of the Chicago Sun 
Times (#2) and the Washington Post (#4). 
The Vinyl Factory, a magazine devoted to 
writing and covering music released on that 
medium, named Holley’s two records the 
best vinyl releases of the year. His music 
has been featured in Mojo, Pitchfork, NPR 
Music, New York Times, The Fader, The 
Wire Magazine, Washington Post, and many 
others. He continues to perform live and 
record as often as possible.
     The Halsey Institute commissioned ac-
claimed videographer John David Reynolds 
to create a mini- documentary about Lonnie 
Holley. In the video, the artist talks about 
his creative process, his artistic inspirations, 
and his hopes for the future.
     To accompany the exhibition, the Halsey 
Institute has published the first monograph 
of Lonnie Holley’s work. The catalogue 

contains essays by Mark Sloan, director and 
chief curator of the Halsey Institute of Con-
temporary Art; Leslie Umberger, the curator 
of Folk and Self-taught Art at the Smithso-
nian American Art Museum; Bernard Her-
man, Distinguished Professor of Folklore at 
the University of North Carolina at Chapel 
Hill; and an “as-told-to” autobiography by 
noted oral historian Theodore Rosengarten. 
The publication contains reproductions of 
over 70 of Holley’s assemblage works and 
provides a comprehensive overview of Hol-
ley’s art, life, and philosophy. With photo-
graphs by John Bentham, the book was de-
signed by award-winning graphic designer 
Gil Shuler, and edited by Mark Sloan. The 
catalogue will be distributed internationally 
by D.A.P. (Distributed Art Publishers).

     Redux Contemporary Art Center in 
Charleston, SC, is presenting A Monk 
Texting, featuring work by Derek G. Larson 
and Marc Mitchel, on view through Oct. 17, 
2015.
      The exhibit is a visual exploration in 
response to the popularity of fitness trackers 
and web data collection by Google, as well 
as other companies. 
     Larson and Mitchell willingly became 
their own sample set, collecting personal-
ized data from their daily activities (such as 
number of steps taken, hours slept, calories 
burned, and time spent on the internet) via 
Fitbits. The catalyst for the project was the 
history of autobiography in the studio prac-
tice of artists, especially Philip Guston’s 
1973 artwork “Painting, Smoking, Eating,” 
which chronicled the artist’s daily routines. 
Larson and Mitchell have created autobio-
graphical artworks specific to data sets that 
can then be combined and hung side-by-
side to represent a given daily activity. With 
their studios 900 miles apart, this project 
became an ascetic/aesthetic exchange of 
data and a devout practice in communica-
tion with someone not present.
     Regardless of age, gender, ethnicity, or 
profession, our days are driven by a reliance 
on digital surveillance. With the influx of af-

fordable consumer-based central processing 
units (CPUs), individuals can now “plug-
in” 24 hours a day. Now more than ever we 
rely on computers, sensors, and software for 
professional and personal well-being. Posts 
on social media outlets not only share our 
thoughts with the world but also shape our 
cyber-profile; every time we post a location 
via Foursquare, swipe a credit card, input a 
Google search, or send an e-mail, we create 
a footprint that is tracked. Whether we like 
it or not, our digital data is being collected, 
aggregated and synthesized.

     McCurry has been one of the most iconic 
figures in contemporary photography for 
more than 30 years. Born in Philadelphia, 
PA, McCurry studied cinematography 
at Pennsylvania State University, before 
going to work for a newspaper. After two 
years, McCurry made his first of what 
would become many trips to India. Travel-
ing with little more than a bag of clothes and 
film, he made his way across the subconti-
nent, exploring the country with his camera.
     It was after several months of travel that 
he crossed the border into Pakistan. In a 
small village he met a group of refugees 
from Afghanistan, who smuggled him 
across the border into their country, just 
as the Russian invasion was closing the 
country to Western journalists. Emerging 
in traditional dress, with full beard and 
weather-worn features after months embed-
ded with the Mujahideen, McCurry made 
his way over the Pakistan border with his 
film sewn into his clothes. McCurry’s im-
ages were among the first to show the world 
the brutality of the Russian invasion.
     Since then, McCurry has gone on to cre-
ate unforgettable images over six continents 
and numerous countries. His body of work 
spans conflicts, vanishing cultures, ancient 
traditions and contemporary culture alike - 
yet always retains the human element that 
made his celebrated image of the Afghan 
Girl such a powerful image.
     He has been recognized with some of the 
most prestigious awards including the Rob-
ert Capa Gold Medal, National Press Pho-
tographers Award, and an unprecedented 
four first prize awards from the World Press 

Photo contest amongst dozens of others.

     USC-Aiken in Aiken, SC, is present-
ing The Spaces Between Fact and Fiction, 
featuring a solo exhibition of narrative 
paintings by Harriet Marshall Goode, on 
view in the USC-Aiken Etherredge Center, 
through Sept. 30, 2015. 
      Goode offered the following artist’s 
statement, “I’ve lived and painted a long 
time, and gathered a lot of information for 
my art. Sometimes a personal experience 
becomes the foundation for a painting, 
although just as often, the idea is purely ran-
dom. But the figurative works are usually 
narrative, each painting telling a story about 
some of that thick and thin stuff life doles 
out with regularity. To help tell the story, I 
often use metaphors and symbols, which 
are pretty simple, not really meant to be 
arcane; rather, they are tools to help deliver 
the content.”
      Some of the metaphors relate to the 
condition of women who find themselves 
in situations they find unacceptable, but 
they choose to remain.  Chickens – flight-
less birds – for example, have become my 
metaphor for that situation. Conversely, a 
bird perched on the outstretched arm of a 
woman, can represent the opportunity to fly 
free.”

of manipulation,” says Goode.

