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     Pink Dog Gallery in Asheville, NC, will 
present Our Ecology, Shifting Our Gaze 
Inward, featuring works by Bevelyn Afor 
Ukah, on view from Sept. 30 through Oct. 
30, 2022. A reception will be held on Oct. 
22, beginning at 7pm, with an Artist Talk at 
8pm. 
     “However we choose to describe our 
bodies, there is a constant - we are here 
together on this magical planet. This exhibit 
is a journey to find myself present in my 
own body with all of the complex stories 
floating around about who is worthy, who is 
beautiful, who is valuable, and who is not. 
This body of work has helped me to ground 
in the fact that I am a profound miracle, as 
we all are,” says Ukah.

Pink Dog Gallery in Asheville, NC,

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     Sheldon will be showing vibrant land-
scape paintings, done with his usual impasto 
approach, along with new figurative works 
based on paintings he loves from art history. 
“I am attempting to not only pay homage to 
the originals, but to find my own place and 
identity in that relationship — to confront 
and release the mythos,” Sheldon explained.
     Rounding out the show will be a selec-
tion of his dynamic sculptural pieces. “I 
love the idea of channeling hidden, cosmic 
forces, at play in the universe around us, 

the mirror to fight through all of the nega-
tive stories that were floating around in my 
head. What helped was acknowledging the 
countless people, thoughts, beliefs and ac-
tions that had to exist for me to experience 
a breath of liberation, which is my creative 
practice. I have been particularly inspired 
by stories and parables from my African 
American and Nigerian ancestry and by 
Black women who have blazed beautiful 
pathways of expression, while reminding 
me that I do not need permission to be who I 
am,” adds Ukah. 
      “Reflections on Saartjie Baartman’s 
life have also inspired many works in this 
exhibit. Though little is written about who 
she was (as opposed to the trauma she expe-
rienced), I honor her for the lessons she has 
taught me through these reflections.” 
      “My goal in this exhibit is to practice 
flipping violent narratives and acknowledg-
ing the magic that lives within our ecologi-
cal selves,” says Ukah. “In my belief, with 
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      “Fat and black phobia continue to stew 
in our society, while black women’s bodies 
are constantly berated and violated by a 
dominant, yet elusive gaze. While this gaze 
is exploitative in nature, it can feel like a 
betrayal to internalize these stories.”
