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The San Jose Museum of Art in San Jose,
CA has a substantial collection as does

the State Museum of Art, Riga, Latvia.
Staprans’ work is considered to be in the
circle of Wayne Thiebaud and Richard Die-
benkorn; he was friends with both of them.
Sotheby’s, Bonhams and Christie’s have
sold his work, although recent auction re-
cords have come through California-based
Clars Auction Gallery at $147,600 on Sept.
12,2020, and then $187,500, June 17, 2022.
Available paintings by Raimonds Staprans
are very scarce.

Also still living is Ed Mell, born in 1942.
He has his own gallery in Phoenix, AZ,
with his work gaining popularity sharply in
recent years, leaving almost no inventory
of his original paintings for sale. Surpris-
ingly, the two art auction majors, Christie’s
and Sotheby’s, have yet to bring his work
to auction, but since his auction results
have recently exceeded $100,000, that may
be simply a matter of time. His Shadowed
Walls, measuring 40” x 78”7, is available
through Sunset River Gallery. It is a striking
showpiece of 20th century American art.

Angel Botello is represented with two
charming pieces Reclining Girl, 35 7/8” x
48” and Nifio con Caballito,24” x 30” in
the Sunset River collection. Born in 1913 in
Puerto Rico, he essentially began as a street
artist. His work is so unique and appeal-
ing that his fame grew during his lifetime
such that resales at various auctions quickly
outpaced his original art prices. He was
both a painter and a sculptor. Botello’s work
is often sold at Sotheby’s and Christie’s,
His auction maximum was achieved at
Christie’s in 2007 for Nina Durmiendo at
$397,000.

The 20th Century Art installation at Sun-
set River Gallery is open now, however a re-
ception is planned for a later date once some
cosmetic upgrades have been completed at
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the gallery.

Located in coastal Brunswick County,
Sunset River Gallery caters to both area
visitors and a growing local community
of full-time residents seeking fine art for
their homes and businesses. Featuring work
by approximately 150 North and South
Carolina artists, the gallery is well known
in the area for its collection of oil paintings,
watermedia, pastels, photography, hand-
blown glass, fused glass, pottery and clay
sculptures, turned and carved wood, unique
home décor items and artisan jewelry.

There are two onsite kilns and five
wheels used by the gallery’s pottery
students. Art classes and workshops are cur-
rently being offered on a limited basis.