      “In paintings with several figures, one 
might be in the care of an older woman; 
however, some have no features to identify 
them as young or old.” 
      “A less obvious metaphor is using the 
position of the figures, the relationship of 
one to the others to tell the story….close 
and loving, at odds with each other, one 
looking on from a safe distance….nega-
tive space is powerful. There are also those 
paintings where I express the pure joy of 
being a happy woman.”  
      “The titles usually come last, often from 
lines in short stories I manipulate to fit my 
own purposes. My intention is to inspire 
the viewer to create his or her own personal 
story.”
     Rock Hill, SC, native, Harriet Marshall 
Goode has always been a painter and crafts 
enthusiast. Even as a young child, she was 
allowed to paint on her bedroom walls. 
She attended Converse College in the ‘50s, 
studied with William Halsey in Charleston, 
SC, and later studied briefly at Silvermine 
in New Canaan, CT. Once she moved back 
to Rock Hill, she began taking courses at 
Winthrop University. Goode was given 
an honorary Bachelor of Fine Arts from 
Winthrop in 2007 on the occasion of a 50-
year retrospective exhibition and her 70th 
birthday.
      A pioneer in downtown Rock Hill in the 
early 1980s when most of the storefronts 
were vacant, Goode rented a dilapidated 
building on Main Street and set up her 
painting studio. Soon, she was joined by 
another artist and a year later the Rock Hill 
Arts Council relocated right across the street 
in the former US Post Office, now The Get-
tys Art Center.
      Goode’s first Main Street studio became 
a gathering place for other artists where they 
often painted together, sharing the expense 
of a model. Too, she taught classes in faux 
paint finishes when that was a popular wall 
and furniture treatment. And at one time,

she and her daughter had a children’s furni-
ture business, “Jolly Folly Kid Stuff” where 
they painted furniture, hand crafted rocking 
animals and other children’s accessories, all 
in coordinated colors.
     Goode’s fine art medium was watercolor 
in the ‘80s and she successfully competed 
nationally, gaining recognition and awards 
in the National Watercolor Society, the 
American Watercolor Society and other 
national and state competitions. In the mid 
90s, her concentration changed to acrylic 
and oil.
     Goode’s studio moved 4 times on Main 
Street. The last move was to the historic 
Peoples National Bank building in 2001, 
where she and her husband have their fifth 
floor residence and a roof terrace. She also 
had a commercial gallery in that space for 
7 years, where people could see art for sale 
displayed in a residential environment.
     Goode has been recognized by Converse 
College with the Career Achievement 
Award, Winthrop University’s Medal of 
Honor in the Arts, The Arts Council of York 
County’s Volunteer of the Year Award and 
The Culture and Heritage award as Keeper 
of the Culture. Her work has been featured 
in national and regional magazines, in 
books, on the cover of 2 CDs, on SCETV 
and area newspapers.
     Since the early 1990s, Goode has had 
solo exhibitions in commercial, college and 
university galleries. Her work is owned 
by The State Museum, Converse College, 
Winthrop University, The Museum of 
York County, other institutions, commer-
cial spaces and private collections in this 
country and abroad. She is represented by 
galleries in South Carolina, North Carolina, 
Florida and Tennessee.

     if ART Gallery in Columbia, SC, is 
presenting Peter Lenzo: New Works 2013 - 
2015, on view through Sept. 12, 2015. 
     Wim Roefs, owner of if ART Gallery 
offered the following essay entitled Peter 
Lenzo’s Second Wind.
     “Maybe we could come up with some-
thing that conveys my newfound second 
wind and the fact that the work is all new,” 
Peter Lenzo wrote in a June text message 
about the title for the current exhibition. 
He was responding to the suggested title, 
New Works 2013 – 2015. He didn’t object 
strongly to the suggestion but seemed to 
think we could do better. “I will think on it,” 
he wrote.
      That didn’t happen – or, rather, if it did, 
the results were not revealed. “New Works” 
is, indeed, as over-used as it appears un-
imaginative. While it beats the pretentious 
or quasi-meaningful-but-truly-meaningless 
titles that burden many art exhibitions, 
“New Works” often communicates an 
absence of any attempt to capture in a short 
phrase the, or an, essential component of an 
exhibition.
      Except that for Lenzo’s current exhibi-
tion, that title does capture an essential 
component. That would be the very fact, no 
doubt surprising to many, that Peter Lenzo 
not only is producing new work but is doing 
so to the extent that a solo exhibition is in 
order, even required – and that there’s so 
much new work that bragging about it has 
its place. 

     New Work!
     By Peter Lenzo!
     Really?
     Really! 

     Not that Lenzo didn’t make any new 
work over the past few years, but his output 
was modest and infrequent. A life increas-
ingly dominated by bi-weekly seizures and 
the bruised and battered body parts that 

result from them cut into his production. 
So did the side effects of his medication, 
memory loss, headaches and the gen-
eral tiresomeness of an existence heavily 
dependent on others and in large part spent 
in recovery, in bed and in a general state 
of inconvenience punctuated by protective 
head gear, a cane and leg braces.
      Lenzo himself had developed a sense 
of resignation and low long-term expecta-
tions, at times reflecting on whether life in 
his state was worth it and musing about the 
small number of old epileptics populating 
the earth. The title of a 2013 sculpture in the 
current show, Maybe Two More Years, cap-
tured his state of mind. Titles of not-much-
older works such as Left For Dead, Suicide 
or Beat To Shit Then Die didn’t exactly ooze 
optimism, either. Nor did Near The End

     At the same time, there were Old Skool 
Krispy Kream, Hanging With My Family or 
Half A Brain, Still Going Strong, titles that 
suggested resilience and a life not without 
joy. Still, “how’s Peter doing,” the question 
often asked in my gallery, usually comes 
with worried looks and body language indi-
cating the anticipation of bad news. For the 
longest time, the news seldom was great. At 
best, it was not ungood.
     That has changed. Since April 2014, Len-
zo has had six seizures rather than the 30 or 
more he would have had prior to that for a 
comparable period. He is physically much 
stronger. He looks great. He’s more alert 
than he has been in a decade. Rather than 
counting the low number of old epileptics, 
he jokes about playing basketball with his 
son, even though one would advise against 
that. There are still severe issues, such as 
back pain, poor sleep and milder manifesta-
tions of everything that ailed Lenzo before. 
But nine months in Detroit last year to help 
his mom regroup after his dad had died put 
Lenzo under new medical care. Different 
medication, including high CBD hemp 
oil, new treatments, physical therapy and a 
dramatic reduction of opiate painkillers has 
done wonders.  
      And so the vast majority of the two-doz-
en sculptures in Peter Lenzo: New Works 
2013 – 2015 were produced in 2015. The 
sheer amount of post-Detroit work shows 
the “second wind” Lenzo was hoping to 
relate in the exhibition title.
     Lenzo’s vastly improved health has had 
an impact on his work. The ability to pro-
duce more, and with more control, allows 
him to explore a wider range of approaches 
to his typical, heavily adorned ceramic 
heads steeped in the Southern face jug tradi-
tion. Much of his production is facilitated 
by Lenzo’s friend and colleague-in-clay Ed 
Bryan, who throws the basic, blank forms 
that give Lenzo the starting point for his 
work. “Ed has been inundating me, and that 
does two things. First, it makes me wonder 
how I am going to use the forms. Second, it 
has really motivated me to make more. I can 
still throw a little but not nearly as well as I 
used to. It’s something I have lost, so I have 
a lot of respect for it. When I used to throw 
them myself, and a couple of them dried 
out, I figured I could replace them. But now 
they are more precious.”
       Because of better control, many of 
Lenzo’s recent ceramic heads look more 
“regular,” more precise, even though he 
makes sure to leave facial proportions 
slightly off. He’s been making more torso 
pieces or figures from the waist up instead 
of limiting himself to heads, as he had in re-
cent years. “Ed brought a bunch of cylinder 
forms, so that got me to make more of the 
torso pieces.”
     Lenzo now puts more ceramic shards and 
fewer whole objects in and on his sculp-
tures, in part to be less obvious about their 
symbolic narratives. The origins of many 
shards – say, from his parents’ home – still 
give them the autobiographical quality

typical of his work, but viewers have to dig 
deeper to understand and focus more on 
form and shape to appreciate the sculptures. 
And Lenzo has to make them aesthetically 
compelling because he can’t rely solely on 
objects to tell the story.
      “I really like those shards,” Lenzo says. 
That he used them more long ago occurred 
to him during an exhibition earlier this year 
of ceramic heads he made in 2000–2002 
with his then very young son Joe. “The 
older pieces were nothing but shards. When 
it’s a shard, it loses history for most people, 
but I think the broken pieces tell the same 
story. Harder to decipher, but in some ways 
much richer.”
      In other ways, too, much of Lenzo’s cur-
rent work is sparser. No longer does he have 
to put everything in only a few sculptures, 
telling the whole story at once. “When I 
wasn’t making that much, I was spending 
more time on them and put much more stuff

on them. It came out of scarcity. Now I al-
low myself to look at a piece and decide that 
it really doesn’t need much more. I think of 
my work as autobiographical, like a journal. 
If you only get one page per month to write 
a journal, you have to put a lot of stuff on 
that page.”
     His father’s ashes are a recurring auto-
biographical element in the new work. As 
he has done, and still does, with the ashes of 
his friend Jim Steven and his dog Sammie, 
Lenzo mixes them in slip, stains and glazes. 
This creates different surfaces and evocative 
aesthetics and, Lenzo says, takes the place 
of storing memories. “They replace my 
missing memory. I really like having those 
pieces around the house.  I like having my 
dad around. There’s my friend Jim. You can 
actually see them. I think it’s a much more 
respectful way of storing ashes than in some 
overpriced jar.”
      “And the ashes fit the pieces. One of 
the pieces with dad’s ashes also has a little 
clay guy that my daughter Rox made when 
she was five. The shards come from one 
of the small plates that became my dad’s 
go-to eating plates when he didn’t have a 
big appetite in his last few years. My mom 
dropped one.”
      Because his new enthusiasm, coupled 
with higher energy levels, has caused him to 
search through vast amounts of stuff stored 
a long time ago and untouched since, Lenzo 
is using objects and materials he hasn’t seen 
in years. Discovering dried up chunks of 
low-fire glazes, for instance, led him to fire 

pieces twice, the second time with chunks 
of colorful glazes running down the work as 
he used to do with glass. There’s more color 
now than in the past few years, and overall, 
Lenzo agrees, many of the sculptures seem 
less grim. “It’s a lot less grim because all the 
work has an autobiographical line running 
through it.”

when he was about 20 years old. Because 
of his innate skill, Wilnoty became an 
overnight sensation, creating hundreds of 
stone carvings, each with its own mysteri-
ous iconography.
     Wilnoty had not been carving very long 
when he gained the attention of the public. 
His “Eagle Dancer” was a masterful carving 
that used the natural grain of the wood to 
emphasize the movement of the dancer. 
The sculpture was declared a “masterpiece” 
by all who saw it. Columnist John Parish 
dubbed the artist the Cherokee’s “Michelan-
gelo.” Wilnoty quickly and quietly became 
“famous,” his work in high demand.
      Although Wilnoty had only begun to 
carve in the 1960s, in 1964 he was recruited 
by the federal Indian Arts and Craft Board 
to teach a workshop for the Choctaw tribe in 
Mississippi. By 1971, he was a member of 
Qualla Arts and Crafts Mutual, the Chero-
kee’s prestigious artisan cooperative. Less 
than a decade after he began carving, Wil-
noty was honoured with an exhibition that 
celebrated his “impressive carving skills” 
and his “highly imaginative and expressive 
handling of sculptural forms.” In 1972, he 
was given a second solo exhibition, this one 
at the Pasadena Art Museum in California. 
That exhibit included 25 pieces in red and

grey pipestone from a private collection. 
Over the next decades, the Smithsonian and 
the Washington, DC-based Indian Arts and 
Crafts Board collected many of his works.
     Since that time, Wilnoty continued to 
carve, but did less carving after seriously 
injuring his hands and fingers with tools that 
must remain sharp enough to gouge hard 
stone. His son, Fred and grandson, Freddy 
Bear carry on the Wilnoty name and legacy. 
An exhibition of Wilnoty’s work - with 
samples by his father, sons, and grandson 
- is titled, Solitude & Mystery: John Julius 
Wilnoty. The exhibit will showcase never-
before-seen work by John Julius Wilnoty 
selected from an extensive private collec-
tion. 
     Sponsored by North Carolina and the 
Jackson County Arts Councils, the exhibit 
will later travel from the Native American 
Studies Center at the University of South 
Carolina in Lancaster to the Western Caro-
lina University Fine Art Museum where it 
will be on view in 2016.

     Bauer conceived of this exhibit as an 
extension of her research on Catawba 
women focusing on a specific family lin-
eage of Catawba women potters to provide 
a visual story of persistence and survival in 
the midst of immense change. She decided 
to concentrate on the Catawba family she 
knows best, the women of her family. She 
envisioned grouping certain forms of pot-
tery made by these women to highlight how 
the building of these pieces remained unal-

     Greenhill in Greensboro, NC, announces 
Microcosm an exhibition of six artists 
whose artworks explore the intersections 
between art and science offering thought-
provoking perspectives of objects and or-
ganisms at the atomic and cellular level that 
are invisible to the naked eye. Curated by 
Edie Carpenter, the exhibition opens Sept. 
18 and runs through Nov. 10, 2015, featur-
ing the work of artists Daniel Kariko, Mark 
Koven, Amanda Small, Mike Sonnichsen, 
Georgia Titcomb, and Jeff Whetstone.  
     Scientific imagery has become increas-
ingly accessible with the advent of digital 
media. Google Earth views of underwa-

ter coral reefs, webcams of endangered 
species, and International Space Station 
shots of named storms all have entered the 
public image bank. Images produced with 
scientific equipment such as the Scanning 
Electron Microscope (SEM) regularly pep-
per mass media. A SEM uses electrons in-
stead of light to form an image allowing for 
much higher resolution and greater depth of 
field and magnification than a conventional 
microscope.
     Images seen on a small scale can change 
our understanding of the world. Microcosm 
challenges the viewer to question whether

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biological images, most commonly associ-
ated with disease or decay, are aesthetically 
beautiful. The artists’ works investigate 
scientific objectivity evoking private worlds 
and internal narratives. Included in the 
exhibition are works by Daniel Kariko, 
from ongoing investigations on altered 
environments for which he utilized a SEM 
to meet the insect community living around 
his suburban home. The result is a series of 
composite insect “portraits” through which 
unknown housemates become individuals 
humanized to raise awareness about habitat 
loss.
     Mark Koven’s installations depict 
various types of bacteria as a metaphoric 
representation of the beginnings of life.  
They include live cultures, prints with color 
pencil added onto the surface, stereographic 
images that recreate 3-D microcosmic land-
scapes, as well as photographic lenticular 
images. These images and the data collected 
are then used to produce palm size physical 
sculptures utilizing a Stereo Lithographic 
3D printer. Koven is currently on the faculty 
at Weber State University in Utah.
     Jeff Whetstone has been photograph-
ing and writing about the relationship 
between humans and their environment 
since he received a zoology degree from 
Duke University in 1990. For Microcosm, 
Whetstone will present the finished version 
of FRAME/ABLATE, a video projection 
made using a SEM which invites com-
parison to early cinematic experiments and 
surrealist landscape painting as lattice-like 
forms appear to melt and dematerialize as 
they are being filmed. He is currently teach-
ing at Princeton University Department of 
Art.

created by filming plastic bags arranged to 
resemble SEM images. The SEM was also 
used to produce micrographs of letterpress 
prints of scientific symbols for the protein 
which will also be exhibited. Titcomb is 
currently a graduate student in Ecology, 
Evolution, and Marine Biology at the Uni-
versity of California at Santa Barbara.
     Amanda Small’s mixed media installa-
tions “explore the interval between the finite 
and infinitesimal, as well as humanity’s 
relationship to the universe.” Small is creat-
ing a site-specific installation combining 
mundane materials and ambiguous imagery, 
layered shapes, shadows and lines to evoke 
the circular worlds grown in petri dishes.  
Small was the 2012-13 recipient of a North 
Carolina Arts Commission grant and will 
be giving an artist talk at UNC-G during 
Microcosm. Small is currently living in 
Toronto, Ontario.
     Edie Carpenter, Director, Curatorial & 
Artistic Programs, says “Whether the artists 
employ analytic tools such as the SEM 
microscope or familiar everyday items such 
as jars and plastic bags as primary materi-
als, their works help demystify complex 
scientific and technological phenomena. 
Exploring the interface of engineering, biol-
ogy and nanotechnology, their art projects a 
sense of wonder and evoke the experience 
of mystery that Einstein theorizes ‘stands 
at the cradle of true art and true science.’” 
While the artists in Microcosm are deal-
ing with complex scientific concepts and 
techniques in their works, viewers can eas-
ily make connections to images that are not 
only thought provoking but beautiful and 
illuminating as well.
     Lauren Bourne, a recent graduate from 
Elon University with a Masters in Interac-
tive Media, has developed “Microcosm 
Interactive,” a website designed as an 
informational interface for Microcosm. The 
website will increase visitors understanding 
of the artwork by exploring how and why 
these artists chose their subject matter and 
artistic process. Interact with illustrations of 
a 3D printer, Scanning Electron Microscope 
and listen to interviews with the artists, 
learn more about the processes and tech-
nology used. Interdisciplinary in spirit the 
exhibition is accompanied by a roundtable 
by NC experts in new technologies who will 
introduce the public to regional resources 
and an artist talk on new horizons opened 
up by microscopy that will spark substantial 
conversations about “the miniature” in the 
context of our lives. All programs are listed 
online at (www.greenhillnc.org/micro-
cosm).

     Mike Sonnichsen’s recent work is 
light-driven, taking form in layered relief 
prints, translucent sculptural pieces, and 
color photographs. He reveals an aesthetic 
richness in familiar found objects with 
simple yet transformative shifts of medium.  
Detergent bottles and disposable cola lids 
are transformed into precious specimens, as 
brilliant jewel-tones recall the stains used 
in scientific slides of crystalline formations 
and DNA chains. Sonnichsen has exhibited 
extensively throughout North Carolina and 
is an Assistant Professor of Art and Design 
at the University of Idaho.
     While pursuing her undergraduate degree 
in Biology at UNC-CH, Georgia Titcomb 
became fascinated with the layers of life ex-
isting at a microscopic scale. She explores 
“layers that exist in the seams between 
objective science and expressive art – to 
evoke new ideas, perspectives, and connec-
tions between our own humanity and the 
science we study.” For Microcosm, Titcomb 
will exhibit stop-motion animation and 
photographs resulting from her creative ex-
ploration of Beta-Amyloid protein believed 
to have a major role in Alzheimer’s disease.

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     Alamance County Arts Council in Gra-
ham, NC, will present Leo Twiggs 1970-
2015: Current Work in Context, featuring 
works by the distinguished American artist 
Dr. Leo Twiggs, on view in the Sister and 
SunTrust Galleries of the Captain James 
and Emma Holt White House, from Sept. 
10 through Oct. 30, 2015. A reception will 
be held on Sept. 10, from 6:30-8:30pm. 
     The exhibition features Twiggs’ batik 
paintings spanning 45 years of his award-
winning career.
     A native of South Carolina, Twiggs’ 
was the first African-American to receive a 
doctorate in art education from the Univer-
sity of Georgia and the first visual artist to 
receive South Carolina’s Governor’s Award 
for the Arts. His batik paintings have won 
international recognition and numerous 
awards and he has had more than 70 one-
man shows. 
     While the exhibition’s main focus is 
on Twiggs’ work from the last decade, a 
substantial part of the show presents earlier 
works from as far back as 1970. In doing so, 
the exhibition provides historical context 
for Twiggs’ more recent paintings. It shows 
both the development of Twiggs’ work 
in the past 45 years and the elements that 
remained consistent during that period. The 
latter includes Twiggs’ use of certain sym-
bols and objects over time while changing 
their representation and meaning. 

     Batik is deliberate and complex, tedious 
and time consuming, yet, the process 
compliments Twiggs’ art. His paintings are 
lively, expressive, and full of rich color and 
texture. 
     Much of Twiggs’ subject matter is a 
result of his own encounters with the world. 
Twiggs’ work features his family members 
and friends, his upbringing in rural South 
Carolina, the old South of Confederate 
commemoration and black victimization, 
the signs, signals and crossroads of people’s 
past and the cultural heritage of black 
people including the rivers they traveled 
and the blues they sang. The soft colors in 
his art help give his work a sincerity and 
contemplativeness that fits his literal subject 
matter. 
     “Somewhere along the way I saw the 
spidery web-like linear patterns and mottled 
surface inherent to batik as expressive of an 
aging process, the struggle to survive, not 
just the world, but time itself. I came to real-
ize that the struggle we had was the basic 
struggle of mankind - we were not alone. 
Perhaps that is why my figures evolved to 
be no longer just black or brown, but purple, 
red, blue, yellow and white.”
     The works featured in the exhibition 
were gathered from Twiggs’ personal col-
lection, galleries that represent him and 
private collectors. Wim Roefs is the curator 
of the Alamance Arts exhibition that will 
present Twiggs’ works. Roefs is the owner 
of if ART Gallery in Columbia, SC, where 
much of Twiggs’ work is featured.

     The X shape or St Andrew’s Cross, for 
instance, has in different stages of Twiggs’ 
career functioned as part of the Confederate 
rebel flag, the symbol for a railroad crossing 
and as an X marking a man or a spot.
     Twiggs’ paintings are done with an 
ancient process of decorating fabric called 
batik. In this process, the artist colors the 
fabrics one color at a time using dyes and 
wax. Twiggs’ developed his own unique 
batik painting process through innovative 
manipulation of the traditional technique 
by repeating the process numerous times, 
which has given us his nationally acclaimed 
work today. 

     The Asheville Art Museum in Asheville 
is thrilled to be presenting William Wegman: 
Cubism and Other-isms, an exhibition of the 
work of renowned artist William Wegman, 
on view through Jan. 24, 2016.
      In her essay for the artist’s 2006 retro-
spective exhibition catalogue, Joan Simon 
describes William Wegman as a “pioneer 
video-maker, wry conceptualist, performer, 
photographer, painter, found-object finder, 
draftsman and writer. Wegman is typical of 
his generation in his multimedia reach but 
unusual in his audiences. He is not only held 
in critical esteem within the international 
art world but also beloved by the general 
public…. He is the ‘man with the dogs,’ 
whose handsome troupe of Weimaraners 
collaborates with him in theatrical tableaux 
and the telling of tales.”
      William Wegman was born in Holyoke, 
MA, in 1943. He attended the Massachu-
setts College of Art in Boston and received 
his Masters of Fine Arts degree from Uni-
versity of Illinois in 1967. Wegman taught 
briefly in Wisconsin before venturing out 
to California in 1970 and finally settling 
in New York in 1972. In 1970 Wegman 
acquired his first Weimaraner, naming 
him Man Ray. He soon began including 
Man Ray in his videos and photographs. 
Wegman claimed that it was Man Ray who 

insisted on becoming part of the process, 
leading to one of the most significant col-
laborations between artist and model in the 
history of art. The artist continued to work 
with Man Ray until the dog’s death in 1981. 

Asheville Art Museum in Asheville 
Offers Works by William Wegman

     In 1986 Wegman began a whole new 
collaboration when his new dog Fay Ray 
arrived in his life. Upon the arrival of Fay 
Ray, Wegman began using a Polaroid again 
and started photographing his Weimaraner 
family. Wegman’s dog family has been seen 
in many of his works ranging from early 
video shorts to books to mainstream videos.
      For many years Wegman has been work-
ing on a project he calls Cubism and Other–
isms, where, with his trademark wry humor, 
he mines art historical precedents to create 
images of startling beauty. In a 1981 inter-
view, Wegman states, “In my own work I 
have visited many art movements, but none 
more often than Cubism — the epitome of 
modern art.” In the early 1990s while mak-
ing videos and films with his dogs standing 
in as human characters, Wegman began 
placing his subjects on elevated platforms in 
order to shoot them at eye level. The props 
in his photographs have taken many forms, 
but none so consistently as the cube. The 
cube is also one of the most available on-set 
items in the studios of commercial pho-
tographers, used for displaying products in 
tableaux or isolation to highlight their form 
or shape. For Joan Simon, this use of the 
cube also suggests “an art-about-art refer-
ence echoing both the pedestal of traditional 
sculpture and the Euclidean geometry of 
Minimalism.”
     The exhibition William Wegman: Cubism 
and Other-isms surveys more than 25 years 
of Wegman’s artistic production, including 
early black-and-white photographs, large-
format Polaroids and more recent digital 
imagery. In conjunction with this exhibition, 
the Museum is screening William Wegman: 

Video Works 1970-1999 in the New Media 
Gallery.
      Wegman’s photographs, video works, 
paintings and drawings have been exhib-
ited in museums and galleries internation-
ally. Recent exhibitions include William 
Wegman: Hello Nature, a major survey 
organized by the Bowdoin College Museum 
of Art of over 100 nature-related works by 
the artist in various media (2012), which 
traveled to Artipelag, Värmdö, Stockholm, 
Sweden (2013); and A World of Its Own: 
Photographic Practices in the Studio, a 
group exhibition organized by the Museum 
of Modern Art, New York, (2014). Wegman 
presented the annual 2014 Robert Rosen-
blum lecture at the Guggenheim Museum of 
Art, New York. He is represented by Senior 
& Shopmaker Gallery in New York.
     Founded by artists in 1948 in Asheville, 
NC, the Asheville Art Museum annually 
presents an exciting, inviting and active 
schedule of exhibitions and public programs 
based on its permanent collection of 20th 
and 21st century American art.

I have gradually shifted 
toward muted colors with bright accents and 
less contrast in shadows and light, which 
to me are more reflective of the sense of 
place in Western North Carolina.

     “What’s really going on here?” That’s 
a question the artist Endia Beal asks 
throughout her work, which shines a bright, 
unwavering light on the ways in which 
black women are relegated to obscurity in 
our culture. “Beal is acutely aware of the 
under-representation of minority stories in 
contemporary art circles; it is even more 
rare to find stories of black women working 
within the structures of corporate America,” 
say Turchin Center Curator Mary Anne 
Redding. 
     In fact, the title of Beal’s show, Can I 
Touch It? - which consists of photographic 
narratives and video testimonies - refers 
to an experience Beal had as a tall, young 
black woman in a mostly white male of-
fice, working in the IT Department while 
completing her MFA at Yale University. “A 
rumor circulated that my thick, kinky Afro 
and ethnic hairstyles fascinated my white 
male colleagues,” Beal says. “These men 
were curious about how my hair felt and 
wanted to touch it.” 
     So Beal actually let them. She inter-
viewed her male coworkers afterward, 

advertisements among other materials,  “I 
strive to create elegant environments within 
the context of disturbing genetic realities,” 
says Stolle.
     The exhibition Sightings: Ruth Ava 
Lyons, will be on view in the Mayer Gallery, 
from Sept. 4 through Dec. 19, 2015. An ex-
hibition celebration will be held on Friday, 
Nov. 6, 2015, from 6-10pm.
     “The artist Ruth Ava Lyons is inspired by 
her passion for diving, endangered watery 
ecosystems, natural disasters, and other en-
vironmental factors,” says Redding. Lyons 
is also a hoop-dancer, a motorcyclist and a 
keen adventurer, whose experiences at the 
Great Barrier Reef in Australia, the Florida 
Everglades, Congaree National Park, 
Cumberland Island and other national parks 
and forests have intensified her concern for 
the negative effect of man’s behavior on 
the natural world. Rather than a dark and 
gloomy vision, however, Lyons has translat-
ed her preoccupations into ‘brightly colored 
mixed media paintings that evoke the shim-
mering hues of the sea and the sensuality of 
moist surroundings,” says Redding. 
      “I intuitively gather, distill, and layer or-
ganic imagery, recreating a fusion landscape 
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suggesting a transformative state of birth, 
growth, degeneration, and renewal,” says 
Lyons, who lives in Charlotte, NC, where 
she and her partner, the sculptor Paul Sires, 
were the longtime owners of the Center of 
the Earth Gallery, one of North Carolina’s 
most important contemporary art venues for 
over two decades.

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     The Transylvania Community Arts

     Francis Marion University in Flor-
ence, SC, is presenting Artists Entwined:

     Will South makes art, writes about 
it, organizes exhibitions on it, and very 

frequently talks about it. Art has been the 
single constant thread in his life.
     Like most of us, South drew as a child. 
He simply never stopped. With a degree 
in studio art from Loyola Marymount 
University in Los Angeles, his professional

life began managing a gallery where he 
organized shows on painters and wrote their 
biographies. This led to a master’s degree 
in art history, which led to a PhD from the 
Graduate Center of the City University of 
New York. Living in Manhattan, South took 
courses at the Art Students League while 
steeped in art theory at the Graduate Center. 
Today, he remains an art historian and an 
artist in equal measure.
     As a museum curator, South is known for 
making art accessible, whether in writing, 
on the wall, or in public talks. He shares 
his passion for art freely, and sees museum 
work as an ongoing opportunity for public 
service. Back in the studio, however, he 
reverts to the artist who has made art his 
entire life, only now one who has learned a 
great deal from art history.

Contemporary Art in New York, Director 
of the Crafts Festivals at Lincoln Center for 
the Performing Arts, Museum Administra-
tor for the Weatherspoon Art Museum at the 
University of North Carolina at Greensboro, 
and Gallery Director of Gallery 115, also in 
Greensboro, NC. For two years, Cogswell 
curated the material culture exhibitions 
for the nationally known Cityfolk Festival 
held annually in Dayton, OH, over the July 
4th weekend. She has been the owner and 
curator of Gallery West in West Columbia, 
SC, since the fall of 2013, a gallery of fine 
art, antiques, contemporary craft and art 
jewelry.
     Cogswell’s love of fiber began as early 
as she can remember. Growing up in Japan 
as the daughter of missionaries, she was sur-
rounded by the rich textiles unique to that 
culture. After taking a weaving class in col-
lege, she was enduringly hooked. She wove 
for many years, but following the birth of 
her first child found it difficult to keep an 
eight-harness floor loom out of the reach of 
a toddler. Inspired by the work of two artists 
from Berea Kentucky, Cogswell began to 
work with fiber on a much smaller scale.
     Cogswell’s current work is made up of 
hundreds of silk, nylon, cotton, or linen 
threads, knotted into wearable art. The 
jewelry, which sometimes incorporates 
beads or unusual and unique objects, or at 
times just combinations of color, begin with 
these hundreds of threads, not always with 
a specific end in mind, but evolving as the 
piece progresses. Though labor intensive, 
she finds the repetition and rhythm of tying 
the knots to be a very meditative process.

     “I enjoy narrative, abstract and innova-
tive art forms,” South says, “but as an artist 
myself I’m not interested in telling a story 
or inventing something new. Topical art 
comes and goes, and cleverness holds no 
appeal.

     Butcher’s work has been compared to 
that of famed photographer, Ansel Ad-
ams, and Butcher has shot several of his 
photographs in the same location as some 
of Adams’ most treasured work. Emmy-
winning filmmaker Ken Burns says, “Like 
the work of Ansel Adams, Clyde Butcher’s 
remarkable photographs give us an access 
to nature we rarely see or experience. They 
not only reveal the intimate and majestic 
beauty of the Everglades—and the need to 
save this fragile environment—they also 
remind us of the abiding kinship we mortals 
share when we work together to preserve 
these magnificent places. Butcher’s art is a 
national treasure.”

the viewer to experience the site from an 
almost first-hand perspective. The large 
dimensions, combined with a strong sense 
of fluidity and movement, help his works 
transcend the generally static nature of the 
photographic medium.
      When asked about his work in land-
scape photography, Butcher says, “I’ve 
been pursuing the concept of wilderness 
preservation through photography since 
1961. I think it’s important for an artist to 
have a passion – you need to find a source 
of inspiration. You have to follow a path and 
develop a sense of character in what you’re 
doing. Wilderness, to me, is a spiritual ne-
cessity. When my son was killed by a drunk 
driver it was to the wilderness that I fled in 
hopes of regaining my serenity and equilib-
rium. The mysterious spiritual experience 
of being close to nature helped restore my 
soul. It was during that time, I discovered 
the intimate beauty of the environment. My 
experience reinforced my sense of dedica-
tion to use my art form of photography as 
an inspiration for others to work together to 
save nature’s places of spiritual sanctuary 
for future generations.”
     Butcher’s unique technique enables 
him to capture a breathtaking amount of 
detail in each shot.  He shoots with an 8’ x 
10” wooden large-format Deardorff view 
camera from the 1940s, creating an extraor-
dinary depth of field through a synthesis of 
wide-angle lenses and a small lens opening.  
His large negatives, filters, and an exposure 
of time of up to ten minutes allow for clarity 
and incredible detail within his composi-
tions. His purposeful and original approach 
accentuates each location’s organic sense 
of movement and enduring monumentality,

     For more than 50 years, Butcher has 
been preserving on film the untouched areas 
of the United States’ nature landscapes.  
Butcher’s powerful images explore his 
personal bond with the environment.

Not only are 
Butcher’s photographs beautiful, but the ex-
ceptional size—the largest in the collection

“The Danger of Being Born,” by Deborah Rockman
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     The Cameron Art Museum in Wilming-
ton, NC, is presenting Response is the Me-
dium, an exploration of innovative interac-
tive art featuring pioneers and vanguards in 
the medium, on view through Jan. 10, 2016
     In 1977 interactive art pioneer Myron W. 
Kruger stated, “The beauty of the visual and 
aural response is secondary. Response is 
the medium! As an art form, this is unique. 
Instead of an artist creating a piece of 
artwork, the artist is creating a sequence of 
possibilities.” 
    The exhibition Response is the Medium 
explores the innovative ways artists are 
utilizing technology, perception and audi-
ence interaction in creating their work. The 
Cameron Art Museum explores the ever-
evolving field of interactive artwork with 
pioneers and vanguards in this medium; 
media artists Brian Knep, Daniel Rozin 
and Purring Tiger (Aaron Sherwood and 
Kiori Kawai); metalsmith Gabriel Craig and 
composer Michael Remson. 
     Interactive art is defined as artwork that 
requires physical engagement between the 
visitor/participant and the artwork. The 
artwork interacts with the visitor/participant 
as an interactive object, interactive space or 
virtual reality or through interactive systems 
such as Artificial Intelligence. The visitor/
participant is an active “performer” in the 
context of the artwork and is a significant 
partner in its manifestation.
     Brian Knep is a media artist whose works 
range from large-scale interactive installa-
tions to microscopic sculptures for nema-
todes. He has won awards from Prix Ars 
Electronica, the International Association of 
Art Critics, and Americans for the Arts.
      “The pieces in the Healing series explore 
interaction and integration: the changes, 
both destructive and regenerative, that 
happen when things interface with each 
other,” says Knep. “They are interactive 
floor projections with patterns that change 
in response to visitors. When visitors walk 
across, the patterns pull away, creating 

wounds. When left alone, the patterns 
grow to cover these wounds. In each of the 
pieces, however the patterns grow back in 
different ways. This work is related to the 
research being done on artificial intelligence 
and artificial life, but the path and the goal 
are different.”
     Knep adds, “With these pieces I am fo-
cusing on the complexity possible with very 
simple rules. By amplifying chemical mod-
els of interactions and making them visible 
and accessible, they become metaphors for 
human behavior and interaction.” 
     Daniel Rozin creates interactive instal-
lations and sculptures that change and 
respond to the presence of a viewer. His 
work also investigates the psychological 
and optical cues inherent to image building, 
such as pattern and the materiality of the 
picture plane. 
     Rozin has received the Prix Ars Electron-
ica, I.D. Design Review, Chrysler Design 
Award, and the Rothschild Prize.
     Mirror No.12 (2013) is a color video 
projection that processes live imagery 
captured from a small camera. Taking upon 
itself image building restrictions, Mirror 
No.12 uses the rotational transformation of 
line as the sole means of representation that 
results in a painterly texture. Cropping the 
camera’s frame and virtually torquing its 
imagery three-dimensionally, the projection 
is bounded by an oval, evoking the surveil-
lant effect of an observer gazing through the 
peephole in a door.
     The basis of behavior in this software 
artwork, Darwinian Straw Mirror, 2010, 
is Darwin’s theory of evolution and natural 
selection, which is shaped by mutations that 
occur at random. In the Darwinian Straw 
Mirror, ‘evolutionary pressure’ pushes the 
piece to resemble the viewer’s image. Thou-
sands of straw strands are randomly placed 
on the screen and then through a process the 
software program determines clarity of the 
image of the viewer on the screen. As this

process is repeated, an abstracted picture 
of the immediate surroundings and viewers 
emerges, similar to a mirror.
     Mirror No. 10 (2009) is a software art 
installation that generates a live reflection 
of its display environment. It’s on-screen 
imagery appears to be “sketched” and is 
built visually by a hatched line drawing that 
is constantly in flux. Trails of movement 
form a textured surface, echoing the gesture 
of viewers. This work processes video cap-
tured from a small camera and plays on a 
computer that runs artist-authored software.
     In 2011, Aaron Sherwood and Kiori 
Kawai, founded Purring Tiger, a multi-
cultural, multimedia, experimental per-
formance/installation group dedicated to 
bringing people together in the context of 
art, in a subtext of wonder. Their pieces 
have been commissioned and appeared at 
such locations as Burning Man Art Festi-
val, Brooklyn Museum, Federation Square 
(AUS), Tribeca Performing Arts Center and 
Telfair Museum. 
     MICRO (2014) explores the small uni-
verse that is our body and mind. It consists 
of an 8 foot x 12 foot x 8 foot structure with 
200 translucent balls hanging from the top 
of the structure, that each contain a speaker. 
When a ball is bumped into it generates 
a unique sound, and lights up with one 
of 5 different colors. As people play and 
interact with the balls they are engulfed by a 
symphony of lights and sounds surrounding 
them on all sides. MICRO was an honorari-
um installation at Burning Man 2014. 
     Gabriel Craig is a metalsmith, writer and 
craft activist. Craig’s performative use of 
craft engages diverse audiences in discus-
sions about self-sufficiency, labor, con-
sumption and tradition. Recent exhibitions 
were at the Renwick Gallery of the Smith-

sonian American Art Museum in Washing-
ton, DC, The National Ornamental Metal 
Museum in Memphis, TN, and the Museum 
of Contemporary Craft in Portland, OR. 
     Michael Remson is an accomplished 
composer, author, educator and administra-
tor, who has dedicated more than twenty-
five years to a dual career as a working 
artist and arts administrator/advocate. Dr. 
Remson served as Development Director 
for Dragon’s Gate, a start-up non-profit 
dedicated to working with at-risk popula-
tions through the visual arts. 
     Soundforge is the result of a two-year 
collaboration between metalsmith Gabriel 
Craig and composer Michael Remson. A 
multi-media installation combining video, 
audio and sculptural elements in an interac-
tive work that explores forging as an act of 
both fabrication and percussion. Initially 
confronted by a video of forging, viewers 
proceed to the gallery space and are able to 
use custom, hand-carved wooden mallets to 
play three different hand-forged steel keyed 
instruments. Each key is tuned to comple-
ment the musical score, allowing viewers 
to easily and successfully engage the work.

“Sure, I have an eye for shape and I love the 
feel and warmth of wood, but I simply un-
cloak what is already there. In most cases, 
all the credit for creative beauty must go to 
the tree and the wood itself. It is this finding 
of the hidden that’s my reward for creating 
each piece.”
     Wagner locates the timber and then fells, 
logs and mills it himself. The vast major-
ity of trees come from along the Wac-
camaw River in South Carolina. Among 
his favorites are red maple, cypress, water 
locust, pignut hickory, water elm, cherry 
and persimmon. Most of the trees are dead, 
wind-toppled, lightening strikes and log-
ging casualties. The Atlantic white cedar 
that Wagner uses came from trees downed 
by Hurricane Floyd in 1999. Wagner adds, 

“The resinous cypress in my Nakashima 
style benches comes from logging debris 
from a tree felled in 1921.”
     The exhibition at Sunset River Mar-
ketplace consists of benches, tables, wine 
racks, stools, and bowls. Lassiter says, “I 
love Wes’s work. It’s that rarely successful

     Fine Art at Baxters Gallery in New

     The imagery in Bernstein’s pieces uses 
a process known as hot cane drawing. The 
artist uses thin, colored glass rods known 
as cane, to apply the design to the molten 
glass. An assistant follows the artist with a 
high-temperature torch, fusing the rod into 
the glass much like a welder. When the 
drawing is complete, it is worked into the 
body of the glass and eventually expanded 
during the blowing process much like the 
printing on a child's balloon. Each piece is 
blown freeform without the use of molds 
or patterns, and incorporates their distinc-
tive style and use of color.
     Bernstein has been at the forefront of 
the modern art glass movement for more 
than thirty years. He began his career in 
the late 1960s at the Philadelphia College 
of Art and has been making original glass 
pieces ever since.

     Karen Crenshaw’s palette shows the 
influence of the Impressionists with her 
use of high-keyed hues – soft cobalt and 
cerulean blues and deep, rich greens and 
violets. The play of light is reminiscent of

     Clemson University in Clemson, SC, is 
presenting Touch in Real Time, an exhibi-
tion of ceramic work by artist and educator, 
Holly Hanessian, on view through Sept. 24, 
2015, in the Lee Gallery, at the Center for 
Visual Arts. An Artist Talk will be given on 
Sept. 21, at 6pm, in Room 100 Lee Hall, a 
reception will follow at 7:30pm.
     Touch is an intimate and universal 
experience. It instantly communicates in a 
simple and direct method while transcend-
ing the barriers of language. Touch in Real 
Time explores the power of touch at the 
crossroads of art, emotion and neurosci-
ence. This exhibit interweaves the popular 
educational movement, STEAM (Science, 
Technology, Engineering and Math) by 
revealing how the science and arts are con-
nected to each other. 
     Hanessian starts from the repetitive act of 
pressing wet clay between the hands of two 
individuals and explores the intimate, physi-
ological and transformative experience of a 
handshake. 
     “My artwork responds to cultural shifts 
examining genetic markers and traits, the 
daily consumption of pharmaceuticals and 
adaptive behaviors on our DNA,” Hanes-
sian said.
      Working alongside Greg Siegle, Ph.D 
and his lab of behavioral neuroscientists 
at the University of Pittsburgh, Pittsburgh, 
PA. Hanessian collected and examined 
data retrieved from brain scans using EEG 
and MRI. The goal of the research project 
was to measure the level of the bonding 
hormone, Oxytocin while participants were 
engaged in a 15 – 20 second handshake, the 
time it takes oxytocin to be released in the 
body. The exhibition showcases over 1,500 
fired porcelain handshakes, a participatory 
station, graphs and research data from the 

project in an exhibition that examines a 
common, but often overlooked experience 
handshakes.
     Hanessian takes this common gesture 
and drills down to the elemental experience 
of the act. Touch in Real Time provides a 
fresh perspective and a re-affirmation on 
the importance of touch. The exhibition re-
minds viewers about the physical transfor-
mation our bodies undergo when we insert 
touch back into our daily experience. 
     Hanessian received her MFA from the 
University of Georgia in Athens, GA, and 
is currently is a professor of art and the area 
head of the ceramics program at Florida 
State University in Tallahassee, F.L. A child 
of two Armenian parents, she creates work 
that explores the crossroads of our DNA and 
the environment which is influenced by our 
daily experiences.

She 
and Denise Woodward-Detrich, Director of 
the Lee Gallery, approached Siber several 

months ago with the idea of a solo exhibi-
tion in the Brooks Center Lobby. Kaplar 
was first drawn to Siber’s work when she 
and Woodward-Detrich put together an 
exhibition for the Brooks Center last year. 
“We’ve seen her style and we thought 
anything she does will be a good fit for 
our audience,” Kaplar said. The exhibition 
includes art works created since January, 
including two pieces originally from her 
master’s thesis exhibition and now on loan 
from private collections.
     When patrons attend the exhibition, 
Kaplar hopes it will be a time for deep self-
reflection. “I hope it will encourage people 
to look within themselves, to engage in 
inner contemplation.” Siber’s wish is that 
people see an opportunity to consider both 
the here-and-now and the everlasting. “I 
hope that viewing these paintings conjures 
up a consideration for the temporal. Perhaps 
by contemplating our finitude and flux, we 
are more apt to consider what is infinite and 
never-changing.”

     Larch continued, “Although Mexican 
Folk Art was a very common site in my 
hometown of Huntington Beach, CA, I was 
always amazed by the concentrated abun-
dance of those vibrant colors and exotic 
styles, as they were in the country of their 
origin. It took my breath away...and inspired 
the budding artist in me.”

     Robin Rhode Video Installations will 
be on view from Sept. 26, 2015 through 
Jan. 31, 2016, Robin Rhode creates fan-
tastic and playful digital animations that 
often have a darker undercurrent. 
     “As a South African,” Rhode says, “I 
feel obligated to create my own history by 
working with certain everyday materials 
that embody a sociopolitical narrative … 
This is my motivating force: I have to tell 
these stories … My voice will be heard. 
You can take away everything—I’m still 
going to make art. I’m not dependent on 
the economy, on the material, on the ideas. 
I’ve made art with chalk and on concrete 
walls, and I’m still going to do it.”   
     In Rhode’s gravity-defying videos 
- staged in locations that include city 
streets, his studio, and his family’s back-
yard - actors interact with chalk and char-
coal drawings of everyday objects (chairs, 
pianos, bicycles, basketballs, skateboards) 
as if they were real. His dynamic narra-
tives set up a dialogue between high art 
and popular culture, incorporating refer-
ences to graffiti, art history, and recent 

political and social events.
     The Robin Rhode video installations 
are organized by the North Carolina 
Museum of Art. This exhibition is made 
possible, in part, by the North Carolina 
Department of Cultural Resources; the 
North Carolina Museum of Art Founda-
tion, Inc.; and the William R. Kenan Jr.
